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PENN AGAIN IN FRONT
Americans Defeat the Thames B. 0.

at Henley.

WON THE HEAT BY THREE LENGTHS

Will Meet the Crack Leanders
Tomorrow.

GREETED WITH CHEERING

HENLEY. England, July 4.-The second
day of the Henley regatta was signalized
by another victory for the Americans, the
oarsmen from the University of Pennsyl-
vania defeating the Thames Rowing Club
by three lengths and thus winning their
second heat. As the Leanders defeated the
Belgian crew. the Pennsylvanians will meet
the Leanders in the final heat for the
grand challenge cup tomorrow.
The conditions were even better than

yesterday. A bright, hot sun was shining
and there was no wind. There was a de-
cided increase in the attendance, and
American flags were very liberally dis-
played.
Soon after 11 o'clock the Leanders, pad-

dling to the start for their race with the
Belgians, were loudly applauded along the
course, but their reception was quite
eclipsed by that given to the Americans as,
a few minutes later, they followed. The
contrast in the style of the two crews.
whom everybody expected to see fight it
out in the final heat, was more marked
than ever.
There was only five minutes' difference

between the two races, and no sooner had
Umpire Willian sent the Leanders and Bel-
gians off than Umpire Putman's launch
took its place to start the Americans and
the Thames crew. The former seemed even
more confident than yesterday.

Penn Quickly Took Lead.
There was a capital start, and the Penn-

sylvanians had three-fourths of a length
lead before the top of the island was reach-
ed. They rowed eleven strokes in the
first quarter, twenty-two in the first half
and forty-one during the first minute. The
Americans went away steadily from
that point and dropped their stroke to
thirty-eight. They did half the distance in
3.t0. Their opponents did the half in 3.42.
Opposite the Leander inclosure the Penn-
sylvanians were three lengths ahead, and
although they again eased considerably
and the others spurted the Thames men
were never able to make up anything.
Passing the grand stand the Americans

could not resist a litle spurt, and they
rowed past with a dozen strokes at the
rate of forty-one to the minute.
The Americans had a very friendly re-

ception. and a number of their countrymen
succeeded in giving them a very respecta-
ble college yell. The band played "The
Belle of New York."
Ellis Ward, the American coach. who was

In the umpire's launch, expressed himself
as being thoroughly satisfied and confident.
He said:
"I told them they must not make that

spurt at the end. but I suppose they were
so excited and pleased that they could not
resist it."

Leander Defeated Belgians,.
The Leander-Belgian race was a hard

one, but not so severe as expected. The
Leanders got away with surprising rapid-
ity at the rate of forty-three, and secured
a bare length's lead at the top of the
island. The Belgians soon struck a rapid
gait and began to come up, but they could
not catch the Leanders. Off Fawley court,
which they did in 8.24. the Leanders were
again clear. Off the Grosvenor Club the
Belgians spurted and nearly got up level.
A splendid race home followed, the Lean-ders winning by a bare length.
The Leanders finished very strong, and

in the opinion of experts they could have
made much better time. On one point all
were agreed, and that was that tomorrow's
meeting between the Leanders and the
Americans will be a desperate race. The
Leanders have greatly improved. They now
pull well together. and today's race will do
them further good. The Pennsylvanianshave shown themselves to be in the pink[f condition.
There was some criticism yesterday be-

cause after the finish the Americans rowed
straight to their boathouse and did notwait. as is customary, and rattle their oarsIn the rowlocks as a compliment to their
opponents. The Americans today made
ample amends The moment the Thames
crew crossed the line the Pennsylvaniacrew gave them a lusty college cheer, and,hen. paddling home, housed their boat and
stood on the raft, again cheering theThames crew as the latter housed their
boat at the same place. The cheering wasoverheard on Henley bridge, and the crowd
whieb witnessed the scene began cheeringthe Pennsylvanians.
Fllis Ward and Graduate Manager Hart

are both delighted witlh the easy race,
which Ward said was only paddling. "But,''he added, "it gets us against Leander, and
now we will do the hest we can to make to-
morrow another Fourth of July."

THREE MEN KILLED
To Others Wounded in Riot at Tel-

luride, Colorado,

OUTCOME OF IIERS' STRIKE

Strikers Succeed in Driving the
Non-Union Men Away.

ORIGIN OF THE TROUBLE

TELLURIDE, Col., July 4.-No further
bloodshed has occurred at the Smuggler-
Union mine, where three men were killed
and about ten wounded in a battle between
strikers and non-union miners yesterday.
Officials of the company having agreed

to withdraw all men from the mine except
a few watchmen, and to make no effort to
resume work until the strike is amicably
settled or officially declared off, there
seems no probability of further hostilties.
Three men were killed and at least ten

wounded in the fight yesterday between 150
armed strikers and the force of miners and
deputies at the mines.
The dead:
John Barthell, a miner, one of the at-

tacking party.
George Nicholson, shift boss at the mine.
J. Lujan, a Mexican. employed as tram-

mer in the mine.
Non-union men numbering about 160

were driven over the range into Ouray
county and warned never to return.

