Order was given by the
bodard to have the county surveyor survey
the alley in the rear of Maryland avenue,
between Johnson avenue and Spencer
street, to ascertain the correct building
line. Authority was given the street com-
mittee to confer with Mr. N, A. Dunning
with a view to grading the street which
runs between the Dunning and Baine es-
tates, from Columbia road to Central ave-
nue. Mr. Dunning offered to have pave-
ment lald along the street at his own ex-
pense.

The lighting committee recommenided to
the board that the partles now in service
be employed to light the streets of Hyatts-
ville. The recommendation was approved.

Upon the motion of Councilman Aman
the council passed a resolution giving au-
thority to the street committee to have
bricks replaced in the sidewalk on Siblcy
avenue. The paving of Schley avenue, a
resolution for which was passed about a
month ago, was brought to the attention
of the body, which ordered that the work
be cormmenced at once, two-thirds of the
expense to be borne by the owuers of
property abutting and one-third by the
corporation of the town. After voting the
payment of numerous bills submitted to
the council the meeting was adjourned un-
til Friday 12 o’clock, when bids for the in-
stallation of the proposed waterworks of
the town will be opened.

Governor's Office at Pago Pago.

The Secretary of the Navy has allotted
$15,000 for bullding a governor's house at
Pago Pago harbor, in Samoa. Commander
Tilley, the governor of that station, is now
in Washington and has been golng over
the needs of the statlon. Besides this house,
some $200,000 will be spent In coaling plers
and warehouses and in Improving the gen-

eral conditions of the station. About fif-
teen acres additional land also will be
bought, at a cost of $25000, and with the
land already owned the naval station will
have a sweep of a mile or more along the
moest desirable portion of this fine harbor.

The Claim of the Cramps.

The Navy Department is advised that
the Messrs. Cramps of Philadelphia have
a claim of about $264,000 agalnst the gov-
ernment for delay incldent to furnishing
armor for the battle ship Alabama. The
delay was caused by the controversy In
Congress as to the quality of armor. The
Alabama was begun In December, 1896, and
under the three years' contract, would have
been completed in December, 1800, But
oot a.ctt: mg:;kpl:tred torr &;Mp nths
n i mo!

OME SOLDIER'S EXPERIENCE.

Is Enjoyiug Health and Comfort in
Luzon.

The following i{s an extract from a letter
recently received In Washington from Lieu-
tenant Fred McC. Smith, battalion adju-
tant of the 4S8th United States Infantry,
row stationed at San Emillo, Luzon, P. 1
The letter bears date of May 6:

“I am back in the mountains twenty-five
miles east of Candon, which you will find
on the China sea, on the map, In the prov-
ince of Ilocos Sur. I have been here gince
April 28 Previous to that time, after my
departure from Duplas, I was on the ‘hike’
with my company, and I did a little ‘bus-
iness,” gettlng one Insurrecto lieutenant
and slx armed soldlers. Major Rice Is in
command of this particular territory. Like
the arctic explorers, I am slowly working
my way north. All the work I had done
at Duplas was left, of course, for some
one else to enjoy—the quarters, kitchen,
mess hall, stable and out-house—but then
that's soldiering. Just when you get set-
tled, vou are generally unsetled, and this I
think—this uncertainty of things—rather
lends a charm to the existence.

“San Emilio is a much better place than
Duplas. Formerly, in Spanish times, thr;
dons had troops stationed here. I found all
ready splendld quarters for my men, anc
all I have had to build has been a stable
and a closet. 1 am personally quartered
very comfortably indeed in an old stone
building, with great wide walls, which was
bullt for a school house and was after-
ward used as quarters by the Spanish offi-
cers. There are two one-story bulldings
each about twenty feet wide and forty feeo
long, whose two front windews face the
main street, the entrance to the two bulld-
ings facing each other on the slde and be-
Ing connected by a dirt and stone balcony
or platform about fifteen feet square. This
is fenced In by raillngs and approached by
seven wide stone steps from the street
The building I am in has two rooms and o
hall., the floors and partitions belng made«
of great wide boards whose surface I havs
haa my hired Igarotte shine with banan:
palms or leaves so as to resemble a mirror
This morning I had my front room oiled
with kerosene so as to keep away the litdle
ants. The back room is used by my
‘striker,” Tomas Gaedac by name. My
meals are cooked In my company kitchen
and I live, eat and sleep here in this front
room. But I am in nowlse cramped, and
take plenty of exercise, being as well as
can be.

