SOUTH AFRICAN WAR INDORSED.

Big Mass Meeting In the Guildhall,
London, Yesterday.

At the Guild Hall in London yesterday
a meeting was held in support of the gov-
ernment's war policy. A dispatch says: It
was a great success from the "jingo" point
of view. The idea originated on the stock
exchange and was intended as an offset to
the recent pro-Boer gathering at Queen's
Hall. The lord mayor, Frank Green, and
the other city magnates did their utmost
to assure its success, and the-result was
the great hall of tih GuIldhall, having a
capacity of 4,000 pprsons, did not suffice
to contain the crowd, which necessitated
an overflow meeting outside, where the
pro-war enthusiasts made a demonstration
of an even more pronounced character than
that of the stock brokers within. Patriotic
songs broke out at Intervals, both within
and without the building.
The British generals were cheered, and

the names of Henry Labouchere and other
Boer 'rympathizers were hissed and hooted.
The stock exchange was practically desert-
ed for the meeting, the stock brokers
marching in procession to the Guild Hall,
waving flags and singing "Soldiers of the
King."
The lord mayor presided, surrounded by

conservative members of the house of com-
mons, bankers and others.
A resolution expressing complete confi-

dence in the South African policy of the
government and protesting against the at-
tacks of the opposition, which were char-
acterized as unpatriotic, was adopted in
the midst of wild scenes of enthusiasm.
A yeomanry trooper, In a letter describ-

ing the Vlakfontein affair, May 28, when,
the garrison of Vlakfontein, on the Jo-
hannesburg-Durban railroad, had 174 men

By order of the military authorities
the execution was witnessed by prominent
residents of Middelbqrg.Three Boer prisone escaped from the
detention camp on Darrells Island, In the
Bermudas, Tuesday night.

LEPROSY IN AMERICA.

-The Loathsome Disease Has Spread
Rapidly in Parts of the Country.

PUrom the New York Tribune.
Investigations regarding the number and

histories of persons suffering from leprosy
rff~if'"oniitry are being don'dOtited by per-
-sons connected with the surgeon general's
office at Washington. These investigations.
it is hoped, will furnish valuable statistics
and will open the way to learning the best
possible method for checking the spread
of the loathsome disease. They have
awakened the interest of hundreds of
physicians In every state, especially In
Louisiana and some western states, where
the disease has spread rapidly in recent
years.
Cases have lately been reported of rper-

sons living many miles from any large
town who haive been stricken with the dis-
ease. There was nothing to show how or
when the person contracted the disease.
One such case of a person living In Minne'
sota was reported at the meeting of the
American Medical Association which was
held a short time ago.
The results of the investigations have so

far revealed that there are six cases in this
city, six in Chicago and nearly one hundred
in New Orleans. Most of the persons re-
ported to be suffering from leprosy were
born in foreign countries. In the southern
states the majority of victims are Italians,
and in the western states Swedes. It 1s
thought that there are about nine hundrad
lepers in this country.
"I am not thoroughly conversant with the

subject of leprosy," said a physician of this
city to a Tribune reporter yesterday. "From
what I have heard about the number of
victims of the disease in this country I have
formed the opinion that some radical steps
must be taken to protect the public and to
prevent the spread of the disease. There is
really no cause for any person becoming
alarmed.-
"What is apparently troubling the physi-

cians who have- been called to treat leprosy
oases is that the number of victims has In-
creased in spite of all that they have done
to stamp out the disease. The perplexIng
question is, What can and must be done
now? I think there has been some talk of
building special hospitals ein some southern
states for the treatment and study of cases
of leprosy and of taking other steps to ar-
rest the progress of the disease."

General Maximo
Gomez sailed yesterday for Havana on the
Ward liner Seguranca. They were escorted
to the pier by a delegation of fifty Cubans.
representatives of their countrymen in this
city, who carried a large floral representa-
tion of the Cuban flag.
In the saloon of the steamer General Go-

mez made some parting remarks In Spanish
to his friends. It appeared to be his inten-
tion to say farewell to them on the deck of
the vessel, but the camera fiends were so
numerous that he was obliged to seek
cover.
General Gomes said he would never for-

get the kindness of the people of the 'nited
States, and that he never before had real-
ized how deeply they sympathized with the
people of Cuba.
Before the vessel left her pier General

Gomes bade formal farewell to his friends,
embracing Dr. William F. Holcombe, To-
mas Estrada Palma and Jose Ellis Cam-
blaso. The latter Is a grandson of the
Dominican admiral, J. B. Camblaso. and
was formerly chancellor of the Dominican
republic.
Senor Cambiaso said that many of the

Cubans favored a government modeled
after that of the Swiss confederation. He
thought that a confederation of Cuba. San
Domingo and Hayti. with a constitution
like that of the United States and under
the protection of this government, would be
the best form of government for the people
of those islands.
As the Seguranca steamed away the Cu-

bans rushed to the end of the pier and
cheered their general wildly. Genera: Go-
me& was in the best of health.

OPENING INDIAN LANDS.

Nusaber of Grasaig C'attle There Has

wired the following: "The law left the de-
partment no discretion but to open tho
reservation on the 0th of August. in con-
formity with the President's proclamation.
dated the 4th Instant."

NO TRANSPORT READY.

Why Gen. Wood Could Net e Bremaht
Re.e.

The Washington correspondent of the
Philadelphia Ledger tells the following
story at the expense of Secretary Root of
the army transport service:
"Secretary Root issued an order a few

days ago that was turned down with a
suddenness that startled him, but which he
was powerless to counteract. After con-

siderable inquiry, and more or less delib-
eration, it was determined some time ago
to abandon the transport service between
the West Indies and New York. and. In
accordance with this determination, orders
were issued for t.he discharge of the crews
and for laying up the vessels. This was
done in the case of all the transports on
the Atlantic coast. with the exception of
the McClellan, which i to proceed to Ma-
nile with a party of congressmen; the In-
galls, which is in the hands of shipwrigbts
for repairs; the Rawlins, which was in un-
serviceable condition and up for sale, and
the McPherson.which has just been brought
from Cuban waters by a wrecking com-
pany, and which will have to be docked
and extensively repaired. The condition
of General Wood at Havana Is causing
the Secretary some concern, and, being
anxious for his speedy recovery, and act-
Ing upon the suggestion of the medical
officers here, he ordered the quartermas-
ter general to dispatch immediately a
transport to Havana to bring General
Wood to New York. For reasons explain-
ed, this could not be done, as the govern-
ment has not a single available vessel to
meet any emergency that may se. Thus
the Secretary was prevented from hav-
ing performed what he considered to be
a necessary and urgent service by his own
orders issued some time ago. It was
suggested when the matter of discontinu-
ing the transport service was under con-
sideration that a sufficient number of the
vessels should lie maintained in service-
able condition to meet any emergency.
This did not necessarily Involve keeping
them in commission. The navy keeps
many of its ships ready" for immediate
service by maintaining a small force of
officers and men on them while laid up or
held in reserve. All that is needed to send
these vessels to sea within forty-eight or
twenty-four hours is to order to them the
required complement of offieers and men.
The same system might be adopted by the
War Department with regard to its trans-
port service, and in this way expenditure
would be kept at the minimum and the
government would always be prepared for
emergencies."

TMlE McCLELLAN SAILS.
