ALLEGED ABANDONMENT

RUSSELL COLEGROVE SUMMONED TO
COURT BY HIS WIFE.

Her Story Told to the Judige — The
Charge Dismissed and De-
fendant Released.

Mr. Russell Colegrove, son of Mr. James
B. Colegrove of this city, and well known
in Washington, was, according to a story
in the New York Times, a prisoner in the
Yorkvllle police court, at New York, yes-
terday, charged with having abandoned his
young wife, Ollle Wynne Colegrove, to
whom he was married in 1807. The couple,
according to the story told In court, were
married“secretly August 15 of that year by
the Rev. Mr. Blewitt of 32d street and Oth
avenue, New York city. It was also al-
leged in court that a day or two after the
marriage Russell Colegrove left his wife
and thelr apartments, and she never saw
him agalin until Saturday night last. Two
weeks ago she heard that her husband was
in the city and she immediately secured a

arrant for his arrest on the charge of

andonment. Mr, Colegrove was arrested
late Saturday evening at the Lehigh Val-
ley rallroad station, New York city, as he
was about to board a train for Cleveland.
His father accompanied hlm in court yes-
terday, when Mra. Colegrove told the fol-
lowing story:

“He sald he was employed on & govern-
ment vessel, and that the vessel was or-
dered to Boston. He sald he would send
for me, but he never did so, and I heard no
more of him until I read in the newspapers
last September that he was ill in Califor-
nia. I wrote to him, but recelved no an-
swer. - His father came to see me and sald
he was willlng that his son should take
me home and care for me. I sald I would
not go, because he, th® father, had sald
that the son couldn’t marry me, and had
warned me not to marry him, as he was a
pauper. He sald if I did marry he would
make my life miserable. Because of his
father's opposition, we were married se-

cretly.
“in March of this year Mr. Robinson,

his lawyer, called on me and tried to get
me to go home and live with my husband.
I-would not agree t0 any such course, af-
ter belng deserted for four years. I wrote
Mr. Colegreve several letters later, but
he never replled.”
Willing to Give Her ma Home.

Mr. Colegrove told the court that he had
been sent to Boston by the government
and thence to Washington and afterward
to Californta, where he was taken ill.
Since then, he sald, he had been to Hono-
lulu and the Philippines. He had been il
in both places, he sald. He asserted that
he was willing to take his wife to Cleve-
land with him and provide her with a
home. He told the court he was living

with his father at Bath Beach, just below
New York city.

ORDER IS ON TO LEESBURG

ARRANGEMENTS COMPLETE FOR
NATIONAL GUARD ENCAMPMENT.

Meeting Last Night of Regimental
and Battalion Commanders—

Naval Battalion Cruise.

Final arrangements for the annual en-
campment of the troops of the District of
Columbia National Guard, near Leeshurg,
Va., beginning Thursday morning of this
week, were completed at & meeting of the
regimental and battallon commanders and
the officers of the general staff last even-
ing at mliitia headquarters. General Har-
ries pointed out just what will be expect-
ed of the guardsmen and lald particular
stress on the fact that the officials and
citizens of Leesburg are apprehensive of
trouble due to the presence of the guards-
men just after the abolition of the local
option law In Loudoun county. The com-
manding general announced that he had
decllned to confirm the fear that the men
In uniform are apt to cause trouble or
annoyance and explained that he had not
consented to comply with a request of the
town sergant of Leesburg that a provost
guard be maintained in the town, elthor
day or night. The regimental and bat-
tallon commanders were directed to make
plain the situation to the members of their
respective commands and to see to it that
the apprehensions of the citizens of Lees-

burg shall prove to have been without
foundation.

The dutles of the several officers of the
general staff were outlined and everything
relative to the encampment made olear.
First Lieut. W. 8. Overton. Artillery
Corps, U. 8. army, and First Lieut. J. H.
Griffiths, U. 8. army, will accompany the
brigade to camp, the former as speclal in-
structor. and the latter as special ald to
the commanding general. A platoon of
light artillery from the Washington har-
racks will also go into camp with the
guard, the regulars proceeding to Leesburg
over the turnplke.

By Special Train.

A special train of three sections will be
required to transport the guardsmen to
camp. The troops will embark at 9th
street and Maryvland avenue southweast
Thursday morning, and the first section
will pull out promptly at 8:15 o'clock. The
second and third sections will follow at
Intervals of ten minutes. It is expscted
that the camp will be completely estab-
lished and everything running smoothly by
noon Thursday. The force of cooks, under

the direction of the commissary general,
will leave Washington tomorrow after-
noon. They have been instructed to report
at the Center Market Armory at 23:30
o'clock In the afterncon.
