GOSSIP FROM LONDON

THE KING AND QUEEN TO ATTEND

THE COWES REGATTA.

Hardships of Amerlean Aetresses

Seeking a Living on the

English Stage.

LONDON, July 20.-London Is fast emp-
tying, the recent heat wave having given
a final kick to the dying season.
Great expectations, socially, are enter-

tained for Cowen, where the presence of
the king and queen will give that necessary
fillip which has been wanting to every
iixture this year. King Edward has char-
tered his old yacht, the Britannia, for the
Cowes regatta, and most of the habitues
of Cowes will be there. One London paper
hears that "the American yachts which
will be at Cowes are expected to beat any-
thing ever seen before in the roads for
luxury and splendor."
Thp' London theatrical managers are

making haste to close their theaters. Sir
Henry Irving's season at the Lyceum ends
tonight. Sir Henry and Ellen Terry will
make a tour of the provinces, and will
open in New York October 21.
A lot of choice wines, champagne and

clarets, belonging to Sir Henry Irving,
were sold at Christie's auction rooms yes-
terday at low prices.
The Haymarket, where "The Second in

Command" has been one of the few suc-
cesses of the season, and the Duke of
York's Theater both close their doors after
tonight's performances. The opera will
continue for another week.
According to the latest interpretation of

the British law, the audience in a theater
can throw stones at the stage with im-
punity. A rowdy has been hauled up in
a police court, charged with throwing
stones in a music hall at Hoxton. Six or
seven stones were produced in court which
had been picked up from the stage. But
the magistrate held that, in the absence of
evidence that any one had been struck bythe stones or individually pelted by the
thrower, the prisoner must go free.
The suicide in London this week of Ida

and Edith Yeoland, actresses, in conse-
quence of their lack of professional en-
gagements, has forcibly brought to public
notice the difficulties of making a liveli-
hood on the London stage and the fact
that there are today a number of tolerably
good actresses in London who are destitute
or next door to it.
Among these actresses are Americans

who have come over in the hope of making
a hit and who find engagements almost im-
possible to secure without social and finan-
cial backing. The struggle in the gloomy
rooms of Bloomsbury continues; the act-
resses are ashamed to go back to the
United States and confess their failure,
and that they were unable to secure em-
ployment in London for that moderate de-
gree of talent which would generally assure
them engagements in the United States.
A pitiful case came up this week when

an American girl, who had done very well
at home and who was well connected, ap-
pealed to the United States embassy to
send a cable to her uncle asking him for
funds. She had been almost starving for
three weeks before she brought herself to
the point of asking for help.
Even when employment is found it' is a

beggarly pittance that actresses get in re-
turn for their services, unless they possess
exceptional talent or backing. At perhaps
the most fashionable of all London theaters
a girl taking quite a good part will only be
paid 3 a week, from which sum sht must
provide her own dresses.

RELEASED ON BAIL.

Timothy Killigan's Habeas Corpus
Writ to Be Heard Tuesday.

Judge Bradley of the Supreme Court of
the District ordered the release of Timothy
Killigan from the District jail today, under
$500 bond,% for a hearing on Tuesday morn-

ing on a writ of habeas corpus sought by
Killigan's attorneys, Messrs. A. A. Lips-
comb and A. S. Colyar. Killigan, it will
be recalled, was recently convicted by
Judge Kimball for disorderly conduct and
assaulting Officer Sylvester Murphy July
15. On the first charge he was fined $10
or thirty days, and on the second $100 or
230 days in prison. In a petition filed with
the court Killigan's lawyers state that his
trial in the Police Court was entirely Il-
legal. After conviction, it is stated, Killi-
gan was taken to jail. On July 17 Mr. Col-
yar moved for a new trial, and asked that
in the meantime his client be released on
ball. Ball in the sum of $300 was then
fixed, but the order grating it, it is claim-
ed, was almost immediately recalled and
ball subsequently refused pending the new
trial. The motion for a new trial was then
withdrawn and Killigan's release was ask,
ed on the ground that the Police Court
lacked jurisdiction in the matter of try-
ing a case of assault upon an officer which
was declared to be a felony.
Before Judge Bradley today it was an-

nounced that Killigan's mother had paid
the $10 fine in the disorderly case; that the

AMONG THE SOLDIER BOYS.

