PRICES TOO HIGH.
Rejection of sites Offered for New

Alashouse and Potter's Field.
The District Commissioners have formal-

ly rejected all of the sites offered to them
in connection with the location of the pro-
posed new almshouse and a burial ground
for the indigent dead. More than thirty
proposals were received by the Commis-
sioners in response to their advertisements
for bids, and many of these were visited
and personah, inspected by Messrs. Mac-
farland. Ross and Beach. Congress ap-
propriated $2~..00) for the purchase of a
site for an almahouse and $15.000 for the
purchase of a "potter's field." It has been
the idea of the Commissioners to locatethe Institution and the cemetery on the
same tract if one suitable and large enoughfor the purpose could be sercured.
After going over all of the bids carefullyand making inquiries in the vicinity of the

proposed sites, the Commissioners have de-
termined that in the cases of most of thesuitable sites the prices asked are entire-ly too high. It is thought that from amongthese some one might be selected and in
private negotiations a better figure se-
cured. Another reason for acting at this
time in the rejection of the bids was the
application of a number of bidders for the
return of the certified checks which ac-
companied each proposal.
The Commissioners have been made pret-ty well aware of what tracts of land are

available for the almshouse and burial
ground, and they will endeavor to make anadvantageous purchase through private ne-
gotiations. In case this course fails theywill proceed against the property wanted
by condemnation..

WENTI BY WINDOW ROUTE.
Jaames Darner Leaves the EamergeneyHospital i. Rather a Hurried Manner.
James Barner, a coiored man, living at

2118 D street northwest, made his exit from
the Emergency Hospital some time after 2
o'clock this morning by means of a third-
story window and rope made of twisted
sheets. No reason can be assigned at the
h<,spital for his action, as he was not a can-
didate for a surgical operation and was not,
to the best belief of the physician in charge
of that ward, delirious at any time during
his short stay in the hospital.

Some little time later
the nurse was again aroused, this time by
a patIent on the next floor, and while ale
was attending to his wants Barner took his
departure as described. The Srst intmmton
of the man's exit wss the sound of the
striking of a heavy body on the little shed
over the D street entrance. The doctor in
charge was aroused by this noise, and both
he and the nurse ran into the ward occu-
pled by Barner. They found the evidences
of his flight in the torn sheets, and looking
out of the window saw him disappear in the
darkness.
