. The Buford Floated Uninjured.

Acting Adjutant General Ward recelved
a cable message this morning from Gen-
eral Chaffee at Manila saying that the
transport Buford, which ran aground at
the mouth of the Rlo Grande river, Min-
dunao, a few days ago, has been foated
off uninjured and is now loading with the
23d regiment of infantry, which regiment
she will bring to New York by way of the
Suez canal.

Gen. Weston to Return Soon.

A personal letter has been received at
the War Department from Gen. John F.
Weston, commissary general, saying that
he will return to the United States from
Manila in about fifteen days. Gen Weston
expected to return by way of the Suez
canal and the Mgditerranean, but the delay
which would ensue changed his plan. He
went to Manila with Gen. Corbin for the
purpose of making an inspection of the

subsistence department in the Philippine
Islands.

WASHINGTON AQUEDUCT

ESTIMATES FOR MAINTENANCE PRE-
SENTED BY GEN. GILLESPIE.

Sum of $33,000 Asked for the Ensuing
Fiscal Year—The Filtra-
tion Plant.

The District Commissioners have re-
ceived from General G. 8. Gillespie, chief
of engineers, United States army, a state-
ment of estimates for maintaining the
Washington aqueduct during the fiscal
vear beginning July 1 next. A total of
$33,000 is asked for the operation, main-
tenance and repair of the aqueduct and its
accessories, including the Conduit road, the
new reserveir and the aqueduct tunnel.
General Gillespie says:

“It is expected that the aqueduct tunnel
.and the new reservoir near Howard Unli-
versity will be put in service during the fall
of 1901. This will necessitate the employ-
ment of three additional watchmen and
three additional laborers, to be employved
continuously, and a large amount of labor
in the maintenance and preservation of the
four miles of tunnel, together with the
shafts, gate houses, valves, sluice gates,
etc., which will have been added to the
aqueduct system. The sum of $25,000 has
for several years been asked for the preser-
vation, repair and maintenance of the aque-
duct system, Including the Condult road,
and to this amount, which is most urgently
needed, should be added $8,000 to provide
for the additions now made to the Wash-
ington aqueduct by the completion of the
work on the Increase of the Washington
water supply.”

Storehouse and Stable.

The schedule contains an item of $3,000
for building a combined storehouse and
stable at Great Falls, and concerning this
improvement General Gillespie says:

““A suitable storehouse and stable should
be erected at Great Falls for the storage
of tools and implements belonging to the
United States and the stabling of the
watchman's horses, which are a necessity
to him for the proper performance of his
duties of inspection of about 5.5 miles of
aqueduct and Conduit road.”

The sum of $8,000 iIs asked for surveys
for an additional conduilt from Great Falls.
General Gillesple says that the present
rate of dally consumption of water in the
District of Columbia, about 50,000,000 gal-
lons, suggests the necessity of providing
in the near future a second conduit from
Great Falls, with the necessary reservoirs,
etc. A survey of practicable routes Is es-
sential to a proper consideration of thils
subject and should be entered upon at
once.

Filtration Plant.

Toward establishing a slow sand filtra-
tion plant and for each and every purpose
connected therewith, including the prepa-
ration of plans and for the purchase of
such sclentific books and periodicals as
may be approved by the Secretary of War,
to be avallable immediately and until ex-
pended, the sum of $£1,000,000 Is asked.
With reference to this item General Gllles-

‘ple says:

“CCongress having stipulated by the
phraseology of the item of appropriation
for this work contained In the act of
March 1, 1901, that the slow sand system
of filtration shall be adopted, this estimate
of $1,000.000 is submitted for continuing the
work during the fiscal yvear ending June
30, 1903."”

General Gillespie states that his report is
submitted in accordance with the act of
June 11, 1878, which directs that the esti-
mates of the expenses of the Washington
aqueduct shall be submitted each year to
the Commissioners of the District.

Court for society, $44).01; cases to be in-
vestigated, 5; cases continued, 11; number
of cases assisted by police, 2; cats and kit-
tens put to death, 338,

T. Mec-
Glue as an agent of the society for the in-
vestigation of cases of cruelty to children,
and the Humane Society asks that persons
knowing of cases of such cruelty will re-
port them to the secretary of the soclety
at the Warder building. A committee com-
posed -of Mr. J. B. T. Tupper, Mrs. M. H.
Totten and Mrs. H. B. F. Macfarland was
appointed for the special consideration of
such cases,

Mr. R. O. Wilmarth, Mr. J. L. Newfold
and Mr. and Mrs. Danlel McFarlan were
elected regular members of the society.

