To the Editor of The Dveging Star:
I mey be able to throw some light on the

'time, place and object of the erection of
e the stone found in the center of North
I Capitol Street at its junction with Bound-
Vary street, now Florida avenue, which has

: attracted the historical attention of the
a citizens' association of that section. In
8 July, 1841, some one-connected with the

United States observatory, then located on
reservation No. 4, -called upon my father,
the late James Birth, and contracted for
erecting at the place named above-a free-
stone meridianal or polar monument, upon
which on the south side a deep groove was
to be cut marking the exact meridian from
the center of the Capitol. The guide for
exact position was four heavy stakes deep-
ly driven level with the surface and a line
cut in their tops to govern the precise plac-

. Ing of the stone. In the following October
It was discovered that a slight error in the
establishment of the line had occurred and
the monument was, at the request of Capt.

e Glls, then In control of the observatory,
taken down and placed on the true line. I
was present on both occasions and can
therefore speak positively on the subject.
My recollection Is that there was a large
square base and on that a die with the-meridian line sunk In it. And I find in my
father's ledger the following entries: Folio
202, 1841-July 12,United States observatory,
