VASSEL LAKETCH HANGED.
He Participated in the
Wilfred Hassler.

GREENEBBURG, Pa., September 26.—Vas-
sel Laketch was hanged In the jail yard at
10:15 o'clock this morning, in the presence
of about 400 people. Death resulted in elev-
en minutes from strangulation.

On October 30, 1000, Paymaster Wilfred
Hassler of the Southwest Coke Company
and his colored driver, Harry Burgess,
were driving to Morewood with $5,000 to
pay off the coke workers, when they were
held up by Vassel Laketch and three com-
panions, all foreigners. In the ensuing
fight, Paymaster Hassler and one of the
highwaymen were killed and another high-
wayman was seriously wounded. Burgess
whipped up the horses and escaped with
the money. Later the three men were dis-
covered hiding in a ravine and before they
surrendered one of them, Vasil Nicholas,
was killed. The two others, Mike Marko-
vitch and Vassel Laketch, were taken to
Jall and one day, while waiting for trial,
Markovitch hanged himself in his cell.
Laketeh was convicted and sentenced to be
hanged on August 8, but was respited until
today on the representation that his fa-
ther was hastening here from his native
home In Montenegro for the purpose of
taking farewell of his unhappy son.

Machine Guns,
From the Army and Navy Journal.

Reports of trials between machine guns
as compared with small arms, recently re-
celved at Washington, show that in trials
abroad fifty marksmen were chosen to com-
pete with the Hotehkiss S-milllmeter gun.
The ranges fired were from 400 to SO0
yards. At 800 vards the fifty riflemen, cach
having five rounds independently, obtained
fifty-four hits, or 22.6 per cent of the num-
ber of rounds fired. Thirty-two men were
then chosen from among the fifty, ana
these had to fire each eight rounda In
thirty seconds. Under these conditions
thirty-four, or 13.3 per cent of the rounds
expended, were recorded. The machine
gun was then brought into actlon, and in
thirty-eight seconds fired 211 bullets, mak-
ing 145 hits. It was shown from the re-
sults that the machine gun was far ahead
in hits made and rapidity of fire.

VICTORIA, B. C., September 26.—Evi-
dence of rather sensational character was

stateroom, and when he did find them in
the cabin there was nobedy to assist or im-
struct them how to put them on. _IHe,
was not aroused and only went out be-
cause his wife heard a noise and was un-
easy. When they reached the deck all the
boats and rafts had left and they were
drawn down with the boat. He came to
the surface again, but his wife and daugh-
ter did not.

W. G. Preston of Seattle testified that
the boat In which he left the ship only
contained fourteen persons, one of whom
was a fireman. They did not pick up others

as their boat was leaking and they were
not parsmen. The only indleation that the
captain was intoxicated was his actipn in
waving a farewell to some friends on the
whart at Skagway with his hands, and his
actions In an argument.
to have charge of the boats, but when he
left the steamer there seemed to be mno
more passengers to take away.

Took Long to Lower Boats.

It took the men about two mlnutenli to
lower a boat. They did not seem to undér-
stand it. In one boat there were only seven
men, and they all looked like members of
the crew, one of them having a uniform
on. He thought they were members of the
crew because they had rough clothes on.
They may have been laborers or miners.
No one aroused the passengers and no gne
ordered the boats to stand by. He heard a
man at the Inquest at Juneau give 'evi-
dence to the effect that the pilot was
drunk and his wife remarked as he came
aboard the ship at Skagway that he look-
ed as though he had been drinking. Mrs.
Preston later testified *that the captaln
looke.. as though he had been drinking.

Capt. MacLeod of the steamer Danube
testified that boat drills gre not generally
practiced on this coast.

Mace Green of Tacoma swore positively
that the captain and pilot were intoxicatéd.

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HAS AMONTH TO LIVE

Czolgoss Sentenced to the Chair Week
of October 28.

LEAST RESPITE LAW ALLOVED

Assassin Still Preserved His List-
less Demeanor in Court.

THEY QUESTIONED HIM

BUFFALD, September 26.—Leon Czol-
gosz was today sentenced to be electrocuted
during the week beginning Octaber 28, %1,

According to the law of this state Octo-
ber 28 is the earliest date that could be
fixed for the execution of Czolgosz. i

The police arrangements at the city hall,
where Czolgosz was to recelve his sentence
this afternoon for the murder of President
McKinley, were even more stringent than
during the trial of the assassin. -~

Half an hour before the time announced
for the opening of the court the court room
awas filled and the doors locked,

After 1:30 no one but officials connected
with the court or newspaper men were al-
lowed to enter. About twenty-five of the
150 spectators were women,

The police cleated the hallway of the
crowd, and ho more were allowed to come
to the second floer of the building.

