Annual Statement of Board of Chil-
dren’s Guardians.

TOTAL NUMBER OF WARDS UNDER CARE

Introduction of “Probation System”
in the District.

RECOMMENDATIONS MADE

The eighth annual report of the board of
children's guardians of the District of Co-
lumbla has been submitted to the board of
charities. The total number of children
committed to the board from July 1, 1803,
to June 30, 1901, for the term of thelr mi-
nority is shown by the report to have
been 996. Durlng the past flscal year the
number of children committed was 146, 2
wards came of age, 8 were marrled, 28
died and 21 were returned to court, and 1
adepted. The total number of children now
under the care of the board is 720. Of this
number 4534 are boys and 266 girls. Two
hundred and seventy-four of the wards are
white and 446 colored.

The children under the care of the board
are distributed as follgws: In Hart Farm
School, 52: In Children's Temporary Home,
35; In Industrial Home School, 28; in Na-
tional Junior Republic, 15; In Bt. Rose's
Industrial School, 1; in House of the Good
Shepherd, Baltimore, 4; In boarding homes,
114; in St. Joseph's Male Orphan Asylum,
5; In Freedmen's Hospital, 2; in Washing-
ton Asylum Hospital, 1; bound out, 203;
on trial or probation, 175; apprenticed, 42;
at large or self-supporting, 45.

Forty-four feeble-minded children are
shown to be under charge of the board,
42 of whom, It 1s stated, will require per-
manent sequestration. The 2 remaining
ones may become self-sustaining. Thirty-
two are physleally defective, 4 are unable
to walk, 10 are unable to talk, 15 have im-
perfect articulation. The oldest is 20 years
old and the youngest 7. In 20 cases the
feeble-minded condition s attributed to
heredity. It is stated In the report that
no appropriation made by Congress is more
profitably expended in the interest of hu-
manity than that for the tralning and cus-
tody of this class of the community. Most
of the feeble-minded children are malintain-
ed at the Pennsylvania Training Schoeol.

Increased Average.

The increase in the average number of
wards during the past year was 101; the
decrease in the average number of children
held temporarily was four, and the de—-
crease In the average number of feeble-
minded children supported was slightly
more than one. The appropriation for ad-
ministrative uses of the board for the last
fiscal year was $7,000, of which amount

$5.713.17 was expended. The primary ap-
propriation for the care of chlldren was
$40.000, A deficiency appropriation of 4,950

was granted subsequently, making a total
of $#4,950, all of which was expended and an
indebtedness of $252.17 to the Pennsylvania
Tralning School curred. The per capita
cost of the children not feeble-minded,
and based on all expenses, was §136.3%8 per
annum. Feeble-minded children were
maintained at a per capita cost of $216.05
per annum. )

Concerning the policy of the board the
report states: )

“The policy of the board has been to find
free homes for lts wards as soon as they
are fitted to go Into such homes. Until that
time they are kept In suftable boarding
homes or institutions. Personal visitatlons
are made to every child in a home or an
institution by an agent at least once a year,
The exceptlons have been few, and for
reasons satisfactory to the board. Written
reports of visits are made on the forms
provided. The board has been compelled to
keep some of its wards on expense for a
long time, and some will always be de-
pendent, being crippled or afflicted with in-
curable dlseases.

Difficulty Experienced.

“Difficulty s found In obtaining free
homes for the colored infants and children
of tender age, especially when they are af-
tlicted ‘with various disorders. A great ma-
jority of the children, however, are sound
and healthy, docile and of good character.
There has been little trouble in finding
good homes for white children of normal
health and character.

“When wards are placed In situations In
which wages are to be pald them, the
agents are instructed to have pass books
prepared, In which receipts for the pay-
ment of wages are to be entered, and to
encourage these wards to save a portion of
thelr wages and deposit the same in a
bank. Authority is glven to the president
of the board to consent to the enlistment
of wards In the United States navy or
marine service, when such_ enlistment ap-
pears to him to be desirable.”

The report states that the police now
have Instructions from Major Sylvester to
convey all foundlings to one of the nurses
employed by the board. 1t also states that
an arrangement has been made whereby
children kept at the house of detention
after temporary or permanent commit-
ment by the courts are maintained at the
contract price of twenty cents per meal.
Before commitment they are, of course,
maintained at the expense of the pollce de-

partment. After recounting -the varlous
legal declsions recelved by the board during
the year on questions affecting it, the re-

port continues:
Probation System Introduced.

“Early In the year Messrs. Thomas C.
Noyves and George A, C. Christiancy sought
the co-operation of this board In securing
the passage of an ‘act to enlarge the pow-
ers of the courts of the District of Colum-
bia in cases involving delinquent children,
and for other purposes." This co-operation
was granted heartilly, and a bill was for-
mulated which resulted in an aet, approved
March 3, 1901, under the title above quoted.
By this act, what is known as the ‘proba-
tlon system’ was introduced Into the Dis-
trict of Columbia. The advantage of this
system of treating juvenile offenders as
children instead of criminals, and of dis-
ciplining them In homes instead of jails
and workhouses, {s well recognized in many
jurisdictions, and need not be dwelt upon.
Upon the passage of the act the board ap-
pointed Mr. John Wesley Douglass, one cf
its agents, to be probation officer. The
thanks of the board are due to the volun-
tary visitors who assisted him In visiting
the children on probatlon.

