a decrease of 1801,274. A comparative
stataiuent shows,-bowever, that during the
past year there was an-Increase of 165 in
the number of permits for new buildings,
$76 in the number of permits for'repairs, N4
in the. matter of dwellings, while the In-
crease over 1900 in regard to apartments
was'70. Permits for 128 apartment houses
were issued. During the year permits were
Issued for 5,199 buildings and for repairs
amounting to $884,467.
The financial showing for the office is as

follows: Received for building permits.
P,545; for awnings, $115; for boilers, en-
ines, ovens and furnaces, 46; for stands,

inaugural, etc., $47; total, $3,753. Received
for the year 1900, $3,367; Increase, 38.86.
Continuing his report, Mr. Brady says:
"The volume of work this office has had

to deal with has been attended to as
promptly as 4t has been possible to do so,
and as the number of hours in an official
lay is not sufficient to meet the demands
Af the public for inspections the corps of
assistant inspectors have willingly worked
beyond the official time allotted, so as to
comply with the request of the contractors
and builders for inspections of trenches.
and foundations, in order to reduce to a
minimum delays In construction.

Apartment Houses.
"It will be observed that the number of

apartment houses erected and now in
course of construction is a feature which
necessarily attracts attention In view of
the great amount of capital invested In
such buildings. That the owners of such
buildings are satisfied with their invest-
ments is manifested .by. the great numner
aow being erected in every section of the

1ty,and the success heretofore met with
.n easily securing tenants to fill them will
continue. My observation, however, and
he record of this office show that the erec-
ion of private dwellings has been reduced
n number, so that within. the city limits
here the still many vacant squares unim-
roved, and this is manifest in th'e imme-
Hate vicinity of the apartment houses.
"Generally the structural features of

)uildings are far 'superior to those that'
)revailed several years ago, due to the
nore exacting details of the regulationsand the supervision of construction ren-
lered by this department. In apartment
iouse construction for the fiscal year the
sum of $2,183,150 has been expended, while
n the same period the erection of dwelling
abuses has amounted in valuation to $2,-89.686.
"Adverse criticism has been indulged in
o a large extent-by the builders and others
nterested In building, due to the loss of
ime in having proposed projections be-
rond the building line approved within a
easonable time after application has been
nade therefor to this office. By act of
ongress passed March 3, 1891, the exten-

sion of any building or buildings or any
)art of parts thereof in the city of Wash-
ngton, in the District of Columbia, now ap-
)licable to every part -of the District, be-
rond the- building line, and upon the streets
and avenues, shall -not be granted, except
ipon special application and with the con-:urrence of all of the Commissioners and
he approval of the Secretary of War.
"As the applications for, projections, as

iow made, necessarily pass through manybands, the average time consumed before
approval is secured Is ten days. In order
,o prevent unnecessary delay in the con-struction of buildings pending approval of
applications for projections, and solely as
a privilege, the Commissioners have per-
mitted excavations within building lines'
to proceed in advance of action on the
luestion of projections. This p'l-ivilege has
Linfortunately been abused in many In-
stances, and unauthorized excavations have
been begun without the building lines.Complaints of the necessary delay in the
rranting of building permits involving pro-lections beyond the building line should be
reserved until builders no longer abuse 'the
priviege granted them, with the object offacilitating their operations.

Confusion in House Numbers.
"The confusion now prevailing in house

numbers in many parts of the District,-
especially in the suburbs, due to the sub-
ilvision of land into narrower lots than
twenty feet in width, the lirnit first estab-
Lished for basing numbers and the erection
of houses thereon, is a subject which must*
be corrected as quickly as possible. In
partly improved squares it is manifest that
the introduction of narrow houses affect
existing numbers on buildings previously
erected, and to eliminate the condition now
prevailing it is recommended that a com-
mission, composed of two persons, be ap-pointed, to whom a salary of $1,000 each
per annum be paid, so that the correction
Df the house numbers may be accom-
plished at the sarlest practicable moment.
"In addition to the work of field inspec-

tion of construction this office has perform-
ed the task of reviewing all plans and the
correction of specifications thereof,; wherenecessary, for the several municipal build-
ings erected during the year. This 'work of
reviewing he designs of the several archi-
Lects employed has been a great task in
inany cases, and has consumed valuable

time before the proposals for the execution
of the work. could be invited.
"The contractows to whom the severalbuildings have ~been awarded have deliv-

ered them to the District in a satisfactory
manner, and a disposition on their .part to

comhply with the obligations of their con-

tracts have always been manifested.

Save the 'White House.
Prmthe Wereeiter SW.p
The question.as to what shall be done to

provide '&sUitable ilesidence for the chief
executive -t the nattion again comes into
particular prominence. That the White
House does not inedt. the requirements of
the President and hishousehold seems gen-erally to be admitted. Tradition virtuallydemands that the President shall reside In
the 'White House. The people woull,
scarcely tolerate the Idea that he should
abide elsewhere. The thought of a new
White House, furthermore, is not a wel-
come one, and any suggestion of remodel-
ing and enlarging the old mansion has
never failed to arouse a storm of protests.Recently when the subject was broached
not only the people generally, but archi-
tects and artists, were quick to take a de-
cided stand against 'any mutilation of the
historic building. -It is considered almost
macred. Could it be demonstrated that anyproposed changes Wyould add to the beauty
of the White House then objections might
