ADMIRAL EVANS EXCUSED

When the Schley court of inquiry assem-
bled this morning Admiral Robley D.
Evans. in command of the Iowa during the
Spanish war, continued his testimony which
was begun yesterday.
Capt. Miller, in command of the collier

Merrimac, while the flying squadron was
off Cienfuegos and later at Santiago, and
Capt. Jewell of the Minneapolis went on
the stand to certify to the correctness of
the printed report of their testimony.
Capt. Lemly, judge advocate, was present

when the court met, but Immediatey after
it had been opened by Adthiral Dewey he
withdrew. The sudden death of his sister
at her home in North Carolina called forta
general sympathy for the judge advocate.
It is the third death that has occurred to
In some extent affect the proceedings of the
court. The first was that of President Mc-
Kinley and the second was that of Mr. Jere
M. Wilson, senior counsel for Admiral
Schley.
Mr. Rayner continued his cross-examina-

tion of Admiral Evans.
Q. (By ir. Rayner): Did you have a

conversation with Admiral Schley July 4
some time in the morning between 8 and 3)
o'clock on his flagship at Santiago, in the
course of which you used language sub-
stantially as follows: 'Did you know that
Jack Phillip ran away at the beginning of
the battle? To which Commodore Seley
replied, 'You are mistaken about that,
Evans. I saw nothing of the kind. The
Brooklyn made a turn and Capt. Phillip's
action was made necessary?' A. I do not
remember being on board the flagship at
that time. I am quite positive I was not
on boar:d the Brooklyn. As to that conver-
sation. I never said anything to that cff'ct.
Thinking over last night wntt did occur in
reference to the Te xas. I thintk Commodore
Schley and I discussed the position of the
Texas when the fight began. The Texas
was hwi l to the east, but turned in the
same direction as the rest of the ships. I
think th-it was the que stion I discussed
with Commodorc Svhl'-y. but that I ever
Indicated th'it Capt. Phillip ran away with
his ship I have n( recollection.
Q. Did you have a conversation on the

same day and in the plac" and same hour,
or at any other Iae,in which you usel
language* substantially as follows: '-I shot
the bow off the Furor- the stern off the
Piuton. put my helm to starboard and
raked the Teresa and knocked out the Vis
caya." A. To the best of my knowledge
I never used that langiuagc.

"I remember." said Admiral Evans, re-
ferring to a time when Conmodore Schley
had c illed the commanling offiters on
board the Brooklyn afttr the ('olon was
discovered, 'May 2. "the commodore re-
marked before we left that he felt the
country held him responsible that battle
ships should not be under fire from shore
batteries until the Spanish tieet had been
destroyed."
Mr. Rayner read from a report by Capt.

McCalla. in order to show that there was a
plan of battle, but Admiral Evans insisted
that there was nothing in the language
quoted to justify such a construction.

Position of the Vessels.
A long line cf cross-questioning followed

In regard to the positions of the vessels
during the battle before Santiago, Mr. Ray-
mer seeking to show that there were dis-
crepancies between some statements made
in Admiral Evans' book on the war and
statements he made before the court of In-
quIry yesterday. Admiral Evans insisted
that what he had formerly said was in
strict accordance with his testimony on the
stand. Mr. Rayner also sought to show
that his statem*nts of distances did not
correspond with distances shown on the
chart prepared by the hydrographic office
of the Navy Departrment, which had been
admitted as evidence before 'the court and
which hangs on the wall in the court room.
Mr. Hanna remarked concerning the hy-

drographic office chart: "The lighthouse at
the entrance to Santiago is fixed on that
char'. There Is some difference of opinion
as to the exact posItion of the shore line
and we shall be glad to have witnesses
brought here to determine how it should
be corrected in a proper way."
Mr. Hanna said the map was prepared

merely to show the relative position of the
vessels before Santiago, the shore line be-
ing sketched in as well as possible, but it
was material to the purposes for which the
map had been introduced. If the map were
to be questioned he thought it would beproper to have an inquiry into its inaccur-acies made by experts of the hydrographic
offce, who could be called to the stand.
Admiral Evans, in stating the time at

which various incidents of the battle of
Bantiago occurred, said that the time he
gave was the time given him by the navi-
gator of the ship, he himself not having on
the spot recorded the time.

