RELICS FROM PORTO RICO.

Collection of Archaeological Treas-
ures From Southern Island.

rom the New York Herald.
New York now possesses the only com-
lete collecUon in existence of archaeologl-
i treasures from Porto Rico. This is now
1 the American Museum of Natural His-3ry. It was largely made since the Span-
ih-American war, and an explorer who
?ached New York recently from the island
xys there are no further archaeological
emains left there.
The native American people of Portotico are extinct. They could not endure
panish oppression and become submis-
Lye slaves, as might an African native.
lut at one time they were an interesting
eople, well advanced in certain arts, as
iew York's new collection testifies. Some
ears ago the museum had a collection of
neient stone implements, but the treas-
res secured since the island came into our
ossession complete and round out that
ollection.
The stone objects were probably made by
he ancestors of the Caribs. They dinter
Teatly in fineness of finish, polish and ar-istic form from stone objects found in
ther places. The use of many of these
bjects is unknown. There was no written
inguage on the island before its discav-
ry, and the millions of Caribs and Ara-
raks who lived in the West Indies have
ince vanished. There has not been a gin-
le full-blood descendant of these people
lying in the region during the last half
entury. The names of places preserve a
ew of their words. But there is no tradi-
Ion about the stone objects.
Among these specimens of the stone age
re many peculiar rings or ovals of stone
esembling horse collars in size and shape.
lome weigh twenty pounds, others seventy,
nd they are found as deep in the ground
.s nine feet. Many are strangely and beau-
ifully carved. Some of these resemble a
oil or loop, with one end projecting be-
ond the coil, where it seems to be tied.
Such fine stone carvings must have been

ntended for serious and important use,

ossibly religious, as religion above all
ther powers has led man to execute dif-
icult and permanent work. They could not

collars to be worn for punishment, as

oo much art is lavished upon them, but
hey may have served in religious sacri-

Ices.

The mystery which surrounds these cu--ious stones is not yet solved, although

sver forty years ago the savants of Copen-
tagen, London and Paris were struggling
rith the problem, having but a few spect-
nens. In 1878 Ortey y Tapia of Porto Rico

prought some to New Yo*k. We now have

nany of them In the Museum of Natural
listory. The mystery of their use remains
mnsolved.

THE MILKMAN IN BRAZIL.
Takes HIls Cow to the Customer-.

Tricks In His Trade.
From the New York Sun.
"There are two ways In which you may

buy milk in Brazil," said the man who had
just returned. "The milk Isn't first rate,
and milk and cream are scarce, but there is
originality in one way of selling it.
"Sometimes milk is delivered from house

to house In glass bottles, carried in wire
baskets, something after the fashion of the
milkman here, but there the difference be-
gins. The cart used in Brazil is a three-
wheel pushcart, always painted some dark
dull color. The bottles are typically Bra-
zilian; they are long, small-necked, dark
green, second-hand wine bottles, which
have advantagels of their own for the mer-
chant. The customer cannot see the water
which he knows is in the milk, and the
dark color simplifies the task of washing,
which is quite a point to the native.

"Ijjt the other way- of delivering milk is
simon-pure Brazilian, and it Is a sort of a
case of the mountain coming to Mlahomet.
The milk merchant leads his cow around
to his customers by a halter. Tied to the
cow's tail is a smaller. halter and at theother end of that rope is a small muzzlehalter, which is fastened around the headof a calf. The Brasilian milkman believesthat the cow will not give milk if unaccom-panied by her calf.
"The merchant, thus leading his mer-chandise and source of supply, walks bare-footed over the uneven .stone pavementsfrom customer to customer. In his hand hecarries an ordinary-uized drinking glassand -a tin one-pint tueasuring cup; thesehe ingeniously raps one againat the otherand this is his gong to notify his customersof his approach. A customer reached, themerchant gets down on one knee and pro-caeds to execute the order -while the cus-tomher waits.-
"The stranger sees no chance for dilutingthe milk in this system, by which the con-sumer sees with his own eyes the goodsproduced. But the natives-and they allagree on this point-insist that the milkmerchant has under his coat a rubber bot-tle filled with water and with a rubbertube attachment whicly enables him -to in-ject the water Into the measure along withthe milk. Letters of Hemp Experts.
Returning to the letters of the hemp el-

