ATTEMPTED MURDER

Woman's Brother-in-Law Charged
With Shooting Her. :

VICTIM IN A SERIOUS CONDITION

The Accused Man Claims He
Was Being Pursued.

STATEMENT

. e

When Charles Washington was stabbed
to death last night on 26th street, as re-
ported in another column in The Star, a
policeman remarked that two other homi-
cides would soon follow, as such events
“*usually happen in threes.” As though to
verify this prediction a shooting occurred
this morning about 9 o'clock at 457 N street,
and the vietim, Mrs. Eliza Carlton, colored,
is In the Homeopathic Hospital in a seri-
ous condition David Williams, the wo-
man's brother-in-law, who is janitor of
the National Guard Armory, Is locked up
charged with the shooting. His claim is
that he had been drinking, and when
locked up he said he did not know he had
fired the shot. The shooting was done, it
is sald, because the woman was taking
some tin pans and dizshes from the house.

Mrs. Carlton and her husband had occu-
pied rooms In Wiliams’ house, and yes-
terday they started to move. The husband
was working on the street several squares
from the scene of the shooting this morn-
ing, and his wife was transferring the last
of her mooking utensils from the home of
her sister when she was fired upon, the
bullet entering her breast. Wllliams was
arrested and landed in the second precinct
station by Lieutenant Byrnes and Sergeant
Lyda In less than ten minutes afterward.

Mrs. Willlams was standing near her sis-
ter when the shot was fired. Willlams and
his wife conduet” an eating establishment
in the cellar of their house, and It was
in the dining room that the shooting oc-
curred. A colored woman was seated at
a table eating her breakfast at the time
and she soon disappeared. Two c!:ﬂored
men and a boy who were tmployed in the
place were also present. They were Charles
Brown, Richard Brooks and James Avirett.
Instead of remaining to assist the wounded
woman they got out of the dining room in
rapid order, fearing Williams would fire
additional shots.

Claimed a Pishpan.

Mrs., Carlton had removed a few things
this morning and had returned to get to-
gether the remaining pieces of tinware. A
washboller filled wilu smaller tins had been
left on the floor of the hall and when Wil-
liams saw it he Inquired of his wife what
was to be done wit- it. She told him Eliza
would take them with her in a few min-
utes, whereupon he disputed the ownership
of a dishpan because he had mended it
upon oneé occasion, His wife, anticipating
no trouble, went to the cellar to superin-
tend some work and was standing in the
dining room when her husband appeared
on the steps and cailed to her sister-in-
law, inquiring: Ny

“How many more things are you going to
take from here?”

“All that 1 have,” the woman answered,
“‘and all you've been using."

“You all] have been worrying me long
enough,” Williams said, whereupon Eliza,
the witnesses declare, responded:

“You're a liar.”

Just then Williams aimed hls weapon and
fired. His sister-in-law fell to the floor and,
as stated, the men employed there and the
one guest hurried away. Mrs, Williams as-
sisted her sister to the rear yard and over
the fence to the yard of Mrs. Agnea Meeks,
Mrs. Meeks happened to be in the yard
hanging out clothes at the time and she
caught the wounded woman in her arms,

“I'm shot,” Eliza Cariton told her. *“I
wish you would let me rest on your porch.”

Mrs. Williams followed her sister over the
fence and remained with her until she was
removed to the hospital.

Mrs. Meeks sent word to the police and
Lieut. Byrnes and Sergt. Lyda quickly re-
sponded. Willlams was found in the middle
room on the first floor of his home, getting
a collar.

“What do you want?"' he asked the ger-
geant.

“I want you,” was the officer’s response.
“Where's the pistol?”

‘Willilams declared he had no weapon, and
the officer took him to the station. He re-
fused to discuss the case and the officer
locked him up on the charge of attempted
murder. i

s Willilams® Statement.

When Williams was seen in his cell by a
Star reporter his actlons were those of an
intoxicated man, although there was no
odor of liquor noticed.

“1 kept it in my room,” Williams said,
as he left his cell

“Kept what?' he was asked.

“Whisky."

He said he was born in Henrico county,
Va., only a few miies from Richmond, and
for Lwelve years he has been empioved as
janitor of the National Guard Armory. He
sald he had been drinking since his return
from Buffalo, where he went with a loeal
military company. The revolver he had,
he said, was loaned him by a local dealer,
at whose place he left his weapon te be
repaired.

I put the pistol in my pocket yester-
day,” he said, “but,” he added, "I don't
know that it has been fired.”

He sajd that his wife and her sister re-
buked him this morning, and both pitched
on him, but did not hit him. They were
pursuing him up the steps, he deeclared,
but about the shooting he would say noth-
ing, except that if he had Known he had
fired the shot he would have made an at-
tempt to escape., He sald he heard the
il:re:trning after the trouble occurred in the

ouseae,

A son of Williams, four years old, is
with relatives near Philadelphla. His wife
is a mative of Durham, N. C. Mrs. Carl-
ton’s condition is serinus, but the doctors
expressed the belief that there is no imme-
diate danger of death. They probed for
the bullet, but without success. Late thiss
afternoon the X-ray instrument will be
used o locate it.

GENERALGETTY DEAD

Veteran of the Mexican and Civil
Wars.

