PRESIDENT'S GUARD. t,
Meeting to Arrange for Organization i

Held Last Night.
A meeting was held last evening in the

Riggs House for the purpose of organizing r
a troop of cavalry. It is the present inten- t
tion of the promoters to have this troop -to
act as an escort to the President, and later I
the entire body to join the District of Co- 1
lumbia National Guard, if the movement a
proves to be a success. The meeting last c
evening was called to order by Mr. John t
Doyle Carmody, and about thirty-five
young men, Including a number of prom- ]
inent business men of the city, were pres-
ent and declared themselves supporters of
the organization. A committee was ap-
pointed, which will call on the President at
the White House in the near future and
present the matter to him and obtain his
views on the subject. The necessary con-
sent being obtained, Immediate steps will
be taken to make the organization a.per-
manent affair.
The troop is to have a high social stand-

ing as well as being a crack military com-
pany, and the applicants for membership
will be required to pass a severe examina-
tion. According to the laws of the Na-
tional Guard the troop will be composed of
sixty officers and men, although the new
army regulations call for eighty-five men,
including officers and non-commissioned
officers.

MEMORIAL BRIDGE AND ARCH.

Call Being Circulated for an' Early
Meeting of Projectom.

It Is stated that a call is being distributed
for signatures among all the organizations e
of citizens of this city, Including the Wash- e
ington Board of Tmde, the Business Men's
Association, the several citizens' associa-
tions, the District Commissioners and to
the Grand Army posts, for a meeting to be t
held within a week by the National Me- a
morial Bridge Association for the purpose,
it is stated, to make arrangements to secure
funds for ihe erection of the proposed Mc-.
Kinley memorial arch at the entrance to'
the memorial bridge.
The project for the erection of the me-

morial arch to the late President is meet-
ing with universal approval througthout the
country, it id said, and -the promoters of
the scheme are daily receiving a large num-
ber of letters approving the movement. One
of these letters was received from a writer
in Cecil county, Md., who stated that he
was one of the seventy-five millions of peo-
ple who would contribute toward such a
structure. The writer urges that the mon-
ument thus erected be built on a scale corn-
mensurate. with the esteem in which Presi-
dent McKinley was held by all the citi-
zens of'this country. In closing, the writer
says: "Our late and beloved President fa-
vored a bridge across there. Let's carry out
his wishes, and build a memorial bridge to
his memory. He deserves it.",
