To close the schools because three or four
or more cascs of scarlet fever or diphtheria
oceur among the pupils is too often the
only effort made to restrict the spread of
the discase, and this action may generally
be regarded as evidence showing that the
health officer or school officer who is re-
sponsible for the closing of the school
thereby admits his inefliciency and incom-
petency.
