"I mentioned in my letter of October T

that the British gunboat Icarus had left
here for Tumaco to investigato the report-ed firing upon the Pacific Steam Naviga-
tion Company's steamer Quito (flying the
English flag) by the Insurgents at that
place. The Icarus returned to Panami on
the 10th instant and the news she orings is
Interesting.

Sseeeas Of Kisurgents.
"It appears that insurgent forces under

General Peres one night during the latt
week of September captured El Marro Is-
land, near Tumaco, his force being ab.mt
1.000 strong. About eighty were k~lhd ,n
ane side and more Ihan 100 on the oth--r
Juring the attack, the government truops
Inally retiring to Tumaco. The insurgent
force has six three-pounder guns mounted
n El Moro Island. which completely. com-
mands the channnel leading to Tunac-.
With these guns, but without any v--szel.
Lhe Insurgents then established a block-ade of Tumaco. and when the P. S. N.
Co.'s steamer Quito. flying the English
Mg. passed on her way to her regular portaf call. Tumaco. she was fired upon by the
Insurgent force without warning, one of the
mound projectiles penetrating her side an.i

exploding in the cargo. She subsequently
proceeded on her voyage, but without V',tv-
ing touched at Tumaco.

The Case of the suit.

:erview with the insurgent (en. Peres. the
euk of which was a salute of twenty-
me guns fired by Peres to the English flagaoisted at its headquarters, and in the

Lny merchant vessel attempting to enterL'umaco, after warning her not to do so.ai apology in the Quito case being because
te had neglected to warn her.

1. N. Co. issued instructions after the firing
m the Quito that their vessels would not
ail at Tumnaco for the present, so-there is
lot likely to arise any compHeations by'urther firing on British vesseis."
