Aurora Bc;reul_h Studies.
Berlin Correspondence the London Standard.

In September, 1808, an aurora borealis
with an immense red stripe was observed
in a large part of northern Germany. Herr
Schaper, using the data obtalned at that
time, has come to certaln conclusions in
regard to its extent and height above the
earth. The visible bow of light was ob-
served at six different places between Got-
tingen, Hamburg and Warnemunde, and
from those observations it has now been
calculated that it must have been at least
seventy kilometers above the earth, and
have extended from Liverpool to Libau,
in Couriand. A long red band of rays seen
simultaneously at Lubeck and Hirschberg,
in Silesia, reached an altitude of 800 kilo-
meters, and another 070 kilometers. The
light flickered very much, and one part
of the rays moved at a rapidity of
seventy kilometers a second. These re-
sults agree with those which Flogel ob-
tained at Kiel thirty vears ago by repeated
Investigations of this phenomenon. He
found that the rays of large aurora borealls
phenomena, seen in northern Germany,
must be at an altitude of 100 kilometers
above the earth; that they often rise to a
height of 750 kilometers, and that their
points glow with red light. The aurora
borealis is, according to Flogel, a phenom-
enon elther entirely outside our atmos-
phere, or so situated that the lower part
touches upon layers of it. In Scandinavia,
on the other hand, it has been observed
that the rays of the aurora borealis some-
times touch the earth.

Paid Teachers for Sunday Schools.
From the New York Evening Post.

For the purpose of reaching ultimately
an ideal Sunday school—one In which every
officer and teacher Is an expert—there has
been set on foot in the Church of the Holy
Communion, New York, a movement which
Is designed to work out this end. It is pro-
posed to create an educational endowment
fund of $100,000, the interest of which shall
be used to pay the educational experts who
shall teach the teachers, to pay the heads
of departments in the school, and to com-
pensate, so far as possible, all teachers who
will accept remuneration, provided that
they can demonstrate their fitness, based

upon preparation conforming to established
standard of requirement,.

Schley referred to the testimony
given before the court by Admiral Tavlor,
who, during the Santiago campaign, com-
manded the battle ship Indiana.

*“Admiral Taylor,” he said, ‘‘has testified
here that he saw the Brooklyn pass a me
and a half south of the line that day. Cap-
tain Taylor's position was distant from
that of the Brooklyn possibly four miles.
In the preparation of the Senate executive
document, which is before the court, the
statement is made that the movemen: of
the Brocklyn in making the loop separated
her 800 yards from the enemy. Captain
Taylor was a member of the board which
made that declaration. MHis evidence of
three thousand yards, as testifled to lLere,
does not agree with that fact. Further-
more, the log book of the Iowa for July 3,
as printed In the report of the bureau of
navigation, states that the Indiana soon
dropped hopelessly behind. So that 1 do not
think Admiral Taylor was in a position to
have been cognizant of the fact. 1 do not
think the Brooklyn passed even within her
tactical diameter when she made the loop
When she made that turn I do rot think
she separated herself beyvond 600 yards,
because when she turned from the Viscava
her distance was a little less than
yards. After that range was given we had
advanced a little, and when she turned
around the leading ship of the Spanish
fleet, at least the ship of ‘that flaet west of
us, was not over 80 yard= away. That was
my reason for that conclusion.”

“Glory Enongh for AlL"™

The admiral said he was unable to recall
a conversation with Captain MeCalla, July
0, when the latter had sald to Admiral
Schley, according to Captain MeCalla's
statement on the witness stand, that there
was ‘‘glory enough for all."” Admiral Schley
said he had first seen thls sentiment as for-
mulated accredited to Senator Hale. *“‘Sen-
ator Hale,” he said, “expressed my feeling
at the time and that feeling I till hold.”

Speaking further on this subject, Admiral
Schley sald: “My report had been prac-
tically written. 1 do not think I added any
material fact to it, as I wrote it on the way
down toe Guantanamo. 1 cannot recollect
Captailn McCalla's observations at all. In
fact, a controversy was not thought of at
that time."”

Here Mr. Rayner reminded Admiral
Schley that he had stated that at the be-
ginning of the battle the ships charged in
according to the original plan. *“Now.,” he
asked, “‘with whom did that plan origi-
nate?"

