THE RAILWAY MAIL SERVICE.

Report of General Superin-
tendent White,

The annual report of General Superin-
tendent White of the railway mail serviee
for the fiscal year 1901 shows that at the
close of the year there were 138 full rail-
way post office lines, 1,102 apartment car
lines, 10 electric and cable lines and 47
steamboat lines in operation. The total
mileage of rallway, steamboat, elecivie anud
cable lines covered by railway jost oflice
service was 182,134. The pieces of mall
matter handled, exclusive of registered
matter, was 14,151,224 420, an increase of
281 per cent over last year. The number
of errors in distribution was sne to every
10,624 pleces. There were 17,198,995 picces
of mail matter lllegibly addressed =0 as to
require special attention befare delivery
could be effected, an increase of over 2,740 -
00 over last year.

There were during the yvear 825 casuallies,
in which seven clerks were killed, 63 se-
riously injured and 220 slightly injured.
This is the largest number of casualties
ever recorded In one year In the history of
the service. Recommendation is made for
the relief of Injured and disabled empluyes
of the railway mail service by withholding
2 per centum from the gsalaries of the
clerks and with it creating a fund to pro-
vide for disabled and superannuat>d clerks.
The reorganization and reclassifieation of
the service Is again recommended. Also
the passage of an act for the protection of
clerks while in the discharge of their oili-
clal duties In postal cars. The general
superintendent recommends that the mail-
ing divisions of all offices In which the
gross receipts amount to more than $300,-
000 per annum be consolidated with the
railway mail service and placed under i:s
control.

The work of inducing publishers to sep-
arate their malls before depositing them
in post offices in the large cities has been
prezsed with vigor, and substantial gain
made.
