WHAT THE RETURNS SHOW

BALTINMItRE. Md.. November S.-Chair-

man Goldsbo,.rwigh of the republican state
committee has summoned his committee to
meet in Baltimore next Wednesday to de-
vise means to prevent the party from losing
the points of the victory won on Tuesday.
Mr. Goldsborough will also recommend the
committee to appoint subcommittees to
manage the republican side of the contests
which will be instituted in the courts of sev-
era! counties to determine the rights of
those who have been counted out by the
canvassing boards in their respective locali-
ties. The committee will also take a hand
in the endeavor to secure the punishment
of the men who have perpetrated the frauds
alleged to have been committed in several
counties by means of which the republican
majorities were overcome and the demo-
cratic candidates declared elected.
At the present time it looks as if the

democrats will be able to organize the
house of delegates and thus gain control
of the general assembly. The recount of
certain precincts in Baltimore city will en-
able the democrats to return as elected
to the house of delegates three of their
candidates. namely: Messrs. Straus, Camp-bell and Little. This will give them fifty-
one members to forty-four republicans, and
no one doubts that they will find means
to enlarge their majority as soon as the
session opens.

iadications an to the Senate.
The indications are that the senate will

stznd seventeen democrats to nine republi-
cans, and that on joint ballot the vote
wili be sixty-eight democrats to fifty-three
rerublicans, unless the republicans find
some means not now visible to get certifi-
cates of election for several of their can-
didates who were supposed to be elected
when the result was first announced after
the votes were counted.
The strange feature of the case is that

all the revised returns and recounts up to
date have favored the demaerats, who are
now certain that Mr. Gorman will be chosen
to succeed Mr. Wellington in the senate.
The republicans and anti-Gorman demo-

crats are very sore over the situation, and
Intend to do all in their power to prevent
a consummation of the fraud. To that end
every step will be contested up to the verytime the general assembly decides the case,
and so far as possible 4he courts will le ap-pealed to to redress the wrong.

The Latet Returnms Today.
The latest returns today indicate the elec-

tion of Mr. Thomas Parran, republican, as
clerk of the court of appeals. Who has
been chosen controller cannot be deter-
rrined until the official count in Baltimore
is completed. but the indications seem to
favor Dr. Joshua W. Hering. the demo-
cratic candidate who now holds the omice.
Senator McComas and ex-Senator Gorman

are both at Rennert's Hotel directing op-
erations for their respective sides. They
met in the lobby this morning, but so far
a.s could be observed did not see each other.
At any rate they did not show any sign of
recognition.

SUCCESS OF INSURGENTS ON THE

ISTEMUS.

Report From Our Consul General at

Panama-SeveraL Mholadred Soldiers

and a SWIP Captured.

The Department of State is. In receipt of
a dispatch dated October 2S-'from the United
States consul general at Ptnama, reporting
that the liberal forces have captured the
town of Tumaco, south of Panama, some
500 miles, taking prisoner 400 to 000 soldiers
and capturing five or six cannons, a num-

ber of rifles and a quantity of ammunition
with one small ship, the Galtan.

Advices From Naval Ofeers.
Secretary Long today reeelved mail ad-

vices from the naval ofilders on the United
States steamers Iowa and Machias at Pan-
ama and Colon, respectively. Captain Perry
of the Iowa says, under date of October 28,
that all Is quiet and peaceful in and about
Panama. The activities previously reported
on the part of the insurg*ts and govern-
ment forces quickly subslled, he sa:ys, and
nothing whatever came of'them.
Tumaco, near the Ecuadolian border, had

fallen into the hands of the insurgents. The
Chilean cruiser Ministro Zenteno,swith the
Chilean minister to Ecuador on board, Vis-
ited Panama on her way -tq.Costa Rica.,
The French cruiser Protet is the only man-

of-war at Panama besides th Iowa. The
British gunboat Icarus Is Vt Waoga.
Commander McCrea of th Machias re-

ports, under date of Octob= 29, that the
usual quiet conditions prevdo'at Colon and
along the north coast of thisthmus. A
similar condition of affairi Il reported at
Bocas del Turo and In tA, :.west. Com-
mander McCrea transmits tapers showing
to what miserable straits the local author-
ities have been reduced to maise funds, and
says he is not surprised that the steamship
companies have agreed to protest.

OPINIONS IN SEVEIIAR LOCAip ES
HANDED DAWN.

Judagment ReverselIn Suit to Prevent

Croquet Playnlug at -Cer-

tatn Hour.

The Court of Appeals has hnded down
an opinion, written by Mr: Tustice Shepard,
affirming the decree of the lower court in
the case of Francis H. Smith' and Martin
L. Kohler, appellants, agatit Laura L. 01-
cott. The action was a suibin equity insti-
tuted by Laura L. Olcott agaitst Smith and
Kohler, trustees, for an account.
The court below refused to be bound by

the provisions of the act of assembly pre-
scribing auctioneers' fees. rendered in the
account in this case, but m4de an allov-
ance therefor of $100, and entered a de-
cree compelling the trustees to pay over
the remainder of the fund to the complain-
ant, to whom costs were aldo awarded.

TO SHIFT THE ISSUE

High Tariff Men Suggest Lower In-
ternal Taxes.

FIGHT OER RETIBIG THE TARIFF

Arguments Presented to the Presi-
dent.

HE HEARS BOTH SIDES

The presence in Washington within a day
or two of Mr. C. M. Schwab, president of
the steel trust; of Senator Hanna and of
Representatives Payne, Steel and Russell of
the ways and means committee, advocates
of the high protective tariff, all of whom
have talked with President Roosevelt, has
arcused renewed interest in the subject of
the possible action of Congress upon the
tariff at the coming session.
When the late President McKinley made

his famous Buffalo speech, in which he
fairly launched the reciprocity question as

5L subject for the republican party to con-

sider, he explained to his' close friend' and
advisers his views. Mr. McKinley believed
that tariff revision was inevitable; that the
country west of the Ohio river would de-
mand it, and that the demand would grow
stronger each year.
It was Mr. McKinley's idea that the re-

publican party should meet the popularwish, and he thought that this could be
lone through a system of reciprocity
whereby this country could obtain an equiv-alent for concessions. He thought that

!reate a surplfis that may be a menace,
why not reduce the war taxes still fur-rher. But, they plead, do not tinker with:he tariff.
The' great industrial trusts claim that

they. are not so much interested in the
tariff, after- all; that the tariff operates to
the advantage of the small manufacturer, I
who will be hurt by its reduction. This
Is the plea, it is believed, that has swung
many republicans into line for the main-
tenance of the existing high rates all alongthe line.
