LEAVENWORTH, Kas., November 9.—
Ten of the convicts who escaped from the
federal prison here on Wednesday after-
noon have been acceounted for. Two of them
have been killed, two wounded and six
others have been captured unhurt, Of the

sixteen still at large four are being pressed
closely by the armed prison guards and
citizens, and word is expected at any mo-
ment that they have been captured or
killed. The other flecing convicts, accord-
Ing to reports received at Warden Me-
Claughry's office, are still making for the
Indlan Territory.

Warden MceClaughry expressed confidence

that he would ultimately capture every
one of the fifleen missing conviects, and
sald he expected to take several today.

A message from the sheriff at Lawrence
to the warden this morning said that ten

guards, a number of deputies and a crowd |
of citizens, all heavily armed, were on the
track of Frank Thompson. a negro convict,
the originator and ringleader of the con-
spiracy to escape. who is traveling with
two other convicts between Lawrence and
Nortonville. Thompson is considered a des-
perate man and is sure to give battle before
he surrenders He and hiz comrades are
armed. The sherifi at Lawrence also re-
ported that Gilbert Mullins, another of the
ringleaders, Is reported twelve miles south-
west of that ¢f where he had impressed a
horse into service this morning and was
making south.

Captare Near Leavenworth.

At noon today James Wilson, colored,
was captured in the outskirts of this city,
making the tenth convict to be taken. Wil-
son's feet were still shackled. In this con-
dition he had got two miles from the seene
of the outbreak since Wednesday afternion
and had come out from cover to get food.
Wilson was a five-year prisoner sent up tfor
larceny.

A report reached here at noon of the
wounding and capture south of Tonganoxie
of Frank Thompson, the negro leader of
the outbreak, but It has not been confirmed.

The dead bodies of Huffman and Poffen-
holz were brought in today and prepared
for burial in the prison grounds. A letter
from Pofferholz’'s mother, written in Chi-
cago, on the day of the cutbreak, to her
son, was received at the prison todav. Mrs.
Poflenholz urged the prisoner to make a
fine record, as she was., she said, trying
to get one of the Illinois senators to take
up his case with the War Department to
Secure a ;,!;;lrdli:'l.

THE ILLINOIS SELECTED.
Will Be Filagship of Admiral Crown-
insxhield on the European Station.

The battle ship Illinols will be assigned
as the flagship of Rear ‘Admiral Crownin-
shield, chief of the bur .a of navigation,
when that officer takes command of the
European station. The Illinc's Is one of the
finest and most formidable ships in the
navy, and in view of the approaching cor-
:tlon ceremonles [t has been deemed ad-

visable to have a larger ship at the head
of the European squadron on that occa-
sion than the Olympia, which had been

originally selected for that assignment.

Sume surprise is expressed at this change
inzsmuch as ft had been Benerally unnder-
stcod that the Olympia had been fitted up
at great expense for this speecial serviee.
That vessel was Admiral Dewey's flagship
in the memorable battle of Manfla bay and
since its reconstruction at the Boston navy
yard, s one of the most elegant ships in
the navy and better adapted for the pur-
poses of & flagship than probably any cther
vessel. Although the officlals of the Navy
Department are not inclined to be commun-
fcative on the subject there is an impres-
sion. that the Olympia is being held in re-
serve for the purpose of taklng Admiral
Dewey to England as the ®pecial represen-
tative of the United States navy on the oe-
caslon of the coronation of Kinz Edward
V1L 1If that is not done it is possible that
the Olympia may be made the flagship of
the North Atlantie squadron in place of the
batile ship Kearsarge, which will soon re-
quire an overhauling.

TWO MILITARY DEPARTMENTS,

Reorganization of the Division of the
Philippines.

On the recommendation of Gen. Chaffee,
commuanding the Division of the Philip-
pines, the Secretary of War has issued
orders for a reorganization of that division,
U'p to this time the division has comprised
four military departments, as follows: De-
partment of Northern Luzon, commanded
by Major Gen. Loyd Wheatan, Department
of Southern Luzon, commanded by Brig.
Gen. J. F. Wade: Department of the Vis-

eyas, commanded by Briz. Gen R. P.
Mughes: Department of Mindanao and
Jolo, commanded by Brig. Gen. G. Ww.

