*“It Is very clear to the committee that
the autonomy of the stations should be pre-
served, and that the stations should In no
sense bhecome extensions of the divisions
of the department for purposes of experi-
mental work. Not only Is the autonomy
of the stations necessary to the fulfillment
of their functions, but autonomy in scien-
tifie Investigations is essential. Your com-
mittee would therefore deem It desirable,

| where co-operative work seems advisable,

that the agreement take the shape of a
formal contract between the station, as
such, and the department, as such, through
the properly authorized channels of each—
that Is, that the high contracting parties

| be the station on the one hand and the de-

partment on the other. Arrangements be-
tween individual officers of the two insti-
tutions are deemed inadvisable.

“The cost of co-operation should be borne
Jointly by the station and by the depart-
ment, and the amounts to be expended
should, as far as practlcable, be definitely
agreed upon and specified.

“While it is understood that an absolute
guarantee of continuance cannot be glven,
vet there should be reasonable mutual as-
surance of a fixed policy until the comple-
tion of the work undertaken.

“The results of the investigation should
be avallable to both Institutions, priority
of publleation being a matter for mutual
agreement at the outset. In all cases pub-
licatlions should set forth that such work is
the result of joint experimentation.

Exhibit at St. Louis Exposxition.

Dr. True offered a report on the proposed
exhibit of agricultural colleges at the St
Louls exposition, in which it was proposed
that the exhibit should indlcate the prog-
resg in both the department of education
and the department of resear~h, and that

the exhibit should be associated with that
of the Department of Agriculture. It was
also proposed by the committee that a spe-
cial exhibit should be organized to reflect
the progress of education in the mechanic
arts. A special committee was authorized
Ly the convention to prepare exhibits along
the lines indicated In the report, the mem-
bers of that body to be selected by Presi-
dent Harrls,

This action brought the morning session
to a close. This afternoon the delegates
will assemble In varlous sections for the
discussion of the mechanic arts, entomolo-
gy, horticulture, botany, agriculture and
chemistry.

The Program Last Flight.

Reports from the regular standing com-
mittees of the convention made up the
greater part of last night's program. .

Dr. H. H. Goodell, chairman of the ex-
ecutlve committee, submitted a statement
on horticulture, which proved to be one ol
the most !mportant papers offered for the
consideration of the delegates. Encourag-
’nf reports had come to him, he gaild, from
all* parta of the country regarding the
work done by graduates in floriculture
from the varlous schools which provided
instruetion In that branch of science. But
there were not enough such men. In sev-
eral Instances one or two men bore the en-
tire labor of Instructing the students of the
entire state. The government experiment
stations had done much to develop floricul-
ture. It remained for the agricultural col-
leges to continue this work and proylide
tihe teachers go badly needed at the pr 14
time.

Following a brief statement from Presl-
dent Northrop of the University of Minne-
sota on the subject of graduate studles in
Washington, Dr, G. W, Atherton of Penn-
sylvania submitted a statement from the
special committes on military eduaction In
agricultural colleges. It had been sug-
gested to the convention that as both the

Military and Naval were sup-

ported by the government and the state
colleges were supported by the govern-
ment some plan of co-operation might be
arranged whereby each might receive the
benefit of the Investigation conducted at
the other. 3
tion had met with the Becretary of War,
said Dr. Atherton, and had been received
with the heartiest sympathy by Mr. Root.
It was voted to continue this committee
until the War Department shall act finally
in the matter.

Other questlons were acted upon during
the evening, as follows: That the present
exhibit of experiment stations should be
continued until it had been displayed at the
St. Louis fair: that conferences which have
hitherto been held with the National Asso-
ciation of State Universities should be con-
tinued; that action on a motion to indoree
the national university scheme should be
postponed. . o

The evening closed with a reception to the
delegates tendered by the BSecretary of
Agriculture and Miss Wilson.

USE OF ENGLISH.

Irishmen Speak the Language Better
Than Englanders.
From the Academy.

It is no new suggestion that Irishmen
talk better English than the English. Dean
Swift wrote to Pope expressing his regret
at some slighting remark of the latter’'s
concerning the Irish: “The English colo-
nles, who are three parts In four, are
much more civillzed than many counties In
England, and speak better English, and
are much better bred.”” It will be remem-
bered that the dean was an Englishman,
and would thank every one to remember it.
It is possible here to give only a few illus-
trations of the survival of old words and
pronunciations In Ireland. The many-
headed multitude who are "agin the gov-
ernment” use the old prepositlon which
they learned before it was modernized into
“against.”” The word survives, of course,
in many rural districts of England, where
there Is little reading of books. Ireland
keeps to the old fashions because the peas-
ants are [lliterate beyond English compre-
hension. The peculiarity of pronunclation
which most strikes the tourist is the broad
sound given to such words as ‘please, sea,

beast, complete.'" Waller, Dryden and
Pope habitually pronounced them as
‘plaze, say, baste, complate,’” as all stu-

dents of séventeenth and eighteenth cen-
tury poetry have noticed. Dryden, for ex-
ample, wrote:
Neptune, yet doubtful whom he should obey,
Held to them both the trident of the sea.

