Centuries.

From Moders Mexice.
Buried in the heart of a civilised, power-

fut and progressive -foreign peqple a -little
handful of Indians have lived for 300 years,
and have contrived to keep, during all that
time, their national characteristics, their
traditions and their Individuality. If you
seek them you will find them In Amatlan
de los Reyes, a village In the state of Vera
Cruz, Mexico. They are known as the
Amatecas. A visit to Amatlan will well
replay any one who has any interest what-
ever in seeing curious people with indi-
vidual habits, customs and civiilsation.

It is no -uncomnion thing in Mexico to
find a tribe of Indians that has made a
determined effort to maintain Its individ-
uality against the encroachments of a

higher civilization. But the Amatecas are

perhaps the only people in the republic who
have succeeded in retaining for thers-
selves what is practically self-government.
It must not be understood that they make
any pretensions of being independent of the
control of the federal authorities in Mexico
City. They long ago gAve up as hopeless
any struggle against the power of the
Spaniard, and later on the- Mexican nation,
and this submission is responsible for the
fact that they have been able to retain
their ancient customs, habits and modes of
government.

Mystifled by the Spaniards.
When the Spaniards, under the conqueror

Hernan Cortez, landed in Mexico, near Vera
Cruz, and began the march to the Aztec
capitaj, the emperor, Montezuma, sent sev-
eral messengers and spies to bring him
news of the mysterious strangers. Among
others sent was Ocelotl, or the Tiger Prince,
as he was known in. history and legend.
Oeeldtl was one of the best Aztec artists,
and the emperor commissioned him to make
stetches of the Invaders, so that he might
junge of them by their appeaeance. He
was aiso to bring bacK a detai.ed report of
the strength of tne forces of the Spaniards,
wno were believed to be the warriors of the
Fair God, who had come from the Land of
tne Sun, as they were to do, according to an
old and universally believed traaitlon.
Ocelotl brought bacK a compiete report

to the emperor, and gave it as his opinion,
from what he hau seen of the strangrs,
that It would require all the strengtn and
cunning of the Aztec empire to contend
against them. Montezuma was 3o angry at
tnis unfavorabie report that he ordered
ucelotl to be publicly burned as a coward
who wished to frighten with childish tales
the courage of his warriers, who had until
tnen been ever successful. (jcelotl, how-
ever, had many frienus at the court of the
emperor, and through their aid he succee1-
ed in escaping from prison and in gtting
to the land of 'llaxcala, which was the
hereditary enemy of the Aztec empire.
Now there is a curious legend still told

by the Amatecas to the effect that Ocelotl
stopped at Amatlan, on his way Dack Irim
Vera Cruz, and that the people dlocked
about him to hear what he had to jay..
Ocelotl told them of the fair faces of the
strangers, their garments, which shioi as.
bright as the sun itself; the great beasts
they rode. and hoW they came armed with
the weapon of the god of thunder and
lightning. The people -of Amatlan held a
meeting in the public square, and waon the
chiefs had heard the story of Ocelotl they
decided that the newcomers were indeed the
warriors of the emperor of the sun, and
that there was, therefore, no use whatever
in opposing them. So they sent a message
to Cortez saying that they had decided to
become his friends.
Whatever truth there may he in Linis leg-

end it might well have been true, for it
has embodied in It the characteristicia o:
the Amatecas as a people. They hav.- ever
been clever diplomatists. When the Aztecs
were at war with all the people aioud
them the Amatecas succeeded in making a

treaty of peace with them, which procect.ed
them from invaslon by the Aztec army. At
the same time they had treaties witn two
other rude nations to the south and ':ast
that were at war with the Aztecs.
There is another legend among the Aztecs

to the effect that the people of Tlaxcala
did not treat Ocelotl, the tiger proacz, well,
and tifat he soon left their city and wan-
dered south until he came to Amallan,
where he was warmly welcomed by do:u
people. He remained with them many years
and became their chief, not their kin,, for
Amatlan had always been, in its form of
government, republican, and is still so to-
day.

