GEN. HALL'S RETIREEN

TWO VACANCIES IN 710 G+
WILL RESULT. G

Great Interest Entertained In Army
Circles Over the Coming Promo-

tions by the President.

Brigadier General Robert H. Hall will be
placed on the retired list of the army to-
morrow by operation of law on account of
age. He was born in Michigan, and ap-
pointed to the army from Illinois. Graduat-
ing from the Military Academy in July,
1N)), he was assigned to the infantry and
served with distinction in that arm of the
service throughout the civil war. He was

brevetted major for gallant and meritorious
services in the battle of Lookout Mountain
and lietenant colonel for gallantry in the
battle on the Weldon railroad. He reached
the grade of colonel of the 4th Infantry
by regular promotion in May, 1893, and
served continuously in the command of
that regiment until the outbreak of the
Spanish war, when he was appointed a
brigadier general of volunteers.
Because of exceptionally meritorious

services in the Philippines, he was made
a brigadier general in the regular army in
February last. Returning from that coun-
try several months ago, he was granted
leave of absence, and is now at his home,
rear Fort Porter, New York.
With the retirement of Gen. Hall, Pres-

ident Roosevelt will have an opportunity
to promote two officers of the army to the
grade of brigadier general. The other va-
cancy was occasioned by the retirement of
Brig. Gen. Henry C. Merriam yesterday.
The list of candidates for these two vacan-
cies includes all the colonels, many lieu-
tenant colonels and several majors of tne
line and a large number of staff officers of
the rank of colonel, lieutenant colonel and
major. Many of the candidates are officers
who have had long and distinguished serv-
ices. and are nearing the age at which they
must go on the retired list.
Some of these served with distinction dur-

ing the war of the rebellion, and many of
them held the rank of general officers in
the volunteer establishment during and
since the Spanish war. Nearly all of them
will be eliminated from the list of possi-
bilities if President Roosevelt has adopted
the policy of confining promotions to offi-
cers who have a year or more to serve on
the active list. It has been reported that
President Roosevelt has decided upon that
policy. If the report is true. it is a radical
departure from the policy adopted by Pres-
ident McKinley of promoting officers Pear
the age of retirement in order that they
might have the benefit of increased pay on
the retired list.
Owing to the large number of officers

who are personally concerned in this mat-
ter, the appointment of the two briga-
dier generals is awaited with considerable
interest in army circles. It is expected that
the President will act upon the matter be-
fore the close of 'the present week. He
made a statement to a prominent politician
who approached him a few days ago in the
Interests of one of the candidates that the
appointments would be made solely on the
grounds of merit.

FRIENDS OF DEAD MAN HERE.

Brother and Nephew of J. F. Pfetch
Take Charge of Remains.

Michael Pfetch of Niagara Falls, brother
of J. F. Pfetch, who committed suicide at
the St. James Hotel Tuesday morning, ar-
rived here today, accompanied by his ne-

phew. F. J. Pfetch, to take charge of the
body of the dead man. Undertaker J. Will-
lam Lee has had the remains in his care
since yesterday.
The deceased was a native of Woltemberg

Germany. He came to this country when
he was eighteen years old. During the past
nine years he had not communicated with
his two sisters and brother in this country,
nor -had he written to a brother and three
sisters who reside in Germany. His parents
are dead. Nearly ten years ago, it is un-
derstood. Pfetch went to San Francisco and
afterward moved to Cleveland, Ohio, where
he obtained employment with the Cleveland
Construction Company. He was working
on the electric road between Richmond and
Petersburg when he was taken sick.
The brother and nephew of the dead man

called at police headquarters and learned
the particulars of the suicide. They also
visited Undertaker Lee's establishment. In
his last letter, which was printed In The
Star. Pfetch requested that his body be
cremated, but his brother would not direct
this disposition of the body until after rela-
tites are heard from.

DISCRIMINATION ALLEGED.

Resident Objects to Order Concerning
Removal of Weeds.

W. F. Hillebrand of 06 T street north-
west has written to the District Commis-
stoners complaining of unjust discrimina-
tion against him in compelling him to have
weeds cut on lot 18, Truesdell's addition
to Washington Heights. He says that his
lot is surrounded by property on which the
weeds are growing wild, and that the own-
ers of these adjoining properties have not
been required to remove the growth. Mr.
Hillebrand also takes occasion to complain
of weeds in his section of the city, especial-
ly those along 16th street between Colum-
bia road and U street, and also along U
street between 14tn and 18th streets. He
also suggests that each notice to renmove
weeds be accompanied with information as
to the nearest dump.
The complaint was referred to the health

department for investigation and report,
and Dr. Woodiward, the health officer, has
returned the papers to the Commissioners,
with the following statement:
"The owners of property adjoining Mr.

Hillebrand's property, in Truesdell's addi-
tion to Washington H-eights, were not no-
titied to cause the removal of weeds from
lands belonging to them. The inspector re-
sponsiblie for the service of notice on Mr.
Hililebrand requiring him to remove weeds
from lot 1$ is not now in the service of the
health department. It is impossible, there-
fore, to state why such notice should have
been served, while owners of adjacent
property were not notifled in a similar
man ner.

"I respectfully recommend that Mr. Hille-
brand be notified to the above effect, and
that he be informed further that the health
department has not been provided with a
force of employes sufficient to cause the
removal of weeds generally throughout the
city and its more densely populated sub-
urbs. and that it will consider, in connec-
tion with its operations next year under
the act to cause the removal of weeds, the
desirability of including in the notices
served statements as to the locations of the
nearest available dumps."

CONYICTED AND FINED.

Harry Gallatin and Jamses Dove Pan-ished for Lareeny.
Harry Galiatin and James Dove, who

pleaded niot guilty yesterday in the Police
Ccourt to a charge of larceny, were tried be-
f..re Judge Scott today. It was alleged
they had taken two umbrellas belonging to
Mr. David H. Meade.
Mr. Meade informed the court that the

tumbrellas had been taken from his office in
the Washington Loan and Trust building
during the evening of October 15 last, but
in their own defense the boys testified that
they were purchased by them from a man
on 9th street.
They were adjudged to be guilty, and a

per.alty of 310 fine or thirty days' imprison-
ment each was imposed.
Gallatin was also charged with the dlar-
ceny of an umbrella, a pair of shears and
a paper punch, the property of former Sen-
ator Charles J. Iaulkner. The articles, it
was stated, were stolen from the Kellogg
building the 25th of October. The defend-
ant was convicted, and the court imposed
a flne of 35. In default Gallatin will serve
fifteen days in jail.
Subsequent to the Police Court proceed-

in~gs the two defendants were arrested on a
bench warrant, issued from the Supreme
Court of the District of Columbia, on a
charge of ,petit larceny, second offense.

DISASTER' AT A MINE

TWENTY-FIVE MEN 1NJURED BY AN

EXPLOSION.

Believed That Others Are Entombed

In Shaft Near Pocahontas,
Virginia.

POCAHONTAS, Va.,.November 14.-At 2
o'clock this morning fire broke out in the
Baby mines near here, caused by defective
electric wires. A great portion of the mines
fell th and a heavy explosion followed. It
is not known how many men were in the
mines, but upon a fire alarm being given,
firemen and others rushed in to rescue those
who might be caught. Then another explo-
sion followed. As a result twenty-five men
are badly injured, many fearfully burned,
but no dead so far have been found. The
mines are still on fire, and other explosions
are likely. The fan has been stopped and
every effort is being made to put out the
fire and rescue those entombed. This is the
first explosion here since the great explo-
sion about fifteen years ago, in which al-
most one hundred men were killed.
