If you go Into twelve Washington book
stores and ask what book ,sells in the
greatest number. sells most regularly and
is most constantly in demand, the answer
will be everywhere the same-the Bible.
It Is carried on the book shelves e. every
store in a eontparatively obacure place.
The book Itself is never advertised -pub-
lishers of particular .editions now and then
announce the peculiar features they have
exploited, but the Bible is never advertised.
Yet more than one bookseller in Wash-
ington orders thousands of copies every
year, and the total sale here Is estimated
at over 15,000.
"When one of our customers .looks over

our tables and' sees there forty or fifty
copies of some book at that time very
much in vogue, that work assumes In his
eyes an enormous importance," said a local
dealer yesterday. "But the chances are
that we have sold more Bibles in that
month than all the copies of the 'popular'
work we shall handle in the course of a
year. Even among the so-called 'popular'
books it is not the sensations that sell best.
We order and use more .copies of a book
like 'Prue and I,' for example, in the
course of a year than of any work hailed
as 'the great American novel,' or given
whole-page advertisements in the maga-
zines. But even those books with regular
sales, 'good sellers,' we call them, amount
to very little as a trade product in com-
parison with the modern Bible.

Demand Has Grown.
"I think the demand for the Bible has

increased noticeably in the past ten years.
It had surely done so in the past five years,
and that increased demand is manifest to
the bookseller by very many signs. In the
first place it Is very much more in evi-
dence in the catalogues of the publishing
houses. Bible-publishing is almost a busi-
ness separate from ordinary book making.
But many printers who Issue other books
of dubious market value are glad enough to
have the plates of a work that sells every
month of every year. I dare say the title-
pages of the Bibles on sale today include
50 per cent more publishing houses than
they did five years ago and 100 per cent
more than they did ten years ago.
"Another sign is that the- shelf space

given to Bibles has probably doubled in
Washington in the past ten years. In our
store"-and the dealer waved his hand to-
ward a section of about ten shelves at
least fourteen feet long-"we have had to
dedicate an entire alcove to Bibles. An-
other dealer near here has done the same
thing. I went into a store in New York
where they put the Bible department near
a dumb waiter to save time in refilling the
shelves, and if we did not unpack our
books on the same floor we should have
been put to the same device.

Many Editions New Sold.
"Then, you will find In every large book

store a clerk who understands Bible pub-
lishing. Why, there Is as much to learn
about the various kinds of Bibles sold as
about pottery or furniture. We can't ex-
pect the clerk who works at an ordinary
salary to have gone into the subject -po
deeply. 66 we hav -all been put to the Ae-
cessity Of hiring one clikk who could sikp-
ply clergymen and students with exactly
the edition and print of the Bible they had
)ome to buy.
"That suggests another sign of increase

In trade. I think the editions of the Bible
which involve actual differences of text and
form have almost doubled in number re-
cently. We have one Bible which prints
only one -column to the page. We have
several others which print the books of the
Bible which still retain their character as
poetry-the Lamentations of Jeremiah, the
Song of Songs, the Psalms and the Book
of Proverbs, among others-in the form of
poetry. People are buying Testaments
these days as never before. Several years
ago some man conceived the idea of print-
ing the words of Christ in a particular ink,
and that Bible is njw generally sold. Prints
which indicate th wnew version of the text
wherever it differs from the old are com-
mon. When the Bible was issued in its new
form several years ago a group of Amer-
ican commentators preferred slightly differ-
ent readings in particular places. Theycalled the book of Matthew, for instance,'The Gospel According to Matthew,' and
not 'The Gospel According to Saint Mat-
thew.' Now we have three or four editionswhich give the English text in the body of
the book and the American preferences on
extra leaves in the back, and others which
give the American text in the front and the
English preferences in the appendix. One
firm issues a Bible with a thumb index.
Another has a Bible particularly in demand
among Sunday school teachers because of
the lesson notes added -to the text There
is one edition with a world of marginal ref-
erences.

