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Pordage until after witness had learned
from Mr. De Buy that Hawks had made
the port-closing proposition.

The first doubt witness had of Hawks
Was when he discovered the latter was
using the names of high government offi-
clals In connectlon with the hemp ports.
#t had been understood by wlitness from
the first that the connection with the com-
pany of these officials was to be purely in-
dividual in character. This was Impressed
upon witness the very first time the matter
was broached, the day Hawks called him
out of Major Helstand's room. Upon re-
turning to the room witness sald he sat
down to finish up his army accounts when
Major Helstand and Mr. Louls B. Jackson
talked about the hemp company, and in
this conversation it was empbatically de-
clared that all connectlon that officials
might have with the company would be in
& personal sense only.

Replying to Mr. Needham, witness sald
his first meeting with Hawks was in this
efty, when the latter told witness that he
had come on here to secure the retention
of his regiment in the service. Hawks told
witness that the officers and men of the
regiment had ratsed §£1,000, and would raise
$2.0% more to accomplish the object.

Witness dld not know what thils fund was
to be used for other than for Maj. Hawkes’
expenses. Hawks suggested that witness
make a similar move in behalf of his regl-
ment’'s retention.

Tentimony of Thomas S. Hopkins.

Mr. Thomas 8. Hopkins of this city was
saworn, after Judge Mackey had vainly en-
deavored to get some extracts from the
army regulations In the record. He told
of going to New York at Major Harrison's
suggestion and meeting Hawks. At the
first Interview Hawks unfolded a plan to
erect a hemp factory in Manlla.

large dealers in hemp, he wanted to know
everything there was to be known. The
eonditions surrounding the hemp industry
weére very peculiar at that time. There wera

all sorts of rumors in circulation. The sup-
ply of hemp was short, without apparent
good reason, and there were hints of cor-
ruption going around. At no time during
the conversations with Hawks, however,
did the witness take him seriously regard-
Ing his representations about the control of
hemp ports,

.- This conciuded Mr. Hopkins' testimony.
Remembered No Details of Conversa-
tion.

. David B. Caldwell, former private secre-
ftary to Assistant Attorney General Boyd
&nd now a law elerk in the Department of
Justice, was the first witness called after
recess. He testified that he knew Mr.
Hawks and had heard him converse with
{ Mr. Boyd on Philippine hemp, but eould not
remember any details of such talks.

The witness was thereupon excused, hav-
iIng occupled the stand a shorter period than
any other, and Mr. Hawks was recalled by
his counsel.

Hawks Contradicts Harrison.

Asked if he had ever told Duncan B.
Harrison that he could open or close the
hemp ports at will, witness replied that he
had never made such a statement to any
one.

Interrogated about Harrison's testimony
regarding the fund for the retention of
witness’ regiment in the service, the latter
swore that he had not $1,000, but $100, and
pald $70 of that to Dudley and Michener as
Attorneys, the understanding being the firm
would receive about 21,000 in addition if

the regiment was retained.

He denied many of Harrison's statements
regarding thelr meetings and conferences,
end said he first talked with Harrison
about the hemp project in New York. and
declared he had no remembrance of the
talk in the “War . Dapartmeng corridor.

Hawks was still on the stand when The

Orders Issued to Hasten the Depar-
ture of the Z7th Infantry.

Orders have been issued to hasten the de-
parture of the battallions of the 27th Regl-
ment of Infantry, stationed at.Plattsburg
barracks, New York ,and Fort McPherson,
Georgla, to thelr respective points of de-
barkation for the Philippines, in order that
their present quarters may be occupled by
the two battalions of the 23d Infantry, now
€n route to New York on the transport Bu-
ford. These latter troops are fresh from
the Philippines, and came home by the
Buez canal route. The Buford left Gibral-
tar a few da¥s ago, and is due at New
York on the 27th Instant. It s probable
that one battalion of the 23d will be as-
signed to Plattsburg barracks and the other
to Fort McPherson. Two battallons of the
27th Infantry will be detained at the Pre-
sidlo of San Franecisco until transportation
to the Philippines becomes available. The
other battalion of that regiment will prob-
ably make the trip to Manila from New
York by way of the Mediterranean.

