fSANTELIMANN'$ APPEAL

REVIEW OF CONTEST 2ETWEEP

LABOR BODIES AND MARINE BAND.

Salary of Band Members Inadequate
to Support Themo-Matter Dis-

eussed In Detail.

An appeal which seems likely to give
thea controversy almost national proportions
has been addressed to the American Feder-
ation of Labor by W. H. Santelmann, lead-
er of the United States Marine Band, con-

cerning the fight of the local musical union
against the employment of th'e bandsmen
in Washington theaters. Should the Feder-
ation of Labor act upon the representa-
tions of Lieut. Santelmann it is understood
a complete review of the matter will be
undertaken by the national body and a
definite decision reached which will end the
whole issue. Whether such a review shall
be had or not the bandsmen hope and ex-
pect the statement of their case to present
the issue squarely for the judgment of the
Washington theater-going public.

Santelmaan's Letter.
Lieut. Santelmann's letter follows:
"The American Federation of Musicians,

which has its headquarters.-In St. Louis,
and which Is part of the American Federa-
tion of Labor, embodied some years ago
the following in its constitution::
" 'Article 14. No members of the Amer-

ican Federation of Musicians shall be per-
mitted at any time to play a paid engage-
ment with any enlisted man of the United
States army or navy.'
"This, of course, makes an enlisted man

of the army or navy ineligible to member-
ship in the American Federation of Musi-
clans. But they do not stop here. They
use every available means to prevent the
members of the military bands from prac-
ticing their profession in public, and in
many cases have gone so far as to protest
against appearing with army or navy bands
in civic processions.
"In order to back up their extraordinary

assumption of authority, members of- the
Federation of Musicians connected them-
selves with the American Federation of
Labor, an organization which numerically,
I understand, leads all other associations
banded together for self-preservation. With
a full knowledge of the power of the Amer-
ican Federation of Labor, a few local musi-
cians secured a charter from the American
Federation of Musicians as Musical Union
No. 161, thus acquiring' the prestige of the
Central Labor Union of this city, which is
corposed of the combined labor organiza-
tions of the capital. Immediately after
being recognized as in good standing and
organized under the laws of the na-
tional body, -this musical union served no-
tice upon the various theatrical managers
of the city that they must discharge every
member of the United States Marine Band
having a position in the several orchestras,
while the other members of the orchestra
must affiliate themselves with Musical
Union No. 161; otherwise the theaters fall-
ing to heed the notice would find themselves
gazetted on the unfair list, a labor publica-
tion which enumerates the business houses
that should not be patronized.

Results in DISmissals.
"As a result of this notice six members

of the Marine Band were discharged. The
places of three of these men, howaver,
could not be filled from the ranks of Local
No. 161, and the leaders of the orchestra
were compelled to import men to take the
places of those who were dropped, sot l.e-
cause of lack of ability, mark you, but be-
cause they were part of the army and navy
of the United States, charged with the
grave responsibility of protecting the coun-
try and the flag. Two of the seven places
of amusement, replying to the notice of
Local No. 161, stated that they could not
get along without the assistance of inem-
hers of the Marine Band, and thus far no
changes have occurred in the personnel
of the two orchestras attached to said
theaters.
"So much for the history of this unfor-

tunate difficulty, which I have tried to
state without bias, that the public might
understand clearly the stand Musical Union
No. 161 has taken against the enlisted men
of the army and navy.
"While they bar from membership in

their union members of the United States
Marine Band, the Cavalry Band at Fort
Myer and the Engineers' Band at the
arsenal, they enroll in the organization
members of the National Guard Band, and
the Soldiers' Home Band, a band which is
paid a monthly salary, and is provided
with commutation of rations and quarters
just as an army or navy band is.
"The contention of the Local No. 161 is

that military bands should confine them-
selves to the parade grounds and band
rooms, and if they do not receive pay
enough the government should come to
their relief. That is all very well, but any
one familiar with the subject of legislation
knows how hard it is even to secure abso-
lutely necessary appropriations to carry out
the provisions of previous laws. It would
not matter how much pay an enlisted mu-
sician might receive if his artistic ability
were confined to parade grounds and band
rooms; no first-class musician would ever
join a military band. It is public criticism
that encourages the ambitious artist, and
it is to the public the conscientious, hard-
working musician appeals for support. The
United States, standing as it does at the
head of the nations in commercial su-
premacy. in manufactures, and, as we be-
lieve. in arms, should stand at the head
in the artistic excellence of its army and
navy bands; but this high standard can
never be attained if a local union shall pass
upon the character of the music of the
community and upon the fitness of mu-
sicians to enter the ranks of said union.
the only requisite being that he must not
be an enlisted man.

