Forecast till 8 p.m. Thursday.—For the
District of Columbia, Delaware, Maryviand
and Virginia, fair, econtinued cold tonight
and Thursday; fresh west to north winds.

Weather conditions and general fore-
cast.—The northeast storm has passed into
the Atlantic by way of Newfoundland, and
the pressure is rising rapidly from New
Engiland eastward.

Light snow continued from the lake re-
gion eastward and in the mountain districts
of Pennsylvania, Maryland and West Vir-
ginia. There was no precipitation of conse-
quence elsewhere east of the Hoeky moun-
tains, although the weather is generally
cloudy this morning. except in the upper
Mississippl valley and the central Rocky
mountain region. There was more rain
over the northern districts west of the
Rocky mountains,

Temperatures have fallen six degrees to
twelve degrees in the middle Atlantlc states
and New England, and range froem eight de-
grees to nineteen degrees below the season-
al average. Cold weather also continues in
the south Atlantic and east gulf states,

while in the interior tempergiures have
generally risen.
The weather will be fair tonight and

Thursday in the middle Atlantic states and
partly eloudy in the south Atlantic and east
gulf states, the Ohio valley, and lower lake
region, with snow flurries tonight along the
lower lakes, except extreme western Erle,
