President Roosevelt attended the annual

Foreign Attalrs.

TUnited States marines took posscssion of
the rallroad across the Isthmus of Panama
in order to guarantee unrestricted trans-
portation; Colombian insurgents and gov-
ernment troops, under General Alban,
fought at Barhacoa bridge. the insurgents
retreating; in accordance with the agree-
ment entered into by the Colombian liberals
and the conservative government's officers,
in the presence of the commanders of
American and other forcign warships, the
liberals at Colon surrendered to General
Alban, turning over their arms 1o Captain
Perry of the 1. 8. 8. Iowa, who, in turn,
handed them to the Colombian government
commander; the report that Colombia and
Venezuela had severed diplomatic relations
was confirmed. The Turkish authoriues re.
ported that Miss Stone, the kidnaped mis-
sionary, and her companion had both been
killed by the brigands who carried them off,
but a dispatch from Sofia stated that both
women were alive November 24; Consul
General Dickinson discredits the report of
their deaths. The French chamber voted
for a Chinese indemnity loan of 52000400,
The Greeclan cabinet resigned owing (o the
trouble arising from the proposed transla-
tion of the gospels Into modern Greek;
King George suspended the sitting of the
chamber of deputics at Athens. Battie Ab-
bey, with the estate appertaining thereto
of 6,000 acres, was sold in London ifo Sir
Augustus Frederick Webster for about
$1L.000,0M. At a banquet in London Sir
Thomas Lipton stated his intention of again
challenging for the cup, if no one clse came
forward with a like proposition.

In
accordance with a decree of the 'nited
States court of the castern distriet of Vir-
ginia the Washington Traction and Elee-
trie Company was sold at Norfolk, Va., for

5,000,000, the purchaser beéing Brainard
Tolles. The Washington agqueduct tunmnel
was put Into use and water began to flow
into the Boward University reservoir. One
section of the committee of twenty appoint-
ed by the last general assembiy of the
Presbyterian Church to revise the West-
minster confesston of that church met at
the Church of the Covenant to beg'n the
preparatory work. The trial of Mrs. Lola
1da Hemry Bonine for the murder of James
Scymour Ayres, jr., was contlnued during
the week. Carl H. Hofmann, charged with
offering for sale a copy of the isthmlam
canal commission’ final report, was brought
from New York to this city for trial
Thomas E. Peddicord, thirty-seven vears of
age, of Galthersburg, Md.,, was suffocated
by gas in his boarding house. Mrs. Ada
Hardy, thirty-four years old, attempted to
commit suleide by taking lauvdanum, but
her intention was frustrated by prompt ae-
tion. Col. Alexander D. Andet=on. lawyer,
commissioner to the Chicago world's fair
and a notable public man, committed sui-
cide by drowning in the Potomac river at
Mcunt Vernon. Among those who dled dur-
ing the week were John B. Brady, the in-
spector of bulldings for the District of Co-
lvmbia, and Lieut. Joseph A. Carr, a for-

mer member of the Rough Riders.
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
