TRODUCTON OF TWO DELS.

Mr. NCleas'y Meedahe, OWt

Measure An Mr. Tawner
Peiwe"danm Act.

The fight against bogus butter commenced
in the Mouse tdam, Two blis reguatng
and tvins oleomargarin were introduced.
and will be rbeftg to committee when
the appropriate committee in appointed.
Representative *oCisary reintroduced the

Grout bill of last session. It provides as,
follows:
*"hat all articim known as oleomarga,

rine, butterine, mlitatn butter, or imita-
don cheqee, or any VQetance in the aem-
blance of butter or cheese not the usual
product of the dairy and not made exchl-
lively of pure and -niadulterated milk or
eream, tlransported ino any state or terri-
try, or the District of Columbia. and re-
maining theresn toe- Mo. eonesmption. sale,
e stOrage thrbsin,.d.an upe" the arrival
within the limits of such state or territory
or the District of- Columbia, be subject to
the opeatibu and airect of the laws of such
state or territory, or the District of Co-
lumbia, enacted in tie -exercise of its policepowers to the same extent and in the same
manner as though such articles or sub-
stances had been produced in such state or
territory, or the Distict of Columbia, and
bhall not be exempt therefrom by reason of

being- introduced therein in original pack-
ages or otherwise- provided, that nothinghr this act shall be construed to permit anystate to forbid the manufacture or sale of
oleomargarine-in 0 separate and distinct
form and in such manner a. wil advise
the consumer of %its real character free
from coloration or ingredient that canses it
to look like butter.
"That on and after July 1, 19M the tax

upon oleomargarine, as prescribed in sec-
tion 8 of the act approved August 2, 1885,
anu entitled 'An act defining butter, also
imposing a tax upon and regulatIng the
manufacture, sale, importation and exporta-tion of oleomargarine,' shall be one-fourthof one cent per pound wheD the same is
not colored in Imitation of butter, but when
colored In imitation of butter the tax tobe paid by the manufacturer shall be 10
cents per pound, td be levied and collectedin accordance with tte provisions of said
act."

Representative Tawe.y's Bill.
Representative Tawney of Minnesota also

introduced an oleomargarine bill. The
terms of this bill, Mr. Tawney says, have
received the approval of the National Dairy
Union, and is understead to be indorsed by
dairymen generally, .

The bill is entitled:
A bil to amend an act entitled "An act

defining butter, also imposing a tax uponand regulating the manufacture, sale,
importation and exportation of oleomarga-rine by Increasing th4e tax on oleomargarinein certain cases and to make oleomargarineand Imitation dairy products subject to
the laws of the state or territory Into
which they are transportid."
It provides tatr.ail articles known as

oleomargarine, butterine, imitation butter.
or imitation cheese, or any substance in
the semblance of butter or cheese not the
usual product of the dairy and not made
exclusively of pwr, and unadulterated milk
or cream, transte into any state or ter-
ritory, or the rict of Columbia, and
remaining thefeif for use, consump-
tion, sale, or storage therein, shall, uponthe arrival wRkfn the limits of such
state or territory, or the District of Colum-
bia, be subject to the operation and effect
of the laws of iruch Atate or territory, or
the District of Clumila,-enacted In'the ex,
ercise of Its police powers to the same ex-
tent and in the, same manner as though
such articles or apbstances ha4 been pro-
duced in such stite or territbrf, or the Dis-
tirict of Columbh 'and sxibi not be exempt
therefrom by reasn 6f being introduced
therein in original Okekages. or otherwise;
provided, That n6tbhsN In this act shall
be construed to Terult'Yany state to forbid
the inanAwfhot r'ofoe ine Ina' selfareie And 4ftahet fornifx d- in- suc
manner as will advis6 te conshmer of its
real ciaracter free f-om coloration or in-
gredient that causes Wto look like butter.
That section 8'of an att entitled "An act

defining butter, also imposing a tax uopnand regulating the manufacturi, Wdle, Im-
portation and exportation- of oleomarga-
rine," approved August 2, 188r e, and the
same is hereby, amended so as to read as
follows:
Section 8. That upon oleomargarine, when

manufactured or seld, or removed for con-
sumption or use, and colored in imitation'
or in the semblance of butter, there shall
be assessed and collected a tax of 10- cents
per pound. to be paid by the manufacturer
thereof, and any fractional part of a poundIn a package shall be taxed -as a pound:Provided. That oleomargarine a. defined
in section 2 of the above entitled act, when
not colored or manufactured In imitation
or in the semblance of butter, shall be en-
tirely free from taxation. The tax levied
by this section shall be represented by cou-
pon stamps, and the Provisions of existinglaws governing engraving, issuing, sale,accountability, effacement and destruction
of stamps relating to tobacco and snuff, as
far as applicable, are hereby made to ap-
ply to the stamps provided for by this sec-
tion.
