NOTED OFFICIAL DEAD

Abraham D. Hazen, Former Assistant
Postmaster General, Passes Away.

IN OFFICE OVER A QUARTER CENTURY

The Funeral Services to Be Held

Tomorrow Afternoon.

BURIAL AT MT. BETHEL, PA,

Mr. Abraham D. Hazen, for many years
third assistant postmaster general, died
last evening at his residence, 1221 L
street northwest. For about a year and a
half he had been in bad health as the re-
sult of a general breaking down of the
nervous system due to a conscientlious de-
votion to duty. The announcement of his
death will not be a source of surprise to
those within the circle of his immediate
friends and acquaintances. Those who

knew him intimately realized that he had
been for some time steadily failing. His
death is sincerely deplored by those with
whom he had been officially assoclated as
well as those in the more intimate relations
of friendship.

For the past elght vears slnce leav-
ing the public service Mr. Hazen con-
tinuved to live in this ecity attending
to his law business and enjoying the rest
which comes after such an active life as
his had been during almost the entire term
of his residence. He had lived in this city
for the past thirty-five years, but his identi-
fication with the postal service during a
period extending over a quarter of a cen-
tury made him widely known.

Sketch of Hix Career.

He was born In Mount Bethel, Pa., sixty
years ago, and after graduating from La-
fayette College, Easton, Pa., he taught
school. At the breaking out of the war
he went into the service and had a position
in the commissary department. In the

month of August, 1868, he received an ap-
pointment as a $1,200 clerk In the Post Of-
fice Department, and then began a career
which continued with but a brief interval
down to the year 1893, serving under fifteen
Postmasters General, He arose rapidly in
the ranks, and in four years reached the
highest clerical grade. In the year 1873 he
was designated by the Postmaster General
as member of the board of examiners under
the elvil service reform system established
by President Grant, with George William
Curtis as chairman of the advisory board.
He was made chlef of the stamp division in
the year 1574, and three years later he was
placed at the head of the third assistant's
office. He filled this Important position with
ability, and served In that eapacity under
nine Postmasters General. He declined the
nomination as assistant attorney general
of the Post Office Department, which was
made by President Garfield in 1881,
His Final Retirement.

Mr. Hazen retired from the office in 1887,

during the term of President Cleveland, and
two years later, upon the coming in of the
Harrison administration, he returned to his
old place. He finally left the service in 1803
and continued the practice of law in this
city. .
In addition to his official duties he found
time to study law, and graduated from Co-
lumbian Law School. He was also selected
for duty on the boards in charge of the
government exhibits at the Philadelphla,
New Orleans and Chicago expositions.

Funeral services will be held at his late
residence tomorrow afternoon at 4 o'clock.
The interment will be at Mount Bethel, Pa.

Mr. Hazen's wife and his adopted daugh-
ter, Mrs. H. C. Duffy, survive him. Five
of his brothers and one sister are living,
and of the brothers three reside in this
city. They are Dr. David H. Hazen, Dr.
William P. C. Hazen and Nathan Hazen.

HE DIES ALONE.

Willard Fales, Inmate of Soldiers’

Willard Fales, an Inmate of the Soldiers’

FOR FOUR VICE ADMIRALS

PROVISIONS OF A BILL INTRODUCED
IN THE SENATE.

Howell, Remey, Farquhar and Watson
Would Be Advanced by It—Feel-
fng in Naval Cireles.

Senator Hale today Introduced a number
of bills, drafts of which had been prepared
at the Navy Department and were recom-
mended by Secretary Long.

One of the number which will undoubted-
ly attract conslderable attentlon and no
little criticism provides for four vice ad-
mirals and fourteen rear admirals to re-
place the present organization of eighteen
rear admirals divided into two classes, nine
having the relative rank and pay of major
generals in the army and nine having the
relative rank of brigadlers In the army.
' Under the proposed legislation the four vice
‘admirals will have the rank and pay of
. leutenant general in the army, and the
fourteen rear admirals the rank and To: of
‘major general. Admiral Dewey would not
'he affected by the bill and he would remain
‘at the head of the navy with the relative
rank of general In the army.

In case the bill should become & law be-
fore March next the four ranking rear ad-
mirals — Howell, Remey, Farquhar and
‘Watson—would be advanced to the grade
of vice admirals. All of these officers serv-
‘ed during the clvil war and the Spanish-
American war. Admirals Howell and Far-
quhar will retire next March, so that if the
bill be not passed by that time the four
ranking rear admirals eligible for promo-
tion would be Remey, Watson, Higginson
‘and Casey.

