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RECEIVER APPOINTED

ACTION TAKEN AS TO JOHN W.
THOMPSON'S ESTATE.

American Security and Trust Company
to Handle All Money Until the
WIll is Colltﬂl_ed.

In the case of Ross Thompson against the
American S8ecurity and Trust Company and
others, in which the court was asked to
appoint a recelver for the estate of the
late John W. Thompson, Justice Bradley,
sitting in Equity Court No. 2, has ap-
pointed the American Security and Trust
Company receiver.

The trust company as recelver Is to take
possession of all the real and personal
property of the late John W. Thompson,
with full power to hold the property until
the further order of the court; to collect
any and all moneys due to the estate arls-
ing from the rents and profits of real es-
tate and the outstanding personal estate.
‘The receiver is further ordered to pay to
Mary Ida Thompson and Ross Thompson,
the only children of the late John W.
Thompson, sums of money equal to the re-
spective annuities provided to be paid to
them by the instrument of writing pur-
porting to be the last will and testament
of John W. Thompson.

This order is made that some one may
take charge of and manage the estate in
controversy and is without prejudice to the
rights, duties and obligations of the parties
in respect of the validity or the construe-
tion of the provision of the paper writing
dated July 5, 1808, which has been offered
for probate.

Cause of This Action.

It will be remembered that Ross Thomp-
son and Mary Ida Thompson, the only heirs
of the late John W. Thompson, refused to
consent to the probate of the Instrument
offered by the American Security and Trust
Company as the last will and testament of
John W. Thompson. Miss Thompson filed
a caveat to the will, claiming that her fath-
er was suffering from a disease of the mind,
when he signed the will and that his action
in regard to the bequests made to his chil-
dren was governed and influenced by a
strange delusion, under which he labored,
in regard to them.

Mr. Ross Thompson at the same time filed
a paper, in which he acceded to the probate
of the will provided the legal determina-
tion of certain paragraphs, which he
claimed were Indefinite and amblguous,
were decided in his favor, so as to vest title
in him to the portion devised to him at
once and not at the coming of age of his
children.

Later Mr. Thompson filed a suit In equity
against the American Security and Trust
Company and his sister and others asking
for the appointment of a receiver and for
the equitable determination of the para-
graphs of the alleged will, to which he took
exception, and it is upon this request that
Justice Bradley appointed the receiver.

An Enjoyable Program Given to a
Parkel House.

A concert that praved to be from all
points of view the most successful ever
given by that organization, began the cur>
rent serles of the public appearances of the
Washington Saengerbund gt the Columbia
Theater last night. The program was the
most ambitious yet 'attempted. Its rendi-
tion was particularly_acceptable as indicat-
ing a truer and more highly eolored inter-
pretatfon of the several composers includ-
ed than has been preyiousiy.attalned by the
bund. The theater was packed. Both the
soloists—Miss Estelle Liebling, a young so-
prano from the D en Roval opera, and
Mr. Max PBendix—were tily received
and vigorously commeénded. Finally, an
orchestra of forty Ppléces selected from
among Washington's best known perform-
ers rendered four notable seleections with
unity and spirit.

Mr. Henry Xander, the conductor of both
chorus and orchestra, Bad trained the two
organizations to a most satisfactory degree.
The bund rendered the leader’'s “Jubelk-
lange’’ by request, Franz Abt's *“Dile
Nacht,” Isemann's “‘Steh fest, du deutcher
Eichenwald,” and a setting of the Strauss
“Wein, Weib und Gesang/' by Mr. J. Weyl.
The orchestra, assisted by Miss Anita
Cluss, at the harp, accompanied the chorus
in the first and last numbers, and per-
formed also “The Marriage of Figaro,”
overture Mozart, a selection from Rein-
ecke's “Manfred,” the Gounod arrange-
ment of Bach’'s ""Meditation” and Dvorak's
“Slavonic Dance.” While both groups of
musicians appeared to decided advantage,
the orchestra was especially pleasing. In
the jubilee song of Mr. Xander, which was
rendered last spring, but which was eagerly
heard last night, the accompaniment ex-
cited much commendation, and the whole
number was enthusiastically applauded.
The three numbers which made up the or-
chestral offering in the middle of the pro-
gram were admirably performed.

Of the soloists it is sufficient to say they
maintained the high standard set by the
bund. Miss Liebling i8 a young woman, has
a voice of marked flexibility, and has been
adequately trained. Her rendition from
“Lakme,” the “Indian Bell Song,” was
heartily applauded. She subsequently sang
three numbers, Stange's "Die Bekerte,” the
“Parting’’ of Rogers and Alabieff’s “Rus-
sian Nightingale Song.” Mr. Bendix made
the most favorable impression in Washing-
ton on the occasion of an earlier concert of
the Saengerbund. He seemed hardly in the
mood last night, however, for the two
movements of Mendelssohn concerto. His
group numbers, Chopin's familiar nocturne,
Zarzycki's ‘“Mazourka' and a caprice by
Ogarew, seemed more acceptable to the per-
former and were manifestly so to the criti-
cal portlon of the audlence, who admire
this artist and always look for his best
work.

As has been Indlcated, the audience was
very large. Before the first number was
rendered the theater was filled and pros-
pective purchasers of tickets were being
turned away from the box office. All the
boxes were taken, one of them being occu-
pied by Dr. von Holleben and a party from
the German embassy.

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TRIAL OF TORPEDO GUN

FPNEUMATIC WEAFPON THREW
SHELLS FAR SEAWARD.

