CHANGE OF STREET GRADE.

Statement of Facts Requested by

Senator MeMillan.

Senator McMillan, chairman of the Sen-
ate committee of the District of Columbia,
recently wrote to the Commissioners re-
questing a statement of fdects in the case
of the proposed change of grade on Newark
street, Cleveland Park. It was stated that
residents on the thoroughfare felt ag-
grieved at the deep cut being made in front
of thelr houses,

Maj. John Biddle, the Engineer Commis-
sioner, has recommended that Senator Mec-
Millan be informed that the grading and
repair of Newark street and Highland ave-
nue were undertaken at the request of in-
terested property owners from the appro-
priation for repairs to county roads. Tkis
street was originally graded by private par-
ties, which was prior to its dedication to the
District; when it was dedicated the grade
Just west of Connecticut avenue was about
11 per cent. The usual practice in laying
out roads is not to make them steeper than
6 per cent, that having been found in prac-
tice to be_the steepest grade for conven-
lence. On account, however, of the prop-
erty owners west of Connecticut avénue the
grade in this case was not reduced below
8.84 per cent immediately west of Connecti-
cut avenue, 80 as to avoid cutting any more
than possible. From this point on the
grades are still quite heavy, being 5, 6.8, 6
and 4.5 per cent up to nearly the top of
the hill. It does not seem to be possible
to make good roads on any steeper grades
than those.

It is further stated that the greatest
change in any terrace occasioned by the
grading Is but four feet.

I degire to express my hearty approval
of the letter in Monday’'s Star on raffles
and games of chance in and out of the
churches. In support allow me to quote
from Miss Hersey's recently published
book *'To Girls:”

“The debutante is brought face to face
with some very serious ethical questions.
Shall she play bridge whist for money?
Shall she bet a tiny sum on a yacht race
or a horse race? Shall she take a few
shares In the big doll raffled at a fair? If
she refuses to do these things she is pre-
paring for herself some bad quarter hours.
I knew a conscientious girl ridiculed into
a fit of tears and a subsequent nervous
headache because she refused to bet 25
Cents on a canoe race at a summer hotel.
The fact remains, however, that the evil
of gambling among women has become
grave enough for one of the sanest clergy-
men in New York to lift up his protest
against it. The woman who could calmly
insist upon the payment of $400 which a
yYoung man on a salary of $2,000 had lost
to her at bridge whist In a single evening
probably began her gambling operations
by the raffle and the ten-cent bet. No pas-
sion grows more rapidly by what it feeds
on than the passion of getting something
for nothing. It is destructive of every
noble principle. Exactly where the stock
market is likely to land the men who en-
gage In it is yet a grave question. Certain
it is that the path of women in this respect
is clear. No wager, no raffle, no game of
chance or skill played for money!"’
