Congress. Tear after year, up to a. Saw
sessions ago, Secretaries of the Treasury
reiterated their perfunctory suggestion that
the District's budget be kept down to the
level of the current year. This palpably
absurd proposition was steadfastly ignored
by Congress. which fully appreciated the IN,
possibility of fitting the growing District
youth with last year's garments. In es-
quence of this course the successive bills
have invariably been larger than thns Im-
aediately preceding.
During the past few years the Secretary

of the Treasury has contented himsetf with
passing the estimates on to Congress with-
out comment, leaving the committees to
tram* the bills according to their own lights
and the District's needs and revenues. This
year the situation was somewhat excep-
tional. Accompanying the submission of
the largest estimates ever prepared, in
keeping with the District's absolute re-

quirenents, was a showing of indebted-
weas to the government for moneys ad-
varced and further prospective indebted-
mess for extraordinary expenditures un-

jurtly placed exclusively upon the Dis-
trict. Secretary Gage chose to consider
this condition as prohibitive of the usual
treatment of the District-which is not'
becessarily the case. The House subcom-
Unittee has chosen, on its part, to regard
the Secretary's recommendation as bind-
Ang-which it is not.
In this situation there Is only one thing

for the Commissioners to do, if the House
tommittee persists in -hus considering the
Secretary's recomme -dation as binding.
They must accept the suggestion of reduc-
tion and bring down to the $7,5W,000 limit
the iters for current expenses, putting
aside for separate treatment all other items,
such as those for the payment of street ex-

tensions and for the District's share of the
steam railroad improvements. There will
be 3rtinary revenue enough to care for the
current cost of the District government.
with the necessary increases. It will then
be incumbent upon Congress to alopt some
means -)f providing for these other dennnds
upon the District's resources, in part un-

justly Imposed and In other part represent-
ing extraordinary expenditures which
should not be met by the taxpayers of to-
Gay, but which benenting posterity should
be paid by the taxpayers of the future.
The choice lies between a continuation of
the system of direct loans through advances
by the government to the District and a
bond issue.
Under no circumstances should the Com-

Missioners consent to scale the total esti-
pnates horizontally down to the $7,500,0
level. The extraordinary charges cannot
be included in such a scaling process, being
fixed by the law. Thus the heaviest burden
of the reduction would fall upon the current
expenses, which are of the most vital Im-
portance in maintaining the welfare of the
District. If Secretary Gage thinks that the
histrict revenues will equal only $3.750,000
Ouring the next year, let Congress, in the
words of the subcommittee of the House.
follow the strict terms of the organic act
and apply this sum and an equal sum from
the federal treasury to the current needs
of the capital. Then let it devise other
means of defraying the extraordinary ex-
eftee., including those which it has unwise-
and without warrant in law placed upon

the District.
There is no need to increase Distrct tax-

ation. It is only recently that Congress
has ceased to permit a surplus of unex-
pended District taxes to form each year,
and this surplus was dissipated and a de-
Ocit substituted, not to meet the increas-
1ng current needs of the District, but in
order that the taxpayers of Washington
might in violation of the spirit of the or-
ganic act be compelled to pay the entire
cost of the extension of Washington streets
on national lines. If Congress will ar-
range for a long-term 1~w-interest loan to
meet what is justly exacted from the Dis-
trict of these extraordinary expenses and
will each year duplicate the District's tax
revenues under existing laws to meet cur-
rent needs, there will be no check upon
the capital's development and prosperity.

In an interview, which appeared in The

Star yesterday, Vice Chahrman Payne of
the republican national committee points
out a phase of the southern suffrage itua-
tion which, he thinkr- demand, action by
that cnmemttee on its own acceount. This
In that the southern republicans are per-
mtted to exercise a power in republican
natiomal conventions wholly out of propor-
tion to their -nbers and Intuence at
home. They have no votes to give a repub-
lican national ticket In the electoral Col-
lege, and yet are in position, by the present
apportionment of delegates, to go Into a
national convention and In a close contest
name the party's national candidates.
Why. asks Mr. Payne, citing one case as
an illustration, should Misasipi, with
five thousand republican votes, have the
same voice in making the national nomina-
tions as Minnesota with one hundred and
fifty thousand votes? And echo answers
why?
This Is not a new topic with Mr. Payne.

He has argued the same case before. and
with the same unanswerable logic. Here-
tofore he has received but one reply, and
doubtless he will receive that again. The
southern republicans are loath to part with
their power, although, as they very well
know, it Is based upon a fiction and an In-
justice. And so whenever this question Is
presented they insist that any change In
the apportionment impairing their strength
in national conventions would discourage
the growth of the party in the south! That
of course Is no reply at all. The question
is simply evaded. As matters now stand
there Is no more chance of the growth of
the republican party in any of the lower
southern states than of a snowball in July.
That white mans party which is to rise in
the south superior to all old sentiments
and prejudices and control the local situa-
tion in the Interests of sound and practical
national policies Is due to arrive, as the
situation is now to be gauged, with the
millennium.
The whole affair of the south ajd the

sulfrage Is interesting, from whatever
point of view It may be taken. Wholesale
disfranchissments have left the republicans
with but a corporal's guard of voters down
there. And yet neither the republicans nor
the demoeratswill consent tothe logie of the
situation; neither are wiling to stand upon
the facts. The republicans In natoal con-
ventions Insist upon voting a strength
which they do not possess, and the demo-
orats in Congress and In the electoral col-
lege do the same thing. Both Mr. Payne
and Mr. Moody are on the right track, and
everybody should wish them success. But
each has a hard road to travel.

Every city that contempiatee an exposi-
tion feels that it is entitled to an appro-
priation by Congress. Washington is con-
stantly on exhibition, and there are few
communities which do not feel, in addition
to their local pride, a national sentiment
In favor of the development and adorn-
moent of their country's capital. The Im-
pulse which any legislator may feel to
cut down the supply funds of the District
of Columbia is a mistaken one from every
point of view.
