REALTY EXCHANGE
Constitution Adopted at- 'a Meeting

Held Last Evening,

ROLL OF EBg 'UR FiR WE

Organization to Be Completed
and Officers f Be Elected.

THE QUESTION OF RATES

The formation of a real estate exchange
of the District is now practically accom-
plished. This result, was reached at a

largely attended meding of real estatE
brokers held last evening at the Hotel Bar-
ton. The report of the committee of nine,
of which Mr. William Corcoran Hill is
chairman, appointed bj the chairman of
the preliminary meeting held two weeks
ago, was presented and the constitution,
which had been prepared with so much
care, was adopted -practically without
amendment.
Those present wholhad not signed the

agreement to form an association came
forward and attached their names, and
then it was decidea to. meet again the 27th
Instant at the same place to take action
upon the by-laws and to elect officers.
The course of the meeting showed a

unanimity of sentiment that is looked upon
as highly auspicious of the future success
of the new organization. Mr. Frank H.
Smith, the chairman of the ltevious meet-
ing, occupied the chair, and Mr. George G.
Brown was the secretary. When the re-
port of the committee on organ'zation was
called for the chairman, Mr. William Cor-
coran Hill, asked the secretary to read the
constitution which had been prepared.
This was done. Prior to taking that in-
strument up by sections, however, an Invi-
tation was extended to those present who
had not already done so, to sign the paper
expressing their willingness to go Into an
association. Business was suspended while
the individuals came foiward and attached
their names to a paper that already bore
the signatures of some sixty individuals
and firms, secured through the effortl of
the committee.

Provisions of the Constitution.
The constitution was then adopted. It

provides that the object of the organiza-
tion Is to establish uniform, just, equitable
and minimum rates of commission to be
charged on the sale of real estate, on loans
made upon real estate within the District
of Columbia and collection of rents, and
to establish just and reasonable rules and
regulations governing the conduct of the
several branches of business relating to
the sale and management of real estate,
and the loaning of money.
Those eligible for members are defined

as person or persons engaged In the real
estate business, trust companies, banks
and bankers and auctioneers, who buy, sell
or manage property or lend money on real
estate In the District of Columbia.
After the organization of the exchange

an initiation fee of $25 shall be paid by
those joining. The dues of the exchange
will be $25 per annum, payable semi-an-
nually. The exchange is to be managed
by a board of governors, consisting of nine
members, who shall be elected at the an-
nual meeting of the exchange. The board
'hall elect from its number a presIdent.
two vice presidents and appoint secretary
and treasurer, the latter not to be a mem-
ber of the board. The term of governor
is to be for three years, and three members
are to be elected annually. An executive
committee of three is provided for to be
appointed by the governors from their num-
ber. This committee is to have general su-
pervision of the affairs of the board, con-
sider all applications for membership, have
charge of the finances of the association,
audit all accounts and perform such other
duties as may from time to time be as-
signed to it by action of the board.

Nanne of the Origanisation,
The organization Is to be known as the

Washington real estate exchange of the
District of Columbia&
It was decided to refer the constitution

and the by-laws back to the committee,
with directions to have both documents
printed and sent to all licensed real estate
brokers, so that an opportunity will be
given to all to examine the provisions
which are to be considered at the next
meeting. As the latter contain the regula-
tions fixing the rates of commission to be
charged upon sales and loans, this pro-
vision is regarded as the most Important
feature of the new gggixation. Whether
such a rate as 8 per'cent upon sales and 2
per cent upon loans'%hatf be fixed upon, or
a sliding scale .varpin With the amounts
of such sales, or loapsd ilall be accepted Is
to be determined wken .the by-laws come
up for action.

BON fIAR
TRAMP STEAMERS.

They Are Much Akin to Their Human
Prototype on Shore.

From Harper's Weekly.
The tramp steamers of the ocean high-

ways have always been picturesque objects
of commercial Interest, and their uneapect-
ed appearance at sea in quarters far out
of the rotes of regular travel has more

than once relieved for passengers the tedi-
ousness of a trip across the ocean. Like
their namesake on land, they travel every-
where, and turn up at the most unexpected
moment; but to a certain extent they have
been the barometer of business. Where the
tramp steamers flock in numbers there are
trade and commercial activity. Some years
it is in South America; sir months later it
may be off the coast of Africa, or again
on our South Atlantic or Pacific coast. The
tramps seem to scent their prey In some
unexplained manner, and by some law of
mutual attraction they hurry to the scene.
In the past quarter of a century a good

deal of our American commerce has de-
pended on the fleet of tramp steamers
for its transportation.' Our great southern
cotton crop annually kept scores of tramps
employed several months a year, and the
fruits of the tropics and the iron ore
of the southern states added greatly to
their mission in life. But the ship-build-
ing revival of recent years has created
revolutions in shipping interests, and the
tramps have been the first to suffer from
it. One of the noteworthy changes in
this respect has been the establishment of
many new regular lines of steamers ply-
ing between important ports. New lines
have been established between Ameri-
can 'ports and Cuba, Porto Rico, the
West Indies, .Hawaii and the Philippines
and Chinese ports. In former days the
picturesque tramp steamers carried all
the cargoes between these centers of corn-
merse, touching regularly once or twice a
year at certain ports to pick up cargoes.
But the new lines have crowded the tramps
out of the trade, and they have been forced
to seek new fields for exploitation.
