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ASKED TO EXPL

Gen. Miles’ Interview on the Naval
Controversy.

AIS ACCOUNT OF WHAT WAS SAID

Secretary Root Confers With

the President.

TO STOP FURTHER TALK

Secretary Root has determined that the
Sampzon-Schley econtroversy, which has
tormented the navy since the Spanish war,
shall pot Invade the army. Therefore, when
his attention was yesterday drawn to an
{aterview published in a Cincinnati paper,
wherein Gen. Mlles is represented to have
pommended the special report of Admiral
Dewey in regard to Admiral Schley, the
Secretary Immediately decided to call upon
Gen. Miles for an explanation.

le did this through a letter, which was
flelivered to the general by hand. Th!s
morning Gen. Miles was at the Secretary’'s
door almost as soon as the effice opened.
37e had a verbal explanation to make, and
this he arcompanied by a letter.

Becretary Root took the letter to the
White House and talked with President
Roosevelt over the matter, with a view to
deciding whether or not the explanation
was satisfactory.

When the Secretary returned to the War
Department, General Milea called again
upon him, and supplemented his first letter
with a further explanatory note. This was
also sent to the White House.

What Gen. Miles Said.

General Miles was seen at his office In
the War Department this afternocon, but
was not disposed to discuss the matter for
publication. When asked concerning the
publication which Is the basis for the of-
flcial inquiry now directed to him, General
Miles =ald that the Interview occurred
rather casually, not being prepared with
any purpose of giving it formal authorir
zation and that no notes were taken.

“I sald,”” sald Gen. Miles, “that I had
o sympathy with the people who were
apparently trylng to destroy the repita-
tion of a high officer by calling him a
coward, poltroen and Imbecile. The re-
jnark=s made by me should not be consid-
ered as referring to any court or to any
department of the government.

“They were Intended more as an expres-
sion of deprecation that individuals should
call in gquestion the fldelity and courage
with which an officer had executed the
dutles devolving upon him. I have the ut-
most confldence that In the end President
Roosevelt will do full and impartial jus-
tlee to all concerned in the naval contro-
versy.”

This Is the only statement Gen. Miles
would authorize on the subject, and he was
Inath to say even this much, feeling that
one remark would lead to another and bring
on a controversy which he did not seek.

View of the Explanation.

It was stated at the War Department
this afternoon that the correspondence
which has passed between Secretary Root
and General Miles In regard to the subject
will be made public later this afternoon.

Although not officially admitted, it is gen-
erally understood that General Miles' ex-
planation of the circumstances of the in-
terview and of the actual remarks made
by him at that time is accepted as satis-
factory to the President and the Secretary
¢f War and that the incident is officially
terminated.

MEDAL FOR ADMIRAL SCHLEY.

YPresentation to Be Made by Janior
Order U. A. M.

A  committee rvepresenting the entire
body of the Junior Order United American
Mechanies will present to Admiral Schley
the afternoon of December 30 a beautiful
medal executed for that body and recently
on exhibition in this clty. It is expected
the committee will represent chiefly the
membership of the order in Baltimore and
Washington, and will be headed by Mr.
John H., Connor of the former city.

The presentation will occur at the Rich-
mond  Hotel, where Admiral and Mrs.
Schley have apartments, and will be of an
informal character.

This announcement is In comformity with
a letter just received from Admiral Schley
by Mr. Connor and Capt. D. F. Penington of
Baltimore. The ceremony was to have oc-
curred several weeks ago, but waa post-
poned because of Admiral Schley’s engross-
fng interest in the preparation of his case
for the court of inquiry and his subsequent
unintermittent attendance omn the seasions
of that court.

The admiral signified his desire to have
the presentation occur as spon as the deci-
glon of the court was rendered, and fixed
the date given after some correspon-
‘nee with the Baltimore committee,

The medal Is a large an. handsome work
in gold, studded with jewels.

Its orpamentation consists of a view of
the battle of Bantiago, with the Brooklyn
far in the lead of the other vessels, and of
crossed ship's cannon and other insignia of
Admiral Schley’'s service. The inscriptions
designate both the donor and the recipient
and are very simple in character. For sev-
eral weeks the medal was exhibited in the
window of J. Castelberg & Sons, jewelers,
in whose workshops It was executed.

