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'PALMA TO-BE CHOSEN

Will Be First President of Cuban
Republic.

¢LECTION T0 BE HELD ON THE 30TH

Those Who Will Supervise the
Contest.

REPRESENTATIVE MEN

George Eugene Bryson, a Havana news-
paperman, who went to Cuba as a corres-

pondent six years ago, at the outbreak of
the revolutfon, and has been a resident of
Havana ever since the change of flag, has
Just arrived In Washington from Cuba.

In an Interview with an Evening Star re-
porter, this afternoon, he predicted the
peaceable pelection of Estrada Palma for
president of the new republle, at the elec-
tion to be held December 30.

“Palma,” he said, “is supported by Max-
fmo Gomez, who is the idol of the Cuban
people, and the virtual Warwick of insular
politics; and by all the leader of promi-
nence who did anything te prolong the
Cuban struggle until intervention came and
vietory was won."”

Mr. Bryan also claims that the best ele-
ment of the island is In thorough touch
with the work of General Wood In the
fsland, and appreciates it and harbors no ill

will toward Americans in general.

The election law, as approved by Gen.
Wood and proclaimed in the late Cuban
tonstitutional convention, Is based upon
the Australian system, and nothing could
be more fair. And the election supervisors,
against whom the representatives of the
Maso party protested to Secretary Root re-
cently, Mr. Bryson asserts, were chosen by
popular election and were not appointed.
And that they are representative men of
Cuba, Mr. Bryson says, cannot be denled,
when it is recalled that Mendez Capote
is first upon the list.

He entered the revolution as military sec-
retary to General-in-Chlef Gomes, became
a brigadier, was secretary of war in the
old *Cubitas” Insurgent elvic government;
served as vice president later under Presi-
dent Cisneros, was the organizer of the
Banta Cruz convention, which welcomed the
American intervention and declared the
mission of the insurgent authorities tem-
porarily at an end; then, he was secretary
and chief of General Brooke's first civic
cabinet and held over for sometime under
General Wood. Afterward he was chosen
president of the constituent assembly,
which proclaimed Cuba's new constitu-
tion.

Iamayo Is Wood's present secretary of
state.

Zayas 1s leader of the more radical Cu-
bans. heads the labor organizations and Is
regarded as Havana's ablest lawyer.

Villuendas is a bright young lawyer, who
entered the insurgent army as a private
and came out a colonel. He was secretary
of the constitutional convention.

Morna Delgado 1s a colored Cuban of rec-
ognized ability, and a newspaper man, who
fought through the war under Maceo and
Gomez.

The stories of threatened trouble Mr.
Bryson belleves to be largely exaggerated
by interested parties. The Maso party has
withdrawn its candidate.

BIG FIRE AT CONNELLSVILLE, PA.

SIX DEAD TAKEN FROM TUNNEL.

Result of the Disaster on Road in
Liverpool.

LIVERPOOL, December 24—Six bodies
have been recoved from the Dingle station
tunnel. These, apparently, represent the
total number of deaths resulting from the
burning of the electric train yesterday on
the overhead rallroad.

An explosion in a fuse box set fire to a
train on the electric railway at Dingle sta-
tion yesterday. Several of the railway em-
{;;_'.‘}-vls were terribly burned and seven were

led,

It appears that the burning train entered

.8 tunnel stored with stacks of creosoted
railroad sleepers. These wWere also set on
fire and the tunne! became a blazing fur-
*nace. The flre brigade had the Breatest
difficulty In extinguishing the flames,

Fortunately the Dingle station is the
:.ierrlr:lnus hor ai rallway running along the

ocks, otherwise a terrible disas !
have been recorded. S e

The accident oceurred at 6 o'clock In the
evening. The train was packed. but the
., majority of passengers had alighted at the
previous statlon. Rumors were spread that
forty or fifty persons had been killed, and
owing to the dense volume of smoke issulng
. from the tunnel, it was some hours before
an entrance to the tunnel could be effected.
Many passengers jumped from the burning
train and rushed out of the tunnel, while
others were dragged out by their fellow-
travelers in a half-suffocated condition.

