Misapprehension Regarding 1st Ar-
tillery Ban&

CO"PLMT OF momICAlUJI

Claimed That Civilians Were Un-
fairly Underbid.

THE FACTS IN THE CASE

The War Department is having trouble
with the Munieal Labor Union with respect
to the employment of military bands in
private service, similar to the trouble the
Navy Department is having with a stmuiPd
organization with regard to the Marine
Band.
Under date of November 22 last, Mr. John

Mitthauer, secretary of the Musical Mutual
Protective Union, New York city, addressed
a letter to the Secretary of War., makinr a

strong protest against the employment of
the 1st Artillery Band by the South Caro-
lina interstate and West Indian exposition
at Charleston, S. C. He alleged that the 1st
Artillery Band is in open competition with
civilian musicians, and that "owing to the
condition and circumstances of the army
bands, they can be engaged far below the
remuneration asked by the civilian mu-
sicians, who depend on such occasions as
the Charleston exposition to earn a livell-
hood."

The Masteal Union's Complaint.
Mr. Mitthauer said further: "We do not

think it right and just that an army band
which is housed, fed and clothed, besides
receiving pay from the government, should
be allowed to compete with the civilian
whq must earn his bread and support his
family by performing at such occasions
as above mentioned. The opportunity is
taken from him by allowing enlisted men
to leave their respective posts at which
they are stationed, and take away what
business there might be which the citizen
ought to do. An order was issued by the
War Department some years ago, to abate
the wrong, but said order has been dis-
regarded by the commandants of the re-
spective posts, especially in New York har-
bor. We, therefore, protest against this
practice, and pray you to come to our as-
sistance and stop the Injustice upon our
citizens who depend on musical perform-
ances for a living.
"The managers of the Charleston exposi-

tion have sought to engage members of the
Musical Mutual Protective Union of New
York city and estimates were forwarded
said managers, but no engagement was
made. Now it is plain that the 1st Ar-
tillery Band, having no responsibility, nor
care, no taxes to pay, no nothing to worry
about, agreed to play at the exposition at
Charleston for less money than any civil-
Ian band could be engaged for in any part
of the United States. Said band Is well
able to play at reduced prices under the cir-
cumstances, and even give its service
gratuitously for the enjoyment of a little
respite fiom military routine and duty, and
for a good time in general. The 1st Ar-
tillery Band has been engaged, agreed to
leave its post and duty, for which the
country is paying it, and to furnish the
music at Charleston exposition, to the det-
riment of professional musicians and citi-
senz, for the period of six weeks, commenc-
ing December 1, 1901. A word from you
will change these conditions throughout the
country. and we know you will give it, and
by doing so will earn and receive the bless-
ings of every civilian musician in the
land."

Resulting Correspondeaee.
This letter was productive of considerable

eorrespondence by the War Department
with the exposition authorities and with
General Brooke, commanding the depart-
ment of the east. It appears that the ap-
plication for the services of the band at the
exposition was granted by the Secretary of
War after it had been approved by Gen-
eral Brooke. The 1st Artillery Band is sta-
tioned on Sullivan's Island In Charleston
harbor. It was expressly provided that
its engagement by the exposition author-
ities should be without expense to the
United States and should not be allowed to
interfere with the regular duties of the
band.

Why te Band Was Eagage.
Mr. J. C. Hemphill, manager of the de-

partment of promotion and publicity of the
Charleston exposition, under date of
Charleston, December 14, replied to Lieut.
Leigh Sypher, adjutant, at Sullivan's
Island. S. C., as follows:

"1. The First Band Artillery Corps is
now under engagement at the exposition be-
cause It performs the kind of music spe-
cially desired by the management.

"2. The question of price was not the
moving consideration in the engagement of
this band, a number of other bands having
offered much lower rates for the service
which is now being performed by this band.

"3. The question as to the engagement of
this band was considered as a question to
be adjusted between the band and the ex-
position management rather than in the
light of a bid in competition with other
musical organixations.

"4. The First Band Artillery Corps should
not be regarded as having been in compe-
tition with other bands as far as this en-
gagement is concerned.

"5. No spectic advertisements for bids
for the music for the exposition were made.
All the bids for engagements here came
from the musical organisations throughout
the country, without solicitation from the
exposition management. No offer to fur-
nish music for the exposition was made by
the First Band Artillery Corps until it had
been requested by the exposition manage-
mnent to make an offer.

"6S. The present engagement of the First
Band Artillery Corps was made by the ex-
position company, because It suited the ex-position company to make this engagement
with this particular band for reasons of
their own, and not because the price was
above or below that of any other organiza-
tion.

