Increasing Panama Talk.
Whether such a determination was realiy
.ched or not by republican senators, it is
certain that there Is an increasing amount
of talk in favor of the Panama scheme
among certain senators, and it is equally
certain, in the minds of the isthmian canal
people, <hat if it continues it will embar-
rass peniding legislation.

One of the latest theories advanced by
the Panama advocates in Congress in sup-
port of their attitude is the suggestion that
while the United States is negotiating with
Costa Rica and Nicaragua for the right of
way of the canal through their territory
it may be wise to keep the Panama route in
view as a possible alternative to Induce
better terms.

The advocates of the Nicaragua bill say
that this excuse lacks plausibility. They
say the Nicaragnans have every reason to
make terms that will induce this govern-
ment to build the canal through their ter-
ritory, and that in point of fact this gov-
errment can get the most favorable terms
from Nicaragua and Costa Rica, and is
even now in a position to secure them.

Commission’s Report.

According to the report of the isthmian
cana! commission, recently sent to Con-
gress, ‘‘it was manifest that even if the
privilege of the companies could be pur-
chased by and transferred to the l'niteq
States they were incumbered with charges
and conditions that weuld not per_mit thia
government to exercise all the rights of
complete ownership over a canal construct-
el by it at the Panama route."” "

The commission reported that the New,
Panama (Canal Company has the entire con-
trol and management of the canal property,
but “that the liquidator appointed by the
French court to settle the affairs of the old
company contributed under the charter all
the privileges and property of that company
to the new organization, and ‘In considera-
tion of this contribution he will be entitled
to receive 60 per cent of the net income
after paving all expense charges and stipu-
jated dividends to be distributed by him
among the parties in interest. L . .

“It will thus be manifest,” continued the
report, “that if an agreement be made for
the purchase of the company’s con_cession
and property by the United States, it must
include some settlement of this right which
the French court has placed under the
control of the liquidator, and if a sale is
effected by the liquidator .must unite in it
under the authority of the court from
which he received his appointment.”

Litigation in French Courts.

Thus, there will have to be litigation in
the French courts before even the title to
the physical property can be acquired by
the United States. Aside frem this, how-
ever, is the fact that the ‘‘concession”
which the Frenchmen propose to sell is
not in perpetuity. but reverts to the Co-
lomblan government after a term of years.
The United States would have to make its
own bargain with Colombia for the perpet-
ual control of the canal, such as is con-
templated by Congress.

The situation in Congress today, summar-
ized, is this: On one side are men who
favor an isthmian canal, and, recognizing
the possibility of getting one quickly and
surely by the adoption of the Nicaragua
route, are supporting the Nicaraguan bill,
Nowhere in sight is there an obstacle to the
speedy accomylishment of the canal pro-
ject along the Nicaraguan route.

On the other side are some senators who
say they want a canal, but are inclined to
th> Panama purchase. On the same side
with them are the transcontinental rail-
ways, opposed to any canal and who see
in the support of the Panama proposition
the best way to stave off action. Also on
that side are the stockholders of the Panama
company, who, if they cannot sell their
own property to the United States, do not
want any other canal to be built, which
would destroy their rallroad as well as
their other ‘“‘concessions.”

FAVORS DIRECT OFFER OF CANAL.

Large Shareholder in Fanama Com-
pany Issuen Significant Address.
PARIS, December 31.—All the newspa-
pers here today publish an address to the
shareholders of the Panama Canal Com-
pany, issued by M. Bumau-Varilla, a large
shareholder, who, as cabled December 21,
made an appeal to the shareholders and
others to contribute at the beginning of
the year funds to carry on the work of the
canal, and who only secured promises of
200,008 francs, In this address, which
takes up haif a page of space In the papers,
M. Bunau-Varilla gives the text of a letter
which he recently wrote to the new presi-
dent of the canal company, M. Bo, con-
demning the decision to attempt the “Im-
practicable tagk” of reopening the negotia-
tions with Washington for the sale of the
company’'s property, and urges that the
only course open, in order to clear the sit-
uation, is for the company to make, before
January 7, a straightforward offer to sell
the property for $40,000,000, or, better still,
notify the isthmian commission that it can
itzelf fix the reasonable purchase price at
which, its report said, it would have recom-

mended the Panama route.

