WE LEAD THE WORLD IN CONSUMING
THE BEVERAGE.

Importations for the Past Year Ex-
ceeded One Billion Pounds—De-

erease in the Price.

The coffee importations of the United
States will in the calendar year 1991 be the
largest in the history of our import trade.
Eleven months’ figures of the treasury bu-
reau of statistics show thatthelmportations
of coffee amounted to 967,939,585 pounds in
the eleven months ending with November,
against 707,496,152 In the corresponding
months in 1900; 817,223,877 in the corre-
sponding months of 1899; 744,910,179 in the
corresponding months of 1898; 726,119,996 in
the same months of 1897 and 567,929,817 in
the eleven months of 1806.

These figures indicate not only that the
coffee Importations of 1901 will be larger
than those of any preceding year, but that
they will for the first time exceed one bil-
lion pounds. The value of the coffee imports
of the year will reach about $70,000,000.
While the quantity imported will exceed by
more than 200,000,000 pounds that of any
preceding year, the cogt will be less than
the average during the years from 183 to
1897, when the cost per pound was material-
ly higher than at present.

Brazil furnishes of course by far the larg-
est proportion of the coffee importations of
the United States. In the eleven months
ending with November, the coffee imports
from Brazil amounted, according to the
treasury bureau of statisties, to 762,148,514
pounds, while the next quantity came from
other Sot.}th American countries, 91,207,714
pounds; Central America, 64,554,400; Mexi-
co, 21,594,432, Thus of this largest single
Importation in the entire list of our im-
ports, sugar excepted, nearly all comes
from American countries south of the
United States, and this is equally true of
sugar, excepting that share which Is
drawn from the Hawaiian Islands.

The United States 1s by far the largest
coffee-consuming country of the world, as
will be seen by the following table, which
shows the importations of coffee into the
principal countries of Europe and into the
Unlted States in 1849; the total consump-
tlon in pounds and the per capita consump-
tion in pounds:

REVIEW OF WORK OF THE COMMIS-
SION.

Deer in Na of Lobster Eggs
Found—The Conditions in

Hawnaiian Islands.

A review of the operations of the United
States fish commission during the past
vear, togsther with a table of statistics in-
dicating the results of the commission’s ac-

‘tivity and a comparative statement de-

signed to set forth the growth of the com-
mission, has been prepared by George M.
Bowers, the head of the bureau. The re-
port notes a serious decrease in the num-
ber of lobster eggs found and a decline ot
lobster 1ishing. No results of the work
déne in the ponds near the Monument or
the shad siation on the Potomac are noted
in the report, the operations at those es-
tablishments having been limited to the
routine work of hatching stations.

“The fish cultural operations for the
vear,"” says Commissioner Bowers, “show
an increase of more than 9,000,000 over
1909, 1,173,833,400 fish and eggs having been
distributed, the principal species being
shad, salmon, lake trout, white fish, pike
perch, lake herring, cod, flat fish and Job-
sters. 3

On the Great Lakes.

“On the Great Lakes the aggregate re-
sults were satisfactory, and in addition to
the usual work In these waters, plans were
matured to begin the propagation of lake
herring. This was somewhat interfered
with by the severe weather of January,
which prevented taking more than 61,000,-
000 eggs, but it is expected to continue dur-
ing the coming year. The collection of
lake trout eggs in Lake Superior and Michi-
gan, which nearly doubled that of last
year, amounted to 224,000,000, from which
19,000,000 fry were hatched.

“The canvass of the Great Lakes has
been taken up only to 1809, when the yleld
and value were nearly equal to those of
1890, the largest on record. The total yield
was 113,728,000 pounds, worth $2,611,400.
There were 9,670 persons employved in the
fisheries and $6,617,000 was invested. The
value of the fishes in the different lakes
variles considerably from Lake Erie, where
they are worth $1,150,000, to Lake Ontario,
which ylelded products valued at $101,000.”

As far as the commission has been able
to do so, says Mr. Bowers, it has endeav-
ored to comply with all the requests re-
ceived for stocking iniand lakes and rivers.
To that end 160,000,000) eggs were placed in
the Missisquoi river in Vermont, 42,000,000
eggs were taken from Lake Erie to Michi-
gan and Missouri, and 209,000,000 eggs were
held in Put-In-Bay. Out of these hauls
240,887 fishes were hatched.

“The shad work of the season was sat-
isfactory,” continues the report, “though
fewer flsh were huatched than the previous
year, owing to weather conditions, which
caused the runs on the Potomac and Sus-
quehanna to be much smaller than usual.
The' total number of shad fry distributed
was 193,287,000.

Hawaiian Fisheriesn.

“The investigation of the fisherles of the
Hawaiian Islands, required by the act of
Congress which provided a government for
Hawalil, was begun in June, 1901. It was
recognized at the outset that a satisfac-
tory study of this subject, as contemplated
by Congress, would involve a thorough in-
quiry into the variety, abundanece, distribu-
tion, habits, ete., of the fishes and other
aquatic products of this archipelago, and
it was decided that the preliminary investi-
gations should be directed toward the ma-
rine zoology of the territorial waters. The
investigation was placed under the charge
of Dr. B. W. Evermann and Dr. David S.
Jordan, president of Stanford University,
and a report on the subject will be made
shortly. ;

The Lobster Hatching Industry.

‘It becomes each year more difficult to
secure lobster eggs along the coast,” says
Commigsioner . Bowers, speaking of the
work in New Engiand, “notwithstanding
that agents are stationed at all the im-
portant fishing centers. The continued
steady decline of this important fishing in-
dustry renders It the more Important that
efforts should be made to re-establish it by
artificial propagation. The decrease 1is
most noticeable south of Cape Cod. Dur-
ing the year there were hatched and plant-
ed in New England waters 202,870.000 cod,
44,000,000 flat fish and 00,000,000 lobsters.

Fishery Products.

“At Boston and Gloucester there have
been landed during the last calendar year
162,218 600 pounds of fishery products, val-
ued at $4,385,000, a decrease of 14,555,000
pounds from the previous year, but an in-
crease of $191450 in wvalue. Boston I=
credited with an incre.se, both in quantity
and value, while in Gloucester there was a
faliing off in quantity.

“The mackerel fishery for 1900, amounting
to 87,967 barrels, was larger than for any
year, except 1888, gince the marked de-
cline of this industry, which began In 1885,
This has been regarded as an indication
that this Industry might regain its former
importance, although the results up to
this time have not been 80 encouraging.

Minsissippl River and Tributaries.

“In recent years the fisheries of the Mis-
sissippi and its tributariesehave developed
to such a degree that in 159 they exceeded
in quantity, and nearly equaled in value,
the entire yield of the remaining interior
waters of the United States, except the
Great Lakes. Mussel shells, extensively
used In the manufacture of pearl buttons,
were a valuable Item, some 45,500,000
pounds being gathered, for which the fish-
ermen obtained $247,000."

Commissioner Bowers notes the award of
the following prizes in recognition of the
commission’s exhibit at the Paris exposi-
tion:
