REPORT ON HEMP INQUIRY

N0 REFLECTION ON OFFICERS OF
THE GOVERNMENT. -

Review of Facts Brought Before In-

vestigating Commitiee Present-

ed to the Senate.

The Senate committee on military affairs
today unanimously agreed upon a report
on the case making charges against Lieut.
Col. R. O. 8. Heistand of the army, and
the report was presented to the Senate by
Senator Cockrell as soon as that body con-
vened. The report contains a concise state-
ment of the facts in the case as brought
out by the inquiry, and casts no reflection
upon any of the cflicers of the government
whose names were mentioned in connection
with the case.

The First Charge.

The report cites the charge quoted in the
resolution of Inquiry that Colonel Helstand
was in 189 engaged in forming & combina-
tion for the purpose of controlling the
hemp product of the Phillppine Islands,
and that the names of Assistant Secretary
Meiklejohn, Assistant Attorney General
Boyd, Assistant Secretary Allen and Ad-
jutam General Corbin had frequently been
mentionad by him as assoctated with him in
the enterprisze.

The committee finds that the charges
made in the first paragraph of the pre-
amble to the resolution are not true, the
facts in that connection being that Colonel,
then Major, Heistand, about May, 1809,
proposed to Maj. E. L. Hawkes, who had
been major of the 10th Volunteer Infantry,
a scheme for establishing a manufacturing
plant in Manila for the manufacture of
the hemp product in those islands, and
suggested to Major Hawkes to take charge
of it., which offer the latter accepted. The
company then prepared a prospectus and
a4 blank for the names of subsecribers, but
the incorporation of the company was
never consummated and no subscriptions
secured.

Second Charge.

With regard to the seecond charge Involv-
ing government officials the committee finds
that Heistand and Hawkes canvassed the
possibility of Interesting those whase
names are mentioned in the resolution, it
is found that Heistand wrote to Hawkes In
1809 as chargéd, sending documents and
making =suggestions about the Philippine
tariff,, but the committee says that these
suggestions are capable of different con-
structions. It is,”" says the report, “lmpos-
sible for the committee to divine Col.
Heistand's intention when he said ‘Of
course the needs of the future will be met
as they require,” referring to the Philippine
tariff.”

Did Guarantee Place to Hawkes.

The committee also finds that Hawkes
made a ¢laim upon Helstand for compensa-
tion for services, but the charge that As-
sistant Secretary Meiklejohn guaranteed to
Hawkes a position in the government ser-
vice in part settlement of this claim is not
sustained by the committee, but it 1s found
that Meiklejohn d4id in March, 1000, ap-
point Hawkes to the position of inspector of
the customs service in the Phillppines, but
that this appoiptment was revoked by
Seeretary Root in the May following.

Other findings are: That while Heistand
was the projector of the hemp company he
was not authorized to represent the other
government officials who were engaged
with him and that tariff dutles would be
adjusted for thelr benefit.

That the matter of the adjustment of the
tariff was never mentioned directly or In-
directly by Col. Heistand to Gen. Corbin,
Asgsistant Becretary Melklejohn, Assistant
Attorney General Boyd or Assistant Secre-
tary Allen.

That Heistand asked Gen. Corbin to take

stock and that the latter first assented and
Lthen declined.

The testimony concerning the charge that
Heistand had promises from Assistant Sec-
retary Allen and Assistant Secretary Mel-
klejohn is repeated without comment, but
the following 1s added: “Your committee
further finds that the assistant secretary of
war, Hon. G. D. Meikleohn, has not used
government positions for the purpose of
paying private debts of any officer of the
government.”

The committee finds that the letter of
commendation of Hawks of date July 13,
1509, sizned jointly by Col. Heistand, As-
sistant Attorney General Boyd and Assist-
ant Secrctary Me'klejohn, was not signed
officially by these officers, and also that the
words “The government will look with
favor on the same,” meaning the enterprise,
were not in the correct copy of the letter.

Contractor Alleged to Be Missing.

Mississippi.

THE STATE MACHINE SHAKEN UP

Labor Leaders Lunch With the
President.

CONSIDERED AS SIGNIFICANT

—_— .

In the nominations sent o the Senate to-
day the President gives a great shaking up
to the old-line republicans and the machine
in Mississippi. There has never before been
such a shaking up of political dry bones.
The Presldent has followed his announced
policy of picking the best men for office in
the south, and he evidently concluded that
the people he wanted were not te be found
in his own party.

Robert E. Lee, for United States attor-
ney, and Edgar 8. Wilson, for marshal, ara
both democrats, it is stated. Mr. Lee s
which is called a Bryanite. Mr. Wilson is
personally well known to the President.

