Commissioners nd Assessors Have

Repeatedly Shbwn Its Injustice.
p

DECLARED INEFFECTIVE

From the beginning of the present form
of District government the official opinion
at the municipal buildings has been ad-
verse to the personal tax law on the local
statute books, and to its methods of en-

forcing. The reports of the Commissioners
and subordinates for almost every year up
to the present time contain references to
the advisability of either a radical amend-
ment or a positive repeal of the law. A
summary of the recommendations thus
made in the course of the annual reports,
particularly at this time when the question
of the local taxation and especially the ad-
visability of enacting a new personal tax
law to replace that recently annulled by a

decision of the court, is under considera-
tion, is of immediate interest.
In 1875 the board of assessors reported as

follows: "The provisions of the law (just
enacted) in regard to the taxation of per-
sonal property developed many expressions
of opinion as to the policy of levying such a
tax in the District of Columbia for its sup-
port. The law was evidently designed to
make a certain class of property contribute
its portion toward the expenses of the Dis-
trict; but it is equally apparent that this
object would have been defeated to a great
extent by the conversion of taxable prop-
erty into property non-taxable under the
law just prior to the day fixed for its as-
sessment and its re-conversion when that
day had passed, thereby leaving those who
held non-convertible commodities to bear
the burden of the tax. The board -had the
satisfaction of an explanation from a num-
ber of citizens from other sections of the
country as to how personal tax laws were
executed in their respective states and
cities.
"If the statements of these gentlemen are

correct, -and the board has no evidence
to the contrary, it is painful to contem-
plate, and greatly to the discredit of the
whole country, that any population should
be invited, tempted and forced to permit
the amount of perjury that is evidently
committed under all systems of law pro-
viding for the taxation of personal prop-
erty and having the inquisitorial features
of the act passed at the last session of
Congress. After considering all the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of the taxa-
tion of personal property the members of
the board are compelled to say that such
a tax would operate very detrimentally in
this District. The District of Columbia not
being a commercial or manufacturing place,
depending entirely tipon the disbursements
of the general government and outside
capital for its prosperity, the accumulated
wealth supposed to be taxable does not
exist. *

Washington a Residence City.
"It was truthfully stated in one of the

debates at the last session of Congress,
when the percentum to be levied for tax-
ation for the fiscal year ending June 80,
t876, was under consideration 'that the city
depended entirely upon the government and
upon inviting outside capital, not for specu-
lation, but for the temporary abode of
citizens of the states of wealth, culture
and education, and' malting Washington
(the capital of the nation) a cheap and at-
tractive resort.' It 'is not difficult to con-
clude that all such( citizens of the states
able to indulge their tastes by having a
home in Washington, if followed closely
with a personal tax;. would accommodate
themselves with a very temporary resi-
dence in this city, if they came here at
all. After fully considering the whole sub-
ject the board recommeruls, in lieu of a
personal tax, a system of licenses for all
permanent business pursuits, similar to that
provided for by existing laws."
In their report the Cimmissioners re-

ferred to the difficulties and recommenda-
tions of the assessors relating to the per-
sonal tax and invited the attention of Con-
gress to the proposition to substitute a li-
cense tax for the tax on personal prop-
erty. They did not indorse the recommen-
dation.
In 1877 the assessors included in thier

report a recommendation that the rate of
the personal tax be reduced from one and
one-half to one per cent, nq action having
been meanwhile taken to modify the tax
law itself. They expressed the belief that
as the result of such a reduction much
fuller returns would be made under the
law, they would be yielded more cheer-
fully by the people and there would be no
loss of income, but perhaps a gain. The
Commissioners made no recommendation.
In 1878 the assessors reviewed the recom-

mendation for the substitution of an an-
nual license law in place Of the tax on
goods and merchandise held for sale, say-
ing: "It will do away with the most un-
popular feature of our personal tax law,
which requires the merchant to make an
annual exhibit of his business affairs, of-
ten to his great detriment."
Again in 1879 the treasurer and assessor,

who had succeeded the board of assessors
under a new law, said: "Taxpayers whose
personal property is .invisible fail to com-
municate with the assessor, either from
love of gain or to avoid publicity of their
affairs. The arbitrary assessments which
encumber our tax books are a sad com-
mentary upon 'the inefficiency of our per-
s'onal tax law "

