ADDRESSES NOT MADE PUBLIC.

Why PIostal Officials Cannot Accom-
modate [QuneRfioners.
To the Editor of The Evening Star:

I notice in a4 recent izsue of your paper
a communication from some one signing
himself ‘‘Obsertef” in ‘Which he expresses
himself as dlssa;}gﬁed with the post office
for not giving him ‘the address of some
friend whom he _w#iseek\ing.

The postmaster in-all thatters of this kind
Is allowed by the Post Office Deparrment
no discretlon whatever. He ig absolutely
forbidden by the postal régulations to give
such information, regardless of what may
be the purpose of the inquirer. In fact, so
rigid is the department vegarding this mat-

.ter that it has deemed it proper to supple-

ment the regulations by specifically calling
attention to violations of the rule, and
‘practically to threaten removal from: office
as a punishment for further offending, as
will be seen by the following extract from
an official circular:

“It has come to the knowledge of this de-
partment that postmasters still continue to
make public the names and addresses of
the patrons of their office, in direct viola-
tion of section 462, Postal Laws and Regu-
lations, 1893, -

‘‘Postmasters must understand that this
prohibition also extends to their wives and
other members of their families, and they
will see that such Information is not sup-
plied. Any violation of this rule will sub-
Ject the offending postmaster to discipline.”

The object of the deépartment’s rule I8 a
good one. It i3 mainly to save from annoy-
ance persons who desire to keep thelr
whereabouts unkpnown—debtors, for exam-
ple, who may be pursued by importunate
creditors; wives who have separated from
unkind husbands; young women who are
subjected to unpleasant attentions from
bad men; unfortunate# of all kinds who
may find it necessary to try to escape liti-
gation; and, indeed, many other classes,
some with good, some with evil motives.
In any such case the Postmaster General
feels that the govérnment has no right to
interfere; or, in other words, if a man
wishes to conceal his address the postmas-
ter cannot in justice glve it away.

Perhaps the rule gught to be modified so
as to give the postmaster the right to im-
part information of this character where
the purpose of the Inquirer should be mani-
festly innocent, and where good would un-
questionably result to all parties concerned,
At present, however, Thére 18 no discretion.

Jports for 1901; British official reports put
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WORK ENDING JANUARY 11, 1902,

President Roosevelt entertained the dip-
lomatic corps at dinner at the White
House. Congress reassembled after the
holiday recess, adjourning after short scs-
slons of both houses out of respect to the
late Senator Sewell of New Jersey: the
House passed the Hepburn Nicaragua ca-
nal bill by a vote of 308 to 2; the Senate
confirmed the nominations of Leslie M.
Shaw and Henry C. Pavne as Secretary of
the Treasury and Postmaster General, re-
spectively; the Senate commerce commit-
tee decided to report favorably a bill cre-
ating a department of commerce; Chair-
man Cooper of the House committee on in-
sular affairs introduced a bill providing
for civil government of the Philippines;
the House recommitted the Hopking bill
to create a permanent census bureau; af-
ter five weeks of consideration, the special
committee of Pacific coast congressmen
designated to frame a new Chinese ex-
clusion act concluded its labors and de-
cided upon a measure. Rear Admiral W.
8. Schley appealed directly to the Presi-
dent from the decision of the court of in-
quiry; the President turned the case over
to the Attorney General, with instructions
to inquire strictly into the legal aspects
of the matter. Gen. Franklin Bell, in re-
ply to advocates of peace who denounced
his stern measures in repressing revolt
in Batangas province and driving the Fili-
pino insurgents in all directions, said that
the best peace method now is rigorous war-
fare until the insurrection is completely
subdued; a Filipino powder factory, work
shops and war munitions were captured
by a detachment of the 1ith Infantry at
Ormac, Island of Levte; Major Waller of
the marine corps and ten men marched
across the Island of Samar, capturing two
Filipino officers and XKilling thirteen men.
T. Estrada Palma, president-elect of Cuba,
outlined his policy and pointed out what
he believes are duties still incumbent on
the TUnited States; General Wood sus-
pended the mayor of Havana, alleging in-
competency. Minnesota's attorney general
made formal plea before the United States
Bupreme Court, asking it to enjoin the
merger of northwestern railroads. The
United S8tates Supreme Court refused to
interfere in the case of ex-Captain Ober-
lin M. Carter. The democratic caucus of
the Kentucky legisiature nominated ex-
Governor James B. McCreary for United
States senator to succeed Senator Deboe,
the nomination being equivalent to elcc-
tion.

The Commissioncers submitted the revised
estimates of the District to the House com-
mittee on appropriations. Secretary Hay
and a number of other gentlemen interests
ed In the Carnegic project of a national
university met and formed an incorporation
to be known as the “Carnegie Institute:”
Dr. Charles D. Walcott, in outlining the
aims of the institution, said that it would
be for the purpose of giving ald 1o individ-
uals who seemed fitted for some particular
line of work, but who lacked the necessary
means for the advancement of rescarch.
The assessor for the District submitted to
the Commissioners for transmission to Con-
gress the draft of a new personal tax law
for the District; a resume of the reports of
the Commissioners of the District from the
beginning of its present form of Bovern-
ment showed that recommendations wers
made almost every year adverse to the per-
sonal tax law and its method of enforcing,
the assessor in many Instances recommend-
ing its absolute repeal. The District at-
torney took steps to have the Court of Ap-
peals construe the jury section of the new
code of laws for the District. At a confer-
ence of the Commissioners, the judge of
the Police Court and the assistant District
attorney it was decided to hold sessions of
the Police Court exclusively for juveniles.
A concurrent resolution was introduced in
the Senate providing for a joint committiee
of the House and Senate to lnquire into
the cost of and select a site for a hall of
records to be erected in this city. A new
steam railway bill providing a method for
the abolition of grade crossings in the Dise
trict in lieu of the provisions of the Balti- |
more and Ohio and Baltimore and Potomac
railroad bills, which became laws at the
last session of Congress, and for a unjon
station to be erected north of Massachuy- ,
setts avenue, was introduced in the Senate: '
the preliminary plans of the union depot
project of the Pennsyivania and Baltimore
and Ohlo railroads were officially flled with
the District; a perusal of the plans showed
that they contemplated the closing of H
sireet.
