SPLENDID MEMORIAL TO LINCOLN ON

THE BANK OF THE POTOMAC.

Appropriate Site and Design, Fitting
the Serenity and Grandeur of the

Man to Be Honored.

The park cormnission In providing for a

memorial to Lincoln considered that work
in connection with the general scheme of
park improvement. The magnificent por-
tico of doric columns, 250 feet long and 220
feet broad, as it will stand on the bank of
the Potomac near the end of the Memorial
bridge, will be in keeping with the mag-
nificent character to whose memory the
classic structure of white marble will be
reared. Next to the Washington monu-

ment, It will be the most striking object
on the mall from all points from which a

view of that entire section can be secured.
Standing on the upper balcony of the dome
of the Capitol the observer will be at-
tracted first by the tall white pile built in

will be the lower and broad portico in the
grand simplicity of the doric style in mem-
ory of the man who; next to Washington,
has been given the place of honor among
the men whose heroic and patriotic lives
have endeared them to the American peo-
ple.

In Conformity to the Man.
In conformity to the serene and grand

character of the man who is to be hon-
ored by this memorial it has been designed
in architectural simplicity and grandeur.
From one side the hills of Virginia, the
Memorial bridge and the historic grounds
of Arlington will be in full view, and from
the other the monument, the beautiful
grounds of the mall and in the distance the
white form of the Capitol will be seen.
Near the foot of the Capitol terrace and

facing the west will be equestrian statues
of Grant, with Sherman and Sheridan on
either side. The beauty of the Lin-
coln memorial will be enhanced when
the improvements contemplated for
the river front have been com-
pleted. The Memorial bridge, as sim-
ple in design as the memorial to Lincoln,
spanning the river with banks of granite
on either side and other picturesque fea-
tures of the water front, will make the site
one peculiarly charming. Along the river
front and where a nearby view of the Lin-
coln memorial can be had will be the road-
way connecting Rock Creek Park and all

The drive is one that will be greatly

used and cannot fail to prove one of the
most popular in the entire park system of
the District. At the portion of the road
where it comes in view of the Lincoln me-
morial there will also be a splendid view of
such shipping as the port of Georgetown
will maintain, as the road there skirts the
bank of the river, turning in such a way as
to give a clear view up the Potomac. The
view of the Lincoln memorial from the
heights of Arlington will be particularly
fine and imposing, as that artistic stric-
ture will be the first object In the various
improvements that are to be made on the
mall. One of the interesting incidents con-
nected with the tourists' visits to the me-
morial will be the reading of Lincoln's
Gettysburg address, ]which will be en-
graven on brass within the edifice as an
everlasting preservation of a speech which
for literary style, lofty, patriotic senti-
ment and touching pathos has never been
excelled. Senator Cullom, who has deter-
mined to bend his best efforts to secure a
suitable memorial to Lincoln at an early
day, will work earnestly for an appropria-
tion that will allow a performance of that
work on a most magnificent scale, his
great desire being that the memorial when
built shall be fitting the greatness of the
character it is to c6minemorate.
