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MR. DRAKE'S FIRST RULING

CODE OF LAWS RELATING TO INSUR-

ANCE COMPANIES,

Fees to Be Pald by Thoxe Doing Busi-
ness In the Distriet of

Columbin.

The District superintendent of Insurance,
Mr. Thomas E. Drake, has notified the Dis-
trict Commissioners of his first ruling. “It
peing the duty of the superintendent of In-
surance,”’ he gays, “to interpret and apply
the code of law of the District of Columblia,
in effect January 1, 1802, relating to insur-
ance companles and Insurance agents, I,
therefore, concurring in the opinion of the
city solicitor, beg leave Lo submit to you
for your approvgl the following ruling on
sections 646, 654 and 665 In regard to
licenses, viz:

“First—Section 646 of the code, so far as
it refers to llcenses, relates to the Insurance
company itself. Second—Sections 634 and
635 refer to agents and not to companles,
unless acting as agent.

“Under this ruling the distinguishing fea-
tures In respect to companies, agents,

licenses and fees to be paid, are as follows: .

Matter of Fees.

“1—All companies and associatlons for fil-
ing charter and other qualifylng documents,
together with issulng license to company;
such ilcense authorizing the company to
issue only its own policies, $10. :

“2-Local and foreign companies—Each
insurance company, local or forelgn, desir-
ing to act as agent for the purpose of re-
ceiving business from another company, or
from agents or representatives of any other
company, 1s required to procure a 'wml
insurance license.’ Fee Lo be paid the

oq‘s-ro{:elxu:’ companies must be licensed
under section 648 before they can in any
way do business in the Dist of Colum-
A forelgn company lssulng Its own
poliey to a person in-the District of Colum-
bls is not required to be represented by the

Poliey Writers' License.

“4. Prineipal, or policy-writing agents’
license—This ‘general insurance llcense’
may be issued to a person, or a firm not
exceeding two members, or an association,
or to a corporation or secretary or assistant
secretary of either of such bodies having
such officers. Under this form of license an
unlimited number of companies may be
represented by an agent, and power (s
granted 1o the licensee to appoint solicitors
for each company he represents. A poliu}'
writing agent may also act as broker.
Fee to be paid by the agent, $50.

“H. Broker's general insurance license—
This licen=e carries with it all the privileges
granted a principal, or policy-writing agent,
except that the licensee cannot issue poli-
cles nor appoint solicitors. A broker rep-
resents no company, but places the business
he controls wherever he elects in com-
panles that are llcensed to do business in
the District of Columbia. Fee to be pald
by broker, $50.

Two Classes of Solicitors.

‘8. Bolicitor's license—A solicitor must be
emplpyed in some capacity by a company
or its principal agent. License privilege
is llmited to one company only, and the
name of such company must be embodicd
in the license. Fee to be pald by the so-
Heitor, $35.

“7. Industrial solicitor's lleense—Limited
to one ocompany and the name of such com-
pany must appear in the license, IFee to be
paid by the solicitor, $2 :

“Licenses for companies, agents, sollcitors
and brokers now doing business In the Dis-
triet will bear date as of January 1, 1902,
and be in foree until April 30, 1902; fees
for which must be prepaid.

The Pacific coast industries are not a unit
in the opposition to trade reciprocity which
comes from that section of the United
States. Information has been received in
Washington to the effect that the canned
fruit trade of the Pacific coast 18 in a bad

During the past year this trade almost en-

There is still a good
trade with New Zealand, so the loss of Aus-
tralian trade is c%ﬂiﬂ as entirely due
to Australia’s new tariff law.

The average im-
port duty in the United States on ail classes
of goods is, under the Dingley law, about
30 per cent. apd the average on manufac-
tured goods is about 50 per cent. The new
Australian tariff is considerably lower than
our own, being about 30 per cent on manu-
factured goods, or 20 per cent less than the
'nited States average. This average, how-
ever, does not apply In Australia to par-
ticular instances where especially high
tariffs are Imposed, such as that collected
from imported canned fruit.

This is but one instance of the many op-
portunities for the extension of American
trade constantly being brought to the at-
tention of the State Department by inose
interested here and abroad. Reciprocity,
however, in the form of treaties is appar-
ently looked upon as a dead issue in the
Senate, for a time at least, and any tariff
concessjions which are made in any direction
will have to be secured through that most
difficult of all mewnoas—direct legislation.

DIVORCE IN ITALY.

Views of an Italinn Novelist and of
the Pope on a New Law.
Rome Cor. the London Chronicle,

In the course of an interview just ae-
corded to a representative of the (Glornale
d’'Italia in connection with the Italian di-
vorce law proposals, Antonio Fogazzaro,
the well-known novelist, who is also a dep-
uty in the Italian chamber, expressed him-
self as follows:

“From the religious point of view, I hold
that the action of Providence in social evo-
lution tends toward the triumph of sin-
cerity, lnasmuch as it preserves the relig-
fous sentiment by eifting out the chaff
from the wheat, and thus diminishes that
vast section of peoplie who, occupying a
middle position between honest believers
and honest unbelievers, observe the out-
ward formalities of worshlp, but live ac-
cording to their own desires, and profane
what is most sacred. In this providential
order of things, divorce, like eivil e,
has a tendency to lessen hypocerisy. Doubt-
less the temptations to which it exposes
people are cons‘derable; but conjugal fidel-
ity, amid sorrow and sacrifice, cannot fail
to shine forth and win the world's .
Hence, I do not my=elf partake of the fears
which beset some minds when face to face
with the divorce problem. As a politician,
I regard as the principal misfortune of such
a law Its character of avowed hostility to
the Catholic Church. While I predict that
this law will, in the long run, react to the
advantage of Catholicism, the fact remains
that such is most certainly not the inten-

tion of its promoters, who aim at opposing
a law of urgent justice to that law of fit-

The pope then expounded at some length
his views on the sanctity and indizsolubil-
ity of religious marriage, and after a de-
talled consideration of its relations with
the civil law, urged the evil results, =0 far
as the family and soclety were concernsd,
which divorce involved. The power of a
state, he said, being closely allied with itw
morals and its laws, corruption meant jts
ruin, and the laxity which it encouraged
was not only h private calamity, but alse
a public calamity, for it contributed 1o the
perversion of the people.
