COLDEST OF THE WINTER

REACHED FIVE ABOVE
THIS MORNING.

MERCURY

Will Go Sfill Lewer Tonight—Flenty
of lla{a' Schedunled for Tomor-
row Night.

The record for cold in Washington for the

winter was given a compound fracture this
morning, when at 6 o'clock the mercury
reached a minimum of § degrees above
gero. It was a biting morning, and those
who were compelled to venture out at that
early hour, or even later, were glad to
duck their heads within their coat collars
and thrust their hands within their pock-
ets to keep from freezing. el

The sun shone brightly all the forenoon,
and at 9 o'clock the mercury was on an
upward climb that was noticeable. At 1
o'clock this afternoon the thermometer at
The Evening Star building had reached 23
above, although the weather was still plerc-
ing.

" Genuine Thaw Coming.

While last night was the coldest night
of the winter hereabouts, the government
forecaster is confident in the prealetion that
tonight will be still colder. But relief Is in
sight. The weather will moderate very
perceptibly tomorrow, and by night the
streets will be sloppy enough to sail a boat
therein.

There is a rain storm central over Colo-
rado today, and it is expected to make its
advent into Washington not later than to-
morrow evening. It is moving eastward
with a rapid velocity, and out at the
weather bureau they are confident that it

will reach us on schedule time.

This means, of course, that we will lose
our snow and sleighing. The temperature
is rising rapidly in the west and plenty of
rain is reported in the southwest. There is
no immediate danger of a flood in and
around Washington by the thaw that is ex-
pected unless heavy rains should continue.
In that event considerable havoc may be
wrought.

The lowest previous descent of the mer-
cury during the present winter was on De-
cember 22, when the official thermometer
recorded 7 degrees above.
