Recommendations Based on In-
formation Received.

LEGISLATION -FAVORED

The -Raal report of the Industrial commis-
nion on the subjects of 'progress of the na-
tion; "agricultute," "mining" and "trans-
portatlon" has been sent to Congress. The
report on "progress of the nation" consists
of a review of the growth of population and
Industries in thin country. and that on

"mnilng" is composed of a review of testi-
mony taken before the commission on that
subject. The cmmession make. recom-
mendations for legislation on agriculture
and transportation. When the commission
reports on Industrial cpmbinations it will
make recommendations in relation to
mining.
The commission emphasizes the great im-

portance of agriculture in this country, and
the need of legislation to advance its in-
terests. The need of low uniform freight
rates is referred t6. and the Departmebt of
Agriculture is commended for the excellent
work it has done for farmers. The commis-
sion believes that the operations of the De-
partment of Agriculture should be extended
as follows:
Extension of Authority Advoested.
"1. That the Secretary of Agriculture be

given authority-
"(a) To inspect dairy products intended

for export and to certify to their grade and
quality.
"(b) To fix standard grades for cereals,

based on season of growing, quality and
weiggt per measure, and, when intended
for export, to inspect and certify the same.
"(e) To cause stock cars and stock yards

to be cleansed and disinfected whenever he
considers such action necessary.
"(d) To make adequate regulations pro-

hibiting the shipment of uninspected or
dieased meat from one state to another,
or to foreign countries.
"(e) To require and direct the proper dis-

position of diseased meat.
"The law at present auhorises the Inspec-

tion of meat Intended for Interstate com-
merce or export, but leaves the condemned
meat to be disposed of locally.. The proper
disposition of condemned meat is quite as
important as inspection.

"2. That a more comprehensive penalty
clause for shipping diseased meat be en-
acted; also a provision by which a receiver
of a railroad, as well as the 'owner or
manager of any railroad company,' shall
be held liable for violations of the-law.

"3. That a law be enacted to provide-
"(a) For the Inspection of nursery stock

intended for Interstate commerce or for ex-
port, and prohibiting, the transportation of
diseased, Infested or uninspected nursery
stock.
"(b) For rules and regulations to govern

the importation of nursery stock and fruit,
and prohibiting the importation of diseased.
infested or uninspected nursery stock or
fruit.

To Prevent Fraud in 'Foods.
"4. That a pure-food section in the chem-

istry division of the Department of Agri-
culture be established to prevent the adul-
teration, false branding and deceptive Imi-
tation of foods, beverages, candies, drugs
and condiments in the District of Columbia
and the territories, and for regulating in-
terstate traffic therein.

"5. That adequate legislation be enacted
by the several states, where needed, to con-
-ttol such diseases as glanders, tuberculosis,
etc.

"(1. That whatever changes may. be made
in the tariff, by reciprocity or otherwise,
adequate protection to the beet-sugar in-
dustry be maintained.

Good Roads.
"7. That increased appropriations be

made by the Congress for building sample
stretches of Improved roads in various sec-
tions of the country, so as to encourage the
more rapid construction of such roads at
state and local expense.

"8. That the system of free rural delivery
be extended as recommended by the Post-
master General in his latest annual report.
"9. That the policy of setting aside for-

est preserves, already Inauguranted, be ex-
tended, and that the three bureaus of the
government, which have charge of investi-
gations and administrative work connected
with forestry, be consolidated."
This report is signed by Albert (lark,

chairman; Senators Penrose and Bard.
Representatives Gardner, Bell, Otjen and
Lori er and Merrs. A. L. Harris, John
M.Faruhar, Eugene I. Conger, Thomas
W. Phillips, C. J. Harris, John L. Kennedy,
Chas. H. I4tchman and D. A. Tompkins.

