Court Appoints Receiver for
Kretol Company.

RESULT OF A SUIT

ALL PARTIES TO LITIGATION AS-
SENT TO ACTION TAKEN.

State Legislature to Be Asked to
Authorize City Loan — Gen-
eral and Personal.

In the corporation court this afternoon
Judge J. K. M. Norton appointed Robert
F. Knox of this city recelver for the Kre-
tol Chemical Company, in the suit of Major
George A. Armes of Washington. against
that company. This was done after a long
consultation between all the attorneys in-
terested, and was by the consent of all the
parties. The company was represented by
Attorney Frank E. Anderson of this city
and George 8. Chase of Washington. At-
torneys Ralston and Siddons of Washington
and C. C. Carlin of this city represented
Maj. Armes and the interest of various
other parties was looked after by Attorneys
Douglass and Douglass of Washington.

The suit was instituted Monday, March 3,
when, through his attorneys, Maj. Armes
aeked for an injunction and the appoint-
ment of a recedver. The Injunction was
granted and a ruie issued, returnable March
14, to show cause why a receiver should
not be appointed.

Under the decree of the court entered to-
day, the receiver Is authorized, in addition
to the duties of hi® general position, to
borrow a sum not to exceed $3,000 upon
the real estate and personal property of the
company. The defendant company 18 re-
quired to turn over to the receiver all
the accounts and other effects of the com-
pany. The receiver is authorized to insti-
tute suit to secure the rights guaranteed
to him by the decree. He is also empower-
el and directed to operate the company
within the provisions of its charter, and
to contlnue the buslness of the concern in
his name as receiver untl further orders
from the court. He is further directed to
file an inventory of the assets of the com-
pany in this cause within thirty days. It
was stipulated that his first report was to
be made within sixty days. For the falth-
ful performance of his duty the receiver
was required to give bond before the clerk
of the corporation court in the sum of
$5,000. Mr. Knox is a real estate man and
{s well known in this city and in Wash-
ington.

Proposal for Gas Plant.

A joint meeting of the committees en
finance and light of the city council will be
held this evening for the purpose of con-
sidering a proposition concerning the elec-
tric and gas plants. Mr. Frank Golds-
borough, an attorney from New York, who
formerly resided here, will appear before
the committees as the representative of a
New York syndicate, presenting a propo-
sition to operate the two lighting houses
for a term of vears, furnishing gus to con-
sumers at & rate not more than §1 per
thousand feet, or 30 cents less than the
present rate. For some time past the city
council has been considering iceans for
the improvement of the gas works, which
are now in a very bad state. It nas been
estimated that it will require the sum of
$£20,00) to put the plant in goond shape.

The proposition to be submitt=d, it Is
understood, will include the giving of bond
in the sum of £100,000 for the faithful per-
formance of contract, the rebuilding of the
gas plant and the supplying of 2.000.000
feet of gas per yvear to the city free of
cost for use in the offices of the city hall
It is £aid that the company will also miake
a proposition regarding the electric light

plant.
City to Borrow $50,000.

A joint meeting of the finance committee
and sinking fund commissioners of the
city council was held Saturday night to
make arrangements concerning the clty's
finances. After considerable discussion it
was decided to ask the legislature to grant
the city power to issue $50,000 in bonds at
a rate of Interest not to exceed 4 per cent
per annum. ©Of this amount it is pro-
posed to use $£20,000 for improving the city
gas plant and the remainder, $30,000, for
street and sewer improvements.

At a previous meeting it was decided to
ask the legislature. to grant power to
issue $70,000 bonds, and to let the sinking
fund commissioners take care of the $32,-
6(@) bonds at 6 per cent, which will fall due
July 1. At Baturday night's meeting, hpw-
ever, it was decided that the money ex-
pended on the gas plant would be available
from the receipts from the gas by the time
the remaining $30,000 had been expended
on streets and sewers.

Federal Building at Alexandria.

