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Mddnt He Will Have No Trouble

I in Cnrrying His District—
Other Districts.
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Representative Mudd has returned to the
House 1,0f Representatives after several
days’ absence at Annapolis, where he
was looking dfter republican party inter-
ests in his state during the closing days of
the legislature, which adjourned at mid-
night Monday night.

‘“We came out in great shape,” Mr. Mudd
sald, when asked about the work of the
legislature. “In my judgment the demo-
crats are in the worst plight that they have
been: for several yvears. 8tarting with a
majority in both branchea of the legisia-
ture they.have accomplished but little legis-
lation of consequence and have been beaten
in a vast amount of hurtful schemes. They
passed a modificatlon of the election law,
which they did not want to pass, but which
wasg forced upon them by an alliance ot
three or four democrats of independent ten-
dencies with the republicans. They passed
a primary election law for Baltimore city
which meana nothing, and they were utter-
Iy routed in thelr attempt, approved by
their caucus, to further tamper with the
election laws in the way of restrictions of
the right to vote.

“A sewerage system which had been
promised the city of Baltlmore for many
years was defeated because the democratic
senate refused to accept an independent
democrat on a commission that had been
agreed upon unanimously in conference
committee of both houses,

The oyster intarests of the state were ut-
terly sacrificed Because of wrangling among
themselves, and personal jealousies be-
tween individual members and senators as
to just what sort of legislation they should
put through.

“The adjournment of the body last night,
when quite a number of guestionable pro-
jects were pending, was accomplished
through the rather unceremonious adjourn-
ment of the house of delegates, brought
about through the agencies which have
controlled that body for the last month or
more, without consultation with and with
but scant courtesy to the senate.”

Effect of Gerrymandering State.

“What will be the effect of the changes
by the congressional redistricting of the
state?"

“Not very much. Four districts out of
Bix, if my information is accurate, are left
with republlean majorities, based upon the
returns at the last election, and the other
two with good lighting chances: as good,
in fact, as they were congidered to have
at the last congressional election. My own
district is helped materially from a repub-
liean view point. This was done, however,
it ought to be said, through no regard for
my interests, but hecause of the fael that
continguous territory, some of which had
1o be added, was nearly all republican.

“It Is not the fact, I might add in thiz
conneetion, that the additional territory
put into my district in Baltimore city is
what has been slarringly referred to as
‘negro territory.” All of the precinets add=d
are composed almost entirely of white pop-
ulgtion, and 1 would carry the district by
a majority of white people, even if the col-
ored people did not vote at all. I will get
the cplored vote, however; want to get it
and will appreciate it.

“The fact is that this cry of ‘negro terri-
tory’ and ‘negro domination’ is the usual
howl of democraecy in despair In our state,
It has no semblance of truth in it. There
has been a continual decgeasing ratis of
colored population to white in Maryland
for many years past. Il now amounis to
about 18 per cent, In Baltimore city it is
much less than that, as everyone Krows.

“On the whoele, I think the republican
party enters the coming campaign with a
bright eutlook. We have more than held
our owan in the legislature by the comblna-
tien referred to, composed of the solid re-
publican party and a few democrats, all
of them, with one promipent exception,
that of- Mr. Strauss of Baltimore city, from
my own congressional district. The demo-
crats have done worse than nothing, and
are not themselves claiming any credit for
taking any comfort out of the situation.'

‘Supplemental Estimates.

The Distriet Commissioners have forward-

SWEEPING DEGISION

JUSTICE HAGNER'S RULING IN
MATTER OF DIVORCES.

Petition Must Be for Absolute Sep-
aration—Court Can Take Cogniz-
ance of No Other Plea.

Justice Hagner, in Equity Court No. 1,
today made a ruling believed to be of un-
usual importance as regards the matter of
divorce in the District of Columbia. In ef-
fect, Justice Hagner. holds that the court
has no jurisdiction under the new code to
consider petitions for divorce “‘a mensa et
thoro”—a limitad divoree or divorce from
bad and board. All petitions for divorce,
sayvs Justice Hagner, must be for “from
the bond of marriage,” and must allege
adultery, for otherwise they cannot be con-
sidered. The court has power to grant a
ltmited divorce, In the opinion of Justice
Hagner, but only in passing upon applica-
tions for absolute divorce, and in cases
where the allegation of infidelity has not
been fully proved, but other circnmstances,
cruelty for instance, warrant a separation
of the parties.

Another important point of the decision
of Justice Hagner is that the court has no
jurisdiction to allow alimony and counsel
fees pendente lite, exop-m in proceedings for
absolute divorce,

It is further held that the court has juris-
diction in proceedings for maintenance, but
that this jurisdiction cannot be exercised
in connection with a petition for divorce.

