A. L. MEYER UNDER ARREST.

Charged With Illegally Manipulating
Stock in a Railroad.

A T.. Mever, the promoter of the Hacken-
sack Meadows Company and of oths r com

panles the stock certificates of which de-
clined In price about a week ago and
against whom an order of arrest was is-

sued, surrendered himself to the sherif? in
New York yesterday. Ball was fixed
$4.000 and was furnished.

The order of arrest was iseued In a Eult
brought by David Rosenberg of New York
against A. L. Mever, Robert Offenbhach,
Benjamin P. Moore and John D. Elwell.
Rosenberg elalmed that he was damaged to
the extent of $0,200 by an alleged conepira-
ey to unload Rutland preferred stock at a
price greater than its real worth. The or-
der of arrest was signed by Justice Giege-
rich on May 8 While the four named as
defendants were sued, all the names Wl
stricken from the order of arrest eXeept
that of Arthur L. Mever.

An aflidavit in the case was made by Ber.
nard Uliren, who sald he was employed by
Offenbach & Moore as a clerk and book-
keeper In December last, and that on April
7 John D. Elwell told him *“‘that he, with
the other defendants, had a scheme to un-
load upon the public the preferred stock of
the Rutland railroad, which was practically
all owned by Webh and Meyer and was un-
der the Immediate control of Meyer.” Pur-
Buant to thls alleged scheme, Uhren sald
he was Instructed to buy the stock on mir-
gins, and that he purchased 1,000 shares
through a brokerage house on an & per

cent margin and that the brokers purchased

| the same stock from the defendants for

$120,000. On April 10 he purchased 0
shares through another firm of brokers nn
& 7 per cent margin and on April 10 he
bought % shares on an S per cent margin
through a third firm.