Strike Began in May.
The strike which culminated in the ou..-

break yesterday was ordered by the Min-
ers' Union on May 1 last. It followed the
refusal of the mine management to guar-
antee all miners employed minimu-n wages
of $3 a day. The company resumed opera-
tions June 17 with a non-union force.
In furtherance of the general desire for

an amicable and peaceful settlement of the
points at issue between the union and the
company, a business men's meeting was
held at Telluride Friday, at which the posi-
tive assurance is said to have been given
that the union should not take action with-
out consultation with the business men who
had consented to serve as a committee of
mediation, and they were only awaiting the
return of Manager Collins to take action
when the outbreak occurred.
Officials of the Miners' Union declare the

march on the mines yesterday was en'ire-
ly without the sanction of the organization.

Origin of the Trouble.
A dispatch from Telluride, Col., last night

says: Great excitement has prevailed here
all day over a riot in Smuggler-Union mine.
The shooting grew out of the strike trou-
ble, which has been brewing for some time.
Shots were exchanged most of the morn-

ing between the miners, deputies and
guards, but at 1 o'clock all was quiet, with
the exception of scattering shots.
Some time during the day one of the cab-

fns near the office building was blown up.
The Liberty Bell and Tom Boy miners

have practically all gone out in sympathy
and those properties are nearly idle. Min-
ers were seen coming over the range this
morning from the Ouray and Silverton
sides, and it is reported that the Camp Bird
and Revenue miners are also out in sympa-
thy, but as to these properties the report
cannot be verified. -

The mayor has ordered all saloons to be
closed from 6 p m. to 6 a.m. until other-
wise notified. Tele.'ione wires have been
cut and there has been no communication
between the town and Smuggler Hill all
day.
About 6 o'clock this afternoon the corpse

of a man was brought to town from the
basin, and it was found to be that of John
Barthell, a Swedish miner, who was killed
by the first shot fired. Barthell was fight-
ing with the union miners.
Camp Bird Owned by Thomas Walsh.

'A dispatch from Denver, Col., last night
says:
The Camp Bird is the property of Thom-

as Walsh, a resident of Washington. It is
said that miners from the Liberty Bell, Tom
Boy, Revenue and Camp Bird mines have
joined with the Smuggler strikers and that
800 men now surround the Smuggler mine.
The sheriff of the county in which Tellu-

ride is located wired Governor Ortnan for
troops to assist in suppressing the rioters.
A call for the militia to assemble at their
armories at 8 o'clock tonight was issued
from the adjutant general's department and
directed to the companies at Denver and
Pueblo.
The president of the Smuggler-Union

mine at Telluride, where the riot occurred
today, is Benjamin B. Lawrence of New
York. Arthur F. Collins of Denver Is the
general manager. The strike went into ef-
fect on May , 1)01, and was the out-
come of a demand of the miners for an in-
crease in wages. Last week an agreement
was entered into between the officers of the
mines and the men whereby they were to
abide by the decision of a committee ap-
pointed by the business men of Telluride to
arbitrate the differences. The committee
was working on a basis of settlement when
the outbreak occurred.
At 10:45 o'clock tonight Governor Orman

received a message from Sheriff Dowtain of
Telluride, saying that the strikers had
taken forcible possession of the Smuggler-
Union mine, and had run all the employes
over the range. The message said that the
latter made no resistance.

Exterminate Poison Ivy.
From the Chicago Record-Herald.
The efforts of the scientists to find out

whether mosquitoes are distributers of ma-
laria or not are valuable and interesting
as a scientific inquiry. That science is
grappling earnestly and energetically with
the business end of the mosquito is evi-
denced by the recent shipment of a box of
400 South Carolina mosquitoes to the Acad-
emy of Natural Science at Washington.
The presumption is that the discovery of

facts tending to establish the theory that
mosquitoes propagate malaria and yellow
fever will be followed by the discovery of
means for their extermination. When it
comes to the distribution of poison among
the human family, however, the scientists
of this country can render a much more
important service to the people by turning
their attention to the rhus toxicodendron,
commonly known as "poison ivy," which
grows profusely in nearly every state in the
Union. Whether the mosquito distributes
malaria or not, it is a well-known fact that
thousands are bitten by it every year with-
out being inoculated with malaria and
without suffering any serious conse-
quences.
But there is no doubt about the ability-

of the poison ivy to poison nearly all who
come in contact with the vine.

THE ANTI-IMPERALIST AGAIN.

Manifesto Sent Out by the American
League Today.