“In the other bullding T have established
a school, and five little Tlocano girls, twi
Igarotte girls and about twenty-one litth
Igarotte boys are now studying thelr les.
sons out loud—all talking at once—for it is
about 9 o'clock a.m., May 7, and school has
been In progress an hour. Most of thes:
little rascals are nearly naked, thelr only
garment being the customary Igarotte
breech lout. There are two or three little
Ilocano buys who don't even have the
breech clout, their sole garment being &
little white coat open at the front. Thes
are supplied by the government, through
me, with slates and pencils, and lesson
books in English and Spanish, as well as
arithmetics In the same languages. 1 have
for them also lots of pens, penholders and
ink, but they are not ready for these things
yvet, and probably won't be for some
months to come. I taught school myself &
few days, but now have an [locano teacher
During recess these little Igarottes all light
tneir pipes—for they begin to smoke when
about two years old. It is very funny.

“There is practically only one street In
this town, although houses are scattered
down along the sldes of this hill, along the
crest of which the street runs. The build-
ings nearly all face the street and run back
so that their rears are propped way up in
the air on stilts. But it is quite a plc-
turesque little place, and Is well kept. At
one end of the street the mountain spreads
out so as to form a sort of tableland o1
about two acres, and hereon is a neat little
park with green benches. The one mairn
street burns cocoanut oil lamps at night.

“Last night there was a heavy downpou
of railn, for the wet season is commencing
now. A beautiful valley nearly surrounds
San Emilio, on the opposite sides of which
from here rise great piles of mountains
which are covered with beautiful trees, and
in this valley, which is formed of foothills
sloping down to a little stream of pure
mountain water at the bottom, are myriads
of ricefields (some green), which rise like
steps, one above another, up and down the
sides of the foothills. The valley stretches
away to the east between great chains of
mountains. It Is nmever sultry here in the
day time, and a good breeze away from the
sea blows almost constantly. The nights are
splendidly cool. Back of the town, toward
the sea, is the top of the hill on which the
town sits, and from there one can plainly
see the China sea and the many mountains
between here and there, with their follage
and their pretty valleys between. Were
this place in America It would be an idea)
summer resort. It is at least 2,000 feet
above tne level of the sea, and the Igarottes

have bullt very good roads leading in and
out of it.”

HOUSEBOAT ARCADIA TO BE RE=-
BUILT AND ENLARGED.

Police Boat Vigilant Receiving Hepy
New Ontfit—Fish Market Quota-

tlon—G:eneral Mention.

The houseboat Arcadia, belonging to Mr.
Rawlings of this cky, which was almost
destroyed by fire while It was anchored In
Four-mile run last fall, is being retullt at
Townshend's boat house, at the foot of Tth
street. The new boat will be considerably,
larger than the old Arcadia. The only part
of the old boat remalning is the hull, and
this is being raised a foot higher and wide
decks will be bullt around it. The boat
wiill have large and roomy cabins and
sleeping quarters for elght or ten persons.
When completed the Arcadia will be used
for hunting and fishing trips in the creeks

along the lower river, The boat will go
Into commission in about a month or six
Fweeks,

The new engine of the harbor police boag
Vigilamt is now in the boat, but not yet
bolted down on its bed. This will be done
at once and the boat will tomorrow be
taken to Georgetown from Alexandria to
be hauled out on the private marine rail-
way of the Winship-Meredith Company,
where the condenser and other under-water
pipes of the boat will be changed. She will
be several days on the rallway, and when
put overboard will be taken back to Alex-
andria to be finished. The work of placing
the new engine in the Vigilant is belng
done so much more rapidly than was ex-
pected that it is probable she will be ready
for service before August 1, the date pre-
viously announced

The fish market was somewhat more
brigk this morning than it has been for a
week past, and the supply, especially of
river fish, was larger. Prices this morns
irg show a slight advance, gray trout sell-
ing at $2.50 to $4 per barrel; butter fish, §3
to § per barrel; spot, $2.50 per barrel;
| blues, 4¢ per pound: mackerel, Se. to Se.
per pound; sturgeon, 8¢, to e, per pound;
rock, pan, 4c. to Sc. per pound; rock, boil-
ing, dc. to Je. per pound: white perch, Be.
to 10e. per pound: catfish, 15c. to 20c. per
bunch; eels and yellow perch, 10c. to 15c.
per bunch; drum, 25c. each; carp, 12¢. to
15c. each, and porgies, 1loe. each. Soft
shell crabs are very scarce, and are selling
at e, per dozen. Hard crabs are bringing
T5¢. to $1.50 per barrel,

The fertility of the earth being taken
from the bottom of the river and pumped
upon the Potomace Park by the dredge now
at work in the harbor is shown by the fact
that the =oil thrown six weeks ago upon
the southeastern side of the park, opposite
the arsenal, is now covered with a mantle
of green grass and presents a pretty spec-
tacle.