Fine Discipline Already Being Di.-
played.

SEA GIRT, N. J., July 18, 1901.

The encampment of the 1st Regiment of
the National Guard has had more than an
enlivening effect upon the fortunes of this
pretty resort this week. Not only have
Gov. Voorhees and his staff attracted a
large following of friends and politicians,
but the military features have also drawn
many sightseers from the neighboring re-
sorts. The result is that Sea Girt is crowd-
ed from early morning until after dress
parade in the evening. Visitors are more
than rewarded this year, for 'the big pa-
rade ground and its envirgns have ne~ver
before presented such a striking pppear-
ance. This is due largely to the new
tents that are used. In place of the small,
squaftty wedge tents, the state has pro-
vided large circular wall tents, capable of
sheltering from eight to twelve men each.
Their peculiar construction necessitates a
widening of the company streets, which has
given more room for everybody, a fine im-
provement over the old style of camp for-
mation in vogue here. The troopers are
much pleased with the big tents, and hope
that the small ones, which were taken
away during the war, will never be brought
back.
Gov. Voorhees has been in attendance

regularly, excepting on Tuesday, when he
went to Trenton for his regular reception.
The governor will be here at intervals dur-
ing the entire season until the close of the
international rifle shoot at the end of the
first week in September. The National
Guard encampment will not be closed with
the departure of the 4th Regiment a week
from today, for it is propohed to send com-
panies down from the other regiments for
rifle practice and special camp work. There
will, therefore, be something of importance-
going on each week until the end of sum-
mer. There is talk, too, of reviving the
military baai, which for years was the
great social feature of the summer on this
coast, drawing prominent families from
every section of the state. If it is re-
vived it will be given some time in Au-
gust at the Beach House.
The Beach House is having one 'of the

best seasons in its history. Many of the
officers have stationed their wives and
families here for the summer.

The Postmaster General Issued several

orders relating to second-class mail mat-
ter, which, it is believed, will stop the
abuse of that privilege. Comparisons were
made by the pardon, attorney of the De-
partment of Justice between the clemency
extended by President McKinley and Mr.
Cleveland. The Italian government took
up for investigation the alleged lynching
of Italians in Mississippi. The Secretary
of the Navy excluded from use at the
Naval Academy the third volume of Mac-
lay's "History of the Navy," on account
of strictures contained in the work on Ad-
miral Schley. Plans were adopted by the
Navy Department for armored cruisers of
22-knots speed. The floating drydock at
Havana was bought by this government.
Lieut. Col. Wantanabe, the first Japanese
military attache accredited to this country,
arrived in Washington. A statement Issued
showed that 45,700 claims for pensions on
account of the war with Spain were filed
with the pension commissioner last year.
Senor Guerra, who was treasurer of the
Cuban revolutionary government, stated
that 4122,400 represents Cuba's entire in-
debtedness. A strike of the Amalgamated
Association of Iron, Steel and Tin Workers
against the American Sheet Steel Company.
the American Steel Hoop Company and the
American Tin Plate Company, threw over
30,000 men out of work and indirectly caused
30,000 more to be Idle; J. P. Morgan stated
that there can be no compromise of the
strike; the strikers of the Reading Iron
Company, Involving 2,700 employes, ac-
cepted the company's offer and returned
to work; as a result of a stlike of firemen
In the anthracite coal region in Pennsyl-
vania, 65,000 men were thrown out of work.
Fires at Enid. 0. T., and Marshall, Mo.,
caused $100,000 damage in each place.
The International Epworth League
convention was opened in San Fran-
cisco. The receiver for the Sev-
enth National Bank, New York, was
Instructed to bring suit unless de-
positors are pal. in full in two weeks.
The trial of Robert S. Fosburg for the al-
leged murder of his sister, May Fosburg,
was begun in Pittsfield, Mass. Seven pas-
sengers on a train of the Vera Cruz and
Pacific railroad in Mexico were killed by
bandits. Fifteen negroes were reported to
have been killed in a fight with Mexi-
cans in New Mexico. Arthur T. Colburn
of Philadelphia, his two daughters, Cap-
tain Flint and a sailor, were drowned by
the capsizing of a yacht in Long Taland
Sound. Among those who died were H. J.
Sprague, U. S. consul' general at Gibraltar,
Gen. Daniel Butterfield and Charles Nord-
hoff, for many years one of the leading
newspaper correspondents in Washington.