TROUBLE IN THE PHILIPPINES,
Col. Burt Quoted In Regard to the
Condition of Military Afiairs.

Col. A. 8. Burt, 25th Infantry, who re-
cently returned from the Philippines, does
not take =o optlmistic a view of conditions
in the Philippines as some of the other offi-
cers who have served in that country. In
a recent interview he is credited with hav-
ing said:

‘““My observations and opinlons of condi-
tionsinthe Philippines differ somewhat from
those held by a great many people. General
Otis labored a long time and with splendid
success, and after much fighting came
home and announced that the war was
practically over and his tour of duty was
pronounced very successful. General Mac-
Arthur took up the job and found that for
one year there was as much fighting to be
done as there was before General Otis left,
When he left he pronounced the war to be
practically over, and his tour was declared
to be very successful. These generals are
entitled to their country's gratitude for
their suceessful work, but, as far as the
war being over Is concerned, that Is an-
other questlon. As a matter of fact, the
Island of Sumar, one of the largest in the
archipelago, is still unsubdued, and General
Hughes is still fighting there. Many ob-
serving officers have committed themselves
to the opinion, and 1 am one of them, that
the troubles in the Philippines will not
cease during our time."

HAVE THE AUTHORITY.

Opinion Respecting Power of Counmis-
sioners in a Certain Case.

A. B. Duvall, attorney for the Distriet,
has informed the Commissioners that he
has duly considered the communication of

setts avenue would pass, and that conse-
quently the Commissioners are without
authority to improve Massachusetts avenue
extended between Joliet street and the
Woodley Inn property by laying a cement
sidewalk in accordance with the published
intention of doing so. .

“It appears,”’ says Mr. Duvall, ‘““that this
contention is based upon the form in which
the land was dedicated for the extension of
Massachusetts avenue, the clalm being that
John W. Thompson, who signed the dedica-
tion ‘as trustee,” should also have signed
the same as owner, inasmuch as part of the
land was held by Lum as trustee and part
in his own right.

“The dedlcation of Massachusetts avenue
was recorded in 1892, and it was then ac-
cepted according to the plat thereof by the
Commissioners.

““The owners and the public authorities
have dealt with this property, recognizing
this dedicatlon, and the present complain-
ants had-full knowledga thereof at and be-
fore their purchase of the property. I am
of opinion that the dedication is good as
against them, and that the Commissloners
have authorlty to improve that part of
Massachusetts avenue extended which lies
between Joliet street and the Woodley Inn
property.”

MISS STONE'S CAPTURE.

She is Held for a Ransom by Christian
Brigands.

Christian brigands instead of Turks kid-
naped Miss Ellen H. Stone, the American
missionary in Turkey, according to the last
advices to the State Department. Consul
General Dickinson, at Constantinople, has
just cabled the department that Bulgarian
brigands crossed the Turkish border, and
seizing Mlss Stone carried her back into
Bulgaria and outside of the sultan’s do-
minions. The consul general has beéen in
communication with the brigands, who de-
mand a ramsom for the release of the pris-

oner, and he asks the State Department
whether the American board of foreign
missions is willing to pay this ransom. The
request has been transmitted to the mis-
sion board. Miss Stone was a resident of
Chelsea, Mass.,, where her mother now re-
sides.

DISTRJBUTING RESERVOIR.

It is Temporarily Out of Service for
the Water Supply.

The distributing reservoir above George-
town is temporarily out of service, and
the city's water supply from the Great
Falls is being carried around the reservoir
through the seven-foot by-conduit. The
wiater in the lower basin of the reservoir
has been lowered nearly eleven feet. The
change in service was rendered necessary
by the work of connecting the reservoir
with the acqueduct tunnel at the west
shaft gate house. This gate house is just
outside the reservoir.’ When this connec-

tion has been made the water will be
turned into the distributing reservoir
again. It will be permitted to flow into

the tunnel and thence to the Howard Uni-

versity reservoir as soon as they are ready
to receive it. According to the last month-
ly report of Col. Miller, the engineer offi-
cer in charge, the various extensive works
for the increase and the improvement of
the water supply are well under way.