At five minutes after 2 o'clock the prison-
er was brought into court shackled to De-
tectives Gedry and Solomon, accompanied
by Assistant Superintendent Cusack and
Jailer Mitchell. The erowd sought to surge
about them, and it was with difficulty that
the tipstaves cleared a channel dowa the
aisle to the prisoner's sept. s

Czolgosz was perspiring and seemed ner-
vous, though he did not tremble, and his
gait was steady As he took his seat he
mopped his brow with his handkerchief.
When he settled back in his chair his
wonted listless attitude was ahsent,

He kept his eyves wide open and looked
about him occasionally, but presently he
dropped his eyes to the table ahead of him
and assumed his former listless air. The
strain on him was Intense, evidently, as
was attested by a few sighs and a heaving
of the chest.

At 2:12 p.m. Justice White took his seat
on the bench, and the crier announced the
opening of court,

Prisoner Stood Up. :
‘zolgosz, stand up,” commanded Dis-

trict Attorney Thomas Penney of the pris-
oner. The assassin rose.

“What is your name?" asked Mr. Penney.

“Leon F. Czolgosz."

“"How old are yvou?"

“Twenty-eight yeara.”

‘““Where were you born?”

‘ Detroit.”

‘“Where were you living when arrested?”

“Cleveland.”

‘“What is your occupation?”

“lron worker."

“Are you married or single?”

“Bingle.”’

““What degree of education have you re-
ceived?”

No reply.

“What schools have you attended?”

“Public and church.schonls.”

“Are you temperate or intemperate?”

“Temperate."

“Have you ever before been convicted of
any crime?"

“No."

“Are your father and mother alive?”’

“My father is alive; my mother is dead.”

Czolgosz's replies were so low that he
could not be heard five feet away.

“Have you any legal excuse why sen-
tence should not be pronounced against
you?"’

Czolgosz could not or pretended he could
not hear the question put by the clerk. It
was repeated to him twice. and then he
said something in an inaudible tone. The
judge Intervtned and explained what was
meant by the question.

May Claim Insanity.

“First, you may claim you are Insane.
The next Is, have vou good cause to offer
agalnst sentence being pronounced against
you?”’

The judge also stated legal reasons the
prisoner might have against sentence being
sronounced,

“I have nothing to say about that,” was
the reply.

Justice Titus asked that the prisoner be
allowed to say something in exculpation of
his crime.

The prisoner began to speak. His ~oice
was 80 low he could scarcely be heard.
Judge Titus was obliged to repeat it, sen-

Il:lence by sentence, so that the court might
ear.

*l have nothing to say,” whispered Czol-
gosz to his counsel.

Judge Titus: *“I think he ought to be
permitted to make a statement in exculpa-
tion of his family.”

Turning to the prisoner agaln, Judge
Titus held a brief conference. Turning to
the court, counsel for the defendant said:

“He says no other person had anything to
do with it; that no other person knew of his
commission but himself. His father or

A CUSTOMS DECISION.

No Drawback to Merchandise Shipped
to the Philippines.

In reply to an inquiry from the collector
of customs at San Franclisco Acting Secre-

_tary BSpaulding has heid that drawback

cannot be allowed on merchandise shipped
to the Philippines. He Invites the collee-
tor's attention to the department’'s declsion
of August 7, 1901, in which it is held that
merchandise cannot be exported to the Is-
land of Guam with benefit of drawback, In-
asmuch as that island is within the juris-
diction of the United States, and says that
for the reasons set forth therein no draw-
back can be allowed on shipments to the
Philippines. In order to be entitled to draw-
back the shipments must be made under the
law to countries without the jurisdiction of
thg United States.

SWALLOWS LAUDANUM.

James P. Clark Belleved to Have At-
tempted Suicide.

ALEXANDRIA, Va., September 28.—Jas.

This afternoon it was an-
nounced that Clark was barely alive and
that there seemed to be mo chance for his
recovery. It is supposed that he drank
about 10 cents' worth of the poison.

Clark was but had not Ilived
with his wife for about two years. The
couple have one child about flve years old.
The mother of the urfortunate man, when
seen this morning by a reporter for The
Star, sald she could not understand why
her son had attempted suiclde unless It
was because "of domestic troubles. Bhe
stated that he was drinking hea
terday and had showed the effects of in-
toxication when at breakfast this morn-
ing. Bhe advised him to rest today, but
he declined. He left the house, No. 1121
Queen street, and went to the vicinity of

streets, where, as above
stated, he swallowed the drug.

The recent movement In copper has un-
settled the market considerably and has
Eiven rise to fears that another erratle in-
dustrial is to succeed the American Sugar
stock as a disturber of prices. Clearly, the
present property is to be marked up or
down at the wish of a few Individuals.

The copper trade has not changed so
radically as recent reports would indlcate
or else the reports of midsummer were
never justified. As both came from one
source, the suspicton of manipulation is not
to be ignored., There has been some exeel-
lent buying of copper In the lower W's,
and the short interest may be used to make
such purchases profitable at an early date.

in the rallway list the buying was simi=
lar in character to that of the last few
days, but the selling was not so good
Pools have lightened their loads here and
there in antictpation of getting them to-
gether again at a lower level. The low
prices have attracted buyers, however, and
actual accumulatiom has been going on in
certain issues in spite of surface indica-
tlons to the contrary.