“A committee was appointed to confer
with the judges of the Pglice Court con-
cern!ng the operation of this probation
law. t was agreed that temporary com-
mitments made to the board, in default of
fine Imposed after conviction, should be
for a perlod of six months, at any time
during which perfod the probation officer
wouid have the right to ask the court for
further action, the chlld being regarded as
under the jurisdiction of the court during
these six months, at the end of which
time such jurisdiction should cease. It is
the judgment of this board that the opera-
tion of this act has been beneficial and
promises good results,

Requiring Parents to Support Chil-
dren.

“Provision for compelling parents and
guardians under certain conditions to con-
tribute to the support of their children or
wards was made a part of the same act, as
may be seen upon reading its terms. The
need of such provisions had been urged
upon Congress repeatedly, and 1s men-
tioned In the report of the agents for 1580,
where mention is also made of the need of
a law establishing children’s courts, such
as exist at present In several states. It
fs to be hoped that an act for the latter
purpose may be passed soon.

“Since the beneflts of the present Indus-
trial Home School of the District are con-
fined to white children, there is need of a
gimlilar Institutlon for colored children. A
committee of this board was appointed
April 18, 1801, to confer with a committee
of the board of charities upon this subject,
and reported that the latter committee had
Intimated {its purpose to recommend the
establishment of such a school.

“Btatistles fall to show the far-reaching
Influence of our uplifting work, not only: on
the childran under owr care, but upon fam-
illes connected therewith. Interesti in-
stances could be given which would illus-
trate this. Visits made by our agents to

the n Iefted portlontl of o::; cit); sho:rn:
grad mprove ucation
\mom and noeiﬁm conditions, especlally

of the other agencies with which we oper-
ate.”
Recommendations Submitted.

The report recommends ghat an additional
employe should be allowed the board to act
as probation officer, and that the law limit-
ing the board to the employment of two
agents be amended so as to allow the em-
ployment of a superintendent and two
agents, so that both tHe agents may be
sent into the fleld when occasion requires.
In such case, it is stated, one of the agents
might then be made probation officer.

The report concludes with estimates for
the flscal yvear of 1002-1903. The sum of
$9,400 is asked for administrative purposes,
a total increase of $2,400 over the appro-
priatlons for the present year. These estl-
mates include an item of $1,500 for the sal-
ary «f the proposed superintendent, and an
increase of $300 in the salary of the secre-
tary. For the support of children a total
of $57,000 Is asked. The report is signed by
James B. T. Tupper, president of the board,
and B. Pickman Mann, secretary.

A report from John Wesley Douglass,
agent of the board, accompanies the main
report from the children's guardians, and
details the work summarized and comment-
ed upon In the former.

REGARDING A RESERVATION.

Home Savings Bank Asks That It Be
Curtailed.

George E. Hamilton of the firm of Ham-
ilton & Colbert, attorneys, has written to
the District Commissioners respecting the
building which the Home Bavings Bank of
this city proposes to erect at the intersec-
tlon of Tth street, Massachusetts avenue
and K street northwest. The site of the
bank fronts a public reservation, a trian-
gle. Mr. Hamllton states that the bank
would like to know If this reservation
cannot be curtalled so that a sldewalk
twenty feet wide can be placed directly in
front of the bank building, with a thirty-
foot driveway adjoining. He states that a
somewhat similar action was taken in re-
gard to the site of the Central National
Bank, at Loulsiana avenue and Tth street
northwest.

““The pecullar surroundings of this lot,"”
continues Mr. Hamilton, ‘“make it Imprac-
ticable of improvement, and unless some
such method is adopted as herein suggest-
ed the conditlons which now exist will
continue, and such conditlions, in view of
the location of the public library bullding,
now in course of constructlon, are un-
sightly and disadvantageous to the neigh-
borhood and to the city.

“Before making formal appllcation we
respectfully ask that the matters and
things herein mentloned may be considered
by your board, and the bank advised as to
the possibility of proceeding in the bullding
as desired. The building proposed to be
erected will cost in the neighborhood of
$80,000, and will materially improve the
section of the city, which improvement, on
account of the library bullding referred to,
will be of more than ordinary benefit.”

Mr. Hamilton calls attention to the
wagon stand which s now located on the
K street side of the proposed bank site.
He declares the stand is a nuisance to all
the contiguous property, and he desires to
know if it cannot be removed to some lo-
cality where it would be less objectionable
and less of a nuisance.

SPECIAL ONE-YEAHR COURSE.

Innovation In Business High School
Prominent Feature.

The speclal one-year course inaugurated
at the Business High School, a short ac-
count of which was published in The Star
e few days ago, will, In all probability,
prove to be one of the features of the
business educational system of the District.
Mr. Allan Davis, the princlpal of the school,

in speaking of the new departure today,
sald:

“Under this plan pupils who have sue-
cessfully completed three years or more of
the course of studies prescribed at the
other high schools may, In one year, com-
plete a condensed business course, embrac-
inz bookkeeping, stenography, applied busi-
ness arithmetie, commerclai law and com-
mercial geography. The advantages of the
Bystem to those who desire to enter busl-
ness life are manifest. We have felt the
need of something of this sort for a long
time. The demand from the puplls of other
schools for a business education has been
very marked, {Et the majority of them
objected to taking the full course here,
especlally as a large part of the work was,
to them, merely a review.

“Owing to the crowded condition of the
bullding we have found it very difficult to
place these new pupils, but we have de-
cided to utilize the room formerly occu-
pled by the Balance Sheet, our school pa-
per, thus forecing it out into one of the
halls. )

“Even now we have enrolled puplls from
every one of the other high schools, and
one of our pupils has had, in addition to
the High Behool course, two years of col-
lege instruction."