The Santiago Blockade.
Mr. Rayner continued on a long line of

very searching questions in order to devel-
op discrepancies In the testimony of the
witness, the latter, however, maintaining
that nothing was shown to Indicate such
discrepancies. H~e insisted that his testi-
mony was consistent in showing that the
blockading fleet before the harbor of San-
tiago prior to the battle was further out
at night than it was during the daytime.
On cross-examination the witness saidthat they had coaled continually while offSantiago from the 1st of June to the time

of the battle.
Q. Were you not considerably worried in

reference to coaiing vessels off the port of
Santiago between June 1 and July 8? A.I was not worried, I was anxious about it.
Q. Did you say a great load had been

lifted off your mind and off the mind of
the commanding officer in chief when coal-
ing places had been established? A. That
was because smaller vessels could get their
coal at the coaling stations. My anxiety
was not in regard to the larger vessels.
Questions were asked in regard to the re-

porting of lights by the witness while at
sea, and he said whenever at sea he had
reported any lights to the commandingofficer, which was required by the regula-
tions.
On the 24th, while still at Clenftuegos, at

9:15 a.m.,* a signal was given from the Iowa
to the Brooklyn: "Gunboat standing out of
the harbor." Signals followed from the
Brooklyn to the Iowa: "Coal the Dupont."

"I took the D~upont alongside," maid the
witness, "and gave her coal."
At the time the Iowa gave the Brooklyn

the signal in regard to the gunboat the
witness said he expected the commodore
would tell him to fire at the gunboat.
"This gunboat." he said, "eame out to

take a look at us, and went back again.'
Mr. Rayner questioned the winess in re-

gard to conditions oRf Bantbgo, askingwhether, between the 21)th of May and the
1st of June, he could at all timnes aee othervoees of the bMockaing aquadron, Hie re-Jthat he could not do this, that itnently happened that vessee -of the
squadron were entirely invisible.Q. By Mr. Han: How far bask and for-
ward did you =tae during the Machad.?

There was some further questioning by

Mr. Hanna to establish the distance of the
Iowa from the Colon at the time the attack
was made on the latter on May 31.
The witness said that none of the shells

from*the Colon or from the shore batteries
came anywhere near him. After the com-
modore stopped with the flagship and New
Orleans as lie closed up near them a shell
cane and fell between the ships from the
Socana.
Q. Do you rem ember any signal from the

flagship during that engagement? A. I
find a signal in the record book as reported
to me. That is all I know about it.
Q. Do you remember whether in this

campaign while you were before Santiago
or on the way to Santiago you had any
order of battle given you? A. No. We
steamed In column with flankers out oq
each side.
Q. Had you definite instructions what to

do if the enemy should suddenly appear
from the harbor? A. Had no instruction.
We would aneuver in obedience. to sig-
nals.
Correspondent Dienaide's Testimony.
Mr. Thomas M. Dieuaide, who was a cor-

respondent on board the Texas from April 1
until after the battle of Santiago, was then I
called to the stand.

Saw the Brooklyn in Front.
The witness had no entry showing that

Capt. Philip gave the order. The next en- c

try in the notebook stated: "It was Brook-
lyn, close shave."
Q. By Mr. Hanna: You say you do not

care to estimate the distance between the
Texas and the Brooklyn? I do not ask you
to do so, but can't you say whether it was
half a mile? A. I should think not. I do
not suppose it was a quarter of a mile.
The witness said that when the signal

to stop was given he was not on the same
side of the conning tower as Capt. Philip,
but he at once went around the conning
tower to where the latter was standing.
"I heard Philip's voice," said the wit-

ness. "Then I went around the other side
of the carting tower and foup4 why we
stopped. He (Capt. Philip) waved his hand
and said: 'Look at that felloir going out
to sea.'"
He said that Lieut. Heilner was. near

Capt. Philip when this order was given.
Some messenger may also have been there,
but he was not sure.

Q. By Admiral Dewey: Did you hear
Capt. Philip give any order to back? A.
No. sir, I do not know whether.I-did.
Q. You would have heard it had he -given

orders? A. I might not.
Q. By Mr. Hanna: You were at Cienfue-

gos during this campaign?. A. I was on the
Texas.
Q. Did- you at any time make a trip In a

boat away from the Texas while at Cien-
fuegos? A. Yes.
Q. On what date? A. The 24th, about

noon.
The witness said that in a small rowboat r

on the date given he had gone about three
mils outside, where the Texas was lying.
Mr. Hanna asked the witness in regard to

the positions of the Iowa and Oregon at the
time the Brooklyn passed the Texas, 'but I
Mr. Rayner objected to this question, say-
ing that it was enough to establish the po-
sition of the Brooklyn and that the Iowa 4
and the Oregon did not affect Admiral I
Schley, and the objection was sustained by I
the court.
Mr. Rayner referred to an article written

by the witness and published in a New York I
paper in relation to the incident of the-
Brooklyn's loop, in order to show that that
article contained no reference to the inci- 4
dent of backing the Texas.
Mr. Hanna then asked the witness a ques- I

tion to show why he did not make that
statement in the article written on the samne I
day or the day after the battle.
Mr. Rayner objected to this question, but

the court approved it, and the witness re-1
plied:
"The reason was that Captain Philip at- I

ed me to do so in so many words, and at C
the same time I did not want to write It
myself. I thought It was not right to do
so during a time of war. The captain said
he had confidence that I would write noth-
ing that would reflect on any one in any
way.''
Q. By Mr. Rayner: Captain Philip asked

you to make it. as nice for everybody as
you could. How could you make it nice? 4
A. By saying nothing about it.
Mr. Rayner also questioned the witness in 4

regard to headlines over the article referred
to, these headlines indicating that the vic-
tory was Schley's. The witness said that 1
that was not in his report.