perts. the one written by Mr. Hydrick was
read In which he dealt upon the profits
to be assured the company if the duty on
hemp was raised, and said he had written
Col. Heistand regarding the subject. A few
days after the latter's visit to him at the
Y. I. Hotel witness said he went to Col
Heistand's office at the War Departmentand' talked ~over the matter. CoL He-
stand was anxious that the projectfor the company should be pushed. It was
understood that Col. Heistand would go to
New York and with witness would meet
at Flint, Eddy & Co.'s in that city, and also
meet the capitalists who would finance the
company, and witness wired his represent-
ative in New York to arrange such a
meeting, who did so. Witness notified Col.
Heistand of this. The latter was on his
way to Paris. Witness said all the persons
were present at the meeting except Col.
Heistand, and that he went to the latter's
hotel to ascertain the reason for his ab-
sence. and he said he hadn't found time.
He promised to attend a meeting at the
same place next day, but again failed to
appear. Witness said his representative,
Frank Adderholt of Akron, Ohio, was
present when the promise was made.
The day before Col. Heistan4 sailed fol

Europe witness saw him again, and ht
again said he had not found time to at-
tend the second meeting, but promised tc
write before he left letters to Assistan
Secretary Melklejohn and Assistant At-
torney General Boyd in relation to the
company affairs, and would write witness
a letter also to the effect that he had writ-
ten such letters.
Witness received no such letter, and was

told by Messrs. Meiklejohn and Boyd thai
they had not received such letters. Ht
then, he said, wrote to Col. Heistand al
Paris, A copy of this letter, he said, was
in the pages of his letter book turned ovei
to Col. Heistand. Immediately the lattei
and his counsel, Mr. Needham, producedthese pages and handed them over to Mr.
Hawks and his counsel, Mr. Crandell
Mackey, for perusal. Scrutiny of the pagelfailed to find the letter alleged to have
been written to Col. 'Heistand at Paris
Witness said he found a copy of a lettei
written to the adjutant general which had
a bearing on the subject. Senator Cockrellread it privately and said that, while it
was hardly pertinent to the inquiry, h
wanted to know if Gen. Corbin had repliedto It. Witness -eplied no.
He said he would soon come to the pointwhere the letter came in.

Broken Premss.
Proceeding, he said that after writing a

letter to Colonel Heistand "calling atten.
tion to his shortcomings and broken prom-ises," he got a reply from him. It was in
the papers handed over to Colonel Hel-
stand. "Have you those letters?' Colonel
Heistand was asked by Senator Cockrell.'

"I hope the senator Is not alluding tome," remarked Mr. Hawks.
"I am sure you talked faster about hemp,'said Senator Hawley.
"There was more money In sight," was

the response.
Mr. Hawks evidently tried to put a betterpace on his vocalism, but his periods were

longer stops than the language contem-
plates.

Capture oft the Deetermel.
He said that he had written two letters

which had been found in the files turned
over by Admiral Schley to the department,
one to the judge of the prize court or the
commissioner of the prize court at Key
West. in which he reported the capture of
the Bitish steamer Restormel. which was
going into Santiago with coal.
The letter to the department was to the

same effect. He said when he was ordered
to report on the flagship he took copies of
these letters with him and also a letter he
had previously addressed to Capt. Jewell.
the address of which he changed to send to
Commodore Schley.
Mr. Hanna then read copies of these let-

ters. The letter to the prize court recited
the circumstances under which the British
coal ship had been found going into Santi-
ago. This letter showed that the steamer
had left a Spanish port first on the day
after war had been declared; that It had
touched at Curacao, and that it had 2,400
tons of coal aboard. It was captured by
him close to the Morro.
The other letter contained this informa-

tion: "No news here. I have seen abso-
lutely nothing of the Spanish fleet." An-
other letter Captain Sigsbee had written to
Commodore Schley from Mole. St. Nicholas.
based on information Captain Sigsbee had
secured by reading cablegrams passing be-
tween Commodore Schley and the depart-
ment stated: "My Dear Commodore: Tele-
gram here for you. Do as you are doing
and you will do right. The department ex-
pects you to exercise great effort to keep
in coal. Two colliers have been ordered
here for your vessels." etc.

Lefter From Mele St. Niehelas.
Q. By Mr. Hanna: The letter I have just

read states "do as you are doing, and you
will do right." What was the flying squad-
ron doing at the time you wrote that?
A. That was based on the tenor of the

cipher telegram that I found at the Mole
from the commander-in-chief of the flying
squadron to the Navy Department.
The witness. believed then that it was

the intention to coal his ships off Santiago.
He had left Santiago on the morning of the
day he wrote that letter, May 29.
The witness believed that Commodore

Schley would coal his ships off Santiago or
at Benias.

whether he had ever told any one that the
flying squadron was blockading the harbor
of Santiago twenty miles from shore, and
he replied that he never had.