FIVE BREVETS FOR GALLANY SERVICE

Helped to Q‘uolll the Disturbances

in Kansas.

rFAMEDASAN ARTILLERYMAN

General George W. Getty, one of the gal-
lant héroes of the Mexican war and the
war of the rebeilion, died at the family
residence at Forest Glen, Md.,, Tueaday of
a complication of diseases incident to old
25:\ He will be buried with full military
oncrs at Arlington cemetery tomorrow.

uneral services will be held at his late
esidence tomorrow morning at 10:30
owock. At their conclusion the remains
will be borne to Arlington on a caisson,
escorted by eight non-commissioned officers
of artillery, who will act as body bearsra.
The funeral cortege will be met at the
north end of the Aqueduct bridge by a
light battery of artillery from Washington
barracks and escorted to the cemetery,
where the usual ceremonies will be ob-
served. The Loyal Legion, of which de-
ceased was 4n honored member, will be
represented at the funeral. The honorary
pallbearers will include General Randolph,

chief of artillery, and Generals Drum,
Frank and Sinclair of the retired list.

Gen. Getty's Military Career.

General Getty was born In Georgetown.
and was related by marrlage to the Rozier
and Dulaney families of Virginia. e was
graduated at the West Point Military
Academy July 1, 1840, and was assigned to
duty with the 4th Artillery.

His first service was on the northe-n

frontler during the Canadlan border dis-
turbances in 1540, and his next activz field
service was in the war with Mexico. He
was engaged in the battles of Contraras,
Molino del Ray, Churuebusco and Chapul-
tepec, and was present at the capture of
the City of Mexico. While holding the rank
of first lieutenant he was brevetted cap-
tain fer gallant and meritorlous conduaect in
the Mexican campaign.

Subsequently he particlpated in the
Florida hostilities against the Seminole In-
dians, and in 1858, while on frontier duty at
Fort Leavenworth. Kan., he was engaged
in quelling the serious disturbances In
Kansas,

He served with distinetion throughout the
war of the rebellion and gained high repute
as an grtlllery officer. He was in com-
mand of the artillery in the engagements
with the rebe]l batteries on the Potomac
river near Budd's Ferry in November and
December, 1861, and afterward took part In
the Virginia peninsula campaign with the
Army of the Potomae. He commanded four
batteries at the siege of Yorktown, the
battle of Galnes' Miil and the battle of
Malvern HIil.

Won Filve Brevets.

The brilliancy of his subsequent services
during the civil war is shown by the fact
that he became a major general of volun-
teers and was brevetted five times for gal-
lant and meritorious services—at the siege
of Suffolk, Va., in the battle of the Wil-
derness, at the capture of Petersburg. Va.,
and in the battles of Winchester and Fish-
er's Hill, Va. He took a prominent part In
the defense of Washington in July, 1RG4,
and was active in pursuit of the rebels
under General Early to the SBhenandoah
Valley. He was present with General
Grant at the surrender of General Lee's
army at Appomattox Court House, and was
on the march to and about Washington,
D. C, in the spring and summer of 1865,

After the Civil War,

Honorably mustered out as a brigadier
general of volunteers October 9, 1866, he re-
sumed service in the regular army as colo-
nel of the 47th Infantry. He was then in
command of the district of Texas and af-
terward had command of the district of
New Mexlco. After a short service as
colonel of the 3d Infantry, with station at
Charleston, 8. C., he was transferred to
the 3d Artillery and continued in that arm
of the service until his retirement as colo-
nel of the 4th Artillery, October 2, 18s4.
From March, 1877, to July, 1883, he was in
continuous command of the Coast Artillery
School at Fort Monroe, except when he had
command of the troops along the Balti-
more and Ohlo railroad during the serious
labor strikes In June and July, 1877. He
was a member of the court of inquiry that
reviewed the celebrated Fitz-John Porter
case, and was afterward president of the
board to examine inventions of heavy ord-
nance and projecilles, .

Since his retirement he lived quietly at
his country home in Maryland. He leaves
a widow and two sons, cne of whom s
Major Robert N. Getty of the 1st Infantry,
now in the Philippines, and Mr. George G.
Getty, who is engaged In business in this
vicinity. His brother, Robert Getty, es-
poused the confederate cause, and after
the downfall of the confederacy established
a book store In Georgetown. He died more
than twenty years ago, much esteemed by
his fellow-townsmen.

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ALLEGES CONTAMINATION.

Compliaint Regarding a Well Filed
With Commissioners.

Hugh Harten, residing on the Brightwood
road. recently wrote to the District Com-
missioners complaining that a well on his
place had been contaminated serlously by
sewage, as a result of a defective sewer
line lately replaced by the District govern-
ment. The superintendent of sewers re-
ported that the writer's premises are near
Battle cemetery and beyond the limits of
the sewer svstem. Morris Hacker, the sup-
ertntendent of roads, reported that the
sewer pipe of which the writer complains
carrles the drainage from the west side of
Brightwood avenue, taking the place of the
ordinary cobble-stone gutter. He declared
that the amount of water running through
the pipe must necessarily be small, as the
summit of the grade Is but a wvery short
distance above. The plpe has a good fall
and was carefully laid. He did not believe
the trouble arose from that source.

J. . Hird, the District chemist, anaivzed
the water. and found that It contained
large quantities of iron oxide, which was
probably due to stirring up the =oil in the
laying of pipes. He sald the condition was
not due to defective work.