“That was the general order of the com-
mander-in-chief during the time of the
biockade, but that falled, because the ene-
my succeeded really in passing the battle
line,” replied Admiral Schiley.

Renson for the Brooklyn™s “Loop.”

Mr. Rayner asked Admiral Schley if he
knew anything of an order which went to
the men on the Brooklyn during the early
part of the battle of July 3 to “stand by

to ram,” to which the admiral replied:
**Yes, | directed that order myself, because
I called the attention of Captain Cook at
the time we were standing in to the Span-
ish ships and sald, ‘Look out. they are
going to ram you." There was a distinet
attempt on the part of both the Teresa and
the Viscaya to ram. There 1s no doubt
about it. They were coming directly at us,
and I don’t think I mistook their intention
at all. It was only after the Viscaya had
changed her course that we made our loop,
now so celebrated.”

Mr. Rayner: “While talking about this
loop why didn't the ship turn with helm
hard a-starboard?"”

“Simply for the reason that it would have
carried us into dangerous proximity to tor-
pedo attack, a broadside torpedo attack of
the enemy's ves=zels. My judgment was
that at that stage of the action the Brook-
l¥yn ought not to be sacrificed; that =o far
as it might affect the result to individuals
I thought that was a consideration that
should be turned aslde for the higher and
more Iimportant one—the Interests of the
country she was there to subserve.”

As to the uneoupling of the engines Ad-
mira! Schley testified that he thought they
were uncoupled by a standing order of the
commander-in-chief. At the same time he
sald he believed the uncoupling was wise,
both because 1t would keep down the heat
below decks, which was well nlgh insup-
portable for the men a# it was, and also
on account of the desirabllity of economiz-
ing coal. ““We felt,”” he said, *‘that with
one engine and all the boller power we
could get up all the speed that was needed.
Our egclency was constantly increasing,
while that of the Spaniards was decreas-
ing.”

Mr. Rayner then asked Admiral Schley if
he had asked Admiral Sampson if there
were any signals with the insurgents,

“I did,” he replied, “but the admiral sald
he knew of none."”

Ordered to Go to Santiago.

Mr. Rayner then called the attention of
Admiral Schley to the following dispatch.
dated Key West, Fla., May 21, 1898, to the
Secretary of the Navy:

“Schiey has been ordered to Santlago de
Cuba. (Slgned) SAMPSON."”

Mr. Rayner asked if he had ever been
ordered to Santiago before the dispatch of
May 27, which it has been stated he did
not receive until June 10, to which the ad-
miral replied: “No, except under the order
No. ,8 leaving the matter to my discretion.”

“T*ere Is nothing then, between order No.
8 and the dispatch I have given?"

“No, nothing.”

Here Mr. Rayner reminded the witness
that there had been more or less discussion
of the possibility of the escape of the Span-
ish uadron through the blockading line
of elther Clenfuegos or Santiago without
being detected, and requested from the ad-
miral an e on on this subject. Re-
sponding Bchley sald: “I do not
belleve that that could have been possible,
simply because the squadron, from the po-
sition which it occupied before these ports,
always would have had that squadron, had
it attempted to escape, under {ts gun fire.
I nad no trouble In seeing the beach
per cent of the time and I looked at

Pyramid Drug Co., Marshall, Mich. oc25&28
miral Schley, amid general laughter, which
the court did not rebuke. “But 1 object to
Lleut. Wood's deductions,” the admiral
added. “I only saw him for a few minutes.
He was in such a condition that 1 relleved

him and allowed him to rest and sleep on
board the Brooklvn."
Lient. Hood's Statements.

Mr. Rayner also interrogated the witness
concerning statements made before the
court by Lieut. Hood, who sald that on the
occasion of his officlal visit on board the
Brooklyn when she lay off Cienfuegos he
had told Commodore Schley that Admiral
Sampson consldered his information of the
presence of the Spanish fleet at Santiago
as definite.

The admiral’s answer was: “No, nor do [
understand how he could have communi-
cated such nformation, In view of the doubt
which Capt. Chadwick said existed in the
admiral’'s mind after he had received the
Information from Lleut. Staunton on the
20th that the admiral felt sure that the
fleet was there. As he was the bearer of
dispatches to me I do not see why the ad-
miral could have expressed to him one
thing when Capt. Chadwick seems to have
felt that the admiral thought oppositely

The tenor of this called forth an objec-
tion from Judge Advocate Lemly. T don't
think.” he sald, “the witness ought to an-
swer with an argument. ‘This point has
been once ruled upon by the court He
showd answer the gquestion as to the facts

Mr. Rayner: “l think he has answered
pretty well.™

Captain Lemly: “The last answer is
plainly argument.”