Pavis,

In accordance with the action of the
War Department today the divislon will
be dividad into only two military depart-
ments, to include within their Hmits the
entire Phillppine archipelago. They will be
known as the Departments of Northern
and Southern Philippines. The northern
department will be commanded by Major
Gen. Wheaton and will include the islands
of Luzon, Mindora and Masbate and all the
intervening territory.

The southern department, which will be

commanded by Brig. Gen. Wade, will em-
brace the remainder of the archipelago, and
inclnde the large {slands of Samar, Panay,
Mindanao, the Visayas and Jolo.

The consolidation of these departments is
in accordance with Gen. Chaffee’'s plan to
institute a vigorous aggresgive campalgn
against the insurrectionists who have re-
cently become actlive and troublesome in
the islands of Samar, Leyte and In_the
extreme southern portions of Luzon. It 19
understood that large bodies of troops are
to be concentrated in the districts where
outbreaks have occurred, under the com-
mand of officers of high rank, with the iull
purpose of promptly stamping out the spirit
of insurrection. It Is said furthermore that
the reduetion in the number of the depart-
ments,e in addition to making the military
forees more compact and efficient, will re-
sult in a reduction of expenses.

WORK ON THE WARSHIPS.

Condition of Vessels Being Bullt for
the Navy.

Advances of 3 per cent in the work on the
battle ships Malne and Missouri and good
starts on the new battle ships Georgia, New
Jersey and Rhode Island are shown in the
report of the naval bureau of construction
and repair, ;lusynade publie, showing the
state of the work on the vessels bullding
for the navy. The Maine now stands at 70
per cent completed and the Missouri at 48.
Two per cent of the work on the Georgia,
New Jersey and Rhode Island has been
completed. The battle ship Ohlo, at the
Union iron works, stands at 43 per cent, at
which figure she has held for several
months past.

Work on the new armored cruisers went
along at a good pace during October. The
Pennsylvania advanced two points to 6 per
cent, the Colorado two points to Y per
cent, and the West Virginia and the Mary-
land each advanced one point, and now
stand at 2 per cent completed. The Cali-
fornia and the South Dakota, however,
not yet
been started.

Of the protected eruisers, five—the Den-
ver, Des Moines, Chattanooga, Galveston
and Cleveland—are about half compleied,
and the advance on them during October
varied from 1 per cent In the case of the
Cleveland to 5 per cent in the case of the
Galveston.

The monitor Arkansas advanced four
points to 75 per eent, and the Florida went
up three degrees to 74 per cent. The Ne-
vada and the Wyoming remiined at 91 and
73 per cent, respectivelyv—thelr standing on
Ociober 1.

Only one of the torpedo boat destroyers—
the Stewart—is less than 75 per cent com-
pleted.  The Chauncey advanced 3 per
cent during the month, and the Truxton
and Whipple two points each. There is
likewise but one torpedo boat which is leas
than three-guarters finished—the Tingey.
There are gains of 3 per cent on the Wilkes
and 2 per cent on the Nicholson and the
Goldshorough.

The submarine boat Plunger showed a
gain of 10 per cent, the Moceasin 8 per
cent. and the Adder and the Porpoise 2 per
cent each.

NEITHER ROUTE RECOMMENDED.

Attitude of the Isthmian Canal Com-
. mission.

The isthmian canal commission, which
will meet next Tuesdayv to add the finishing
touches to its report, it can be stated by
authority, has not reported In favor of
either projeet, Nicaragua or Panama. Con-
sequently the matter has not figured before
the cabinet wp to this time, and the ad-
ministration has not expressed any prefer-
ence in the routes. It is expected that the
commission will not itself undertake to
either accept or reject the proposition of
President Hutin lsoking to the acquisition

of the Panama canal, but it will lay that
proposition before the President and Con-
gress. It Is stated that in view of the
overwhelming majority shown in Congress
heretofore in favor of the Nicaraguan pro-
Ject the commission and the President will
continue their adherence to that route.