Pope pronounced “tea” in the same man-
ner as a Tipperary peasant does. One ex-
ample, referring to '‘great Anna,” Is well
known: here is another:

Boft ylelding minds to water glide away,

And sip, with nymphs, the elemental tea.
So in Munster the country folk talk of the
“lay,” meaning ‘lea,” that pretty word
which Englishmen have abandoned to the
poets. It was the Influence of French that
made our ancestors pronounce ‘‘complete”
and *“theme,” and the influence still holds
good over here. Listen to Pope again:
Here swells the shelf with Ogilby the great,
Thew.]sttamped with arms, Newcastle shines com.

plete,
English, with characteristic Inconstancy,
has kept the broad sound in “great.”
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PLEA FOR RECIPROCITY.

Presents a Sensible Solution of the
Vexations Tariff Problem.

From the Buffalo Express.

There are at present three more or less
ccnflicting opinions among republicans with
respect to tariff legislation at the coming
sesslon of Congress—that the tariff should
be left entirely alone; that there should
be a general revision with a view to re-
moving the benefits of protectlon from
trusts; that the tariff should be modified
in spots to meet reciprocal advantages of-
fered the United States by other countries.

Those who say the tariff should be left
alone are led by the best authority on the
subject now In Congress, Senator Aldrich
of Rhode Island. His opinion must cer-
tainly command a great deal of respect,
but the reasoning behind it seems weak.
It seems to be based on a sort of super-
stitlons dread of agitation.

But that dread of a disturbance of the

comfortable, even tenor of Congress life
is not sufficient reason for refusing to

act, if the interests of the country re-
quire that something be done. Neglect
in such eircumstances cannot stop the

agitation, so unsettling to buslness, but
must rather intensify it, since, if one
party shuts its ears to a popular demand,
the other ecertainly will take it up with
vigor. It would be far more disturbing to
business to have the tariff or any feature

f it become agaln an Issue between the
parties, to be solved only by a succession
of presidential elections, than to have the
matter dealt with at once and put out of
the way. The faults of the present tariff
are that it is creating an unnecessary
surplus, with the consequent temptation
to extravagant appropriations, and that
it does not offer enough encouragement to
the extension of forelgn trade. The sur-
plus may be dealt with by reducing the
internal revenue taxes, and doubtless
that will be done to some extent, but the
trade question cannot be solved in that
way, and It cannot be ignored.

Representative Babcock of Wisconsin Is
the leader of those who advocate altering
the tariff to remove protection from trusts.
The trouble with that proposition is that it
Is based on political fears, rather than a
business-like, scientific examination of the
country’'s needs. Trusts cannot be Injured
by abolishing their protection half so much
as competitors of the trusts would be. That
is a timld, Indirect method of dealing with
trusts. It would be ineffective, so far as
its main objects are concerned, and, conse-
quently, the whole movement would be in-
Jurious.

The reciprocity proposition offers a sen-
sible solution of the whole matter. It is a
means of reducing the surplus, of extending
foreign trade and of encouraging competi-
tlon, both domestic and foreign, with
trusts. It was favored by President Mec-
Kinley, as he disclosed in his last publie
speech. It was the plan of James G.
Blaine. Its adoption at the coming ses-
sion of Congress would tend to keep the
tariff out of politlcs and thus to reduce
agitation on the subject to a minimum.

DRINK STATISTICS.

The United States Appears to Be Rel-
atively # Tempernte Country.
From the New York Times.

The Britlsh board of trade has just pub-
lished a memorandum which will give
pleagure or pgin, according to the point of
view of the person for whom the figures
have interest. They show as accurately as
possible, from the averages of five to ten
years, the per capita conaumption of wine,
malt llguor and spirits In the prinecipal
countries of the world, The averages of
Great Britain, France, Germany and the
United States are given as follows, In gal-
lone, per head of population:

This would glve for the four countries
named a per capita consumption of stimu-
lating beverages as follows:

United kingdom.

United States.. ssses 14.60 gals,

This comparison would seem to show that
practical temperance obtains to a much
Ereater extent in this than In any other
country. That this is true of the spirit
consumption of the people of this country,
as compared with that of France and Ger-
many, is surprising. Equally surprising,
perhaps, is the relatively small consump-
tion of wine in the German empire; also,
that the consumption of beer In Germany
is less than that of the united kingdom.

The net natlonal revenue last year from
excise and import duties in the four coun-
trles named was: TUnited kingdom, $104,-
787,000; France, §115,222,000; Germany, $76,-
300,000; United States, $139,499.000. It will
be understood that these figures do not in-
clude any part of the collections from lo-
cal excise taxation. In percentage of total
revenue, the receipts from liquor taxation
in the countrles named were: Great Brit-
ain, 36 per cent; United States, 29 per
cent; France, 19 per cent; Germany, 18
per cent. These figures will furnish a b:
gls for almost any argument the reader
pleases.