Their Independence.
The people of Amatlan practically govern

themselves today without any interference
on the part of the Mexican government.
They pay their federal taxes promptly, as

they have done for the past 300 years, un-

der one name or another, but there their
duties stop. They may be said to consti-
tute a little Aztec nation in the heart of the
Mexican republic. They have their own
hereditary chiefs, their own aristocracy in
direct line, reaching back beyond the Span-
ish conquest. They retain their own cusi-
toms, habits, manner of dress and modes
of thought. They are nominally Catholic,
but the ancient Aztec mythology is largely
mixed with their religious beliefs. They
have hundreds of charms which are sup-
posed to be effective against certain "dis--
eases, dangers or accidents. And there is
a spirit of some kind connected with al-
most every charm. This spirit was, not
so many years ago, an Aztec god or demi-
god. The Amateca is therefore a most cu-
rious combination of Christian and pagan,
civilized citizen and savage. He has his
own schools, but his teachers are all Ama-
teca Indians; he has his own churches, but
his priests are also Amateoas.
Amatlan is a little piece of China in the

heart of Mexico. It has built a Tartar
wall around itself, and no man may pass
that wall without the permission of the au-
thorities. In Amatlan strangers are looked
upon with suspicion and mistrust to such
an extent that not even* traders are al-
lowed in the city without a special permilttram the authorities. All these things have
contributed to keep' Amatlan the curious
community It is. It cannot be called a na-
tion or even a tribe, for the estimate of the
size of the populatlorf of the whole people
is variously put at from 5.000 to 15.000. The
town itself is not over 3,000, but consider-
able territory around It is, in a tribal sense,
tribritary to it.
The people of Amatlan, especially ' the

women, are very fond .of d'ress. and they
are skillful in rieedlework. Upon their holi-
day dresses they lavish a great deal of pa-
tience. time and labor. Some of the Ama-
teca women . when young, are very beauti-
ful, and in general they have much better
features than .those of most of the other
Indian tribes that surround them. Eventhe women when they get older. possess
pleasing features. Their industry, the tran-
quil lives they lead and the better food
they receive and have received~ for at least
three generations are probably responsible
In a great degree for this.

DISCOURSE ON CHINA.

Address by Mfr. Komura, the New For-
eign Minister of Japan.

From the Shanghai Mercury, October 7.
Mr. Komura, the -new foreign minister,

was entertained at dinner by the members
of the Japan Club a few days ago. His ex-,
cellency spoke about China. In the course
of his remarks he said he could not possibly
throw new or startling light on anything
connected with China. Several specialists
had visited Pekin while he was there, from
January last to September. and what they
had seen and heard had been given to the
world in some form or other. He thought
his hearers might be interested to learn
that Pekin was much larger in area than
Tokio, its population,, according to Chinese
statistics, being between two and three mil--
lions. Personally he doubted if the popu-
lation exceeded 000,000 or 700,000. Of course
no remarks about the city would be com-
plete without reference to the streets of
Pekin, ,which gave rise to all sorts of com-
ment.
On party complained bitterly of their uglh-

ness and insufferable odor; another idolized-them for their oriental character and pic-
turesqueness. Some people went away in
the belief that Pekini was a grand place.
but they were those who saw the capital
from the top of the city wall and rested
content with distant- views of the imperial
palaces. They knew nothing of the bad
smells of the streets; Others left writh the
impression that Pek'in was a horrid place
by reason of its bad? 'oads, its rain and foul
smells. . Chinese coarches have no springs
and 'to be' drawn inf one over the rough
rcads Is little better than torture. But many
a man's knowledge of the city is confined
to photographs.

FONDNESS FOR DEGREES.

The Sale of Honor. an Important In-
dinstry in China.