A Wide Range In Priee.
"In form there are the widest possible dif-

ferences. Not so very long ago all Bibles
mere alike In their appearance. Now you
can buy one that looks like a reference
book, slip it into your pocket, and read it
In public without exciting the least com-
ment. Among the expensive grades now
sold are edItions of an extra large print,
with superb Initials. We sell for use in
churches a print of the Bible on good paper
with sufficient margins, of large type and
substantial binding, which costs the buyer
25 cents. These are called 'pe* Bibles.'For a dollar a man can buy as good a
Bible, except for the binding alone, as he
could have bought for $25 when I was a
boy. I suppose every book store in town
sells this edition-a print in large type, 'on
good paper. bound in real leather, ,with
marginal notes and a generous, practical
appendix-for 88 cents. We order 1,000 a
year. From 25 cents a copy Bibles range
in price up to $25, or more. But most
people buy a Bible of a high grade, one
that costs at least $3. The number sold

of the more expensive grade-57 to $8 each--

is surprisingly large. Of late all Bibles
have been printed on thin paper, a regular
trade 'Bible paper.' It makes a book only
about two-thirds as thick as the Bible of
older days. This movement has led to the
pr~oduction of a Bible printed on extraordi-
narily thin paper. It is not more than
half as bulky as even the other editions
made up of thin paper and measures onlylive-eighths of an inch from cover to cover.
It is about as conspicuous ~as a woman's
pockcetbook, though a little larger. So far
its patrons have been- nearly ah women,but when the men who use:Bibles discover
that one can be had whieh Is only half as
cumbersome as the older style, I anticipate
it will .sell splendidly everywhere.

Set Up Abeard Ship.
"Interest in the Bible is, I believe, much

more widespread than is generally thought.
In that connection I recall the remarkam.
scenes when. the New Testament of the re-
vised edition was Issued in London In May,
1882. The bookbinders had pretty well de-
termined. when the first copies, would 'be
ready, and the publisher's had given out

War on Vice.
The Society for the. Prevention of Crime,

an organization which has In It Rev. Dr.
Charles H. Parkhurst and Frank Mons, has
begun a campaign against vice along lines
heretofore never attempted. The new bat-
tle is to be waged against forms of vice
which exist in this city at the present time
only in an. embryonic state, but which
threaten to grow and pollute the entire
community. The change In the policy of
the society has just been effected at a
meeting of its executive committee, com-
posed of Dr. Pa urst, Frank Moss,
Thaddeus D. Kenneion and Frank Lugar.
Plans were made to,be immediate ac-
tion. Dr. Parkhu~ q led the attention
of the committee t act that the mem-
bers of the society' seserded to have forgot-
ten that, as the nam of the society indi-
cated, it should " not ,only array itself
against forms of vice already existing in
the city, but marci boldly into the enemy's
own country and stamp out other forms,if possible, upon the unqinent of their con-
ception. As in the past, Frank Moss will
be Dr. Parkhurst's right-hand man in car-
rying out the net,policy. Exposures of
vice In. this city made during the recent
campaign convinced rmembers of the socie-
ty that the time had come to strike.
"We believe," said Mr. LugAr, "that the

public and the new city officials are ready
to co-operate with jisi' Although we have
been contemplatink thi'llne of action for
some time, we have' been unable to take
the step for lacit port. The adminis-
tration which retf.r orn offce on Janu-
ary 1 wAuld not 5.il4'bjt was etid-nt. to
us that unt1'the btween 'those in
authority and, the c class was wiped
out it was useless' to do ore than bi.tle
with existing ci'ne. Aftethe beginningof the new year we are confident of havingthe co-operation of city and state officials,from 'the police sergeant to Governor
Odell."
Dr. Parkhurst would not say just how

he contemplates conducting the campaign
or what particular form of vice he will
strke at first. "It would not be a wise
polidy," said he, "to give our enemies an
Inkling of our plans. Besides, this society
never makes public what It is go!ng to do."

Local Option Bill.
A tentative sketch of a bill to give local

option to New York city on the Sunday
opening question is being prepared by cer-
tain men who took part in bringing about
the fusion of the anti-Tammany forces.
The general features of the bill, it is un-
derstood, meet with the approval of Gov-
ernor Odell. It is also of such a charac-
ter that the up-state republicans, it is be-
lieved, can support 4LtIpithout incurring the
disapproval of their .constituents. Substan-
tially it will provide that at the elections
at which assemblymen are voted for the
citizens of cities of the first class may vote