TO CURE DIPHTHERIA

ST. LOUIS, November 18.—Coroner Funk-
hauser today rendered a verdict, finding the
8t. Louls health department negligent in
the preparation of diphtheria anti-toxin,
the administration of which recently caused
the deaths by lockjaw (tetanus) of seven
children.
The verdiet in part is as follows:
““We find that the deceased came to thelr
death from tetanus, following the adminis-
tration of diphtherla anti-toxin contiining
tetanus toxin, sald diphtheria anti-toxin
having been prepared and Issued by the
health department of the eity of 8t. Louls
and bearing dates on labels of August 24
and September 30, 1901.
“The presence of tetanus toxin in the
diphtherla anti-toxin shows negligence on
the part of the health department in the
preparation of sald diphtheria anti-toxin
and in the issuance thereof.
(Signed)

For some time the clty health department
has been making antl-toxin for use in diph-
theria cases. This was dlstributed among
practicing physicians throughout the clty,
free of charge, and used In the city institu-
tions quite generally.

The serum was
obtained from horses that are said to have
contracted tetanus,

KAISER DISCUSSES BATTLE SHIPS.

Declares Germany Leads the World in
Quality of Ships.

BERLIN, November 18.—Emperor Will-
fam participated in the debate of the So-
ciety of Naval Engineers today on the sub-
ject of placing heavy guns on battle ships
and its effect upon their deslgn and con-
struction. His majesty referred to the in-
fluence of military requirements upon the
development of ship constructlon and artil-
lery and pointed out how the aim of Ger-
many had always been to allow the opinion
of the officers who had to navigate ships to
have as much welght and influence as pos-
sible on the shipbuilder and the constructor.

Germany was also the first natlon able to
place a captain still on the active list at
the head of the construction bureau. He
belleved that the types of vessels now be-
ing launched In German yards represented
the very best needed for the purposes of
the country or that could be demanded from
the aplendid constructors and magnificent
yards of Germany.

The meeting was held in the technieal
school at Charlottenburg. Admiral Tirpitz,
secretary of the admiralty, was present.

CHARGED WITH COUNTERFEITING.

Attorney John L. Semple Placed on

Trial in Philadelphin,
PHILADELPHIA, November 18.—John L.
Semple, a lawyer of Camden, N. J., was
placed on trial today in the United States
district court before Judge McPherson,
charged with alding and abetting Arthur
Taylor and Baldwin 8. Bredell in making,
{ssuing and attempting to circulate coun-
terfeit $20 notes. Semple is the thirteenth
man to be arrested in connection with the
celebrated Lancaster, Pa., revenue stamp
counterfeiting conspiracy conceived by Ja-
cobs and Kendlg, cilgar manufacturers of
that city in 1807. Nine men have gone to
the penitentiary for their part In the crime
and three others are In the county prison
awaliting sentence.

The government is represented by Uniited
States District Attorney Holland, who will
be aided by Assistant United States Attor-
ney General James B. Beck. The latter
prosecuted the other cases against the con-
spirators.

A LUNACY INQUIRY.

Petition to Have Mrs. Mary I. Decker
Examined by Physicians.

A petition was filed in the Supreme Court
of tha DMstrict of Columbia today by Rear
Admiral Aaron Ward Weaver of the United
Btates navy, through Attorney A. Leftwich
Sinclair, in which the admiral asks the
court to Inquire into and determine the
mental condition of his daughter, Mrs.
Mary I. Decker of this city. Mrs. Decker
is the wife of Lieutenant Decker of the
United States navy, who is now away from
home.