Salary Inadequate..
"The members of the Marine Band can-

not live in Washington if they are kept
out of taking engagements other than the
band duties. The Marine Band, which
should be the representative organization
of its kind in the country, will, shortly, if
the rule laid down by the Local No. 161 is
to become the law of the capital city of the
nation, cease to hold its artistic stand2ing
attained through a hundred years of work.
The fact that I have never solicited an en-
gagement for the band since I have been
at the head of the organization should be
accepted as an assurance that the Marine
Band, instead of being a hurt, is a benefit
to local musicians. It should not be for-
gotten also that if this organization is
barred from taking outside engagements,
Washington will be overrun with musicians
from all over the country seeking engage-
ments. What will the consequences be
f~n this influx of new material? Prices
w.ill be lowered, standards of musicianly
excellence decreased, and what has taken
years to bild up will be destroyed in a
month.
"For the sake of higher musical thought,

for the honor of the capital. Central Labor
Union should not give sanction to so arbi-
trary and so unjust a rule as Musical
Union Local No. 161 would fasten upon our
people."

CAVNLLATON01OF TAX SAsAL

Adverse Optatin Readeed Ia Case Of
Mrs. WilaM Lamsb.=

A. . Duvai, the attorney for the
trict, has submitted an opinion to the
trict Comnisetoners In regard to the appli-
cation of Mes. Hufty & Hutty, at-
torneys for Mrs. Lillian Lamb, for the can-
cellation of a tax sale of property in Mount
Pleasant, made April 17, 2W9, for default
in payment of the general tax for the year
1898. The applicants also requested on be-
half of Mrs. Lamb the discharge and re-
lease of the property from the lien of the
tax. Mr. Duvall recommends that the re-
quests be denied.
The application was based upon the fact

that July 13, 1899, there was Issued to Mal-
colm Hufty a certified statement of taxes
under the act of Congress approved Feb-
ruary 6, 1879, as amended May 13, I92,
from which certified statement there was
omitted any reference to the tax sale It
was claimed that such a tax sale should
have been noted. The assessor reported
that the omission to note the tax sale was
an error of his Mffice, and that therefore,
the application should be allowed.
"I am of the opinion." continues Mr.

Duvall, "that this case* doeir not presentthe question of the effect of the order of
the Commissioners respecting the noting of
certain .taw sales, which requirement is not
within the statutory provision of the said
act of Congress. The certified statement
in question was Issued July 11, 1899, to
Malcolm Hutty; it was not issued to Mrs.
Lillian Lamb, or in connection with any
transaction of hers relating to said prop-
erty, and she was not a 'subsequent pur-chaser' thereof within the meaning of said
act of Congress.
"It appears that on April 9, 1901, nearlytwo years after the Issuance of said certi-

fied statement, the property was conveyedto Mrs. Lillian Lamb. At that time the
written report of the collector of taxes filed
in the office of the recorder of deeds
showed the tax sale of 1899, and this was
notice to her; want of knowledge thereof
on her part was the result of her failure to
exercise ordinary diligence in ascertainingthe condition of the title of the property.I am of the opinion that she was not .usti-fled In acting upon the above mentioned
certified statement of taxes, which had
not been issued to her, or for her beneait,and the application should, therefor, be
denied."

ARMY RELIEF SOCIETY.

Election of Om1cers and Transaction
of Routine Business.

Mrs. Nelson A. Miles was re-elected
president of the District branch of the
Army Relief Society at a meeting of that
organization held Saturday at Mrs. Miles'
residence. Mrs. George Sternberg was re-
elected vice president; Mrs. Herman
Schreiner, recording secretary; Mrs. Wil-
liam C. Borden, 'corresponding secretary,
and Mrs. Theodore E. True, treasurer. The
latter reported that $1,213.30 had been
raised during the year, and a surplus re-
mained. Mrs. deorge Sternberg, chairman
of the committee on educational endow-
ment, reported the placing of one scholar
at the Mount Vernon Seminary, this city,and the refusal of Columbian College to en-
ter a youth, upon the plea that he must
be a graduate of the High School to be
entitled to admission. The endowment in
both Instances was secured through the
generosity of an outsider.
Mrs. Sternberg also made a verbal report

regarding the money contributed by the
organization for relief work In the Philip-pines during her recent trip to Manila. In
this connection Mrs. Sternberg explainedthat owing to the fact that the army was
on the move continually, and the wide ex-
tent of the islands devoid of co-operative
action, she found it impossible to secure
the assistance of any one in authority will-ing to undertake the responsib!lity of dis-
tribution. She reported the return of the
secretary's check uncashed.
"Not. but what there Is great need of

relief In the army," explained Mrs. Stern-
berg, "as there are countless cases in
the Philippines, as in the United States,of dire -necessity through the ravages of
war, but under existing conditions - and
the scattered location of the sufferers it
will be impossible for us to act until some
uniform method can be established."