Inasmuch as the bill restricts appoint-
ments as vice admirals to next ranking of-
ficers on the active list it prohibits the ap-
pointment of Rear Admiral Sampson, who
now stands number seven in his grade and
retires in February next, and Rear Admliral
Schley, who is already on the retired list.
Of course, it is within the power of Con-
gress to make either or both of the officers
named vice admiral by the enactment of
special legislation to that effect. While na-
val officers generally are naturally in favor
of the proposed legislation raising the grade
of officers and making promotions all along
the line, very few of them belleve there is
any chance for the enactment of a measure
involving a radical change in the naval or-
ganization.

Other bills are to increase the number of
lieutenants from 200 to 350, and the number
of junior lieutenants and ensigns from 330
to 600; to increase naval constructors from
forty to sixty; inerease civil engineers from
twenty-one to forty:; to change the title
naval cadet to midshlpman and Increase
the number of cadets by allowing ten an-
nual appointments by the Presldaent; retir-
ing officers under the personnel bill at the
grade they now hold Instead of the next
higher grade.

ADVERSE TO CLAIMANT,

Attorney Duvall’s View of Applica-
tion for Abatement of Tax.

A, B. Duvall, attorney for the District,
has submitted an opinlon to the District
Commissifoners on the claim of W. E. Wilis,
owner of lot 4, section 9, of Barry Farm,
Anacostia, that he should be allowed an
abatement of 6 per cent in paying a water
main tax against the property. “It ap-
pears,”” says the attorney, “that the water
main assessment was levied against Mr
Wills' lot October 16, 180%; under the act
of Congress approved July 18, 1808, which
provided respecting assessments outside
the city of Washington, that the same
should be ‘due, payable and collectible on
each lot or parcel of land or premises on
and after the date on which the connection
is made from the water main to the sald lot
or parcel of land or premises,’

“The main was tapped for this lot Octo-
-ber' 9, 1901, and the assessment was paid
October 10, 1901; no Interest was charged,
it'having been paid within thirty days after
the tapping of the main. No abatement of
6 per cent was allowed because the tax was
not due, payable and collectible untll after
the main had been tapped.

“The provision of law respecting the
abatement is contalned in the 6th section
of the act of the legislative assembly ap-
proved June 23, 1873, which provided: ‘That
if the said tax shall be paid within thirty
days from the time notice was given of the
levying thereof an abatement of 6 per cent
shall be allowed on the whole amount of
the assessment.” This provision related
specifically to payment within thirty days
after the levy of the water maln tax,

““There is a lack of co-operation between
this provision and an assessment made un-
der the act of July 8, 1808, in this, that the
act of Congress appears to require an as-
esssment of the tax when the main 1Is laid,
while it declares that it shall not be due,
payable and collectible until the connection
is made from the water main to the lot.
In practical effect it results that the owner
is deprived of the benefit of the abatement
provided in the act of the legislative assem-
bly. I am of the opinion that the appii-
cant is not entitled to the abatement in
this case.”

A Man Wanted Charged With a Double
Murder. .
Bherift F. M. Turner of Allegheny county,
Va., arrived here this morning from Pitts-
burg with Louis Washington, colored,
against whom two charges of murder are
pending In the county court at Covington.
The double murder was committed about
two years ago at a mining camp called
“Dolly Ann,” in the western part of the
county. A dance was gilven by the colored
people in the camp, and Washington, who is
about twenty-three years old, became in-
volved In a row with Jim Carter about a
woman. He resorted to the use of his re-
volver and Virgil Washington, a cousin of
the prisoner, made an effort to prevent a
tragedy. Louls Washington turned upon
him and killed him. Carter was also
wound and he died the next morning. A
few days ago a colored man who had wit-
the tragedy saw Washington in
Pittsburg and caused his arrest. He was
taken to Covington this afternoon. :

The electlon was the most important
event scheduled for today's sessions.

Reports From State Workers.

For several hours the convention occupled
itself this morning with reports from state
workers. Most of the statements met with
enthusiastic favor. Nebraska reported
eight counties without a saloon. Missour}
rejoiced in the electlon of a strong anti-
saloon state government, and a fight be-
tween republican leaders, in which one of
the contestants supported anti-saloon prin-
ciples. From New York came a record of
300 townships without retail liquor traffic.

New York reported through four dele-
gales—Rev. John F. Bryant, superintendent
of the Buffalg district; Rev. George M.
Peck, D.D., of Rochester; Dr. H. W. Tope
of Poughkeepsie, Rev. T. E. Clapp of
Brooklyn. The first named detailed the
fight In Buffalo, which, he sald, closed all
the “‘concert saloons” in the city of the
pan-American exposition. Dr. Peck clted
the 300 townships without saloons. Dr,
Tope outlined the fight to be made for the
enforcement of the amended Ralnes law.
Mr. Clapp’s address concerned chiefly the
recent election in Greater New York.