Huge Columns of Water Thrown High
in the Air When They
Exploded.

(XX R NN NN RN NN

A dispatch from Savannah, Ga., yester-
day says: The pneumatic aerial torpedo
gun, upon which work was in progress for
eleven months, was tested Saturday at Hil-
ton Head. Mounted on the north end of
the island, the gun occupied a position that
will make the entrance to Port Royal har-
bor secure against a fleet when its strength
has been suplemented by that®of batterfes
of rifled guns and mortars that are to be
established when fortifications have been
constructed.

Though the officers of the board that con-
ducted the test would not discuss the re-
sults, it seemed clear to spectators that it
was a success. If such should prove the
case, the government will pay the Pneu-
matic Torpedo and Construction Company
of New York, the round sum of $100,000 for
the gun.

Fifty feet long, and weighing fifty tons,
the great gun, having as yet no parapet
about it, is naturally the first object to at-
tract the eye of the visitor, but it does not
represent any greater triumph of mechanics
than the machinery that stands in the
building fifty feet to its rear. In that build-
ing are the two compressors that reduce
air to a pressure of 2,000 pounds to a square
inch, at which enormous energy it is stored
in a tier of tanks in the building and undéer
the gun, with which connection is afforded.

Electric power is employed in the manip-
ulation of the gun, which is moved rapidly
and with ease by one man, who controls
the current that elevates or depresses the
gun, revolving it upon its runway.

On the arrival of the government board
on Saturday the test was begun. The re-
qufrements of the government called for a
satisfactory demonstration of facility in
handling the great pleces. Expert Creel-
man, in charge of the gun, went to the
position of the gunner, on the left side of
the weapon, and brought the wheels and
levers Into play that controlled the piece
and elevated it to some sixty degrees of In-
clination, and then reversed the action.

Then followed the most interesting fea-
ture of the test. Out from the magazine
were trundled the loaded torpedoes. The
speed In loading was satisfactory, cutting
that of the specifications almost half. One
ten-inch, five eight-inch, two six-Inch and
five dummy shells were fired.

In the ten-inch shell were 200 pounds of
nitro-gelatine, in the eight-inch 100 pounds
and in the six-inch fifty pounds. The dum-
mies contalned only sand, but were so con-
structed as to welgh 1,185 pounds, the same
as the loaded full-caliber projectile.

The range of the gun with a full-caliber
shell is 2,600 yards.

The power of nitro-gelatine may be un-
derstood when it Is known that the naval
experts have found by experiments that
the explosion of 500 pounds of this explosive
under water will exert a pressure, with-
in a radius of forty-five feet, of 67,500
pounds to the square inch, enough to crush
in the sides of a ship.

The first six-inch torpedo was fired from
an elevation of thirty-five feet. About ten
seconds were required for a shot of the
average size to find its mark, and the eyve
was thus enabled to follow its flight. Far
out to the sea the shot fell. The ecap had
been arranged to explode the torpedo upon
fmpact, which it did, sending a column of
water high inte the air.

The next was also a slx-Inch torpedo.
This was timed for an explosion one quarter
of a second after contact. It was seen
when it struck the water 5,900 feet from
the muzzle of the gun, but no explosion foi-
lowed. The heaviest of the loaded torpe-
does, the six inch, was then fired, its cap
being set for one second’s delay after strik-
ing, It struck in thirty-five fathoms of
water, but if it exploded there was no evi-
dence of it in the stations on shore.

Then“the five-inch shells were fired, the
first for explosion after half a second's de-
lay, which caused a column of water to as-
cend as big as a waterspout. There was a
great crash as the shell exploded.

The second was to explode on impact,
which it did, sending a column of water
hundreds of feet into the air. The third
exploded after a quarter of a second’s de-
lay, and the fourth after a half a second.

These shots were to ascertain accuracy,
which, it is said, was good. A rapidity test
followed, the five dummies being loaded and
fired as rapidly as possible. The specifica-
tlons called for the five gshots within twenty
minutes. They were fired in ten minutes
and thirty seconds.

The test closed with a trial of the en-
durance of the gun, air shots or blanks,
being fired at Intervals of three minutes.
Forty shots were fired and many more
could have been fired.

The resurvey of the Barry farm at Ana-
costia, for which work Congress appropri-
ated funds, has been begun. It will prob-
ably occupy several months. The farm was
the estate of the late John W. Barry and
comprised several thousand acres, and
there has been much trouble experienced
in determining the lines and boundaries of
the several subdivisions, In some in-
stances roads that were run when a survey
was made vears ago have been practically
obliterated and other space used for travel
instead. The present survey is intended to
correct all this, and is therefore a matter
of great importance to the many colored
people living there,

Henry Bruce, a young colored man whose
home {s on the -Hamilton road near Gar-
field, was arrested yvesterday by Officer W.
E. Stewart of the Anacostla station on sus-
picion of being the man who held up and
robbed Mrs. Mary Thomas, colored, of Sea-
ton street northeast, of 50 cents while she
was crossing Fort Stanton one week ago
vesterday. Mrs. Thomas was sent for and
positively identified the prisoner as the
guilty person. He denled the charge and
alleged that he could prove an alibi inh
court. =

S0 many complaints have been made by
business people and householders against
the violent acts of a crowd of youth about
the streets of Anacostla at nilght that the
police felt called upon to take some action
last night. While forty boys were congre-
gated on Harrison street they were greatly
surprised to find themselves under the ob-
servation of fhree policemen, who ascer-
tained the identity of the ringleaders and
will have them in court.