C. P. BLOMBERG ACQUITTED.

He Killed W. 8. Millspaugh in Moun-
tains of Montana.

HELENA, DMont.,, Becember 21.—C, P.
Blomberg, who killed W, 8. Millspaugh, a
Chicago mining millionaire, last October,
during a quarrel, was acquitted by a jury
at Virginia City, aster being out but twelve
minutes. Blomberg had been employved by
Millspaugh, but disagreed over some trivial
affair. Blombery met Millspaugh in the

mountains, and considering the latter's at-
titude threatening, picked up a stone and
crushed his skull. The plea of self-defénse
was sustained by the jury.

Millspaugh was formerly general solicltor
of the Southern Pacific and an intimate
friend of the late €. P. Huntington.

TEXAS CONVICTS TO MAKE SUGAR.

State Will Buy a Mill to Cost at Least
R250,000.

HOUSTON, Tex., December 21.—Governor
Sayers has returned from a visit to Bra-
zoria county, where a meeting of the peni-
tentiary board was held. .ie announces
that it was definitely decided to purchase
for the penitentiary the Clemens farm of
2,500 acres and to erect thereon a sugar
mill to cost between $250.000 and $300,000.

The plantations owned by the state, now
comprising 8,000 acres, are to be devoted
solely to the raising of sugar cane, and
convict labor to be employed in the mill
This will remove all convict labor from
rauroads *and other contract employment,
The mill will be built next year.

Japs to Reorganize Chinese Army.

A dispatch from Pekin yesterday says:

Yuan-Shi-Kal, the new viceroy of Chi-li,
has engaged Japanese officers to train the
Chinese army. As a result of Gen. Fuku-
shima’s visit to the southern viceroys last
summer, a party of Japanese officers joined
Yuan-Shi-Kal at Poa-ting-fu yesterday.
These officers wore Chinese clothes.

The government of Japan has offered to
detail a Japanesé general to reorganize the
Chinese army. Yuan-Shi-Kal is using his
influence with Chinese offtcials in favor of
accepting Japanese tutelage.

According to advices from Shanghal,
dated December 19, Yuan-Shi-Kal intends
to employ British and American officers
to reorganize the Chinese navy.

The. change
going on both at home and abroad is the
result of no speclal erusade of Intemperate
temperance agitators. It is an orderly evo-
lution of the kind that eventually regulates
all questions of clvilization.

A Lost Gold Cradle.
From the London Globe.

In 1720 a certaln German prince sent to
Queen Ulrica Eleonora of Sweden a cradle
of solid gold as a christening present for
her child. The ship containing the gift was
driven by a terrible gale onto the shores
of the Island of Tjorn, where it became a
total wreck. The Inhabitants of the Island
massacred the shipwrecked mariners and
plllaged the ship, but the cradle, by a
curious chain of circumstances, was saved
and now lies buried in a lonely part of the
island. The story having been by some
means revived the present King of Sweden
(says the Traveller) has offered 10,000
kronen, about £500, to whoever recovers
Queen Ulrica's cradle of gold. Now, need-
less to say, every inhabitant of the Island
of Tjorn Is seeking for the concealed prize.

Tunnel Junean Mountain.

Juneau advices received here state that
the Alaskan Juneau Gold Mining Company
is preparing to bore a tunnel 3,000 feet long,
eight feet wide and seven feet high through
Juneau mountain, one mile below Juneau.
The company has just filed notice of its res-
ervation of a tunnel site, and its Intention
to commence boring not later than next
spring. Preliminary work in the way of
surveying will be done this winter. Tﬂa
object of the tunnel is to crosscut rich gold-
bearing mineral which parallels Juneau
mountains, and at the same time open up
the company's properties in Bilver Bow
basin beyond.

There are many .gpod.reasens for bellev-
Ing that President” Roosevelt has tendered
to Gov. Willlam Murray Crane of Massa-
chusetts the positign of Secretary of the
Treasury to succeed Secretary Gage, who
has notified the President that he desires
to leave the cabinet. Neither denial nor
confirmation of the report that Gov. Crane
has the tender under consideration has been
given at the White House, but all that can
be learned there goes to indicate that Gov.
Crane can be the next Secretary of the
Treasury If he has the Inclination.