In spite of the brave attempts made by
the officials to enter the tunnel, they were
soon compelled to abandon this idea. The
statlon buildings were much damaged.

NEW YORK, December 24.—Among the
passengers on the steamer Antilia, which
has arrived here from Nassau, N. B., were
Captaln Mitchell and the survivors of the
crew of the wrecked three-masted schooner
E. I. White of Harrington, Me. The White
was bound from Philadelphla for Cardenas
with a cargo of coal and stranded on Gin-
gerbread Shoal on December 7. Soon after
grounding the vessel began to roll and
grind on the rocks, and she showed signs
of breaking up.

Three of the crew preferred to trust
their lives to the ship’s boat, which was
launched alongside. The rest of the crew
remained on board. During the night fol-

lowing the swell capsized the boat and two
of the seamen were They were a
Finlander named John Saare and an Ameri-
cen named Brown. The man rescued was
Charles Johnson. The next day Captain
Mitchell and the remainder of the crew
proceeded in the boat to Bemin! Island, and
thence were assisted to Nassau.

REVEALS FRENCH COURT SECRET.

Discovery of Curious Old Manuscript
at Gallipeolis, Ohleo.

CINCINNATI, Ohlo, December 24.—The
Inguirer’'s Gallipolis special says the de-
Hvery of a manuscript in a secret drawer of
an old clock in the city reveals a secret of
the French court and shows the reason of
the visit to that city in 1789 of the Duke
of Orleans, afterward Louis Phillipe of
France. The discovery was made by
Claude M. Wall, while taking apart an old
French clock that had long been standing
in the storage room of his store. He found
a secret drawer in the clock, which con-

tained, an old parchment manuscript writ-
ten in French and which was wrapped in a
child’s flannel skirt, richly embroldered
and bearing a monogram. A plece of fine
lace was also with the manuseript. Upon
translation the manuseript purported to be
a “true history of Adele De Alonquon."”

It bore the signature of Louis de Alon-
quon, and was dated October 15, 1789, It
was addressed to Adele, apparently to be
given her when she grew to maturity. The
substance of it was that Adele was the
daughter of the Duke of Orleans. The
mother died at the child's birth, ignorant
of the rank of its father. The writer was
then placed in charge of the child and sent
with it to Gallipolis, where there was a
French colony. The story ran that he be-
came her preceptor and finally, after the
visit of the Duke of Orleans to Gallipolis, it
was determined to send Adele to a Catholic
school in France. The mother of Adele not
being of royal blood the marriage was kept
secret.

Mr. Wall has sent the manuscript to the
French ambassador at Washington. Some
portions of the papers giving names and
lineage have not been made public.

FATAL EXPLOSION OF GAS. -

Youth Killed and Stove Wrecked nat
Kenton, Ohio.
KENTON, Ohio, December 24.—As the re-
sult of an explosion of gas in the store of
E. Bartholemew early today, Carl Shields,
fifteen years of age, was killed and severa!
other persons injured. The gexplosion was
caused by a plumber looking for a gas leak

with a lighted candle. The building was
partially wrecked and the front windows
of several adjacent stores demolished. The
loss will be several thousand dollars.

PUNCH BOWL FOR LIPTON.

Famous Yachtsman Highly Pleased
With Gift From Americans.
LONDON, December 24.—Sir Thomas Lip-
ton today received a magnificent silver
punch bowl and stand as a Christmas gift
from John D. Crimmins, J. H. Flagler,
Charles Dana Gibson, Judge Morgan
O'Brien and nineteen other Americans who
were guests on board the Erin during the

races this year for the America’s cup.

Sir Thomas said: “I cannot say how de-
lighted I am. It merely shows that if a
man does the right thing In America they
appreclate it as no other people do. I have
never received anything I valued more than

this splendid gift from my American
friends.'”
King Edward has presented Sir Thomas
Lipton with a cigarette case bearing the
royal monogram. It is a replica of the one
the king himself uses.

LETTER FROM MACLAY,

Reply to the Demand for His Resignn-
tlon Received.