"7. The managers of the exposition at
Charleston have not at any time sought to
engage the members of the Musical Pro.-
teetive Union. as such.
"Trusting that I have been sufficiently

definite in my statements as to the engage-
ment of the First Band Artillery Corps, and
thanking you for the opportunity of pre-senting the matter as it appears to those
charged with the engagement of this band,1 am, etc."

The legal proceedings resulting from the
filing of a cavet to the Wie of the late
John W. Thompson by his ehiren, RomE
Thompson and Mary Ida Thompson, were
brought to a halt this afternoon; when Jts-
tie. Bradley. I* Uquity Court No. 2, signed
a decree that, in -Sct, conrms an agree-
ment reached by the parties out of court,
and which efects a' compromise of the
*hole tangle. The'estate it to 'be divided,
into four parts, one going to Ross Thomp-
son, one'to Miss Ida Thompson and two to
the children of Ross Thompsoh.
By the decree it is set forth that it ap-

pearing to the court that serious questions
of law are involved in respect of the legal
construction of the will of John W. Thomp-
son, they being,
Whether the interests of Mary Ida

Thompson and Ross Thompson are vested.
or whether in order to take they must be
alive when the period of distribution ar-
rives, towit: When the youngest child of
Ross Thompson becomes of age.
Whether Mary Ida Thompson and Ross

Thompson and Ross Th6mpson's childrn
take per capita, or whether each, consid-
ering the children as a class, takes one-
third.
Whether after-born children of Ross

Thompson take under the will and if so
whether the period of distribution is post-pozibd until such after-born children, if
any, arrive of age.
Whether the caveat of Mary Ida Thomp-

son creates an intestacy of her share.
And it further appearing to the court

that, under these circumstances, all the
parties to this cause, except the American
Security and Trust Company, in order to
avoid long, uncertain, disagreeable and ex-
pensive litigation, have. enteted into and
executed a written agreement of compro-
mise and settlement of their respective
claims and interests in respect of the es-
tate the court decrees in accordance with
the agreement.

The Agreement.
This agreement recites that it is made

"this 28th day of December, 1901, between
Ross Thompson, Mary Ida Thompson, John
William Thompson, by Samuel H. Kauff-
mann, his guardian ad litem, and Ross De
Bruler Thompson, by Samuel H. Kauff-
mann, his guardian ad litem, and Flora B.
Thompson." It recites the death of John
W. Thompson, the filing of his will and the
legal steps taken by the children to secure
a construction of the document by the
court.
It states that "Whereas, by a certain

ante-nuptial contract between said John
W. Thompson and said Flora B. Thompson,dated August 22, 1896, and by a deed made
by said John W. Thompson to the Ameri-
can Security and Trust Company of Wash-
ington, D. C., dated June 29, 1898,-and con-
veying the premises No. 1419 I street north-
west, in said city, and certain furniture and
other personal property in said deed de-
scribed, and by an instrument, dated June
29, 1899, executed by him, transferring to
maid company certain stocks and other se-
curities, said Flora B. Thompson has been
so provided for by said John W. Thompsonthat she in willing, if such provision shallbe undisturbed, to give up any claim
against the estate of said John W. Thomp-
son which she might have as his widow or
otherwise, and
"Whereas, the other parties to this

agreement are willing that suoh provisionshall be undisturbed and unquestioned up-
on said Flora B. Thompson giving up such
claim, and
"Whereas the parties hereto wish to avoid

further litigation, either as to the validity
or as to the construction of said instru-
ment, dated July 5, 1898, and to enter into
a family agreement and settlement bywhich all questions growing out of their re-
spective interests and claims in, to or
against the estate of the said John W.
Thompson, whether under said instrumeptof July 5- 1898, or otherwise, shall be ami-
cably determined and put at rest, it is,therefore, hereby agreed:

The Divislon.
"1. That said Ross Tnompson and Mary

Ida Thompson shall file in said court, hou-
Ing a special term for Orphans' Court busi-
ness, their written consent to the admis-
sion of said instrument to probate and rec-
ord as the last will and testament of said
John W. Thompson, and to the issuing of
letters testa~mentary thereon to the Ameri-
can Security and Trust Co ny, named
therein as executor, and that tey shall not
hereafter controvert the validity of said
instrument as such last will and testament.

"2. That the American Security and TrustCbmpany, as the executor and trustee
named in said instrument, its successors.
and assigns, shall take and hold under the
terms of said instrument, and on the trusts
therein .declared, for the benefit of the chil-
dren of said Ross Thompson, an undivided
one-half interest in the entire estate of said
John W.. Thompson; provided that nothingherein contained shall prejudice in any way
any application that may be made here-
after by or on behalf of said children, or
either of them, to have the net income of
their interest in said estate, or part there-
of, applied to their or his maintenance or
education.