TREASURY'S CONDITION OME OF UN-

EXAMPLED STRENGTH, !

Large Reduction of the Public Deb{—

Great Increase in the Volume of

Money in Cirenlation.

“*The treasury is in a condition of unex-
ampled strength,” said Secretary- Gage Lo-
day, when asked to review briefly the
treasury situation at the close of the year.
“Only a mofith ago, in my annual report
to Congress, I reviewed these conditions.
The figures for the last month have made
but little change. For the calendar year
we show receipts in excess of the ordinary
expenditures amounting roundly to $100,-
000,000.  Buch an excess might have re-
sulted in serious embarrassment had not
the department been able by means of this
surplus to reduce the public debt in large
amount. BSince April 1 last the treasury
has redeemed and canceled United States
bonds to the par value of £58,714,700, which
have been applied to the sinking fund,
and the disbursement resulting therefrom
was $£72,226,845. The avallable cash on
hand is therefore only about £30,000,000
larger than the amount held a year ago.

“Comparing the situation as it is today
with April 1, 1897, the result is most grati-
fyving. On the latter day the treasury held
money of all kindas to the amount of $250,-
873,000, including $100,000,000 as a gold re-
gerve, leaving, therefore, $150,000,000 as a
cash balance. Today in money of all kinds
the treasury holds $206,639,000, and if we
deduect the $150,000,000 now held as a gold
reserve the balance stands at $140,000,000,
or $4,000,000 less than it was April 1, 1897,
It will be seen, therefore, that substantial
equilibrium has been maintained.

“There has been a very material Inerease
in the volume of money in circulation since
March 1, 1897, as well as in the amount per
capita. The volume of money on that date
outslde the treasury was §1,675,694,953 and
the amount per capita was $23.14. On the
1st of December last the amount of money
outside the treasury was $2 250,256,230 and
the amount per capita was $28.73. The in-
crease in amount, therefore, was $574,561,-
277 and the increase per capita was $5.59.

“The amount of gold coin and gold cer-
tificates in circulation increased from $553,-
800,515 on March 1, 1807, to $914,300,080 on
December 1, 191. Every other kind of
money In circulation is greater in amount
now than it was on March 1, 1897, with the
single exception of the treasury notes of
the act of July 14, 1890. The amount of

these in circulation December 1, 1901, was:

only $40,012,822, as against $85,540,621 on
March 1, 1807. This reduction in volume
grows out of the natural operation of the
act of July }4, 1890, and the act of March

, 1900,

“The increase in the amount of national
bank notes in ecirculation during the period
in question was $132,132,731. This Increase
is mainly attributable to the act of March
14, 1900,

A SINGLE EXCEFPTION.

All Other Departments Closed at Noon
Today.

With the single exception of the War De-
partment, all the executive departments
closed at noon today, in accordance with
authority given by President Roosevelt for
the heads to exercise their discretion in the
matter.

SECRETARY HAY'S ATTITUDE

MEMORANDUM COMMUNICATED 70

GERMANY.

Position of the United Siates Regard-
ing the Pressare to Be Hrought

to Bear on Venezuela.

Secretary Hay's view as to the proposed
‘German program in Venezvela was com-
municated to the German government in
the shape of a written memorandum. This
suprlemented . verbal exchanges that had
taken place in Washington between Ambas-
sador von Holleben and President Roose-
velt ‘directly and between the ambassador
and Secretary Hay al greater length. The
State Department positively = declines to
‘make public the memorandum or its sub-
stance, but it is again pointed out that the
basis of the United States’ representations
is to be looked for in the uttefances of
President Rosevelt in his annual message
‘to Congress touching the Monroe doctrine in
Jits application to South American countries
which do not pay thelr debts.

The President’s message sald regarding
the Monroe doetrine:

“The Monroe doctrine should be the car-

dinal featurce of the foreign policy of all
the nations of the two Americas, as it is of
the United States. The Monroe doctrine is
a declaration that there must be no terri-
torial aggrandizement by any non-Ameri-
can power at the expense of any American
power on American soil. It is in no wise
intended as hostlle to any nation in the
old "world. We do not guarantee any state
against punishment if it mlsconducts itself,
provided that punishment does not take the
form .of the acquisition of territory by any
non-American power." .