James Hill, the veteran colored leader of
Mississippi, has also been unhorsed. He
was nominated as register of the land of-
fice at Jackson, Miss., January 12, 1898.
He is succeeded by Frederick W. Collins, at
present United States marshal of the south-
ern district of Mississippi. Mr. Collins i=
an old-time republican, with a good record.

Senator Money and ex-Representative
Catchings of Mississippi were at the White
House today, but say that they did not
make any recommendations for appoint-
ments in Mississippli.

Another Alabama Office.

Reuben F. Kolb of Alabama, formerly
the populist leader of that state, saw the
President this morning and presented J. P.
Burton, who is a candidate for collector of
internal revenue of Alabama to succeed J.
H. Bingham, who is a candidate for re-

nomination. The President said he would
take up the collectorship later.

A Dinner in Philadelphia.

Under the escort of Senator Penrose a
committee from the Manufacturers’' Ciub of
Philadelphia called on the President to in-
vite him to attend the annual dinner of
the club on the 20th of this month. The
committee was composed of Fayette R.
Plumb, president of the club; Cyrus Borg-
ner, vice president, and Willihm S. P.
Shields. The president said he knew he
could find great pleasure in accepting the
invitation, but that he is not now accepting
any invitations of this kind and would re-
gretfully be compelled to decline this one.
Labor Leaders Lunch With President.

With Presldent Roosevelt at lunch this
afternoon were flve of the most prominent
labor leaders in the United States, the
two other guests belng Attorney General
Knox and Secretary Wilson of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture. The five men invited
to the lunch were Frank P. Sargent, chief
of the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen;
E. E. Clark, chief of the Order of Rallway
Conductors: P. H. Morissey, grand master
of the Brotherhood of Railroad Trailnmen:
H. B. Perham, president of the Order of
Raliroad Telegraphers, and A. B. Young-
son, the first assistant chief of the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Engineers, of which P.
M. Arthur is chief.

The gathering of so many prominent
labor men is considered as significant. That
the men were invited by the President to
come on at a certain date is certain. In
addltion to desiring the men to lunch with
him the DPresident wanted to talk over
conditions in their fields with them and
learn all he can regarding the wants, de-
sires and feelings of that important branch
of labor represented by the associations of
railroad workers. At the White House no
information was made public and none
could be made public untll the lunch had
developed scme things of Interest.

The seven guests of the President re-
mained until after 3 o’cloek this afternoon,
and said that it would be Iimproper for
them to discuss anything said at the lun<h
table,

Frank P. Sargent was recently offercd
the position of commissioner of immigra-
tion at the port of New York, to succeed

Mr. Fitchie, it is stated, but declined the
offer.

Says the Hepburn Bill Will Pasn.

Representative Grosvenor was a visitor
who saw the President. Speaking of the
Hepburn canal bill, Representative Gros-
venor said: “I am sure the bill for the
Nicaragua route will pass the House by a
safe majority by late this afternoon. There
is some desire for a compromise that will

permit a selection of eithef the Nicaragua
or Panama routes.””

%0 INCLUDE EIGHT CONGRESSMEN

Concurrent l'\;bshlution Introduced
by Senator Fairbanks.

REPORT DUE BY MARCH 1

A concurrent res&ut!on was introduced
in the Senate today by Mr. Fairbanks of
Indiana, chairman of the Senate committee
on public buildings and grounds, providing
tor the appointment of a joint committee
of the House and Senate to consider the
subject of providing a, hall of records in
this eity, for the use of the government de-
partments. The resolution provides that
three members of this joint committee shall
be senators and five shall be representa-
tives, and that they' shall investigate and
consider the question of a site for a hall of

records to be erected in the District of
Columbia.

They are to report thelr conclusions before
March 1, or as soon thereafter as may be
possible. They are to report also as to
the most feasible location of such a build-
Ing and upon the approximate sum that
will be involved in its erection.

This outlines a plan which, it is expected,
will result in actien by Congress during
the present session on the important sub-
ject of providing a hall of records that has
20 long been discussed.

It is understood that both the Senate
and House committees on public buildings
and grounds are favorable to this project,
which has only been impeded In the past by
a failure to suggest some project that will
be acceptable to both committees and to
Congress. The chief difficulty has been
arriving at a conclasion as to a location for
such a building, It is believed that if this
Jjoint committee ecan agree upon a location
and upon the cost of a structure so that
identical bills may be reported favorably
to both the Senate and the House there
will be no obstruction to their Immediate
passage. £

Building Deemed n Necessity.