A License Tax Proposed.
In the report for 1880 the assessor notes

that the Commissioners had made a vigor-
ous effort to collect the personal tax by
sending out notices and bills and a much
larger amount of the taxes was collected
than was anticipated. He says: "It is
urged that the tendency of the present law
is to drive capital out of the District. The
people are anxious to be allowed to substi-
tute a complete system of licenses for the
personal tax, leaving nothing taxable but
real estate and household chattels. I agree
with them that more money may be real-
irsed by a general license law than under
the present law and more equitably and
satisfactorily."
In 1881 the Commissioners themselves

tookc up the question of the unsatisfactory
condition -of the personal tax law, saying:
"It is hoped that some more satisfactory
method of taxation on personal property
than that now in use iarbe devised. That
the personal tal law now' in force has not
been successful as la revenue measure ex-
perience has cliear-ly :demnstrated. .This
tendency is to -deseourage business and
honest returnsal perodnal sproperty for
taxation;. to etihane thdalocal rates af in-
terest on moneypWta enecoirage the invost-
ment of local or residenit capital in nion-
taxable securities, Anid tOm give the control
and profits of the local anoney market to
non-resident capitalists. A law whIch thus
discriminates against reient citizens anid
tends to repel 'the' better class whom It
should be our policy' ti attract to the capi-
tal cannot be either wise or just."
The assessor's repbet for 1882 says of the

personal tax: '"The. ta:# seemns to be ob-
noxious to the citisens, sethey argue that
the burden Is uneqiual, many people mak-
ing proper returns -when-by far the large
majority make no ,atell and leave the
assessor to surmsalat~al their personal
property is in non- zbW 'bonds or stocks.
Deed of trust notesaen rarely ever be
reached unlears the owner chooses to make
a return, as a large number of them are
payable to unknown partie'and trans-.

the attentmn at Congress, saying: "Among
the payers- of personal tames in the Di-
trict of Columbia are to be found a large
proportion of individua who are not pera
manent residents. Many. of them are
called here to transact business with the
government or sent here to represent con-
stituencies, while many others, men of
vealth and assured incomes, who have
nomes elsewhere, are establishing their
residences here for a portion of the year,
attracted by the social, sanitary and Other
advantages for which Washington city 1s
rapidly acquiring a national reputation.
All these individuals are necessarily em-
barrassed in determining what property of
theirs is taxable here and what is taxable
elsewhere. All the vexatious and unjust
features pertaining in general to personal
taxation are aggravated in the District of
Columbia.
"So large a proportion of the populationof Washington are but temporary residents

that the imposition of a personal tax is
manifestly unjust to those permanently
established here, and compels the latter to
submit to an impost unfairly distributed,
from which the many escape and of which
the-few bear the burden. A license system,
applying with equal force to the sojourner
of a day or of a month or months, exacts
contribution more fairjy, would reach all
classes without partiality, and with rec-
ommendations made by the Commissioners
adopted, personal taxation need no longer be
considered necessary as a measure of rev-
enue. It would seem that at the capital of
the nation the way should be cleared for
all comers. who, as citizens of the repub-
lic, contribute to -national taxation a large
portion of the expense of the. maintenance
of its municipal government. The Com-
missioners are of opinion that the power to
dispense with personal taxation altogether,
or to grade it to a reduced percentage,
should be accorded to them whenever in
their judgment the financial situation of
the District government shall permit either
to be done."
In 1885 the assessor noted again the diffi-

culty of making a just assessment of per-
sonal taxes, and the Commissioners, in
calling attention to his recommendations
and those of prior years, repeated the sug-
gestion that the attention of Congress to
this subject was needed.

Recommendations for Repeal.
In 1887 the assessor said that the expe-

rience of every year added to the force of
the views expressed in previous reports on
this subject, and that the personal tax law,
if not entirely removed, should be promptly
amended to suit the changed conditions
caused by the growth of the city and the
low rate of interest. The Commissioners
said that if the tax was longer to be re-
garded as a material source of revenue
the laws providing for its assessment and
collection should be amended, noting that
the collections were yearly and rapidly de-
creasing.
The trouble in this particUlar was again

noted in 1889 by the assessor, who said
that the law was not enforced as it should
be, owing to the evasion of the tax by
many persons who should pay it. He had
rEached the decision that the law was con-
sidered a dead letter by a great many per-
sons, and that If the law could not be en-
forced It should be repealed, or if the reve-
nue derived from it was essential Congressshould pass a law sufficient to enforce
the making of the assessment and its col-
lection. He called attention to specific de-
fects in the law.
In 1890 the assessor noted again the con-

stant diminishing of the returns and said:
"It cannot be true that our citizens gener-ally are getting poorer or less prosperousin business; nevertheless, in view of the
foregoing statement it might possibly be
said that the public conscience Is becomingsomewhat elastic on the subject of taxation.
Out of the entire population of the District
the books of this office show less than 3,000
persons owning personal property over and
above the legal exemption. Those that
make regular returns and promptly pay the
tax, justly complain that others are not
compelled to do the same, and many takeoccasion to make their wealth invisible bytemporary investment in exempted stocks
or bonds, or buy themselves in debt upona margin. I am well satisfied that our
citizens generally are willing to pay alljust and reasonable demands. The personaltax law, however, is considered an obnox-
lous one and is severely criticised, insofar
as it attempts to expose to public inspec-tion matters of private business, and to this
extent the objection is fair and reasonable
and the arguments against its further con-
tinuance or enforcement are worthy of most
careful and favorable consideration."