Regulation of Freight Rates.
The commission's recommendations for

legislatIon on the subject of transportation
follow:
"To the end that discrimination and in-

equality as between shippers, and the ial-
adjustment of freight rates between com-
peting markets and trade centers, may be
abolished or mInimised; that the public
may be assured of reasonable and stable
freight rates, which will at the same thneafford fair returns upon capitar investment;
that the interest of investors In American
railroad securities may be protected, and
that undue inflation of capitalization and
fraudulent or speculative manipulation of
business by directors or other Interests in
control, may be prevented, we recommend-

"1. -That the policy of governmental su-
pervision and control of raliroads, as orig-
inally laid down in the Senate committee
report of 1886, and embodied the following
year in the interstate commerce act, be re-
vived and strengthened; that the authority
of the interestate commerce commission
necessary for the adequate protection of
shippers and clearly Intended by Ihe fram-
er. of the law be restored, and that the
powers and functions of the commission be
enlarged practically as contemplate in the
so-called Cullom bill of 1900, except as to
authority to prepare and enforce a uni-
form classl~cation.

Enlage the Comunisi.
'"'hat, to further the effectiveness' of the

commission. its membership should be dl-
rectiy representative of the various inter-
eas concerned, in the persons of shippers or
business men, traf~c experts (rail and
water), and men of legal traIning, and the
number of eoninlssloners should be Increas-
ed to seven.

"4That legIslation analogous- to the anti-
stock-watering statutes of nMamehm.see.
be enacted by the several states in order to
prevent overcapt.tioa= and to secur a-
pervision over the promnotion and Snancingof railroad orgenstenn and-consMations,
and that new railroad cosetruetien should
be regulated s s to uprest unwise par-alnaingr og oatmine gRss,"I'hat rioenecmpaniea=b ebehlIaby law Iess in loSwer fte*ig tts
assa lupsets banart the intuer .ot thieGountry, In ammeina *lih escal traagpr-tatios er etharwis, tha ase 0mdesni.,lar artieles fre the sashest theU n-.

The finest pier that New York has ever

seen is to be made of the pier at the foot
of West 34th street. which Mayor Low has
tendered to Prince Henry for his yacht
while he is in the city. Gustav H. Schwab
of the North German line has given orders
for the decoration of the pier. It is to be
,transformed Into a royal landing stage,
blazing with electric lights and adorned in
a most artistic manner. The interior nf
the big shed on the pier Is to be turned Into
a veritable Gower garden. and telephones
and steam heat are to be put in. Thirty-
four arc electric lights. six four-cieters
and fifteen drop lights wili he placed on the
pier. The offices are to be fitted up in hand-
some style. The North German TAoyd idne
will bear the expense. Prince Henry will
land at this pier on his arrival.
Prince Henry will receive the freedom of

the city at the hands of the board of ade-
men when he appears at the city hall. on
February '2. to make a visit of ceremony
to Mayor Low. This courtesy has not been
extended to any one for years. At a con-
ference with Mayor Low the aldermanic
committee of fifteen, which Includes the
presidents of the five boroughs. accepted
the mayor's suggestion to make the prince's
visit at the center of municipal authority a
memorable one by presenting him en -

grossed resolutions offering him the free-
dom of the city. The presentation will
take place in the aldermanic chamber be-
tore the entire hoard and officIal guests of
the mayor. The details of the affair were
left to a subcommittee of three. In a ten-
tative way the mayor and the committee
of aldermen have agreed that after Prince
Henry has paid his respects to ,the mayor
the committee shall watt upon him and in-
vite him to the chamber. Then a proces-
sion will be formed, in which the prince.
escorted by the mayor, will walk through
the corridor and up the grand staircase to
the chamber, where he wIll be welcomed
to the city and the resolutions pire sented
to him.-
The board of education has decided to In-

vite Prince Henry to visit the public
schools. A comamittee of invitation has
been appointed, consisting of Richard H.
Adams, former Senator Chartee L. GU.
Gen. George W. Wingate and Commis-
sioner Connery. One of the ideas is to take
the. prince aboard the school ship St.
Qfary's.