The necessity for a new and larger gov-
ernment building at Alexandria, Va., was
the text of a delegation of resldents of this
city recently before the House committee
on public buildings and grounds. An ap-
propriation of $200,000 is wanted for the
purpose. The delegation urging this cause
consisted of Mayor George L. Simpson, Mr.
Park Agnew, internal revenue collector;
Mr. M. B. Harlow, president of the Busi-
ness Men's League of Alexandria; Mr. F. J.
Paff, president of the Alexandria common
council; Postmaster Jogseph L. Crupper and
Mr. Marshall L. King, collector of customs
of this city, accompanied by Representa-
tive John F. Rixey. Letters from Judge
Waddill, Collector Agnew, Postmaster
Crupper and Collector King calling atten-
tion to the Inadequacy of the present build-

ing had already been filed with the commit- }

tee.

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CUBAN RECIPROCITY

REPRESENTATIVE DALZELL
TALKS ON THE SITUATION.

Does Not R:egard the Question as One
of Protection—A Duty to the
Cuban People.

The Philadelphia Press today prints the
following Interview with Representative
Dalzell on the situation in the House on
the subject of relief for Cuba:

“] don't regard this question as one of
protection at all. There is no proposition
to revise the tariff in any single particular,
It is not a proposition to revise the tariff
on sugar. It has relation simply to a reci-
precity agreement with Cuba. Our rela-
ticns with Cuba are absolutely different
from those with any other country. In
those relations we are bound to look out
for not simply the welfare of the Cabans,
but our own welfare as well. Anything
that should happen to Cuba between now
and the next congressional election that
would go to disclose our failure not only
to glve Cuba a stable form of govern-
ment, but also to preserve such form of
government, would be counted against
us as a failure on the part of the repub-
Hcan party, and would be charged against
the republican party. If it should happen
by reason of our failure to legislate for the
relief of Cuba her new government shall
be imperiled, we would have to bear the
burden. If it shall turn out that, by reason
of being compelled to sell their sugar at a
loss, great distress should result to the
planters and thousands of men should be
deprived of employment, the probabllities
arc that if our army is withdrawn in the
meantime It would have to go back again.

“It must be remembered that not only
have we pledged ourselves by the Paris
treaty to the maintenance of a stable form
of government in Cuba, but, in addition,
by the terms of the Plati amendment we
have reserved to ourselves the right, and,
of course, there is a corresponding duty, to
intervene against the Cubans themselves,
shculd they endanger the stability of their
government. Qur first duty, therefore, as
it seems to me, is to put ourselves in such
gituation that the new government shall
have plain salling toward success.

Benefits Would Accrue.

“The question appears to me to be a very
much broader one than any that relates
simply to tariff schedules. Entertaining
this view, I still would not advocate any

action that would interfere to the detri-
ment of any American industry. I claim
to be an ultra-protectionist. I am satis-
fied, however, from a very careful investi-
gation of the subject, that a concession
of 20 per cent of the tariff upon rugar
would not hurt our sugar interests in the
remotest degree. I am perfectly satisfied
that the claim that this tariff concession
would inure to the benefit of the sugar
trust cannot be sustained. It has been
demonstrated that tariff reductions in the
case of Porto Rlcan sugars have gone into
the pockets of the Porto Rican sugar plant-
ers. The same thing was demonstrated
when Hawalian sugar was made Iree by
treaty. The duty taken from Hawailan
sugar went to the sugar planters of Ha-
wail. This, it seems to me, is capable of
very easy demonstration. If you will take
the export prices of Hawaiilan, Cuban and
Porto Rican sugars and will add the freight
and other charges from the port of ship-
ment in each individual case to the city
of New York, you will find ‘that the New
York price of the several sugars is iden-
tically the same. In other words, it is in
all cases the New York, which is, after
all, the Hamburg price, because liambhurg
fixes the price of sugar In the New York
market,