The opinion of Justice Hagner was ren-
dered in the case of Annie Poole against
John H. Poole. A petition for diverce from
bed and board was filed the 18th of last
month by Mrs. Poole. Cruelty was alleged.
A few days ago the petitioner asked an al-
lowance of alimony, pendente lite, and for
counsel fees. The application was refused.

Text of the Opinion.
The opinion of Justice Hagner follows:
“*This bill was filed on the 18th of March,
1002, alleging cruelty on the part of the
defendant, endangering the life and health
of the petitioner, and that he deserted her
in December, 1807; praying for a divorce,

‘a mensa et thoro on the ground of cruelty
and desertion,” and that an order should be
passed granting her $30 a month as ali-
mony pendente lite and sylt money, and
the further sum of $100 as counsel fees.

“On the same day the defendant was re-
turned ‘summoned.” "’

No further proceedings were had in the
cause until a petition was filed on behalf of
the complainant, specifically applving for
an order for alimony pendente lite and
counsel fees.

Basis of Opinion.

“I passed an order refusing the praver of
the petition upon these grounds:

1. As to the prayver for divorce a mensa
et thorn, because the ecourt has no juris-
diction to grant the application under the
exlsting provisions of the divorce law as
contained In the code., Section 966 declares
there shall be no divorce from the bond
of marriage except for adultery, but that
‘legal separation from bed and board may
be granted for drunkenness, cruelty or de-
sertion.’” Section Y8 declares that ‘where
a divorce from the bond of marriage is
praved the court shall have authority to
decree a divorce from bed and board If
the causes proved be sufficient to entitle
the party to the relief asked.

“But in this cause no divorece from the
bond of matrimony is prayved, and, as f
construe the law, the presence of such a
prayver is essential to the passing of a de-
cree for divorce a mensa et thoro. Besldes,
there is no explanation in the section as to
the character or duration of the three
causes which are spoken of in section Wit
as providing a ground for ‘legal separation.”
What kind of drunkenness or cruelty,
how long the drunkenness or desertion may
have existed is left unexplained by the law.
As the provisions in the section are only
prospective and the divorce provisions ot
the Revised Statutes are repealed, there 18
no law in existence to meet such a case.

Matter of Alimony.

“2d. With respect to the application for
alimony pendente lite, section 975 expressly
limits the power of the court to decree, ex-
cept during the pendeney of a suit for di-
vorce, which must be taken to mean i sult
for divoree from the bond of marriage—or
to a case where applicat.on is made to de-
clare a marriage vold. This cause comes
unuer neither of those conditions.

“The provision as to maintenance of wife
in section O8O stands upon a different foot-
ing, and must be pursued in an entirely dif-
ferent form of proceeding.

“Having no jurisdiction te grant the re-
Hef prayed in the petition In either form,
the prayer therein is refused.”

Attorney W. Preston Williamson, repre-
senting Mrs. Poole, has announced that he
will appeal from the ruling of Justice Hag-
ner to the Court of Appeals.

ANTICIPATE NO TROUBLE.

Proprietors of Leading Bakeries Not |

Disturbed by Threatened Strike.

The decislon of the journeymen bakers
and confectioners, as announced at the
meeting of the Central Labor Union Monday
night, to make a demand on their employ-
ers for $2.75 a day, seems to have aroused
liitle, If any, anxiety among the proprietors.
The managers of several leading firms,
when seen by a Star reporter, =aid the
demand of the union had not been pre-
sented to them. They said that heretofore
there has been no friction between the con-
cerns and the men, and that the relations
had always been peaceable, and should such
a demand be made they anticipate no se-
rious trouble. No concerted action has heen

taken by them, however, and will not be
until it is deemed to be necessary.

The lowest wages pald to the bakers, ac-
cording to the managers, is §15 a week, and
from that on up to $18. This rate, they say,
is about $2 a week higher than the wages
paid to bakers in New York, Chicago and
8t. Louis. Besldes this. it was stated, the
baking firms supply
bread for their family use free of charge.

One manager sald he thought the bakers |
were taking the stand of bricklayers and
other kindred laborers who work only
avout seven months out of the year. He
sald the bakers were employed all the year
round and had many more comrveniences,
inasmuch as their labor

ception of the few hot days of the summer.

It was salso stated that the men were re-
ceiving as much as the firms can afford to
pay, and that a raise is unlikely, as msa-
terials which enter into the composition of
bread had advanced perceptibly in price
during the last few months.

Nothing definite as to what action will
be taken by the employers, should the
union attempt to enforce the proposed de-
mand, can be given out at present, but the
managers say they do not want any trou-
ble and do not anticipate any serlous dis-
agreement,