The American Anti-Imperialist League
has sent out from Chicago, under today's
date, another manifesto protesting against
the policy of the administration in the Phil-

ippines. The manifesto concludes as fol-

lows:
We urge all lovers of freedom to organ-

ize in defense of human rights now threat-
ened by the greatest free government in

history. Even if our government may tx-
ercise arbitrary power over millions of mren
In disregard of the Constitution-Whiclh we

deny-it can never be right for It to exer-

cise such power. Right is higher than
might. Let every citizen study the facts
and make his conclusion known, combinmig
with his neighbor to influence Congress to
stand true to the princi les of the declara
tion by which this government was founded
and under which it has grown so great.
The gravest danger our country has known
till now has come from a denial of those
principles. The incoming Congress is not
yet committed to the policy of incorposat-
Ing the island peoples into our system with-
out rights. Let it resume its place in the
government in defense of the inalienable
rights of man.
We appeal from those who for the mo-

ment exercise the p~ower of the nation to
the people who are the nation-that nation
which, on July 4, 1776, was "conceivedi in
liberty and dedicated to the proposition
that all men are created equal.
The appeal is signed by the following:

American Antimperialist League, by Ge~o.
S. Boutwell, president, and W. J. Mize.
secretary; New England Anti-Imperialist
League, by Albert S. Parsons, chairman ex-

Statehood for Hawait.

The advantage in annexation
to California would be that the Hawaiians
would get statehood immediately by that
process, and they would be part of a big

state. They want a state of Hawaii, how-
ever, and a bill asking admission Is to 'os
presented at the opening of Congress by
Robert W. ilcox, the delegate from Ha-

waii. As Hawaii has been a territory onlyabout a year, this statehood movement
would seem to be somewhat sudden. Two

things can be urged in favor of the state-

hood idea. Hawaii has 1154,000 inhabitants,

which is a larger number than are in the
states of Nevada or Wyoming-a larger

number. in faot, than are in both these

states together--and it was an independent

republic before being annexed to the UnitedStates. The Texas republic became a state

of the Union immediately on its annexa-
tion, and it had no more population at that
time than Hawaii has now. But, of course,
Texas was contiguous territory, moat of its
inhabitants were whites and its future. Im-

mediate and remote, was much brighterthan Is Hawail's.

PRINTING SMALL NOTES.

Working Extra Hours at Bureau of
Engraving and Printing.

Under orders from Assistant Secretary
Ailes the bureau of engraving and printing
continues to work an hour overtime each
day on the printing of small notes, in ad-
dition to the night shifts that are also at
work. This extra work is in preparation
for the demand that will soon set in for
small notes for the moving of crops, be-
ginning first with the west. The demand
has been unusually heavy for a number of
years and this year it is expected to be un-
precedented. The trouble has been that the
notes have had to go into circulation be-
fore they were seasoned. The effort now
is to attempt to obtain a surplus of small
notes and to season that surplus as much
as possible.
Up to the first of this month the bureau

has been turning out 72,000 sheets of four
notes each day, but the first of this fiscal
year han brought increased appropriations
which will increase the facilities, while the
new building will also he ready in a short
time. Within the next few months eighty-

REGARDED AS VOUCHERS.
Why It is Held That Check Books Most

le Retained When Turned In.
Commissioner Yerkes stated today that

there was a general misunderstanding that
it was his requirement that not less than
$2 in stamps can be sent in for redemption.
He called attention to the act of Congress
amending the war revenue act, and pointed
out that the law declares that nQt less than
$2 can be redeemed. An act of Congress
also declares that stamps will not be re-
deemed that are sent in two years after
their purchase.
Mr. Yerkes is being subjected to immense

pressure from banks to prevent the reten-
tion and destruction of check bookson which
stamps are .imprinted. While Mr. Yerkeshas made a ruling that these books mustbe retained, if he can find any legal wayto avoid their retention he will do so. Nobooks have yet been destroyed and none
will be. The work of redemption of stampsis beginning and will proceed slowly. The
commissioner has held that these checkbooks are vouchers for the payment of
money by the United States.

NAVAL OFFICERS RET1 ILl.
Complying With the Provisidai o'[ the

Personnel.
Three lieutenant commanders of the navy

have been placed on the retired list in
accordance with the personnel act. They
retired with the rank and pay of the next
higher grade-that of commander. These
officers are Lieutenant Commanders G. F.
W. Holman, executive officer of the cruiser
Albany; Jacob J. Hunker, on duty in the
bureau of navigation, and William M. Ir-
win, now absent on sick leave. Two lieu-
tenants are also to be retired to meet the
requirements of the personnel law. The
selection of these officers was left to a
board of rear admirals, commonly known
as the "plucking board." The report of this
board has not yet been made public, and
the officers selected for compulsory retire-rment are not known positively. It is un-
derstood, however, Lieutenant George Mal-
lison, stationed at the Puget Sound naval
station, who lost a leg through an accident
to a gun on the cruiser Olympia, is likely