Foreign Affairs.
The allies selected August 14 as the date

for the evacuation of Pekin. The Bank of
England withdrew a loan of $15,000,000 In
India 3 per cent stock, being unable to
place it; Lord Rosebery issued a mani-
festo criticising the attitude of the British
liberal party; Sir William, Harcourt, speak-
ing in the house of commons, severely crit-
icized the British government's financial
policy. Lord Kitchener reported that Brit-
ish troops nearly captured President Steyn
at Reitz. Many industrial stocks in Ger-
many reached the lowest point of quota-
tions ever known. The anniversary of the
fall of the Bastile was celebrated in
France. Austrian shoe dealers asked state
aid against American competitors. The
Danish cabinet resigned. The Baldwin-
Ziegler arctic expedition sailed from Trom-
soe, Norway. A monument to commemo-
rate the landing of Commodore M. C. Perry
in Japan, July 14, 1853, was unveiled at
Kurihama. More than 100 persons were
wounded In riots at Lumberg, Galicia.
Mail advices stated that over 700 persons
perished in the recent eruption of the
volcano Kioet, on the Island of Java.
Floods on the Yangtze river, near Hank'ow,
caused the loss of hundreds of lives. Mme.
Olzewsky fired a pistol in Paris at M.
Baudin, minister of public works, but he
was not hit. Big frauds were discovered
in the Turkish customs service. Earl Rus-
sell pleaded guilty to the charge of bigamy
before the house of lords and was sen-
tenced to three months' imprisonment. A.
Arias Sanchez, consul from Ecuador to
Valparaiso, Chile, was assassinated. Among
those who died was Admiral Count Leguin
Heyden, who served nearly eighty years in
the Russian navy.

In the District.
The board of assistant assessors reported

the total amount added to the tax list for
new buildings constructed and old struct-
ures repaired to be $3,535,500. A census
bulletin was issued enumerating the people
of the District as to sex, nativity and
color. The park commission arrived in
London. The Grand Lodge, District of Co-
lumbia Odd Fellows, and the Great Council
of the Improved Order of Red Men held
annual meetings. The District National
Guard went into camp at Leesburg. Va.
The local brotherhood of electrical work-
ers went on strike for an advance in wages;
a compromise was effected, the men to re-
ceive higher wages later. George E. Pax-
ton, a carpenter, thirty-eight years old,
was killed by a falling roof. Thomas
Holmes, colored, twenty-three years of age,
attempted suicide by shooting. F. D. H.
Ingley and Samuel Ingley were sentenced
to imprisonment for counterfeiting and
selling street car tickets. Charles Doyle,
colored, killed Howard Dent, colored, by
cutting his throat with a razor; Dent was
later captured in Hyattsville, Md. Among
those who died were David S. Hendrick,
an insurance agent.

CAN SCHOOL BE GUARDIAN?

Interesting Question Raised Over
Case of Kate Lowry.

George S. Wilson, secretary of the board
of charities, has forwarded to the District
Commissioners a communication from E.
E. McCaslin, superintendent of the Indus-
trial Home School, stating~ that the board
of trustees of that institution has voted
that the Industrial Homie School become
the legal guardian of Kate Lowry, and ask-
ing if the school has authority under the
law to assume such guardianship. In his
indorsement Mr. Wilson states that the or-
ganic act under which the Industrial Home
School was organized does not specifically
mention the question raised. Neither do
the regulations approved by the Commis-
sioners in accordance with the authority
granted in the organic act. Mr. Wilson
recommended that the matter be referred to
the attorney for the District for an opinion,
and this move has been approved by the
Commissioners.
Mr. McCaslin states that the trustees of

the school want to adopt Kate Lowry and
educate her. She is at present a ward of
the institution and is described as being
honest, truthful, bright and a natural-born
teacher. The object of the guardianship is
to fit her for the duties of teacher.