THE CHURCH AND DIVORCE

EPISCOPAL GENERAL CONVENTION
WILL CONSIDER QUESTION.

Effort Will Be Made to Make Break-
ing of Marringe Ties Hot:e
Difficult.

The general convention of the Protestant
Episcopal Church, which will assemble at
San Francisco next week, will take up the
subject of divorce and will endeavor to
place additional obstacles in the way of
divorce and of remarriage of the former
wedded couple,

At the last general convention held in
1898 two commissions on the revision of its
canons were appointed. The one was to
prepare a general scheme of revision and
the other amendments to the marriage and
divorce canons specifically.

This Is the proposed canon governing the
remarriage of the divorced:

“No minister shall solemnize a marriage

between any two persons unless or until by
inquify he shall have satisfied himself that
neither person has been or is the husband
or the wife of any other person then liv-
ing; unless the former marriage was an-
nulled by a decree of some competent
jurisdiction for cause existing before such
former marriage."

Furthermore, a canon suggests discipline
for divorced persons thus:

“No person divorced for cause arising
after marriage and marrying again during
the lifetime of the other party to the di-
vorce shall be admitted to baptism or con-
firmation, or received to the holy com-
munion, except when penitent and separ-
ated from the other party to the subse-
quent marriage, or when penitent and in
immedlate danger of death, but this canon
shall not apply to the innocent party to a
divorce for thé& cause of adultery.”

Elopements of young persons are frowned
upon. ‘‘No minister shall solemnize the
marriage of any person who is a minor
under the law of the place of marriage
unless the parent or guardian of s=uch
minor is present and consenting or shall
have given written consent to the mar-
riage or is permanently resident in a for-
elgn country.”

Other Propositions.
Another precaution against {ll-advised
marriages taken follows: *‘“No minister
shall solemnize a marriage except in the

presence of at least two witnesses, the
minister or the witnesses being personally
acquainted with the parties.”

The existing marriage canon permits a
minister to marry ‘‘the innocent party in
a divorce suit for the cause of adultery”
during the life of the divorced partner. Both
these committees agree in substituting a
prohibition of the marriage of any person
who “has been or is the husband or the
wife of any other person living,”” unless
the former marriage was annulled by a de-
cree of some civil court of competent juris-
diction for cause existing before such mar-
rlage.”” That is, the marriage of the di-
vorced is forbidden absolutely during the
lifetime of either party to a divorce. A
subsequent canon, however, substantially
the same in both reports, excludes from
baptism, confirmation and the holy com-
munion any divorced person who marries
again, but with this proviso: *“This canon
shall not apply to the innocent party to a
divor.e for the cause of adultery.”

Thus it seems that while an Episcopal
minister is forbidden to marry the divorced,
innocent parties to divorce suits for adul-
tery may get married by some other min-
Ister or by a civil officer without rendering
themselves liable to execommunication. The
existing canon requires a minister to ex-
clude from the sacraments any person who
he has reason to believe ‘‘has been married
otherwise than as the word of God and
discipline of this church allow,” until he
has referred the case *"to the bishop for
his godly judgment thereupon.”” The pro-
posed canon requires that the minister shall
give to the person “due and sufficient de-
nial of such Intended denial,”” and allows
to the excommunicated an appeal to the
bishop, whose judgment shall be final. The
canon of the special committee on mar-
riage and divorce gives to the bishop
“power to grant the dispensation and such
other relief as may be necessary,” but this
clause is omitted by the general committee
of revision.

Results in Doubt.

This question of canonical revision has
been up in the general convention of the
Episcopal Church since 1892, and it is re-
garded as doubtful if it will be decided in
the coming convention. The marriage and
divorce revision proposed does not go to
the root of the matter, as the high church
party regard it, or to the extreme of posi-
tively making marriage a sacrament. It
merely proposes a compromise with a view
to conciliating all parties. The canon
adopted by the council of Trent in 1563
expresses the high church convictions in
making marriage a sacrament “instituted
by Christ, our Lord,” and therefore indis-
soluble. It also declares as a deduction
logically inevitable that *“the husband who
puts away’ even ‘‘his adulterous wife and
marries another commits adultery,” and
the same law applies to the wife.