Capt. Sigsbee on the Stand.
Captain Charles D. Sigsbee, who wasn in I

command of the Maine when sunk in thec
harbor of Havana, and who was later corn-
mander of the cruiser St. Paul, went on
the stand. -He said that in obedience to or-
der's from Captain Wise, who was his com-
manding officer, he had proceeded to the I
vIcinity of Santiago, arriving there en the
21st. He told of taking aboard the Cuban
pilot Nunes and said that he did not haveggreat confidence in that individual. Mis

Secretaries Hay, Gage and Root are but
of the city and were not at the cabinet
meeting held today. With one exception
the, meeting was devoted to departmental
affairs, the President' making inquiries as
to the status of business in the various
branches of the government. The impor-
tant question under discussion was the peti-
tion of the new cable company headed by
John W. Mackey for the privilege of land-
Ing Its cable in this country, Hawaii,
Guam and in Manila. The proposltlon was
made to President Roosevelt about a week
ago, and Is the most Important new matter
pending before the new administration.
Several questions have arisen that tend to
prevent or delay the granting of the prop-
osition, although It is believed by some of
the cabinet members that these questions
will be settled and that the privileges asked
for by the new company will be granted.
The Pr!ncipal question is whether the

right can be granted for the landing of a
cable in the Philippines. It is claimed by
those opposing the granting of the petition
that the Spanish government gave an ex-
clusive concession to a cable conpany in
the Philippines for a period of forty years,
and that this concession was binding on
the United States when It assumed owner-
ship of the Philippines. Whether this is
true or jot will be passed upon by Attor-
ney General Knox, who has been asked by
President Roosevelt for an opinion on the
question. Mr. Knox will render an opinion
as soon as a full study of the case will per-
mit. The opinion of some of the cabinet
members was that Spain's concessions
ceased to be of force when this country
took possession. If this is true, then Presi-
dent Roosevelt has full authority to grant
the cable landing In the islands. If the
concession granted by Spain was binding
on this government then the cable com-
pany now operating out of the Philippines
has an exclusive privilege that cannot be
infringed upon for a number of years.

A Distinguished Japanese.
There were few callers upon President

Roosevelt this morning before the cabinet
met at 11 o'clock, but among these were
K. Takahira, the Japanese minister, and
Dr. K. Hatoyama, one of the most distin-
goished men of Japan. Dr. Hatoyama Is
accompanied by his wife, and they came
to this country on a pleasant mission. On
October 2*4 both President Roosevelt and
Dr. Hatoyama will receive from Yale the
honorary degrees of LL.D. Dr. Hatoyamais a graduate of Yale of the class of 1881
and was in that institution when President
Roosevelt was in Harvard. After graduat-ing from Tale and returning to Japan Dr.
Hatoyama occupied many places of dis-
tinction In his native country. He was a
member of the Japanese house of repre-sentatives for nine years, and three yearsof that time he was speaker of the house.
He held other high political positions and
then became identified with the educational
Institutions of his courtry. He was first
a professor in the imperial university of
Japan, but later became the head of an-
other large Institution. He is still at thehead of this institption. He arrived atSeattle about a week ago and will remainin this county for probably a month.
President Roosevelt and the Japanesevisitors had a long and Interesting talk,the President asking much about Japanand expressing the most friendly interest

in the little country across the Pacific.
"Commercial conditions in Japan have

not been so good for several years," saidDr. Hatoyama, "but the outlook Is bright-ening right along and the prospect is for a
revival of good times in Japan. The bus-
iness depression followed the war with
China. Our victory gave our people an idea
that our nation was an exceedingly big one
and many enterprises were begun. In the
course of time there was an overproductionwithout markets for the surplus, and hard
times followed."

All night the wind blew strongly from the

northwest, but it began to subside at sun-
rise and the weather sharps shook theirheads dubiously and predicted that thebeautiful fifteen-knot wind would not holdlong enough to get the race fairly started.The wind shifted around to the north-
northeast. but the sea, owing to the off-shore wind of the past day or two. seemedto have subsided and there was very littlesurf on the Jersey coast.
Out to sea a nuipber of coasters and pgtboats had little difficulty in standing alogunder sail and appeared to roll very litte.

Start en the Windwsaa Leg.
The members of the committee stated M

night that it was their earnest desire to
send the yachts to the windward leg of US