Admiral Dewey: “Scratch the answer
out,”

Mr. Rayner: “Yes, let it go out. It iz so

good 1 will use it in mv own argument.”

Continuing his testimony, Admiral Schlev
said: "l must say 1 do not remember a
conversation with Lieut. Hood lasting over
about two minutes. 1 never saw him again
until I sent him back with dispatches. Ac-
cording to his ovidence there is detailed
here what might have occupled an hour.
but 1 don’t think I saw him over three
minutes.”’

Conversation With Capt. MeCalln,

Admiral Schley also referred again, at
the Instance of Mr. Rayner, to the conver-
sation with Captain MeCalla upon the lat-
ter's arrival off Clenfuegos, as reported by
the latter in his statement made before the
court. In that statement Captain MeCalla
sald he had informed Commodore Schley
on that occasion that Cervera had been au-
thoritatively reported as having entered
Santiago, May 18, and was believed to be
still there when he (McCalla) had left Key
West on the Zist. Responding to this
question, Admiral Schley said: I have no
recollection at all about that., I do not re-
call any conversation on that first occasion
with Captain MeCalla, except in regard tg
the insurgents and the system of signalf
which he had arranged and the order}
which were given to him to proceed wests
ward. 1 do not recall any other.”

Mr. Rayner: “Do you remember what
took place at the time he says vou sald
that the English had demonstrated that
ships could not be coaled at sea, and also
that if you returned to Key West yvou would
be court-martlaled.”

“*That has escaped me. I do not have any
recollection of it. T would be Hkely to re-
member it If such a conversation had been
held.”

With the above statement Admiral Schiey
terminated his testimony for the day. It
was now within twenty milnutes of the usu-
al adjournment time, and the admiral com-
plained of an firritation in his throat, due
to the prolonged use of his volce, and the
court agreed to an adjournment for his re-
lief. Indeed, Admiral Dewey had previously
noticed the condition of the witness and had
indicated a willingness to excuse him for
the day.

Proposed Summons for Sampson.

Before the court could adjourn, however,
Judge Advocate Lemly arose and revived
the question of summoning Admiral Samp-
son as a witness in the case. This sugges-
tion had been originally made several weeks
ago in connection with the translation of
onec of Admiral Sampson's dispatches to
Commodore Schley, and Captain Lemly had
said that if Mr. Rayner demanded that the

admiral be called, he would summon him.
In addressing the court, Captain Lemly
sald:

“Before the court adjourns, T would like
to ask counsel a question. He announced
publicly that he desired a summons issued
for Admiral Sampson. 1 have stated from
time to time that If he would give me no-
tice when he wanted the admliral sum-
moned I would summon him. I have not
receilved any notice, and 1 do not want teo
leave the record in this shape, and I would
like to know what his wishes are in the
matter.”

Mr. Rayner: "My wishes are that if you
can summon him, summon him. As I un-
derstand It, Admiral Sampson is not in a
condition to be summoned. He s not wcll
enough to come into court. 1 am perfectly
willing to have him here, and I, of course,
don't retract for a moment anything 1 saxd
at the time when the call was made. Ths
court will recollect the use of the words
‘Clenfuegos’ and ‘Santiago.” The word used
in that dispatch was ‘Santiago.” At thks
time Admiral Schley sent the dispatch in to
the Navy Department there was in tne
paragraph ‘this evidently means Clenfuegos,
W. 8 8" I took It for granted that that,
of course, would be admitted. Theres was
only one per=on in the world who could ex-
piain that and that was Admiral Sampson.
My learned brother declined to admit it. I
do not think now the guestion (= as serious
as I did at that time. Now you and I both
know that Admiral Sampson is not in con-
dition to be called into court. I do not want
to be put in the position of abandoning my
position of calling Admliral Sampson into a
controversy where his presence is not neces-
sary and when he is in no condition what-
ever to be brought Into court, even If his
presence was necessary.”

The court then adjourned until
morning at 11 o'clock.