TO REDUCE INRERNAL REVENUES.

Feeling of Members of the Ways and
Means Committee.

Representatives Charles Addison Russel]
of Killingly, Conn.,, a member of the ways
and means committee, who has been in the
city for a couple of days conferring with
Chairman Serend E Payne, Representatives
Grosvenor and Steele and other members
of the committee, sald today:

“There iz a strong feeling on the part of
the members of the committee Iin favor of
reducing the internal revenues that were
imposed as a war measure for raising
money for the government. I look for early
legislation in Congress for a reduction, per-
haps to the extent of almost wiplng the
internal revenues from the statute books,”

Referring to the recent elections, Repre-
sentative Russell said:

“The results taken as a whole are most
gratifyving and encouraging to the repub-
licans. It is an evidence that the large
majority of the people of the country have
confidence in the ability and integrity of

Minister Wn Notified of Li Hung
Chang’s Death,

THE MANCHURIAN TREATY IN DISPUTE

Nothing Known at the Legation of
Prospective Change.

READY FOR A TRANSFER
—_—— -

Minister Wi Ting Fang has received from
Pekin an official notification of the death of
Li Hung Chang, sent in answer to a dis-
patch from him requesting confirmation of
the news of Earl Li's death.

The State Department Ras never had a
copy of the treaty negotiated by Li Hung
Chang and the Russian agent at Pekin
relative to Manchuria, to which reference
was made in the published accounts of Li
Hung Chang's death, But our government
has naturally kept a close eye on the de-
velopments in that gquarter, having, next
to Japan, perhaps a larger legitimate in-
terest than any other country than the
two principals to the treaty. As the ne-
gotiztions have been going on for months
past it was unavoidable that some details
should leak out, so that all the powers
signatory to the protocol have what is be-
lieved to be a generally accurate idea of
the scope of the proposed convention which
has now been blocked by the death of Li
Hung Chang. Offlcially our government is
accepting the Russian pledges of a pur-
pose to withdraw from Manchuria in a
reasonable time as bona fide, and finds no
reason to question the integrity of the
Russian purpose. Meanwhile, following a
practice inaugurated five or six years ago,
a United States warship, the Vieksburgz,
has heen ordered to winter at Niuchwang,
the principal port of Manchuria.

It is stated at the Chinese legation that
the minister has not yet been informed of
his reported relief as Chinese minister at
Washington. As already stated, the min-
Ister will not be surprised at such news.
He has been minister at Washington tince
1897, and would undoubtedly welcome a
chanee to return to his native iand, al-
though it is equally true that he will not
want to remain there permanently. The
minister states that he has-no idea as to
what post will be assigned him if he is ve-
lieved of his present one. It was sald a
short time ago that an important post in
the Chinese ministry of foreign affalrs
awaited him, but now all the posts In that
branch of the government have been filled.
It is felt here that the appointment of
Wang Wen S8hao to take the place of Li
Hung Chang as the throne's adviser in
China's foreign affairs will be beneficial to
Minister Wu's interests.

THE VIRGINIA CONVENTION.

Special Commitiee Appointed to Con-
nider Sessions of the Lexislature.
Speclal Dispatch to The Evening Star.

RICHMOND, Va., November 9.—President
Goode, in accordance with the resolution
adopted wyesterday, named the following
committee to report what action, if any,
was necessary in reference to the meeting
of the general assembly: Messrs. Boas,
Ayers, Keesel and Thom. The resolution
named the president as chairman of the
committee. About a score of memorlals
were presented prayving for the adoption ol
the Quarles-Barbour resolution.

The convention went into committee ot
the whole and took up the question of the
election and terms of county Llreasurcrs.
A number of amendments were offered, and
the matter was finally sent to convention
with the recommendation that the section
of the report be referred back to the com-
mittee on organization and government ol
countles.

Section 2 of the report—election and duties
of the boards of supervisors—was unext
taken up.

The date for the election of a successor
to Virginius Newton, whose resignation as
a member of the constitutional convention
was accepted yesterday, was changed to-
day, a writ being issued revoking the order
fixing the election for November 21 and
designating December 3 as the day for the
election.