From the Shanghai Mercury.
The Universal Gazette tells us that in

Shantung the sale of ranks has in these
few days brought into the exchequer more
than a whole year in ordinary times. This
is due to the recent edic.t commanding the
sale of rank to cease forever, beginning
-next year. Hence those who wish to buy
are in a desperate hurry for fear their ap-
plications may be too late.
The Shen Pao laments the past practice

of the government which opened the doors
of office, which should only be open to
scholars, to all and sundry who had some
"stinking brass." In the west, it is ;vastly
different, where all the officials are gradu-
ates of schools, and be a man ever so rich
he cannot buy an office.
But our Chinese are so fond of the name

of the thing that even those who have gone
abroad thousands of miles from their native
land are willing to buy rank, although
they may never return to China. Thus
twenty years ago; when there was no tele-
graph, some rascals went to Hongkong,
Singapore, Penang and other places with
bogus diplomas of all' kinds for sale, and
many rich merchants innocently bought
them. '.
Recently some bad men have been selling

bogus Russian degrees. Four or five years
ago a. Cantonese told the editor 'that three
hundred taels would buy a Russan chien-
sheng (honorary B. A.), and the holder was
entitled to Russian protection in case of
getting into a difficulty, and the Chinese
officials could not wrong thern. At that
time the editor felt the story to be untrue.
But lately the papers contained information
that some villains were selling bogus Ru.-
sian diplomas in Huchow, and in Chuchou
oT Chekiang province. The Russian consul
has notified the Chinese officials concern-
ing the doings of these men.
The writer does not mention three morals

deducible from the story. 1. The Chinese
are excessively fond of degrees. 2. They
fear their own officials will treat them un-
justly and so they wish foreign protection.
3. Russian degrees, not Brnglish or Ameri-
can, were the bait, which proven that the
bear is more respected than the 'lion or
the eagle.

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POLITICS IN AUSTRALIA.

The Question of Coolie Emmgration
Disturbs the Cosmawealth.

From the Shanghai Merenry.
The question of coolle immigrants to the

Australian commonwealth, particularly to
Queensland, is forcing itself more to the
front. The cry has gone forth for a "White
Australia,". and in regard' to Queensland
the very men who raise the cry are the
first to refuse the~work they deny to
others. The white man is right in refusing
this tropical labor, which he is urisuited for,
wrong in refusing it to others, to whom it
means so much, merely for the sake of
taking political party cry. It is the same
whether the immIgrants be Indian, Chinese,
Japanese or Kanakas. In regard to Chi-nese. the law is very stringent, and even
Prince Ching or Li Hung Chang could not
place a foot on Australian soil without per-
missIon from the various state govern-
ments. At. present there is no restriction
on Japanese immigration, save that im-
posed by the Japanese government, which
is unwilling to part with any of its popu-
lation, unable to wholly prevent the de-
parture of considerable numbers of labor-
era and handieraftsmen. Should the Aus-
tralian labor party carry a bill in the fed-
eral parliament, and such a contingency is
by no means unlikely, for the suppression,of aliep immigration, including that fromJapan,, the imperial government will fliad
itself placed upon the horns of a dilemma;
it will have either to veto the bill and of-
fend the Australian labor party or acceptit and risk a rupture with Japan.
Both Mr. Barton and Mr. Reed perceivethe rocks ahead, and are equally anxious

to avoid them. Whether they will be suc--
cessful in .6 doing remains to be seen. To
such an extent baa the feeling on the partof the labdr party in New South Wales and
Queensland against the Japaname been ear-ried that Mr. Hisakichi EKtaki, the Japan-
ese consul in thd parent state, has written
to one of the Sydney paper. protestingagainst the aspersions cast upon his fellow-
countrymen. That an oilal representative
should have deemed .it necessary to ad-dress hhimelf dIrectly to the Austrliancounnunity is a fact not without ulginfi-
cance, an& probably only taken Under in-structionis from his government.