Admiral Weaver explains to the eourt In
his petition that his daughter is believed
by him to be a “lunatic of homicidal and
otherwise dangerous tendencies, and that
she has been such a lunatic since the 1lith
of November, 1001; that the cause of her
lunacy, If, in fact, it exists, is unknown to
your petitioner, but if the representations
made to your petitioner be true, the said
Mary I. Decker 1s unfit to be at large, and
your petitioner believes that if she be per-
mitted to remain at large the rights of
persons and property will be greatly jeop-
ardized, the preservation of the pubiic peace
imperiled and the commission of crime
rendered probable.”

According to the petition, Mrs. Decker
has been a resident of the District of Co-
lumbla for twenty years.

Upon the flling of the petition, Justice
Barnard, on motion of Attorney Sinclair,
appointed Drs. Carl H. A. Kleinschmidt
and Louis Mackall, Jr.,, to examine Mrs.
Decker, to the end that they may be able
to testify as to her sanity at a hearing
which will take place before Justice Bar-
nard on Friday next at 1 o'clock p.m., in
the room of Criminal Court No. 2.

Mrs. Decker is now at the Government
Hospital for the Insane, having been placed
there by her father Saturday last for con-
finrement, pending the result of the judicial
investigation.

The exact form of the mental trouble with
which Mrs. Decker Is suffering could not be
ascertalned, but it Is understood to be a
gienml breaking down of the mental facul-
tles,

YEXT OF CONVENTION STILL SECRET

Agreement Regarding the Pro-
posed Isthmian Canal.

AWAITS SENATE’S APPROVAL

Secretary Hay and Lord Pauncefote, the
Britlsh ambassador, at 12:05 o'clock to-
day. signed the new Hay-Pauncefote treaty.

This treaty is intended to replace the first
Hay-Pauncefote treaty. That convention
was amended so extenslvely by the United
States Senate at its last session that the
British government declined to ratify it,
Within & few weeks negotlations began
afresh between Secretary Hay and Lord
Pauncefote, which have just resulted in the
signature of the new treaty, drawn with
special reference to the objections found by
the Senate with the first treaty.

Text of Treaty Secret.

From a due sense of the courtesy which
must be observed toward the United States
Senate wherever a treaty Is concerned, the
Btate Department 18 estopped from mak-
Ing public the text of the new convention,
and that document will remaln secret un-
til the Senate Itself shall break the seal of
confidence. It is said at the State Depart-
ment that the various publications which
have been made of the alleged text of the
treaty are all erroneous and conjectural,
though, in view of the rather free admis-
sions that have been made of the purposes
of the negotiators, it has been possible by
the use of the text of the older treaty to
construct one very slmilar in general terms
to the new convention.

Sole Guarantor of Neutrality.

The principal point of difference between
the new and the failed treaty ls the with-
drawal of Great Bfitaln from the joint
guarantee of the neutrality of the canal,
thus leaving the United States the sole
guarantor. The excision of the old provis-
ion respecting the right to fortify the canal
leaves that right by Inference optional with
the United States. All commerce of what-
ever nationality passing through the canal
will fare alike; there will be no diserimina-
tlon in rates in favor of United States ship-
ping.

Otherwise the new treaty is In scope
similar to last year's treaty. It replaces
technically the Clayton-Bulwer treaty,
drawn on April 19, 1850. By the terms of
that old convention the United States and
Great Britain agreed that neither should
seek any advantage In rights of transit
across the isthmus. By the new conven=
tion Great Britaln yields her right in favor
of the United States, which is thus at lib-
erty to construet a canal.

Awalts Senatorial Action.
Nothing more remains to be done, so far
as this treaty is concerned, before the Sen-
ate meets, or, indeed, until the treaty has
been either ratifted, rejected or amended.
Supposing it is ratified, the State Depart-
ment will proceed immediately to negotiate
the necessary treaties with Costa Riea and
Nicaragua, for which it has already ar-
ranged In protocols pending before the
Senate,

These treaties permit the canal to be
constructed and prescribe the terms upon
which the consent of Nicaragua and Costa
Rica is given. It was In antlcipation of
action on this line, it Is presumed, that
the Nicaraguan government only recently
denounced the treaty of trade and com-
merce with the United States. That treaty
centained sections conveying rights as to
canal construction which are to be re-
placed by more modern provisions..