DEATH OF HENRY WALKER.

The Oldest Printer in Washington
Passes Away.

Eighty years of active service in Wash-k
ington and Georgetown printing establish-
ments were ended late Saturday night by
the death at Providence Hospital of Henry
Walker, at the age of ninety-seven-the
oldest typographer in the city. From 1818,
when a Mr. Ryan established in George-
town a tri-weekly known as the Metropoli-
tan, Mr. *alker served as a compositor-
under Peter Force, William Greer, Duff
Green, Cornelius Wendell and the Messrs.
Rives, all known as public printers; as
foreman of the old Congressional Globe
composing room, and in the government
printirg office until the early '80's. His ca-
reer as a printer is viewed, therefore, asIncluding every phase and spanning the
whole period of the development of modern
typography.
Mr. Walker was born in Georgetown, Au-

gust 24, 1805. His reminiscences date ba'ck
before the organization of the obl Columnbia
.Typographical Society In 1827, of which
body he was a charter member, and of Co-
lumbia Typographical Union, No. 101. When
the former organization was created print-
ers were employed at a wage of $9 per week
and worked ten hours a day. Mr. Walker
.lived to see the printer's day shortened to
eight hours and his wage increased. One
of his most entertaining recollections con-
cerned the administration of President An-
drew Jackson. Mr. Walker was then locked
in a room to set type for what was known
as "The Eaton Circular"--a document in
defense of the beautiful Mrs. Peggy Eaton,Vthose charms almost disrupted Old Hick-
ory's cabinet.
Three children survive the veteran printer--John T. Walker and Malcolm Walker of

this city and a daughter, Ida Semms, who
is employed in the Roosevelt Hospitail, in
New York city.

DEATH OF WILLIAM GWIN.

For Thirty Years Was Chief Messen-
ger to the Secretary of State.

William Gwin, who for thirty years serv-
ed as chief messenger to the Secretary of
State, Is dead. He had been in feeble
health for some time, but persisted in stick-
ing to his work and was at his post Satur-
day last. He died at his residence, 11:
18th street, last night from a chronic stom-
ach complaint.
William Gwin was a veteran of the war

of the rebellion, leaving served in both the
army and the navy. He was born in Vir-
ginia, but was appointed from the District
of Columbia by Hamilton Fish to the post
he held at the time of his death. He served
continuously ever since under each succeed-
ing Secretary of State. He was a faithful,
conscientious employe and enjoyed the con-
fidence and respect of his superiors and as-
sociates in office. Many Important diplo-
matic secrets were known to him in his
professional capacity, but the great conhi-
dence placed in him by the respective
heads of the department under whom he
served was never betrayed by eithq word
or deed. He was one of the best known and
most popular colored men of the District.

DOER CAUSE EXPLAINED.

Appeal to People of United States by
Pretorian Paster.

The Boer cause in South Africa was pre-
sented last night from the pulpit of the
Grace Reformed Church by Rev. Hermann
von Broekhuizen, formerly pastor of the
principal church at Pretoria, South Africa_
and chaplain of the volksraad, a soldier,
and now an exile from his country. In the
course of his address he said:

t'I appeal-to you, the people of the United
States, to raise your voice in protest, and
when you do, it will mean the liberty of
South Africa. The cause of this war, which
has practically devastated an entire nation,
is the glamour of gold in the Johannesburg
gold felds. Chamberlain and those asso-
ciated with him see nothing but this gold,
but we of South Africa can say with Bis-
marck: 'South Africa will be England's
grave.' England has been pouring men
into Africa for two years, and we are still
unconquered. Rhodes said in the Cape Col-
ony parliament: 'The two black spots in
South Africa must be made red; and theyare being made red, only it is with theblood of Englishmen, and they cannotmuch olnger stand the drain.'In asking for the aid of the American peo-ple. Mr. von Broekhuizen said that theprinciples of future warfare are being laid
down in South Africa. If in the future a
foreign enemy should invade the UnitedStates, Gerniany or England, they would
say that, as the same thing has been done
by what professes to be the greatest Chris-
tian nation on the earth, why should they,too, not put women and childreng to the
sword.
"I have received letters from my mother,who is a frequent visitor at one of the re-concentrado camps near Pretoria," con-tinued the speaker, "telling me of instance

after instance where women and chiLdren,attempting to flee from the country andtheir English persecutors, have been fired
on. We do not blame God for this state ofaffairs, but we do blame the lack of Chris-tian feeling in Christian nationa,"