Governor Crane reached Washington be-
fore B o'clock yesterday morning, held a
conference of an hour with the President
in the private apartments of the White
House, left the bullding shortly after 9
o'clock and had departed from the city be-
fore his presence was known. It is thought

he came here to receive the offer.

Governor Crane iz an intimate personal
friend of Senator Liodge, with whom he has
been associated in political work, and the
probability 1s that his name was suggested
to the President by the Massachusetts
sepator. x

At Bt. Louls in 1808 Governor Crane, who
was a Reed delegate, struggled hard to
have the word “gold” inserted in the re-
publican platform.

A Difficulty fn the Way.

One of the difficulties in the way of Gov-
ernor Crane’'s acceptance is understood to
be -his connection with the paper company
at Daltgn, Mass., which furnishes the pa-
per for governmert notes. This paper Is
prepared by a geeret process and the gov-
ernment’s contraet with the Dalton com-
pany is a large one.

Should Governoy ‘Crane accept the treas-
ury portfolio it is considered probable that
he would dispose of his intergst in the
paper company.

Out of this enterprise and other invest-
ments he has grown rich, and is one of the
wealthiest men in his state,

A Three-Time Governor.

Governor Crane will enter upon his third
term as governor of  Massachusetts in
January. He is exceedingly popular in his
state, is a businegs man of fine executive
abality and has had wide financlal experi-
ence. He is not an orator, and it 1s saild
can hardly make a speech because of his
modesty,

CHAIRMAN BABCOCK'S STATEMENT
AS TO THE ASSESSMENXNT.

Excensive Award of Damages Over
Benefits Not What Was In-
tended by Congreas.

In the opinion of Representative Babeock,
chairman of the House committee on the
District of Columbia, Congress will author-
ize no more streets to be opened In the Dis-
trict if It is the popular view of the citizens
that the award of the jury in the 16th
street opening case is correct.

Mr. Babcock beMeves that in assessing
damages seven times greater than benefits
the jury has entirely failed to be guided by
the terms of the law which authorizes the
opening of this street. “It was clearly the
intention of this law,” continued Mr. Bab-
cock, *“that the damages and benefits
should be equal. The benefits were to be
assessed against the property, and payable
in yearly installments; the damages were
assessed against the District, and as the
District had t0 pay its share in a lump
sum, Congress provided the arrangement
whereby the general government should
advance this mouney, the same to be paid
back as the installments came in from the
benefited properiy owners,

“This plan worked out as intended in
the opening of h and other streets, but
it 13 obvious that the award in the 16th
street case entlrely defeats ft, and if it
should be approved and a precedent set,
the conclusion 1s plain that the District
would have no means of paying the ad-
vances by the general government.

Key to the Situation,

TRAVELING IN CHINA.

Precauiions Necessary to Be Free
From Molestation.

Mr. Conger, the Urited States minister to
China, has reported to the Department of
State certain correspondence between him-
self and the Chinese government regarding
the precautions to be taken by foreigners
traveling in the inland districts of China
to insure their personal safety.

The board of foreign affairs has request-
ed that in accordance with treaty provis-
fons travelers in the interior of the coun-
try and away from the vicinity of the
treaty ports should always be provided
with passports, to be shown on demand. It
i3 further desired that travelers give the
local authorities notice in advance of their
intention to go further, in order that the
authorities of the province toward which
they are traveling may be notified and a
suitable guard be dispatched with them to
protect them from harm.

In replying Mr. Conger expressed the
hope that order might soon be so fully re-
stored that a guard for travelers might
cease to be necessary. He assured the for-
elgn office that American citizens in China
should be advised of the treaty require-
ments, and to that end he addressed let-
ters to the heads of the various mission
stations In China calling their attention to
the necessity for travelers to carry

ports and to give advance notice of their
intended movements.

THE WORK OF RELIEF.

Agents of Associated Charities Seek-
ing Cases of Destitntion.

The agents of the Assoclated Charitles
are continuing today their work of reliev-
Ing distress among the poor. The pro-
tracted cold spell has brought about a
very greatly increased demand upon the
Tesources of the organization, but it may
be safely stated that all cases of extreme
suffering have been taken care of.

The school children of thé city are as-

sisting the charities in collecting food stuffs
and clothing and small sums of money for
distribution among the sufferers.