Secretary Long today received a letter
from Mr. Maclay, the historian-laborer at
the New York navy yard. It was marked
personal, and was not made public by
Secretary Long up to a late hour this af-
ternoon. Although the Secretary deelined
to make known the contents of the letter at
this time, there is every reason to believe
that it Is Mr. Maclay's response to the
Presldent’s demand- for his resignation.

Secretary Long took the letter to the
White House with him, and it undoubtedly
formed the topic of an interesting discus-
slon between the President and his ad-
visers,

There was a rumor this afternoon that
Mr. Maclay had reconsidered his original
determination to contest the right of the
President to demand his resignation under
the clvil service regulation in the absence
of formal charges, and had decided to re-
sign rather than subject himself to the
onus of belng removed.

According to a special dispatch from New
York, Mr. Maclay, after further considera-
tion of the question, decided to bow to the
inevitable. In an Interview last night he
sald: “After I had sent the letter to Wash-
ington I learned for the first time that the
President of the United States had power
to take exception to anything concerning
civil service regulations, and In that case
I shall resign right away. I will forward
my reslgnation at once."

It is therefore possible that the letter al-
ready received by Secretary Long s a deec-
lination to resign, and that the letter of
resignation which Maclay afterward wrote
will be received tomorrow. The sudden
change in the position of Mr. Maclay will
simplify matters very much, as it will do
away with the necessity for his removal.

IN LIEU OF PENALTIES.

Law

Asseasor Wants District to Recelve
Arrearages of Tnxes.
Hopewell H. Darneille, the District as-
sessor, has submitted a statement to the
District Commissioners in regard to the bill
recenlly introduced in the House of Repre-
sentatives, authorizing the Commissioners
to receive arrearages of taxes due the Dis-
trict of Columbia, to July 1, 1900, at 8 per
cent per annum fin lieu of penalties and
costs, The bill is now before the Commis-

sioners for report.

Mr. Darneille 13 strongly in favor of its
pessage, and says: ““Within the past two
years arrears of taxes have been brought
forward on a card index, which has enabled
the office to promptly furnish taxpayers
with a full statement of arrears. The en-
actment of this bill into law would not only
be of advantage to many taxpayers, who
were formerly kept in ignorance of delin-
quent taxes on their property, but be equal-
ly advantageous to the District in clearing
the records and resulting in increased reve-
nues. This bill is submitted with an earn-
est recommendation for its early passage."

Oxygen Pellets.
From Popular Sclence News,
A method of procuring oxygen has been
patented in Great Britain by M. G. F. Jau-
bert of Paris. A substance 18 prepared by

‘mixing chloride of lime with sodlum diox-

ide or other alkaline peroxide. Compressed
pellets, which can be used for obtalning a
supply of oxygen in the same way that cal-
clum carbide is used for making acetylene
—namely, by immersion In water—are pre-
pared In the following manner: Two hun-
dred kilogrammes of chloride of lime,which
titrates- 85.5 per cent of active chlorine,
well dried (for example, by standing over
concentrated sulphuric acid), is mixed with
seventy-eight kilogrammes of sodium dlox-
ide In powder, and the yellowish white pow-
der thus obtalned i1s made into cakes by
strong pressure. The compressed material
thus obtained is, it is stated, as hard and
shiny as crockery, and when placed in
water decomposes with regularity, oxygen
gas being evolved.

Dress Reform in Japan.
From Japan and America.

Mrs. Hatoyama, who visited this country
recently, with her distinguished husband,
thinks that a great reform In dress is be-
ginning throughout Japan. The idea that
Mrs. Hatoyama has in mind is not, how-
ever, the adoption by the Japanese women
of the costumes of their New York or
Parisian sisters. She wishes to add to the
variety and beauty of the national dress
of women by adopting bright and showy
colors for evening costumes. She says that
in Japan & woman above twenty must
wear only dull colors, and one above thirty
must wear black, even at evening parties
and court balls; and she, together with
thousands of other feminine hearts, yearns
for the light and beautiful gowns of the
west. Mrs. Hatoyama, it should be added,
also suggests to the men of Japan that
they could imitate to advantage the hom-
:se that men pay to women In this coun-
Ty.