"3. That said American Security and
Trust Compa~ny, its successors and assigns,
shall take and hold in trust for the said
Ross Thompson, his heirs and assigns, anundivided one-fourth interest in the estate
of said John W. Thompson, and shall take
and hold an undivided one-fourth interest
in said estate in trust for said Mary Ida
Thompson, her heirs and assigns; provided
that said company, as such executor and
trustee, within twenty days from the issue
of letters testamentary to it as such execu-

the net income of their respective

The court's decree then says:
"And It further appearing to the court

mise, will be to the best interest of all per-
sons beneficially interested in said estate.

The county bridge at Port Kennedy, Pa..

tracks of the Philadelphia and Reading
railway at Spring Ni, about eight miles
from here, are submerged. Traffic, how-
ever, has not yet been seriously handicap-
ped.
In this city the river is out of Its banks

near the Baltimore and Ohio railway sta-
tion, the water having backed out to 24th
street, the first thoroughfare east of the
station. Cellars of dwellings are flooded.
and many residents along the river early
today sought safer quarters.
The Wissahickon drive, through Fairmont

Park, which runs along the 8chuyLkiU
river for miles, is under water.
Two new brick dwellings In Kensington.

in the northeastern section of the city, col-
lapsed early today, having been under-
mined by the heavy rain. The houses were
not occupied. Many farms at Tacony, Wis-
sinoming, Collegevile, Holmesburg and
Torresdale, suburbs of this city, have been
seriously damaged by the storm, and the
cellars of the residences are flooded. Small
creeks emptying Into the Delaware river
are out of their banks, and the fiat. land
between Frankford and Bridesburg is under
several feet of water.

Cold Snap Averts Flood.
PITTSBURG, Pa., December 30.-The

threatened flood as a result of the heavy
rainfall of Saturday and Sunday has been
averted by the cold snap and the rivers at
this point will not reach over a twenty-
toot stage.
During the night a big ice jam formed in

the Allegheny river between the Fort
Wayne railroad bridge and the bridge of
1i6th street, and for a time thleatened to
sweep the new railroad bridge away. The
gorge caused the rivers to overflow and at
4 o'clock this morning Pine street and
River avenue, Allegheny, were flooded. The
Allegheny department of public safety at
once sent out men to warn people living in
the lower part of the city to vacate their
homes, but a half hour later the jam sud-
denly broke with an awful crash.

Flood Theeatened at Harrisburg.
HARRISBURG, Pa., December 80.-The

Susquehanna river is agnin rising, and there
are indications of another flood if the rain
continues to fall as heavily as it has dur-
ing the last two days.
At midnight the river stood at four and

a half feet above low water mark, and this
morning It was slowly rising.
Paxton and Conodoguinot creeks in this

lccality and the Yellow Breeches creek, be-
low Harrisburg, are bank full and rising.
The indications are that similar conditions
exist in the creeks above this city, as the
heavy rainfall has been general throughout
the state.
READING, Pa., December 30.-A thir-

teeg-foot flood was raging in the Schuylkill
river early this morning, as a result of
the heavy rainfall of the past two days. No
serious damage was done, however, and the
water is receding.

Potomae Rising Rapidly.

CUMBERLAND, Md., December 30.-The

FLOODB IN TRE SOtU.
Georgia, Alabama Portions of Tea-

meseand North Carolina Visited.
ATLANTA, Ga., December 30.-The tor-

rential rains of the past two days in Geor-
gia, Alabama and East Tennessee and par--
tions of North Carolina caused the death
of four persons as far es known, and in-
flicted serious damage to all kinds of prop-
erty. The rains have been foilowed by
much colder weather, accompanied by high
winds. The weather bureau announced to-
day that the Chattahoochee river would
continue to rise durin the next thirty-six
hours, and It Is reare much damage will
result.
Three people were drowned at West Point,

Ga., while attempttng to cross the turbu-
lent Chattahoochee, and Thomas Russell,
an engineer on the Atlanta and West
Point railroad, was killed in a freight wreck
caused by a washout near Notasulgar; Ala.
Thousands of dollars' worth of property

has been destroyed at West Point and there
is much suffering. Today the water in the
streets of West Point was from one to five
feet deep. Many of the people spenit the
night- in Fort Tyler.
No trains have been sent through from

Atlanta to Montgomely over the Atlanta
and West Point road since Saturday, and
the Southern railway's New York and New
Orleans limited last night was sent-around
by Birmingham and Neriden. A washout
is reported on the Southern between Ashe-
ville and Knoxville.