‘Nothing has been heard from Caracas to
;sustain the report that United States Min-
Jster Bowen has, through urgent repre-
Sstntations, managed to cause a postpone-
ment of the execution of the German pro-
gram. - It is certain that no instructions to
that effect have been given Mr. Bowen,
though it is admitted that it would be the
duty of any United States minister to ex-
‘ercise all of his-powers within the lines of
the general policy of this country to pre-
vent possible bloodshed. Notwithstanding
the official ignorance on this subject, eons
firmatory evidence is had from unofficlal
sources of the purpose of the German gov-
ernment to at least delay actlon against
Venezuela until the issue of the present
revclutionary movement directed against
President Castro.

The new code as adopted provides for the
appointment of the coroner by the Presi-
dent of the United States.
officer has been appointed by the Commis-
sioners. The law giving the Commissioners
that authority is repealed, along with a
great many others, by a clause of the code.
When Congress assembled the Commission-
ers recommended that the appointive power
in regard to the coroner be transferred

for the transfer was favorably reported in
the Benate by the District of Columbia
committee, which bhad the matter in charge.
The amendment was not acted upon, how-
ever, before the recess was taken.

The President Informed.

With the consent of the other members
of the District board, Commissioner Mae-
farland presented the matter to President
Roosevelt. Mr. Macfarland informed the
President of the fact that under the code
as it stands the appointment of a coroner
for the District was in the hands of the
chief executive, He stated that it was the
desire of the Commissioners that Dr. Nev-
itt, the Incumbent, should be reappointed.
Mr. Roosevelt assured the Commissioner
that he would be glad to meet the wishes
of the District board in the matter.

It was subsequently learned, however,
that there i no precedent for making a
nomination to the Senate during the recess
annually taken by both houses of Congress
at Christmas time. The Commissioners had
hoped that a recess appointment by the
Preszident might bridge over the difficuliy.
With the discovery of the fact that no pre-
cedent could be found for an appointment

at this time, it was decided fo pursue the

have to await nomination by the President
until Congress reconvenes,
Provisions of the Code.

Consumptive Federal I'risoners,

A number of applications for pardon on
the President’s table today led to an inter-
csting discussion of what ought to be done
with a certain class of pardon applications,
This is the ciass of federal prisoners afMict-
ed with consumption. Heretofore the De-
partment of Justice has uniformly recom-
mended pardons for prisoners in the last
stages of consumption, this belng done for
i the reason that physicians regard the dis-

ease as communicable. In the Fort Leav-
enworth prison there are a large number of
Indian prisoners, many of them bad men.
The Indians contraect consuomption more
easily than the white prisoners, and the
consequence is that there are a large num-
ber of Indians suffering from the dread
disease at all times. It is a grave question
what to do with them.

When they take to the prison hospital
they come In clese contact with prisoners
suffering from other troubles and the sur-
geons and physicians deciare this to be
dangerous to the hcalth of the others. Teo
pardon some of the Indians is to possibly
turn loose a number of men who, although
nearly dead from consumption, are stiil
capable of dolng desperate deeds. To iso-
late them from while prieoners would look
like a discrimination, but the Attorney
General feels that something must be done,
and so he is going to communicate with
| the warden at Fort Leavenworth to ob-
| tain his viewe as to whether the consump-
'.u;es. Indians and whites. should be jso-
lated in a consumptive ward In the hoe-
{ pital, or whether they should be pardoned

when it 18 known by the pHvsicians that
| they are suffering from the disease.

Gov. Crane's Case.

Secretary Long, it 18
siated by friends close to him, will not
retire so long as the Schley-Sampsgon affalr
rethalns open and so long as violent news-
paper attacks are directed against him.
The President wants him to stay, and he is
going to stay, regardless of his own incli-
nations.
| He may not leave the cabinet in seven or
| elght months, or even a year or more, the
information goes, but whenever he does
leave his position will, it is belleved, be of-
fered to Governor Crane. The declination
of the treasury portfolio by the latter is
ascribed mainly to the fact that Governor
Crane practically owns the paper mills at
Dalton, Mass.,, that manufactures paper
from which the government prints its cur-
rercy. Governor Crane could mnet well
sever his connection with that enterprise,
but as Secretary of the Navy he would not
need to sell a penny of his ownership in
the concern.