While this resolution authorizes the com-
mittee to investigate the subject there seems
to be no doubt as to the advisability of
having a hall of records, so far as the
views of senators and representatives are
ccncerned. The committee will have be-
fore it the very strong recommendations
that were made by Secretary Gage for a
fireproof building in which to store val-
uable records that have cost the govern-
ment an enormous amount of money and
which are kept on a top floor in the Treas-
ury Department building, under conditions
that might render their destruction by fite
altogether possible, should a conflagration
break out in that vieinity.

In fact, nearly all of the government de-
partments have valuable office rooms that
are needed for;ghe clerical force more or
less filled up by.the, storage of documents
that cannot be destreyed and which are yet
referred to very seldom. The committee
may secure from the,various departments
of the governmgnt spome estimate on what
it now costs tg, keeps; these documents in
rooms that ar?lentlgply suitable for the
clerical force. 1t is understood that if an
estimate could bg arrived at concerning the
value of this storage,room it.would show
that the government . would .be a large
gainer by buildipg a_hall of records espe-
cially adapted for {ts needs.

Not only would, this.give addiitonal space
In all the department buildings, but. it
would atlow the adaptien of a system in
the storage of deocuments and In convenient
references to them  nuweh more desirable
than the systems pow In vogue.

Should BeUentrally Located.

An Important matbter ¥ith the commit-
tee will -be to decurd afocation which as
far as possfble ‘WMl bé tn the center of the
government Buildimgs that now contain the
large force of employes of the govern-
ment here. Thé ‘hall of records will, of

course, be in .telephonic- communication
with every department of the government,
and in order to get documents quickly it
Is desired ‘that when one is telephoned for
as little time as 'Hossible shall be lost in
conveying It from'the hall of récords to
the department frém which the ¢all comes,

While the proposed hall of recards will
doubtless be of Imposing architectural ef-
fect on the exterlor, it will not be a build-
ing that will Involve very large expense,
for the reason that the interior will be
fitted up In very simple style, the chief
point of desirability being to have it en-
tirely fireproof, and so arranged as to glve
a very large space for storage. There Is no
doubt that an entire square will be needed
for this purpose, and with the rapid ac-
cumulation of documents that are of.great
historic value a h ing much larger than
will be Immediate]y- reguired will be pro-
vided for. '

It Is not expected that there will be any
delay in the passage of this concurrent
resolution, which does not require the sig-
nature of the President, and it is believed
that within a very short time the joint
committee can get to work. The senators
who will b. on this committee will be ap-
pointed by the President of the Senate,
while the representatives will be appointed
by the Speaker of the House, but In each
case they will doubtless be members of the
committees on public buildings and grounds,
in the case of the Benate two republicans
and one democrat, and In the case of the
House committee three republicans and two
democrats.

THE TUNNEL WRECK

Condition of Some of the More Seri-
ously Injured.

INVESTIGATING THE ACCIDENT

District Attorney Promises to Fix
the Responsibility.

WILL PUNISH THE GUILTY

NEW YORK, January 9.—Thomas P.
Murphy of New Rochelle, whose legs were
broken, and who was badly hurt internally
in yesterday's tunnel wreck in this city,
passed a qulet night in Bellevue Hos-
pital. His left leg, which was badly
crushed, will probably be amputated to-
day. !

Albert Wadley, a florist of this city,
with & home in New Rochelle, who had
both legs broken and who suffered inter-
nal injuries, was improving today.

Winfield Flutze of New Rochelle, a trav-
eling salesman, whose right leg and left
thigh were broken, was reported today to
be in a serious condition. It may be nec-
essary to amputate one of his legs.

Everett Cooper, the fifteen-year-old boy
whose leg was broken and who was
burned, wag improving today.

Albert W. Adams, a carriage manufac-
turer of this city, whose leg was cut off
above the knee and who was hurt on the
head, was worse today.

At the Grand Central station it was sald
today that as the district attorney had
commenced an Investigation to determine
the cause of and responsibility for the
wreck, the railroad officials had definitely
postponed thelr investigation, and would
present all the facts in their possession to
the county prosectitor.

President Cantor May Investigate.

Another investigation will probably be
made by President Cantor of the borough
of Manhattan. Mr. Cantor gaid today:

“I will confer with the corporation coun-
sel regarding my authority over tunnels ex-
clusively used by railroads. I am not fully
satisfied as to my power in this matter. As
there are investigations being made by the
district attorney, the coroners and the
state railroad commission, I thought it best
to find out my authority before I attempted
an Investigation of my own.