The Law Unpopular.
The next year, 1891, the assessor cited the

fact that the situation was unchanged, save
that a small Increase in the tax had been
noted as a result of the incorporation of
certain new companies. He says: "The law
on this subject is unquestionably an ex-
tremely unpopular one, and many of our
best citizens complain grievously at its
strict enforcement. They call it 'inquisito-
rial,' 'iniquitous,' 'unjust,' etc., and that its
longer continuance will have tendency to
drive capital out of the District for invest-
ment elsewhere.
"I am constrained to believe that these ob-

Jections are well founded and are not at
all unreasonable. The entire revenue de-
rived from the personal tax averages onlyabout $150,000 annually. I think the law
should be repealed .and a general gradedlicense law substituted therefor, from
which, in my judgment, much more moneywill be realized and at the same time the
burden of taxation will be distributed more
equitably and satisfactorily."
In 189'2 the assessor, noting that thle thor-

ough and systematic assessment and en-
forcement would undoubtedly result In add-
Ing several millions to the taxable prop-
erty of the District, if the means were pro-
v'ided for such administration, said: "The

pecuniary .results from this source I 'be-
lieve would be more than counterbajanced
by the large amount of additional capital
which would seek inve,stment in our Dis-
trict In business enterprises, if assured that
the obnoxious and inquisitorial feat-.res .t
the personal tax law were abolished and
legitimate business affairs secured trom tUn-
necessary publicity and inquisitive Inspec-
tion,"
A recommendation to the same effect oc-

curred in the assessor's report for 1894, and
he said: "It is difficult to divest ai tax of
this character of unjust and inq.-iltorsal
features, and equially difficult to make an
assessaient approximating an dquitable is-
tribution of its obnoxious burden'v. It I.
wrong in principle; it invitas per'jury ; it
gives opportunity to apologize for inten-
tional misrepresentation of fact, and] in
every way is calculate* to demoralize the
general standard of public morality by en-
couraging extreme tension in the on e whose
conscience is inclined to be elastic onf the

question of legal' responsibility. The laP
should be repealed."

A Prediction of Judial Repeal.
In 1895 the assessor wearily refer's to his

previous arguments and representations

against the personal tax law and says: "I

venture this further assertion that if a-p-
pealed to our courts would find a close re-

Lationship between this and the much-ab-

orred income tax which was lately abolisL

ed by a decision .of our highest judicial tri

bunal, I submit the question without jur-
ther argument or suggestion in .he hnope,

however, that the law will be repealed.'

In 1900 the assessor, the incum-

bent, said: "Being well satisfied that an
equitable enforcement relating to personal

property is absolutely impossible I deem
it my duty to make recommendation for

its repeal I claim that this law is wron

in prniple, that it invites perjury,an
is calculated to demoralize the -standard of

public morality. The comparativdly small

revenue derived from this tax could be
compensated by a revision of our license

laws, by substituting In lieu of the present
system a tax on all mercantile business and

corporations of one-half of 1 per cent on
each $100 of thle gross volume of business
done each year."
The question of the personal tax in the

District was discussed in Congress at the
last session and Inquiry was made by
members of the Houses of the Commission-.
era as to the reasons why it, the law, was

not ertoroed. The assessor, being asked

for an opinion, suggested that the law was

non-enforcible. '1h4 sub~quenit proceed-

Ings were noted in the course of his annual
report, as follows:

of the personal tax law, and with two as-
sistants engaged In reporting upoM all mer-
cantile establishments, with a view to list-
Ing for taxation every one liable under the
law. The lack of force necessary to en-
force this law and other obstacles impel
me to again recommend its repeal, and In
lieu thereof a license tax on all mercantile
business and corporations (except street
railways) of one-half of 1 per cent on
each $100 of the gross volume of business
done each year, which would appear to be
equitable and just, and simplify the assess-
ment and collection of the tax."

The Lawv Declared Ineffective.
A test case was carried to the District

Supreme Court and was there decided ad-
versely to the law, which was declared to
be Ineffective by reason of the lack of the
proper machinery for Its enforcement. Thus
after more than a quarter of a century
of effort on the part of the District offl-
clil the law was declared to be Inopera-
tive.
The draft of a new personal tax law to

replace the old has since been made by
the assessor at the instance of the chair-
man of the Senate District committee and
Is now under consideration.