“urthermore, if vou will take the cost
price of the manufacture of beet sugar,
as testified to before the ways and means
committee, you will find that beet sugar
can be laid down 4n the western markets,
at Chicago or Kansas Clity, for instance,
at a price which will euln;l:ote 1;!:;; cubg.n
sugars and give our people a profit.
It must be remembered that beet sugars
for the last ten y have been Buccess-
tully competing in theé western markets
with Hawalian free sugar. I cannot escape
the condusion that the reduction proposed
by the ways and j committee cannot
injure our beet sugar producers. In view
of this fact., the cleim that the ways and
means proposition violates in the remotest
degree the principles of protection seems
to be untenable. The question is a very
blg question, calling for the exercise of the
wisest statesmanship, with a view of ulte-
rior results. It seems {& me that unless aid
is given to Cuba in her present necessities
the result must be that the Cuban annexa-
tion must soon follow. I do mnot believe
that mnenitlgntat this time wioutlg p%va :3
be anything bu us to the Unit
States. I have no doubt that some time In
the future annexation is inevitable, but if
we can ne that event for a period of
vears Cuba in the meantime will undoubt-
edly be Americanized, when annexation
comes, as come it must, we will take into
the U:l(;n not a . pllon of 1lliterate Cu-
bans, but a ractically American
and not u mm

the task of making a Cuban republic, and
if we fail to do anything necessary to the
full accomplishment of that end the failure
will be that of the republican party and
the people of the country will undoubtedly
hold us to strict account at the polls. If I
believed that the ways and means propo-
sition infringed to the breadth of a halr
upon the principle of protection no one
would be more bitterly opposed to it than
I. I belleve, however, that under existing
circumstances, and in view of our volunta-
rily assumed duty toward Cuba and of the
relations that she stands in to us, we are
not only fulfilling an ohligation, but are a!So
acting .n the line of the republican policy,
when we propose a reciproeity agreement
with Cuba. Furthermore, there is another
side to the proposition which should not be
overlooked. Out of Cuban imports amount-
ing iast yvear to £66,000.000 we got only £27,-
000 ¥, while Europe got the rest. There
is not the remotest reason why, under a
reciprocity agreement, which will give entry
to our products under more favorable terms
than given to other nations, we ought to
have the entire Cuban market. Our bread-
stuffs, meats, manufactures and, In fact,
everything Cuba consumes can be given a
market there. Her imports, now S§tt,000,-
000, would within a very few years under
proper conditions amount to -$150,000,000 or
$200,000,0000 annually, and all that trade
ought to be and can be ours. It seems to
me a short-sighted policy not to take ad-
vantage of present conditions to establish
ourseclves in Cuba.”

The Sidewalk-Laying Rule.
To the Editor of The Evening Star:

The District Commissioners answer com-
plaints of citizens as to worn-out and dan-
gerous sidewalks with the suggestion that
the proper correction in such cases would
be a new cement construction, but that
under their rule and practice they wiil not
order such improvement *‘unless requested
by a representative percentage of the own-
ers of abutting property.”

Here we have the miserable cause of the
existence of worn-out sidewalks in the cen-
ter of Washington. Though they are within
a couple of blocks of the treasury or White

House, and are used by the greatest num-
ber of pedestrians, and though they were
laid in the time of Governor Shepherd, and
have never been repaired; though their sur-
face 1s undulating as a plowed field; though
they hold puddles of water after a rain in
which ducks could swim, they will not be
replaced i{f a majority of the owners of
abutting property are lacking In publle
spirit and therefore do not ask for a new
walk. Isn’'t this rule a nice premium upon
“conservatism?’’ While it is true that it is
a grave injustice to impose a percentage of
the cost (one-third I believe it i1s) on the
owners of abutting property, it is the law,
and must be done until the law 1s changed
and such Improvements made at the general
cost. The injustice of the law 1s, however,
no reason why the public comfort, cen-
venience and safety should be disregarded
and sidewalks maintained in a worn-out
and dangerous condition for ten or fifteen
years In the very center of the city while
the money avallable for their replacement
18 spent for cement walks and granite curbs
in the remote suburbs, often In front of
ungraded lots and in localitles where few
pedestrians pass.

“Waliting for a majority of the owners of
the abutting property to ask for the im-
provement,”” and it happens that in the cen-
ter of the town, where the property is most
valuable, it I1s owned most frequently by
Individuals who are not overburdened with
cilvic patriotism, and who do not worry if
the walk In front of their property is rough
and worn out, and has been so for a dozen
years.