Death of Geo. L. Wohiforth.
Mr. Geo. L. Wohlforth died at 8:15 o'clock

yesterday evening at his residence on
Madison street, after a lingering and pain-
ful illness. He was born in Germany in
1885 and came to America in 1851, residing
in the District of Columbia for the past
fity years, and employed in the State De-
partment for over thirty-five years. He
was appointed by Secretary Seward in 1866.
He was originally coachman for the Rus-
sian legation here, and Secretary Seward
employed him in a like capacity. He sub-
sequently acted as coachman for Secre-
taries Fish, Evarts and Blaine. He
leaves a widow, Mrs. Mary B. Wohlforth,
and four children. Charlotte E., Edward S.
and Gleo. F. Wohlforth and Mrs. Volney
Eaton.

GRAIN DaUALM VIC'E'MiEED By AN
ALALGED SWINDLD..

Charter Isamed to Washaiton
Crp-atten Formed to .seet

The police department has been notified
of a swindle which was worked on Mr. J.
B. Watkins. a grain and feed dealer of
this city, by a man representing himself to
be J. W. Molts, an agent for the quarter-
master's department of the government
station at St. Asaph. By the transaction.
which occurred Thursday Mr. Watkins
was defrauded out of 200 bushels of oats.
worth about $80. The police of this city
and Washington have a description of the
swindler, and efforts are being made for
his apprehension.
According to the account given by Mr.

Watkins, a man appeared at his place of
business on King street Wednesday morn-
ing, stating that his name was Molts, and
that he was an agent for the government.and was looking about with a view of pur-chasing a large supply of feed stuff for the
quartermaster's department at St. Asaph.He sald he would return Thursday, whichhe did, and negotiated for the purchase of
about $600 worth of hay and oats. Thatday Mr. Watkins sent two wagons, con-taining in all about 200 bushels of oats.
to the stables on the government groundsat St. Asaph. The goods were duly de-livered, and nothing more was thought ofthe matter until yesterday, when the pur-chaser did not return to the store, as hehad arranged with Mr. Watkins to do.Yesterday afternoon the suspicions of Mr.Watkins became aroused by the man's
continued absence, and it was decided tolook into the matter. Inquiry by telephoneat the government office at St. Asaph es-
tablished the fears of the proprietor thathe had been swindled. Nothing was known
about the man as described, and it was
stated that he was not in the employ of
the government at that place.
Mr. Watkins called at St. Asaph and as-

certained that the goods, after having been
deposited at the government stables, had
been hauled away in wagons in the direc-
tion of Washington. At the south end of
Long bridge Mr. Watkins stopped at the
office of C. F. Wilkins & Son, feed deal-
ers. Here he ascertained that a man an-
swering to the description he gave had
appeared Thursday with 200 bushels of
oats for sale. He explained that he was
from Ohio, and gave his name as Peter-
son He said he had supplied the govern-
ment with a large amount of oats and had
a small quantity left over, which he was
willing to part with at a small figure, to
avoid payment of railroad freight. The
bargain was closed at 33 cents per bushel,
this being, it is stated, 5 cents under the
wholesale market price. The bags, which
also belonged to Mr. Watkins, and which
were worth about 5 cents apiece, were sold
for 3 cents.
The stranger Is described as being tall

and slender, with a smooth face. He was
about forty-five years of age and wore a
light felt hat and tan shoes. The details of
the affair, which Just became known this.
morning, have caused great surprise here,
and it is regarded as one of the most
cleverly executed swindles that has occur-
red In this city for years.
Charged With Stealing Pocket Book.

DEATH OF DR GOBRECUT.

Sudden End of a Physiciam Eminent
in His Profession.

Dr. Win. H. Gobrecht, one of the most
eminent anatomists In the country, and
author of works on obstetrics and surgery,
died suddenly yesterday morning at his
home, 1707 13th street northwest. He was
seventy-two years of age. He was a na-
tive of Pennsylvania, but had lived in this
city for a number of years. Dr. Gobrecht
was a graduate from the University of
Pennsylvania, and was for several years
demonstrator of anatomy of that Institu-
tion. He served throughout the civil war
under General Hancock. and retired at its
close with the rank of lieutenant coloneL.
For ten years thereafter he was demon-
strator of anatomy in the University of
Ohio. He edited the famous work, "Wil-
son's Anatomy,'' while there, and wrote
other books that have become authorities.
He was a prominent Mason. At the time
of his death he was a medical expert in
the pension office.
Dr. Gobrecht had been sick for some

weeks. He was found dead in bed yester-
day morning, and it appeared he had been
dead for several hours. The remains will
be removed to Philadelphia for burial.