The change was made to conform to the
requirements of the law, which provide
that candidates for the office shall give the
clerk of the hustings court twenty days'
notice of candidacy. :

No conclusion had been reached by the
committee of the whole at 1 o'clock on the
matter of supervisors for ecounties when
the committee rose and the convention tock
a recess until 3 o'clock.

The conference of the democratic mem-
bers of the convention on the suffrage ques-
tion will be resumed Wednesday night.
Senator Danilels has written to Subcehair-
man Anderson, requesting that there be no
delay on account of his absence. He writes
that he is Improving, and expects to re-
turn to the convention soon.

SIBERIAN RAILWAY FINISHED.

Minister DeWitte Telegraphs
News to the Czar.

ST. PETERSBURG, November 9.—Reply-
ing to a congratulatory telegram from the
finance minister, M. DeWitte, announcing
the completion of the Siberian railroad, the
czar telegraphed as follows:

“I thank you sincerely for your joyful
communlication. I congratulate you on the
completion within so short a time, and
amid incredible difficulties, of one of the
greatest railroad undertakings of the
world.”

M. DeWitte's telegram recalled the fact
that the czar turned the first sod of the
railread to Vladivostock, May 19, 1891, and
that on the anniversary of his accession
the line was completed.

The minister added: “With the laying of
ralls a distance of 2 400 versts, from Trans-
baikal teiritory to Vliadivestock and Port
Arthur, our enterprise In Manchuria is
practically though not entirely conecluded.
Temporary traffic IS now possible along the
whole system, and we hope that within
two years it will be opened to permanent,
regular trafiic.”

REPUBLICAN LEAD-'ERS GIVE THEIR

Senator Dehoe Says That Dissensions
and Lethargy Caused Defeat in
the Blue Gm- State.

A number of prominent Kentucky repub-
licans are in Waskington, having arrived
here since the clectién Tuesday, and the
claims of the various factions of that party
in the state are belng presented to Preszi-
dent Roosevelt for his guidance in filling
the federal offices.

As a result of the election the legislature
of the state has a democratic majority of
gixty-two on joint ballot. This legislature
will have the dut¥ of electing a United
States senator to Succeed Senator William
J. Deboe. Y 3

Cause of Republican Defeat.

Senator Deboe is now at the Raleigh Ho-
tel in this city. In answer to a question as
to what caused republican defeat in the
state he replled to a Star reporter: “"Fac-
tional dissensions and lethargy among the
ranks of the republican party 4nd high-
handed frauds on the part of the demo-
cratic party.

“I wish to say also,” .eontinued the sena-
tor, “that at the door of the Louisville
Post can be laid much of the blame for re-
publican defeat. This paper,
formerly an independent democratic sheet,
was supposed to support the republican
ticket, but it turned and worked againat
the party at the last moment.”

Although Senator Deboe will not be re-
elected to the Senate, he was by no means
cast down by demoeratic victory. Com-
menting on who his probable successor
would be he mentioned ex-Representative
McCreary as probably the strongest derio-
cratiec candidate. “If 1 were a demoerat 1
should vote for McCreary,” he remarked.

Two Colleetorships.

Mr. Richard P. Ernst of Covington, a
member of the republican state committee,
is also in the city, Mr. Ernst is here to
use his infiluence for the appointment of
George W. Lelber as collector of internal
revenue for the sixth district.” This office Is
now held by D. M. €Commingore, whose
second term has just expired. It is under-
stood that the prommwent members of the
party in this district-age generally in favor
of the candidacy of Mr. Rejber.