The Ceremeny of Signing.

There was no particular ceremony ccn-
nected with the signature today of the im-
portant convention. Lord Pauncefote had
been indisposed for several days past, and
it was not expected that the treaty could
be signed before the end of the current
week. However, to the surprise of the
State Department officlals, the ambassador
appeared at the department about nocon
and the work of signing the treaty was
soon dispatched.

The scene was the historic diplomatic
chamber of the State Department. Beside
the principals, Secretary Hay and Lord
Pauncefote, there were present Mr. Sidney
Smith, chief of the diplomatic bureau of
the State Department; Mr. Percy Wynd-
ham, the second secretary of the British
embassy, and Willlam Gwin and Edward
Bavoy, the Secretary of State's private mes-
sengera, whose duty it was to attend to the
aflixing of the seals. The treaty was signed
by Secretary Hay with a gold pen in a
sllver penholder, which has already been
used in the signature of other conventions
and is the personal property of the Becre-
tary.

MR. GAGE'S BOND PURCHASES.

Today's Aggregated Over $2,000,000,
Making Total of Over $11,000,000.
Secretary - Gage's bond purchases today

aggregate over $2,000,000, with correspond-
ing disbursements. Up to Saturday the pur-
chases were $7,239,150 par value, causing
disbursements of $0,078,261. Today'a dis-
bursements will run the total to considera-
bly over $11,000,000.

A number of national banks have with-
drawn their 2 per cent bonds during the
month and sold them to the treasury, be-
lHeving that the profits on the sale of the
bonds were greater than the profits on ecir-
culation which the bonds had to guaran-
tee. So the circulation of the banks has
been cut down, the bonds withdrawn and
sold. The law does not permit over $3,000,-
000 in withdrawals durilng any month, and
80 Treasurer Roberts had to refuse further
withdrawals since some time before the
middle of the month.

The suit has been before the court for
many years and involves a claim on a pol-
lcy Issued to one.

-When claim
was made for payment upon his policles,
which had been issued by three different
insurance companies, payment was refused
on the plea of fraud,-the claim being made
that the body of .another man h been
substituted for that of Hillmon.

That
commission made an: order requiring the
express company to supply the stamps, with
which the company.expressed a willingness
to comply. .Mr. Dinsmore belng a stock-
holder in the express company brought suit
to enjoin the company. The circuit court
of appeals declded agalnst him, and he
brought the case into the Supreme Court.
Justice Harlhn's opinion affirmed that of
the circuit court, largel¥ on the ground that
the amendatery act of the last session of
Congress had repealed the stamp tax on
bills of lading of express companies,

Exemption From Taxation.

An oplnion was rendered In the case of the
Gulf and Ship Island- Rallway Company
against George P. Hughes, a tax collector
in Mississippl, the opinion belng delvered
by Justice Brown.

| and franchises for 1900, in accordance with

a writ- of mandamus ‘issued by Judge
Thompson in the Sangamon elrcult court
and affirmed by the supreme court, was
commenced at 10 o'clock today in the
United States circuit., court before Judge
Humphrey. The complainants alleged that
such an assessment would be in violation
of the Constitution of the United States, as
‘an assessment had been made last year by
the board.

The arguments today bore on the appli-
cation of the city of Chicago to become &
party defendant in the case.

Assistant Corporation Counsel Schofield
urged that the city of Chicago be allowed
to become a party defendant because the
state board of equalization, having been
convicted of fraud according to Judge
Thompson’s and the supreme court’s de-
cislons In the fallure to properly assess
these corporations last year, would not
likely defend this sult' before them, in
which the points at issue were those which
had been passed upon by courts in the
case of the Chicago Teachers’ Federation
mandamus sult against the state board of
equallzation. He also pointed out the fact
that the fallure to assess the corporations
in question would lose to the city of Chi-
cago a fund which was necessary for the
city to have to pay {ts running expenses.