The children have been instructed to
bring these donations to the schoo! build-
ings which they attend, and the charities
have had wagons out making rounds of
collection. In this manner qulte a good
deal of material has been secured. The
wagons will continue thelr rounds Monday.

No new ¢ases of pitlable suffering have
been brought to the attention of the au-
thoritles today. The Assoclated Charities
has succeeded in comfortably providing for
the unfortunate man and his wife and four
ghlldren. as mentioned in The Star yester-

ay.

The family has been supplied with a new
bed, warm bed clothing and a heating
stove. The man s working on the substi-
tute list of street sweepers and hopes to
make enough in that way to provide food.
The Star has recelved a check from M. J.
Simpkins for $10 to be turned over to the
Associated Charitles for the relief of the
family mentioned.

The Assoclated Charities is at present
providing for another man who, while gift-
ed in many ways, has been unable to se-
cure employment and is compelled to exist
solely by charity.

He was formerly in the consular service
of the government and speaks five or six
languages fluently, Mr, Weller, secretary
of the Assoclated Charitles, is particularly
interested in the case and has been to the
State Department and elsewhere seeking
employment for the man, but so far without
success. Mr. Weller i{s very anxious to
help him secure self-supporting work.

CONDITION GROWS BETTER

-

DENNIS EVIDEXNTLY ON THE
ROAD TO RECOVERY.

Not Regarded as Out of Danger, How-
ever—Suggestion That Police
Offer Reward.

Mrs. Ada Glibert Dennis, who has been
under treatment at Garfield Hospital since
she was so mysteriously assaulted at her
home, No. 1117 K street northwest, a pe-
riod of eleven days, was in better condition
this morning than she has been at any
time since the assault was committed. Last
night she failed to take the nourishment
offered her and the physiclans were some-
what alarmed, but this morning this diffi-
culty was overcome and the result was re-
garded as highly encouraging. Mrs. Den-
nis was able last night to recognise Dr.
Wade H. Atkinson, who has been her at-
tending physician for several years.

While it is believed she Ig in much bet-
ter state than she was several days ago, it
is nevertheless stated that she is far from
being out of danger, and a change for the
worse may occur at any time. No effort
hes been made in the past three days to
obtain from Mrs. Dennis a statement bear-
ing on the tragedy, and untll her mind is
fully restored to its normal condition no
further effort in this direction Is llkely to
be made. Mr. E. B. Hay, who was Mrs.
Dennis® legal adviser, has returned home
from a business trip to South Carolina. He
states he never knew of anybody bearing
her {ll wiil and is unable to account for the
attempt made upon her life. Mr. Hay was
at police headquarters today.

The police have mnot yet learned any-
thing in'the case which will assist them in
apprehending the assailant of Mrs. Dennis.
The overcoat found In the sewer at 13th
and N streets two days after the assault
was committed has not yet been identified
as having belonged to any person known
to the officers. Yesterday afternoon the
colored member of the sewer department
who found it called at headquarters and
claimed the garment. He was told by Capt.
Boardman that the coat would be held for
ldentification, possibly for several weeks.

Maj. Sylvester has not yet heard from
the Loulsiana or Texas authoritles con-
cerning the former life of Samuel C. Pres-
ley, who committed suicide in the house
adjoining that in which Mrs. Dennis was
assaulted, and about whom Inquiry was
made.

Recommends a Reward.

The District Commissioners have recelved
a letter from & citizen suggesting that Ma-
jor Sylvester, the superintendent of police,
be authorized to offer a large reward for
information leading to the arrest and con-
viction of the assallant of Mrs, Dennis.
Continuing. the writer, who is a clerk In
the Treasury Department, says:

“I write this not from any morb!d inter-
est in the case, but because of the fadt
that ladies of my acquaintance are nervous
and frightened on account of the mys-
terious assaults and robberles of recent oc-
currence. As long as the avallable appro-
priations hold out, money should not be
spared In the Investigation of the Dennis
case, It is a sad state of affairs when
nelther man nor woman is safe at home In
bed, elther In a family hotel or a private
residence.