“My opinion is that if electricity had been
used by the railroad the accident would not
have happened.

“I visited the scene of the wreck at 9:30
oclock last night. I watched the trains
passing through the tunnel. The volumes
of smoke from the locomotives filled the
tunnel so that it was impossible to discern
the lights.”

President Cantor looked up the charter
regarding the powers of the board of alder-
men in the matter, and, after reading the
sections, sald they were so indefinite that
he could not give a clear opinion. He sald,
however, he thought there was no doubt
that the board had full power to regulate
the speed of trains within the city limits.

District Attorney Jerome said he wished
his investigation to be as thorough as pos-
sible, and that he would confer with Coro-
ner Scholer to that, end.

Mr. Jerome's Statement.

“It is possible,” said Mr. Jerome, ‘‘that
the engineer only was at fault. It Is also
possible that the railroad company did not
provide the proper devices for the protec-
tion of its patrons. No matter who is re-
sponsible he shall be punshed."

In New Rochelle, where all but one of the
dead lived, business was almost entirely
suspended today.

Of those hurt, twenty-nine lived in New
Rochelle, and numbers of their relatives
spent the night in New York néar the hos-
pitals. Today several of the bodies of the
dead were taken to New Rochelle. The
town was in mourning, and many persons
who had no relatives in the wreck made
visits to those who had suffered less and
offered sympathy and assistance.

The date for the Inguest has not been
fixed, but it probably will be begun some
day next week.

The district attorney’s inguiry was held
behind closed doors. Mr. Jerome presided.

John Wischdw, the engineer of the White
Plains local, which ran into the South Nor-
walk train, was said to be in a state of al-
most complete nervous collapse in prison
today. He refused o see any one.

——————
TRIALS STOPPED.

Connidering Legality of Jury in the
Poliee Court.

At the Police Court Judges Scott and
Kimball and Prosecuting Attorney Mul-
lowny discussed the question concerning
the legality of the present jury. Whila
they would not make public the decision
reached, it is known that at least one of
the judges felt certain that a verdict ren-
dered by the jury would not stand.. It
was not until one jury trial had been
started that the conference was held and
it was then too late to stop proceedings
in that particular case.

Counsel in another case was Informed

that his client could not get a hearing un-
til further notlce. Attorney Mattingly, who
appeared as counsel In the case, sald he
had heard something said about the alleg-
ed lllegality of the jury.

Prosecuting Attorney Mullowny sald he
would be frank in the matter and tell him
that he would not try the case on account
of the uncertainty concerning the jury. Un-
til the question Is settled no further jury
trials will be held.

RAILROAD PLANS FILED

DETAILS OF THE UNION STATION
SCHEME BEFORE COMMISSIONERS.

H Street Will Be Closed—Much Filling
Needed—Tracks on Twe
Levels,

The preliminary plans of the union depot
project of the Pennsylvania and Baltlmore
and Ohio raliroads were today officially filed
with the Distriect. Mr. W. H. Brown, chief
engineer of the Pennsylvania company,
called at the Distriet building and went
over the plans at a conference with En-
gineer Commissioner Biddie, Capt. H. C.
Newcomer, assistant to the Engineer Com-
missioner; Mr. C. B. Hunt, the computing
engineer, and Mr. W. P. Richards, assist-
ant engineer In charge of street extension
matters.

One of the most striking features of the
plans and the bill which has been intro-
duced in the Senate regarding them, is the
proposed closing of H street northeast from
a point about 300 feet west of the line of
Delaware avenue to a point 300 feet to the
east of the same thoroughfare. H street
is at present the main artery connecting a
great section of the northeast territory of
the District with the clty proper. It ls
traversed by the Columbia line of strest
railways and is extensively used for busi-
ness purposes.

The Closing of H Streef.
The District Commissioners will not say
at present what their views are on this
feature of the union depot bill. The docu-

ment has not as yet been officially referred
to them by the Senate District committee,
from which it will eventually come. The
Commissioners will later be called upon to
make a report to Congress on :he whole
subject of the union depot and the changed
terminal arrangements contemplated in the
new measure,

It is belleved, however, that the proposed
closing of such an important thoroughfare
as H street will call forth a strenuous and
determined protest from the residents of
the District who will be directly or indi-
rectly affected by the stoppage of through
traffic on the street.

The bill does not specifically state that H
street shall be closed. It provides that K,
L and M streets shall be carried under the
proposed viaduct. The plans as filed show
H street closed.

No Engineering Need for Closing.