What T want to know Is what right have
the Commissioners to regard the wishes
of a majority of the owners of abutting
property when by so doing they must dis-
regard not only the wishes of the minority
of the owners, but also must disregard
the comfort, safety and convenlence of
the public? If ever there was a viclous rule
or practice in municipal administration it is
this, and I point to its results as proving
the truth of my criticism. I point to side-
walks within two blocks of the treasury
laid thirty years ago, so rough that ladies

referably walk in the street with the
ﬂoraes, and visttors to the city cry shame!

The Edwin Street Subway.
To the Editor of The Evening Star:

In The Star of Thursday is a communica-
tion in reference to a request I had made to
the Commissioners touching a subway at
BEdwin street, Montello. For a better un-

derstanding of my request, I would say |

that the villages of Langdon, Winthrop
Heights and Montello, as well as the Lu-
theran Home, are all situated on the west
side of the new rallroad route, whilst the
raliroad boulevard is on the east side. It
is now proposed to have no crossing be-
tween 15th and 224 streets, a distance of
about a half mile. The boulevard comes
to our doors, but we are not to be per-
miited to cross the track to reach it. I
therefore asked for a subway about mid-
way of this distance—against which there

feet high and a half mile out of our dlrect
way, In place of a straight, level, stone-
ballasted road, direct to the city.

It is further alleged In the article that
the subway is “impracticable,”” because,
among other things, “of the probable loca-
tion of the new Pennsylvania rallroad,” In
regard to which I would most respectfully
say that no part of the new Pennsylvania
road lies within a half mile of E<lwin street.
Also, it Is further stated that ‘‘changes in
the location of U. V and W streets make
the idea of a subway more difficult.” As
to this, it Is sufficient - to say that no
changes In these streets, whatever they
may be, have the slightest relation to the
subway at Edwin street, These streets do
not come in the vicinity, nor do they cross
the railroad, nor could they aid us in reach-
ing the boulevard. In what way these
streets render the problem of the subway
“more difficult’”” is indeed a conundrum.

In what consists, then, the “impractica-
bility" of this subway? We have the open
highway, and, as I stated in my communi-
cation to the Commissioners, I think the
railroad will have an elevation of elght to
ten feet, while the street would permit a
depression of three to five feet, giving a
clearance of ten or more feet. This Is my
impression—I would like to see the en-
gineer's officlal figures—and if I am any-
where near correct, where does the “lm-
practicability’” come in? 1If the engineer's
fizures show an insufficlent clearance, then
the impracticability is evident; otherwise
this community has a right to the subway
and should not be subjected to a lasting in-
convenience without good cause.

We are not asking a grade crossing; the
subway endangers no one, ni_-thlng,'am] Is
a small, inexpensive structure, costing the
District little or nothing.

The reasons alleged no not appear to meet
at all the existing conditions, as most cer-
tainly they do not qualify the demands of
this community.

The only sufficient reason for a denial of
our request would be that of insufficlent
clearance, which 1s not alleged.

There seems to be a “‘tempest in a tea-
pot” In regard to the governship of Ha-
wail. Rumor says that the President in his
anxiety for harmony on the islands would
make a change in the governorship. There
is much ‘“‘sculduggery”’ golng on, which on
being sifted proves to have its origin, like
the origin of the word ‘“sculduggery,”
among the sculllons who cleaned the pots
in the kitchens of the barons and which
unfortunately sometimes brought the
barons into battle before the origin of the
row could be discovered.

The attempt has been made to prejudice
the President agailnst Mr. Dole by assert-
ing that he advocated neutrality for Ha-
wall at the commencement of the Spanish
war. Fortunately like other Innuendoes
this 1s easily disproven, as the minutes of
the privy council and correspondence of the
government will conclusively show the at-
titude of Hawall as guided by Mr. Dole.
The only cause for a thought of neutrality
was that should Hawail coalesce with the
United States its protection by a war ves-
sel, or more, might tend to detract from
the strength of the navy of the latter. But
without waiting to obtaln the opinion of the
government of the United Btates Hawall
declared to throw in its force with the
United States and suffer what might come
from Spain, the extent of whose navy In
the Pacific was unknown to fit.