Senator Burrows and Representative
Landis of Indiana were two prominent rep-
resentatives of each body of Congress lo
confer with the President today on the
subject of legislation. They are leading
men in their respective houses and have
most proncunced views as to what ought’
to be done in revising the tariff, in reci-
procity and In reducing revenue taxation.
Senator Burrows said that he thought
there would be reciprocity action in line
with the republican platform of two vears
ago and the speech of President McKinley
at Buffalo just before his death. He did
not believe that taxation would be reduced
or the subject of touching the treasury
surplus taken up by Congress until it was
xnown how heavy the appropriations would
be. He considered that It would be unwise
to reduce the revenues before it was known
what would be done about the inter-oceanic

canal and other proposed legislation re-
quiring millions of dollars.
No General Tariff Revision.
Representative Landis held about the

same views. “There is no demand for a
general revision of the tariff,”" said Mr.
Landls. Throughout the Ohio campaign
Senator Hanna and others preached tiae
doctrine that no changes ought to be made
and that things were good enough as i(hey
now are. The people heard this doctrine
with satisfaction. The fact is that 1 ha?,-
not received a single letter favoring a ré-
vision of the tariff.””

Senator Burrows believes that the reci-
procity agreement finally acted upon will
provide for such foreign goods as are not
made in this country, and that no home in-
dustry will be interfered with.

Fighting Over a Judgeship.

The contending Virginia politicians hav-
ing in view the federal judgeship of the
western district besieged the White House
again today. but there was apparently no
change in the situation. Another large del-
egation waited upon the President to still

further urge the claims of A. P. Gillesple
of Tazewell county. It is said that Mr.
Gillespie is showing strength and, next to
ex-Judge 1. L. Lewis of Richmond, is look-
ed upon as the strongest man in the field.

Judge lL.ewis himsclf was at the White
House, having been summoned by President
Roosevelt. He came on here in answer to
the summons and had a talk with the Pres-
fdent. Judge L.ewis said later that he is in
no sense a candidate for the position and
has made ne efforts to secure it. Further-
more, he would not attempt to secure the
pasition,

_Ex-Governor Wise of Virginia saw tihe
President and recommended Judge Lewis.
He told the President that if Judge Lewis
could not be prevalled upon to accept the
place the next best man was Mr. Gillespie.

The friends of a number of the other
candidates are urging that Judge Lewis
ought not to be appointed, because he has
never been as active a republican as he
could have been In times when his party
needed his ald and services.

J. L. Gleaves, Major John T. Hamlet and
Captain W. P. Kent called and made an
appointment to see the President on Mon-
day in the interests of W. S.- Poage of
Witheville. Mr. Poage was a law partner
and nephéew of the late Gen. J. A. Walker.

Thomas L. Jones of this city has recom-
mended Judge Lewis. Mr., Jones also told
the President that he was glad to know
that Recorder Cheatham is to be reap-
pointed.

A C. Walter of Orange county was at
the White House to see¢ the President in
favor of Mr. Z@owell of Big Stone Gap.

T. M. Alderson, United States altorney for
the western distriet of Virginia, acgom-
panied by C. C. Lincoln, saw the President.
Mr. Alderson is a candidate for reappalnt-
ment.

Governor Tyler of Virginia saw the Presi-
dent, but did not discuss the judgeship.

Collector Sapp Resigns.

Senator Deboe and R. P. Ernest of Ken-
tucky were In conference with the Presi-
dent a short time today and will have a
longer talk with him on Monday. Jpst after
they left the White House it was announced
that C. E. Sapp, collector of the Louisville
district, had sent his resignation to the
President, and that it had been accepted.
It is understood that Senator Deboe, who {s
Mr. Sapp's friend, handed the rezignation
to the President himse!f. The resignation
settles a bitter fight as to the collectorship.
It was pretty well known that Mr. Sapp
would not be reappointed. He was charged
with having grossly violated eivil service
laws on numerous occasions and the reform
element of Kentucky republicans had fought
him ha Who will be recommended by
Senator Deboe I8 not known.

The deputy collector at Louisville will act
until a successor is appointed.

Leslie Combs, pension agent of Ken-
tucky, was a caller at the White House
today, and sat on an oprosite side of the
room from Senator Deboe,

A Bad Missounri Election Law.

The evils of the “Nesbitt law™” of Mis-
souri were placed before the President
this morning by Representative Joy and
Mr. Eugene Brockmeyer of St. Louis. Mr.
Brockmeyer is a son of a former demo-
cratic lieutenant governor of Missouri, and
during the last campaign stumped.the state
for the republican candidates.