Mr. Crawford's Plea.

Henry Crawford, representing the Chi-
cago Union Traction Company and the Chi-
cago Consolidated Traction Company, de-
nied the right of the city of Chicago to be
made a party defendant and claimed that
in the history of the law there had never
been in chancery proceedings an instance
where the partles other than those named
in the bill by the complainants had at this
stage of the proceedings been allowed to
make themselves defendants. He also de-
nled the right of the chancellor to declde
what parties should become defendants and
alleged the city of Chicago had no interest
in the case.

Mr. Crawford contended that if the city
of Chicago was a defendant he could see
no relief for it. He said the city of Chi-
cago was endeavoring to Introduce a prac-
tice in the state courts and in the federal
courts, where the practice of the old Eng-
lish law prevailed, in trying to thus become
defendants in chancery proceedings at this
Btage,

Attorney General Hamlin, on behalf of
the state board of equalization, was the
last speaker.

He said that the people of Illinois were
the real defendants in the case, and that

ATTORNEYS SUED FOR DAMAGES.

Plaintiff Objects to Contents of Papers
Filed in Court.

The Supreme Court of the District of Co-
lumbia is asked to decide whether attor-
neys are llable in damages for statements
and declarations made in papers filed in
court proceedings.

The question is raised in a suit for dam-
ages filed this afternoon by Nicholas T.
Haller, through his attorneys, Charles W.
Darr and Joseph Salomon, against Charles
Francls Carusl and Alexander Wolf for
$20,000.

The plaintiff alleges that November 18,
1901, In a paper writing purporting to be a
bill in equity, in which the defendants,
Carusi and Wolf, are complainants and the
Unlon Surety and Trust Company and Wm.
Oscar Roome are defendants, and to which
suit Haller was not a party, the defendants
made statements and charges tending to in-
jure the said Haller in his business and
reputation.

The paragraph to which Mr. Haller takes
exception is alleged to have read as fol-
lows: *'Nicholas T. Haller, an architect,
practically insolvent, and the Union Surety
and Guaranty Company, the American Sav-
ings Bank and Nicholas T. Haller co-oper-
ated in the business transactions in the fol-
lawing manner:

Nicholas T. Haller, elther personally or
through an agent, would secure vacant
land, and then, upon assurance that he
would furnish bonded security for the per-
formance of his contract, would obtain
from third es loans for the purpose of
erecting buildings on the said land.

“The Union Surety and Guaranty Com-
pany would then offer themselves as surety
for Haller upon condition that the money

PROSPECY OF FUTURE DULLNESS

Action of Governor of Minnesota
Also a Deterring Factor.

GENERAL MAREKET REPORTS

NEW YORK, November 18.—The stock
market opened with some degree of irregu-
larity this morning, and the volume of
business reflected a declded decrease. Com-
mission houses were less active and traders
were virtually in control of prices. An en-
gagement of §7,110000 gold for export
checked the buying &nd counteracted the
good effect of Baturday’'s bank statement.

Bankers were asked for opinions on the
subject of the gold outflow and in a ma-
jority of instances the replies indicated
that there was nothing to fear from the
money market. Just why such sanguine
views should prevall is not clear, and the
public eannot be brought Into the market
while gold is going to Europe.

Bond purchases by the government may
offset the outflow to some extent, but the
public needs something more substantial

than this as an incentive to new risks. The
condition of the money market is not such
as to stimulate the stock market, and
maintaining prices will be quite enough of
a task without seeking to improve them.

The holiday season rarely brings activity
of a desirable kind, and this season seems
destined to follow custom. Preparations for
January disbursements will shortly be un-
der way and then public interest Is out of
the question.