“If the detectives have no In portant in-
formation additional to what has been pub-
lished, the theory of attempted robbery
should not he entirely eliminated from the
Dennis case. The police department Iis
severely, but (In my opinion) unjustly, criti-
cised. I suppose everything possible has
been done except the offering of & reward.
Some say that information In a case of this
kind should not be given to the press, but
I am not sure as to that. Newspaper Te-
porters have done excellent service In de-
tecting crime, and they might ald In this
most mysterious case., Now is the time for
Gaborlan, Old Sleuth, Conan Doyle, Sher-
lock Holmes, Foxy Quiller and Anna Kath-
erine Green to come forward and do some-
thing practical to solve an actual mystery.
It is time there should be ‘something

doing.” ™

End of the Week Bhows Improvee
ment in Stocks,

GOOD DEMAND FOR THE COALERS

Reading Seems to Be the Lead-
ing Feature Therein.

GENERAL MARKET REPORTS

Special Dispatch to The Evening Star,

NEW YORK, December 21.—Notwith-
standing the advance In money after the
close of yesterday's business, the trading

In tNl.{;l. market reflected a steady under-
tone, coal stocks were bought In round
amounts and every iIndication pointed to
an inside demand in this group. Earnings
generally show splendid profits and in ad-
dition ihere are numerous dividend ru-
mors to help the advance. Reading re-
sponds easily and s, perhaps, a leader in
the speculative buying.

The story of the early retirement of the
second preferred is mislending, since the
condition relative to dividends on the first

ferred prevent such action in the imme-
late future. In the Erle group the pros-
ct for the full dlvidends on the first pre-
erred is the encouraging factor. Delaware
and Hudson and Ontarlo and Western are
being bought In anticlipation of activity
later in the winter.

Atchison was Irregular, but In well-in-
formed circles earnings are relied upon to
bring the property into greater prominence
onge the general market broadens.

Bouthern Pacific 18 being bought by houses
closely connected with the management,
and many confident predictions are made
&8 to the future of the property. Union
Pacific was only steady, the higher prices
aitracting profit-taking In certain gquarters,
while the buying was based upon the show-
ing to be made In the annual statement
during the coming week. St. Paul was firm.
and the pool in Rock Island seemed willing
to buy stock at current prices.

Strength In Panhandle, “S800” issues, the
Junior Vanderbilts and the Wabash stocks
and bonds were commented upon as fore-
shadowing new year activity.

American Sugar was weak under profes-
sional and Inside selilng sald to be based
upon the cost In the produoct. There is a
general feeling that the decline in this
property is but another device Intended to
help along pending legislation. It fs a his-
toric fact that the sugar company never
permits a display of its strength while new
benéfits are belng sought.

The sugar bountles in Cuba and Porto
Rico are to be discussed shortly, and the
need of action will be shown by the un-
profitable conditign of the domestlc sugar
trade. Bugar may decline, theretore, with-
out causing alarm.

The steel stocks were noticeably strong
under semi-official rumors of earnings
equal to $12,000,000 a month and assurances
of business on & large scale for all of
nexXl year.

Copper was qulet, and the Traction stocks
were strong under a speculative demand.

All things considered, the week oloses
with a marked increase in confldence ap-
parent. Remittances have been made to
Europe to meet January iInterest payments,
and the exchange market should work
easler In consequence. This in turn should
allow money to come down to normal
rates, and dispose of all concern over flur-
rles In the call rate.

The bank statement reflects a skilifis
handling of the present monetary situation
and a thorough knowledge of what the
needs of the street are at this time. A de-
crease of $13.868,500 in the loan asccount is
the chief feature of the weekly report. This
reduction reflects liquldation to some extent
and reinforced margins by Interests confi-
dent of their collaterals.

The deposits are reduced £19.082000, or
nearly $1,250.000 more than the sum neces-
sary to reconcile the statement. A loss of
$4,435,000 in lawful money reflects the
drain to the Interifor and the subtreasury.
The net result of all changes is to admit
of a bookkeeping addition to the surplus re-
serve amounting to §330.300, or to a total
of $5.785 825,

This statement s encouraging to the ex-
tent that It reflects & conservative bankin
attitude, but it does not justify the hope o
immediate activity In the stock market. It
may Inspire confidence in the holding of
securitles, but more money 1s essential be-
fore ncw risks are assumed. For the bal-
ance of the year purchases on the declines
and an effort to preserve a steady under-
tone is about the most that is to be ex-
pected.