The union depot will reach to H street,
and in order to carry H street under the
structure would require an opening about
800 feet long. It is stated theére are no en-
gineering difficulties to be encountered In
carrying the street through, and that the
closing of the thoroughfare would simply
be a matter of policy. The expense of pro-
viding a passageway for the street would
be in the neighborhood of $100,000, it is as-
serted. .

H street could be carried under the tracks
on its present grade, it is stated by an offi-
cial of the engineer department, with the
exception of one point, where a depression
of about three feet might have to be made.

There is another rather startling feature
of the proposed plan In the great amount
of filling which will have to be done to
bring Massachusetts avenue and the streets
leading into that thoroughfare up to the
grade established for the depot. At some
points Massachusetts avenue will have to
be filled more than thirty feet, it is sald.

The intersecting streets and surrounding
property will also have to be brought up to
this level. The task of making such a tre-
mendous fill is ¢jusily appreclated. The un-
dertaking is one that will require years.

Tracks on Two Levels.

According to the plans the tracks in the
union station will be arranged om two
levels. The through tracks for traffic be-
tween the north and south will be about
twenty feet lower than the tracks intended
for trains having Washington as their des-
tination and their initial point of departure.

The through tracks must necessarily be
on a lower level because of the fact that
they emerge directly from the proposed
Capitol Hlil tunnel in entering the statlon.
The tunnel in question will be something
more than 4,000 feet or a little more than
three-quarters of a mile in length. Leav-
ing the line of tracks as situated at pres-
ent on Virginia avenue, in the southwest,
the tracks leading Into the new station will
curve to the northeast and enter the tun-
nel just west of New Jersey and south of
B street southeast. The tunnel will be
bullt under the line of 1st street east.

Buying of Manhattan Was the Fea-
ture in Stocks.

BALANCE OF THE LIST WAS WEAK

Public is Not Interested and Trad-
ers Are in Control.

GENERAL MARKET REPORTS

NEW YORK, January 9.—The opening
level of prices reflected an irregular stock
market, with liquidation evident in a lew
stocks and a moderate buying demand In
others. London sent over a lower range
of prices, and there was some selling of
an effective character attributed to that
center. Unlon Pacific failed to hold s
rise of yeaterday, and profit-taking sales
were evident throughout the day. Southern
Pacific shared in this heaviness, although
the trading was limited in volume,

The announcement made from Washing-
ton that the government would absndon
its Pacificc transport service and charter
vessels from Pacific Mall or other private
companies was used to explain the recent
demand for the stock of the company
named. As the control of the steamshlip
company is owned indirectly by Union Pa-
cific the latter was expected to profit sub-
stentially by the proposed arrangement.

Manhattan was a feature of the day
un_de'r a blg demand, which advanced the
price beyond 140. It was announced early
in the day that the first electric car would
be run over the 24 avenue line during the
day, and the advance was party sentimen-
tal as the result of this evidence of progress
myvard modern equipment. In addition to
this elrcumstance vesterday's serlous tuntiel
accident emphasized the desirability of re-
leving the suburban traveler of the dangers
and annoyances of a steam-car tunnel.

Vanderbin buying of Manhattan has been
noted previously, and today's advance was
not unllke a movement from the same
source. One firm bought 25,000 shares of
the stock. Nickel Plate Issues were in bet-
ter demand under the influence of good
earnings and rumors of an increased divi-
Jdend. Panhaandle advanced to practically
its record price, and a scarcity of stock
was reported at the best figures. Speclal-
ties were more easily advanced than the
more active Issues and found a smaler
quantity of stock seeking an outlet.

In the general list there were signs of
selling to take profits, and nearly every
department was influenced by the steady
offerings of stock. Atchison issues gave
evidence of this condition, the steel stocks
were In good supply and nearly all of the
anthracite coal {ssues were heavy. An ef-
fort was made to emphasize the fact that
the agreement with the coal miners expires
In April, and that there may be trouble in
having an equally favorable contract drawn
for another year,

The dividend on Erle first preferred was
thought to be less certain, and Delawars
and Hudson, for similar reasons, was weak.

The trading element covered its short
coutracts yesterday and this morning and
turned again to new short selling. The
market has failad to attract any public in-
terest and the trading element is growing
restive under the delay. The selling s not
of the best, but it serves to preserve an
equilibrium in this between-markets condi-
tion which now prevalls,

The money rate throughout the day was
satisfactory, but gold exports are probable
next week. The latter prospect Is not en-
couraging, and no sustained advance seems
likely for the present. The buying at the
declines is good, but the purchasers are of

a class which do not uire or expeet Im-
mediate results. S