In the matter of Mr. Dole’s fine sense of
honor his action in regard to Chinese Im-
migration might be quoted. When the gov-
ernment of Hawail proffered annexation to
the United States among other things It
stated that *'Chinese immigration should
cease.” Acting on that proffer, which
might never have been accepted but for
Dewey’s victory at Manlla, Mr. Dole or-
dered that the issuance of laborers’ permits
for Chinese should cease Instanter. This
was long before annexation was accom-
plished, and the loss of the labor which
might have been obtained in the interim has
seriously affected the finances of the Is-
lands. Many said that Mr. Dole was un-
necessarlly honest in that matter. We have
known wealthy firms in S8an Francisco who
prided themselves on being above dealing
in oplum who, whel they saw the duty was
to be raised, rushed orders to China for
great quantities of opinm in order to get it
in before the highsr duty went into effect.
They were accredited with smartness.

Every attempt ‘to throw mud at Mr. Dole
merely results in raising him higher in the
estimation of Americans.

COMMERCIAL RELATIONS RESUM-
ED WITH CORDIALITY.

Exports and Imports Show Increase,
While With Other European Coun-
tries They Show Declines.

Commercial relations between the United
States and Spain have been resumed with
apparently great:r cordiality and certainly
with greater activity than ever before. The
figures of the treasury bureau of statistics
show that both the imports into the United
States from S8pain and exports from the
United States to Epain were, with a single
exceptlion, greater in the calendar year 14wt
than in any preceding year. Our imports
from Spain during the year ending with
December, 1001, amounted to $57.040 758, and
our exports to Spain were $I16,785.711. Com-
paring 1901 with 1501, it is shown that our
imports from Spain have grown from §4 -
GO6. 475 Lo $7,040,758, and that exports to
Spain from the United States have in-
creased from S12,887 477 to $16,755.,711. Com-
paring present conditions with those of
1898, it appears that our imports from
Spain have increased from £3,605303 in 1868
to the above mentioned figure, $£7.40.7058,
and our exports to Spain from 8050470 in
1808 to $16,785,711, as already stated.

This growth in the commerce with Spain
is especially interesting at the present mo-
ment in view of the fact that our exports
to many of the cther European countries
show-a decline. In the calendar yvear 1901
our exports to Austria-Hungary, France,
Germany, Greece, Italy, Portugal, Russia,
Sweden and Norway, Switzerland and the
united kingdom show a decrease as com-
pased with 1900; while to Spain they show
an increase from $15,200,917 to $16,7E5,711,
On the import side, our imports from Aus-
tria-Hungary, Germany, Russia, Sweden
and Norway and Switzerland show a de-
crease, while those from Spain have in-
creased from $5,382,662 in 1900 to $7,040,708
in 19001.

The exports from the United States to
Spain are chiefly articles for use in manu-
facturing, cotton, lumber, crude mineral oil
and tobacco being the principal articles in
the list, by far the largest in the list being
cotton. Our imports from Spain are chiefly
fruits and nuts, wines, chemicals, corks
and cork bark, and iron ore of a special
grade not rerdily produced in the United
States. Lemons and oranges form a much
smaller proportion of the imports now than
a few years ago, due to the fact that citrus
fruits are now laigely produced in the
United States. The importation of raisins
has also greatly reduced in value, by rea-
son of the increased production of raisins
in the United States. Imports of preserved
and other fruits from BSpain have, on the
other hand, Increased, as have a2lso those of
almonds and other nuts.

The following show the principal articles
imported into the United States from and
exported from the United States to Spain
during the fiscal vear 1901, the detailed fig-
ures for the calendar year not being at
present available.

Principal articles imported from Spain;

Fruits and nuts, $1,661,866; wines, $580,492;
cork manufactures, $446,047; corkwood and
bark, $256,474; iron ore, $351,740. * Principal
articles experted to Spain: Cotton, $11,204,-
979; leaf tobacco, $946,167; staves, $674.214;
crude mineral oil, $489,061; boards, $200,606;
wheat, $274,828; locomotive engines, $216,-
228; cars, $227,9680; corn, $105,687.