“The Nesbitt law,” said Mr. Brockmeyer,

“practically disfranchises the republican
voters of 8t. Louis. The President is deter-

.mined to take some action that will restore
"the rights tn those who have been robbed,

but exactly what he cannot yet say.

DEATH OF COL. C. R. PAY L.
Promotions in the Infantry Arm That
Will Follow.

Acting Adjutant General Ward was this
morning informed thkat ol. Charles R.
FPaul of the 30th Infantry died in-Hahne-
mann  Hospital, hiladelphia, yesterday
after an iliness of several months. Born in
New Jersey, Col. Paul was appointed to the
army from Pennsylvania. At the outbreak
of the war of the rebellion he enlisted as
a private In the Tth New Jersey Volunteer
Infantry and at the close of the war was
mustered out as a brevet lieutenant colonel.
He was brevetted captain for gallant and
meritorious services in the battle of Peters-
burg, Va.; as major of voluntcers for gal-
lantry through the campaign before Rich-
mond and particularly in the engagements
at Winchester, Fisher's Hill and in the val-
ley of the Shenandoah; and lientenant col-
onel of vwvolunteers for servlces before
Petersburg, Va. Entering the regular army
as second lieutenant of the 16th Infantry
in February, 1866, he served successively
at varlous posts in Tennessee, Georgia,
Montana, Indian territory, Kansas, Col-
oradoe, Texas and in the Philippines. He be-
came colonel of the 30th Infantry in Sep-
tember last, while he was In this country
on lehve. oR-209ount of- sickness resuliing

from his services in the Philippines.

Col. Paul's death will result in the pro-
mation of Lieut, Col. J. M. Lee of the Gth
Infantry to be colonel of the 30th Infantry;
Major Henry Wygant, 24th Infantry, to be
lieutenant colonel of the 6th Infantry and
Captain Z. W. Torrey of the Tth Infantry
to be major of the 24th Infantry. Col. Lee
was recently ordered to duty at head-
quarters of the army as inspecior of rifie
practice, but in view of his promotion he
will undoubtedly be ordered to joln his
regimeat in the Philippines: ('u". Lec took
part in the battle of Tien Tsin last wyear
and was commended In official reports for
his services on that ocecasion.

WORD FROM MISS STONE,

Consul General Dickinson lears That
She is Still Well.

Consul General Dickinson, from Sofia, re-
ports to the State Department by ecable
the receipt by him of another letter from
Miss Stone, as already noted {n the press
dispatches of last night. He quotes Miss
Stone as saying:

“We are still well,
hardships.'”

There are other matters treated in the
letter which it 1s not deemed wise to pub-
lish. Mr. Dickinson complains constantly
of attempts to Interfere with the !ine of
communication he is seeking to estahlish
with the brigands.

It is true, as r{l\p)rr.ed
from Constantinople, that the principal fe-
sue is one of the amount of ransam to he
paid, and this delays the close of the ne-
gotiations, for the brigands, fully aware of
the exact amount of money at the dispasal
of the United States agents in Turkev, are
evidentily holding back in the hope of hav-
ing that amount increased by further sub-
scriptions to the original demand, at least.

ARMY TRANSPORT SERVICE.

No Disaster Oceurrcd Nor a Life Lost
During the Year.

Col. Bird of the guartermaster general's
office has made a long and comprehensive
report of the army transport service, which
he concludes as follows:

“The important movements of armies dur-
ing the year, viz., the army sent to China,
the volunteer army returned from the Phil-
ippines to the United States and the army
from the United States and China to re-
place the returned volunteers, together
with the transportation of the immense
quantities of military stores, Including
emall arms, field and siege guns and thelr
ammunitlon, camp eqiipage, subsistence
supplies for men and beasts and the ani-
mals and wagons required for the trans-
portation of these stores on land, necessary
for the successful operations of armies in
the field, entailed a vast amount of labor
in promptly and successfully providing the
means for transporting these large bodies
of troops.