Another factor of a deterrent character
was the announcement that the state of
Minnesota would enjoin the proposed North-
ern Securities Company transaction.

This information was of course not wel-

comed In the street, and there is consider-
able difference of opinion as to the proba-
ble outcome of this action.
of antagonism, however, must, in all rea-
sonable probabtlity, put a damper upon the
pulbié::i's enthusiasm for the securities In-
volved.

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CIGARETTES IN ENGLAND.

Their Consumption Increased by
Anglo-American Tobacco War,
From the London Mafl.

The Anglo-American tobacco war has
produced some surprising revelations re-
garding the number of cigarettes consumed
in this country, and has Incidentally led to
inquiries as to how the enormous demand
is met by the manufacturers. The popular
cigarette of today is made by machinery.
The contrivance favored by the firm which
has been-acquired by Mr. Duke is capable
of turning out 430 cigarettes per minute,
while the machine used by Messrs. W, D.
and H. 0. Wills, limited—the leaders of the
resistance which 1s beilng offered to the
American invasion—ean comfortably pro-
duce 200,000 clgarettes In a working day of
ten hours.

Each of these great factories has scores
of its respective machines at work, and
either, it is belleved, could, if necessary,
continuously make cigarcites from jyear-
end to year-end at the rate of 120,000,000
per week. Some idea of the stupendous
vogue which the cigarette has gained in
this country may be gathered from the
fact that quite recently one of the great
firms mentloned was working its whole
plant night and day. Though the machinea
used by leading firms differ conslderably in
appearance, their working principle Is prac-
tically the same. The tobacco I8 put into &
kind of hopper and Is forced into a tube
which runs the entire length of the ma-
chine. Meanwhile a spool of what looks
like thin white ribbon, but which is really
cigarette paper, has been rapldly unfolding
itself, and has met the long strip of com-
pressed tobacco, resembling now nothing
s0 much as thick brown string.

Paper and tobacco travel along together
for a short distance, until the edges of the
former are gradually bent round the strip
of weed s0 that they nearly meet. Then at
the exact moment the ouler edge of the
paper just touchea a little gummed wheel,
the other edge quickly adheres, and a kuife
cuts the continuous eight-foot clgarette into
required lengths as It passes, and the fin-
ished article is ready for the packing case,
The machine employed by Messrs, Wills
is the only one in this country that
“crimps"” instead of gums the clgarettes;
in other words, the edges are joined by
pressing.

The *“cigarette habit” is of comparatively
recent growth in Great Britain. When the
first machine was brought for exhibition
purposes to this country all the English
manufacturers refused to entertain it ex-
cept Messrs. Wilis. The fact was, that so
limited was the use of the cigarette in Eng-
land that by one day's working the m
chine could have stocked any tobacco fag~
tory for a week. Messrs. Wills' cigaret
trade was the only one large enough to
regular work for the newcomer. The ma-
chine halled from the United States, wherd"'
even then something lke 2,150,000,000 ci-
garettes were made annually.

An authority estimates that quite 10 per
cent of the population of the united king-
dom are cigarette amokers, and that they
consume on an average flve a day all the
year round—say, about 7,000,000,000, That
represents 9,500 tons of tobacco, which, if
placed on railway trucks capable of cm:
ing two tons each, would form a
about seventeen and one-half miles long.
The machines of England turn out every
year 331,000 miles of cigarettes—enough to
go fourteen times round the globe.

And yet, despite this enormous smoking
of the machine-manufactured variety, ther
are more hand-made cligarettes consum
than ever. The connoisseur—the smoker
with the refined supersensitive palate—de-
clares that he can taste the metal of the
machine in the cheaper brands! Hand-
made ttes cost about half a crown &
thousand to make. Machines turn out the
same number for twopence-farthing.

“The cheaper cigareties are made,” sald
an authority to the writer, “the
will be the number of smokers, but
place of the best hand-made brands will
never be taken by the commoner varieties.”