“That there might be no delay in meeting
the needs of the military service at all
points the utmost vighlance, care and fore-
sight has been required on the part of the
officers and men intrusted with the conduct
of the army transport service. It is gratl-
fying to report that no disaster has oc-
curred to mar the successful conduct of
the service, and not a human life has been
-lost through any defect in the provisions

Some Interesting Gossip.

Some Interesting gossip on this point 18
going the rounds of congressional circles
today. It hinges upon the efforts to re-
duce the bee- tax, that were partially suc-
cessful last year, and which were never
abandoned. On the contrary, the campaigna
in behalf of the beer hrewers has continued
with inereasing vigor, and will reach s
height when Congress assembles.

It will be remembered that before Con-
gress met last December a subcommitiece
of the House ways and means committee
sat In Washington drawing up a bill to
reduce the war taxes, which was intro-
duced early in the session. Chairman
Payne was at the head of the subcommit-
tee which Included in 1ts number well-
known high protectionists.

That bill, as Introduced, did not provide
for reduction of the beer tax. A great cry
went up from the western members, who
were pledged to secure reduction, After
considerable bickering within the party,
and after holding a caucus upon the subjest,
the committee’'s bill was revised and in
jts new form embodied a partial reduction
of the war tax on heer.

Mr. Babcock of Wisconsin was placed on
the committee on ways .and means, and
was one of the most strenvous advocates
of the beer tax reductlon. He declared he
was not satisfied wTth the amdiint of the
reduction, and that he would rencw the
fight this session .for another cut.

A Fire in the Rear. =

The advocates.of the high protective tarift
laughed at the threats of the beer-reduction
men. But just hefore Congress adjourned
scme one built a fire under the radical fac-
tion of the ways and means committee,
The proposition, a=tounding to protection-
irts, was made to reduce the tariff on im-
ports of manufactures in certain  lines;
those, it was claimead, which needed ex-
treme protection no longer.

Mr. Babcock was the author of that bill,
the chairman of the republican congres-
sicnal committiee and the exponent of re-
puldican principles in several soccessful
congressional .campalgns which he had man-
aged.

All summer tnis has been teiked about.
Friends of the proposition were raised up
in the west and prominent men in Con-
gress came forward to support the Bab-
eock id@ea. The protectioniste rallied their
forces to defend the onslaught of the tari®T
revisers,

Countermarch of the Protectionisis.

Then came Chairman Payne and his high
protection colleagiues on the committee,
with the counter proposition to reduce the
war taxes, which of necessity would in-
¢lude further reduction of the tax on beer,
if anyvthing was reduced.

The whole situation I8 very much
tangled and a good deal of dust is being
kicked up. Mr. I'ayne would reduce war
taxes to keep down the surplus and avoid
touching the protective tariff to lower the
revenues. Mr. Babeock would revise _the
tariff in deference to the semtiment of ihe
country and to expand our forelgn trade,
He s in harmony with Mr, Payne. how-
ever, for war tax reduction, especially on
beer.

The other factor in the situation is the
element fn Congress which opposes any re-
duction of revenues. Money is to be Té-
quired for an isthmian canal, for ship sub-
sidies, for public buildings, for river and
harbor work, for liberal appropriations for
the general and growing expenses of the
government,

“If the Treasury Department is worried
about that surplus” remarked Senator
Hanna last night, ‘T will spend some of 11."

That sententious remark undoubtedly
volees the sentimenrt of an influential ele-
ment in Congress. For that reason it 18
prohable that the wholesale reduction of
war revenues will not be accomplished at
this session without a very vigorous fight.

BURIAL OF SOLDIERS ABROAD.

Uniform Sanitary Methods to He Em-
ployed.
Aceording to Col. W. 8. Patten. deputy
guartermaster general, a much-needed re-
form has been inaugurated in respect to
the burial of soldiers dying abroad. Upon
the recommendation of the gquartermaster's
department instructions have been lssued
placing In effect in all military depart-
ments without the lmits of the United
States uniform sanitary methods of bury-
ing soldier rema'ns. This actlon will great-
ly facilitate their subsequent disinterment
and shipment to this countiry, minimize the
danger of infection and surround the work

with less offensive conditions. During the
